“One great difficulty which the
Turkish government is obliged to face
—and all must appreciate the serious-
ness of this—is the view the Turks
proper will take of this European in-
tervention ih the internal affairs of
Turkey. I feel convinced that if there
were any danger of an international
reform scheme being a wedge to sever
Macedonia from the Turkish govern-
ment, the Turks would . insiststo the
end in refusing _to grant Europe's
combined demands.

“One is bound to feel that it is not
to the advantage of any European
power to weaken Turkey. On the con-
trary, the integrity of the Ottoman
empire has become and is, and I ‘be-
lleve will always be, the starting point
of all proposed interference or help
from any external power or power:.”

; tle, Chief Wilkie says Adams con-
fessed ‘to having stolen $35,000 in gold
since the 1st of March. Twelve thou-
sand dollars in currency was found on
| him.

Chief Wilkie said that there had been
| something wrong at tee Seattle assay
office for nearly a year. . The office is
used by the Klondike miners.

When the accident occurred the local
train was said to have been a few
minutes late and knowing that the ex-
press train was close behind, it is
claimed the rear brakeman, Donoer
Gauthier, who was killed, set out red
torches, indicating danger. When the
express train passed Lincoln station,
about a mile and a half east of the
scene of the wreck, the Montreal train
was running at

Its Usual Rate of Speed,

estimated all the way from 8 to 50
miles an hour. It is said that signals
calling for caution were set against
the express at Lincoln station. The
statements of those who were near the
station do not agree in all details.
The theories of railroad men who vis-
ited the scene are that the smoke from
the engine of the local train as it pass-
ed under the Baker bridge obsecured
the red lights in the rear. Whatever
the reason the first engineer of the
Montreal train, whose duty it was to
scan the signals, failed to observe any
warnings and withoutt a movement
having been made to check its speed,
the heavy train plunged into the local.
It is expected that the responsibility
will -be placed by the raflroad authori-
ties.

It was hours after the accident be-
fore the wrecked engines could be dis-
entangled. The top of one of the cars
rested on the second engine all night
and portions of the sides of another
car were picked up along the -embank-
ment. The scene of the wreck is in a
deep cut and it was with difficulty
that the locomotives were removed.

More Bodies Found.

Lincoln, Mass., Nov. 27.—Twe more
bodies were recovered from the wreck
this morning. One of them was taken
from the top of the forward engine
and the other from beneath the en-
gine’s trucks. One was that of a man
and the other a woman. This makes
a total of 19 dead.

Chicago, Ill., Nov. 27.—The Record-
Herald to-day says:

‘““An organized movement on the part
of the railroad employees in every
branch.of the service has been put on
foot fo secure concerted action against
the Roosevelt idea of rate legislation.

- It is hoped-that this will be in
operation next year, and prove an im-
portant factoer in,reducing the cost of
mining. - In the Tanana goldfields, 1,000
miles below Dawson, ‘which I person-
ally visited, such marvellous progress
has been made that the gold output
and population are now little short of
the Klondike, and bid fair next season
to surpass it. Although this new dis-
trict is so remote from our railway, we
secure a large portion of its traffic,
thus demonstrating the value of the
gateway which we hold to even the re-
moter portions of Alaska.: The:/Tan-
ana Mines railway conneeting the river
towns with the mining ereeks has been
completed, and is now,in successful
operation. The numerous _smaller
camps between Dawson and® Tanana
all show sustained 6r increased activ-
ity, and several-new 'ones have been
started.”

that as secretary of the Pacific Cold
Storage Company, a concern backed
mainly by local capital, he knew about
halibut fishing.

The local
company would be out $20,000 if they
were to quit now. Steps should be
taken to protect the industry for Can-
adians.

Wmi ‘G. Miller, manager bt the Na-
naimo Fish Company, said that in his
opinion there was an aboundant sup-
ply of. herring. He objected to the
manufacture of guano from herring as
it would deplete the supply. He had
seen fish put up in Seattle in barrels
which bore the Nanaimo stamp. These
fish were badly packed. Outside of
this feature he didn’t think the export
of fresh herring objectionable. He be-
lieved tke herring industry could be
worked up to one of great importance
as the herring here were equal to any
in the world.

Evidence was also given by Mr.
Robinson, who advocated the abolish-
ment of the license to fish herring,
which he declared was unjust.

Messrs. Faragher and L. P. Starrett
were likewise examined Friday
morning.

In the afternoon George Kennedy, a
resident, of Vancouver, gave evidence
that he had had experience in halibut
fishing in the summer and herring in
the winter. He had fourteen years’
experience in Vaneouver and vicinity,
and had fished with the New England
Fish Company in Heecate strait. He
had known men to make as high as
$4000 per month fishing halibut in
those waters. The only way he knew
of to protect the fish was to prohibit
the fishing during the spawning sea-
son. As far as he knew there was no
discrimination used on the American
Company's fishing fleet against Cana-
dian fishermen. He had got a purse
seine license from the Dominion gov-
ernment last year to fish salmon, but
he had gone broke on the proposition.
He had caught 25,000 humpbacks in
one day but he was then stopped with
the excuse that he was catching too
many fish. Japanese were allowed to
break the law repeatedly. He had
seen them time and time again fish-
ing in streams which were closed by
law. The Japs, he said, are violating
the law to this day in regard to fishing
in all streams of British Columbia.
He believed the fishing business should
be cut away entirely from politics,

J. M. Rudd, representing the John-
ston Fisheriee Company, who were
putting up herring and dog salmon,
testified that the experience with the
latter fish was that it paid be‘ter to
pack them by white labor and that in
the future it was the intention of the
company to use white labor only in
the packing of this variety of fish.

Mr. McLennan had fished herring
with gill net from September 1st to
date, and found the fish scarce. He
objected to the paying of $10 for a li-

PRINCIPAL SETS
FORTH HER -CASE

MISS A. D. CAMERON
WRITES TO TIMES

Asks  School Board to Tell* Public of
What They Claim She is
Guilty,

The Council of Public Instruction is
still considering the petition of the

school board for a royal commission to
inquire into the drawing marks trou-
ble. The provincial authorities are
evidently not going to rush heedlessly
into the vortex. And judging by the
time they are giving the matter they
conclude 'the subject should be han-
dled with care. Miss Agnes Deans
Cameron, the principal of South Park
school, has handed to the Times a let-
ter setting forth her side of the con-
troversy. It is as follows:
Victoria, B. C., November 27th, 1905.

To the Editor:—The Magna Charta de-
clares the King shall not sell, deny, or de-
lay justice to any man; everyone accused of
a crime shall have a fair trial. Imn July of
this year 29 of the young peoplé of the
South Ward were declared guilty of dis-
honesty, and on purely circumstantial evi-
dence  were severely punished.

Unremittingly for five months on their
behali have I been seeking for some court
of inquiry that will give them an oppor-
tunity to be heard on their own behalf. 1
have approached in turn the Department of
Education, the city superintendent . of
schools and the board of school trustees,
but so far without success.

While the matter was under considera
tion by these bodies, although the local
press has beén prolific of ‘“interviews”
with this and that member of the school
board, and although the different papers
of the province have made free with iy
name, considering the matter as being sub
judice 1 have sedulously refrained from
making any statement—that is my idea of
playing the game.

Two weeks ago, after considering the
matter all term, the trustees finally came
to the.conclusion that the children are all
gullty. Since that tlme I have waited
vain'y for rumors of royal commissions and
public meetings to materialize. Now, with
a scant fortnight before I am called upon
to lay dowd my work, may I claim a por-
tion of your space.

A week ago the school board asked the
local press to publish certain correspond-
ence. I would ask the Times to go a little
further back and republish my letter to
the school board which came before the
regular meeting of Septémber 13th. This
will show what my position was at the be-
ginning of "the term, what ‘it has ‘consist-
ently been' ever simce;rand’ what it aow is:

Mu#dam’ and “Gentfenien:—I “wisli “to [ay
before yotif body a matter vitally ‘céoncern-
ing this school, and on behalf of pupils
and teachers to appeal to you for protec-
tion and justice.

The half yearly departmental returns of
June, 1905, gave the South Park High
school entrance pupils a class percentage
of 26 in drawing.

As under date of September, 1904, the
report of the superintendent of education
characterized the South Park drawing

as ‘“‘satisfactory throughout,”’ and as this;

year the same book has been taught in the
same way by the same teacher, 1 wrote to
the department, asking the reason for our
extraordinary marks

The superintendent s reply was that. the
bookwork of the South Park pupiis (in the
model drawing part of it) showed evidence
of ruling, and so every book of  the 29
candidates had been thrown out, no marks
whatever being allowed to any South Park
pupil for book work.

Miss Fraser, B. A. (who had taught the
drawing), and I, wrote to the:superintend-
ent of education and waited. upon him,
assuring him verbally and by letter that
the lessons had been given, as heretofare,
with punctilious care, according to Mr.
Biair's Instructions, and asking for justice
for individual pupils.. We received no sat-
isfaction. 1 also appealed to the minis-
ter of education. Immediately upon re-
ceiving the report of the superintendent of
education, I laid it before the city super-
intendent and asked him to relieve me of
my . position under your board until the
matter was cleared up. ¢

Since then, under date of August 21st,
Mr. Blair has jssued a circular report, in
which he says, ‘‘In the books from a num-
ber of schools cases of ruling were obvious
here and there—cases that had probably
escaped the supervision of the teacher,”
and such, upon investigation, will, I pre-
sume, prove to have been. the cas® in our
own school. But Mr. Blair goes on to
specify four schools of which South Park
is one, In which he charges that ‘‘riling
was done In every book and frequently in
every drawing.”

My contention is this, that pupils who
have disregarded the instruction of the
teacher should be penalized. That s just.
But it is also just that pupils who have
conscientiously carried put instructions and
put in fair work should be exenerated
from the charge of dishonesty, and of
these South- Park’ has an overwhelming
majority.

In justice to these, I epecifically ask
one thing from your board.” I ask that
the last South Park entrance class be gath-
ered together,-that new No. 4 drawing
books be given them, that the drawings in
dispute (seven in number) be drawn again
nnder Miss Fraser's tuition and my super-
viston; and as my word regarding the
honesty of the class Is not convineing to
the department of edncation, I would ask
for a committee of impeceable character
to see that mo ruling is done.

The finished drawings can then be com-
pared with those already handed in and
a conclusion arrived at.

These children range in .age from 12 to
17; they comeé from truth-regarding homes;
and the work thus submitted. coupled with
their sworn affidavits, should be comvine-
ing.

I believe a score and
more of these children to be absolutely in-
nocent and have dared to ask justice for
thém, and as yet no court that I have ap-
pealed to will give them a chance either
to prove their inmnocence or to testify in
their own defence.

Early in' the controversy it was hinted
to me that if I persisted in the stand |
had taken I would lose my position, and
perhaps my certificate. Had this frighten-
ed me, in my own oplnion, I would have
been unworthy to retain either,

The trustees, after condemning the
pupils unheard, have dismissed me becaunse
I failed to produce and surrender to thera
the declarations made by the children in
their own behalf. This is the sole reason
assigned@ in my notification of dismissal
under date of 13th November.

After diemisSing me for this sole cause,
the board In its meeting of the 21st Inst.
declares: ‘““Whereas the disobedience of the
order of the board did not constitute the
only offence on the part of Miss Cameron
in consideration of which the board decid-
ed to dispense with her services,” ete.

Now, I fight in the open, and if, after
twenty-five years’ service, I am to be
killed, I prefer to be killed in the open.

The present shops at Wellington are
said to be inadequate to the needs of
the local line. The policy of the com-
pompany is not, it is said, to improve
the works at the northern terminus of
the road but, on the contrary, it is to
eventually put up extensive buildings
in this city.

In seeking terminal facilities on
what is now the Songhees Indian re-
serve the needs of a round house and
repair shops for the line is also in
view.

If the avallable ground can be ob-
tained on the reserve it is regarded as
certain that quite extensive shops will
Le put up by the C. P. R. so as to per-
mit of all repair work being done
there.

At Wellington works would be main-
tained which would be sufficient to
meet. cases oi emergency, but all the
main ghops would be located in Vie-
toria.

With the extension of the E. & N.
line to Comox ‘and the north end of
the Island *he requirements of the car
shops will need to be considerably in-
creased, so that they will become quite
an  important feature of the railway
system.

The above is the title of an.article
which recently appeared in the New
York Times. Our powerful and able
contemporary is occasionally moved to
banter at what it considers our weak-
nesses as a colony. It feigns to be-
lieve that if Canadians discharged all
sentiment and joined hands with Am-
ericans in making this continent one

great centre of business activity under
one flag we should achieve our mani-
fest destiny much more quickly than
we are likely to do as the outpost of
an, obsolete monarchical system. But
even as we are, and notwithstanding
the limitations we foolishly insist upon
imposing on ourselves for the sake of
such an out-of-place thing as senti-
ment in this twentieth century, the
Times is fain to admit that Canada
is still an important factor in Ameri-
can financial operations. This not-
withstanding that we in a manner
ingist in holding aloof from ‘the con-
tinent to which we belong.”

INSUR ANCE INQUIRY.

Manning Tells of His Work For
Various Companies.

WS

New York, Nov. 23.—It was late in
the afternoon ‘when Charles E. Hughes,
council of the executive insurance in-
vestigation committee, "called to the
witness stand William S. Manning of
Albany, referred to in letters addressed
by John A. Nichols to Senator Chaun-
cey M. Depew at a previous session as
the “cantankerous friend up the river.”

Mr. Manning was the most interest-
ing witness of the day and was ques-
tionad closely by Mr. Hughes. He
detailed his work for various com-
panies for many years, and worked
gradually up to the time when he
took up insurance work in Albany,
and, as he testified, was paid $450 a
vear by John A. Nichols to ‘“protect
life insurance interests,-always in the
interests of the business, but not in
the interests of the officers.” After
several years,‘ he said, this amount
was reduced to $300. He did not know,
he said, where Mr. Nichols was getting
the money, and had never inquired.
He dehied that he had ever received
money from the Equitable Life Assur-
ance Society. When his ‘fee was re-
duced, however, he said he understood
that the Equitable, the Mutual Life
and the New York Life had each paid
$150, and that the reduction was due
to the fact that the New York Life had

| dropped out of the agreement.

An interesting part of his testimony
was reached when Mr. Hughes in-
quired concerning the state insurance
investigation of 1877. Manning said
he acted as an expert then and found
that the reports of the proceedings
were ‘“‘garbled and untrue.” He testi-
fied that he secured a corrected report
of the proceedings from the official
stenographer and had a volume print-
ed, the alleged garbled parts being
printed in italics. This report was sold
to some insurance companies for $50
a copy. The volume was copyrighted,
Manning declined to admit
that this copyright was secured to pre-
vent the publication of testimony con-
tained in the work. He denied also
that he had ever made arrangements
with insurance companies to stop the
publication of his book. “I.just gave
it up,” he said when Mr. Hughes in-
quired.

[HE RORANGI MET
SEVERE WEATHER

STORM BROKE PORT s
AND FLOODED DECKS

Summary of Australian News Brought
by Ship——Mahino Leave Sydney
in March.

It was a stormy voyage which the
R. M. S. Aorangi completed when she
reached port from Australia, and the
Hawailan islands on Friday afternoon.
On Tuesday last the ship ran into a
terrific gale, which smashed in a port
hole, and which:kept her decks awash
for some time, But the Aorangi is a
good sea boat, and she ploughed
through the angry seas unhurt save
for the breaking of the port hole men-
tioned.

The Aorangi left Sydney on October
30th, and Brisbhne two days later, ar-
rived at Suva on November 6 and went
to Navua to load 1,200 tons of raw
sugar for the B. C. Sugar Refinery at
Vancouver. She reached Honolulu
November 16th, and left for Victoria
the same day, passing R. M. S. Mio-
wera on November 3rd at 11 p. m. and
R. M. S. Moana on the 17th at 2.30 p.
m. She was delayed considerably at
Suva and Navua owing to the bad
weather and heavy rains which pre-
vailed during the loading of 1,200 tons
of sugar.

The cargo of the Australian liner was
made up as follows: For Victoria—
Twelve barrels of cocoanut oil, 18,698
feet timber (Australian hardwood) and
two cases of lily roots. For Vancouver
and inland—Twenty cases “Sanoper”
soap, 106 barrels cocoanut oil, 4 cases
Burtonia, 162 bales wool, 1 cask pelts,
17 bundles leather, 45 cases pineapples,
42,052 bags sugar, 36,220 feet Australian
hardwood, 25 cases meats, 107 bales fur
skins, 217 bales skins (hides), 206 bales
flax, 4 cases bacon, 7 bags cocoa and 20
packages general cargo.

The steamer Mamari which inaugur-
dtes the new service between Australia
and Germany, sailed from Sydney on
October 21st with a cargo valued at
upwards of £400,000.

Says Cnditions Are Improving in the
Commonwealth.

A. S. Todd, representing A. Kidman,
a big wholesale meat merchant of
Sydney, N. S. W., arrived Friday
on the R. M. 8. Aorangi on a visit to
Canada to try and arrange for an ex-
port trade to these parts. Some years
ago considerable Australian mutton,
rabbits, etc., were shipped to British
Columbia, but the trade was discon-
tinued because of the evil effects of
the drought. This period having now
happily passed,- merchants are again
looking abroad to find markets for
4,000,000 carcases of sheep that wiil
this year, says Mr. Todd, be Austra-
lia’s output in this line of business.
Conditions are improving and next
yvear he states it is calculated that
6,000,000 carcases will be shipped.
Rains have been frequent and crops
have been beuntiful all through the
country, with the result that the larger
centres of population are feeling the
benefits and business is receiving a
stimulus in nearly all branches.

—After taking aboard a small num-
ber of Chinese passengers at the outer
wharf, the steamer Tydens sailed for
the Orient at an early hour on Satur-
day.. The vessel carries 8,000 tons of
cargo, mostly cdnned salmon for
Asiatic and BEuropean ports, and in-
cluding a shipment from Victoria.

1S SUSPECTED OF
 SHOOTING NATIVE

MAN KILLED WHILE
IN WOMAN’S COMPANY

Latter Carried Revolver — Accident at
First Attributed to a Stray Shot
Supposedly Aimed at Deer.

The shooting reported from Hardy
Bay on Friday last, wherein a Fort
Rupert Indian named Louis met his
death from a shot in thé back received
while the natives were out pit lamp-
ing has all the earmarks of a deliber-
| ate murder, according to news brought
from the north by the steamer Tees
Monday morning. The tragedy oc-
curred on Sunday last.

The man shot was in a canoe. He
was in company with a klootchman
and the latter’'s husband. They start-
ed ostensibly for Alert Bay, when sud-
denly a shot rang out, followed by
cries of the wounded man. Lyons, a
storekeeper ashore, heard the man and
hastening to the eanoe was told a
story of accidental shooting. Some In-
dians ashkore, he was infoermed, had
mistaken the lamp in the wounded In-

dian’s ecap for a deer and had fired. |

| But the yarn, plausible as it was told,
did not appear possible.
was struck in the back, the klootch-
| man had a revolver in her possession
| and there were stories of rival affec-
tions between the two men in _the
canoe over the woman with them, it
being said tkat the man killed was
her former husband and that she had
a grudge against him. Taking all this
into consideration it is supposed now
that the Indian wéman did the shoot-
ing. All the facts surrounding the
| case were being throughly investigated
when the Tees left for Victoria.

DISAPPEARED FROM SOOKR.

John Sydney Van bAllen, a Rrancher,
Has Not Been Seen Since Last
February.

The provincial police are desirous of
obtaining information concerning the
present whereabouts of John Sydney
Van Allen, who left his ranch, contain-

ing 180 acres at Cqal Creek, near Otter
Point, Sooke district, about February
the 21st, 1903, and came to Victoria.
After drawing a cash balance of $520
from the Royal Bank of Canada. in this
city he immediately disappeared, and
since that date has not been heard of.

The absence of Van Allen.was not
brought to the attention of the police
until very recently. The most careful
investigation into the circumstances of
his going away does not reveal any-
thing which is of much use in tracing
him.

When he left in February to come

into the city he asked a son of H.
Kirby, a neighbor, to look after the
stock, these being about 18 or 19 head
of cattle. The impression conveyed to
the mind of Mr. Kirby at the time was
that Van Allen expected to be absent
only a few days.

Time wore on, and with the opening
of spring the cattle were- able to find
feed for themselves, Mr. Kirby’s son
kept up the fences about the hay field
to protect it.

ROSSLAND CAMP.
Work Will Be Resumed in Two Prom-
ising Mines.

Rossland, Nov. 25.—The enceuraging
feature of the week's mining news is
the proposed resumption of work on
two of the promising mines of the
camp, the Spitzee and White Bear.
Both the companies owning these mines
have been reorganized and have been
made assessable, the Spitzee to the
extent of 60 cents a share and the
‘White Bedr 2 cents a share.

The White Bear, in anticipation of
the collection of the assessment, is in-
stalling a 400 ‘horse-power  electrical
motor, to take the place of a defective
motor which was one of the principal
causes. of the shutting down of the
mine. The Spitzee mine will resume
operations about the first of the year,
and on a larger scale than ever.
Hitherto the company has been seri-
ously handicapped by a lack of capi-
tal for development work, and a small
plant. The plant was so small that
when development work was being car-
ried on the stoping of ore had to_be
discontinued. The Spitzee has been
proven to a depth of 200 feet and the
ledges are large and of high grade,
and it promises to make one of the
largest mines in  the camp. The
White Bear, during the time that the
company was being reorganized, "de-
veloped an important ore chute on the
700-foot level, and it is thought when
the resumption takes place on a large
scale, as it soon will, that the mine can
within a few months be placed on a
profit-making basis, and the same may
be said of the Spitzee.

The Canadian Smelting Works ~at
Trail to-day blew in its fourth copper
furnace, and this gives the plant. a
capacity of 1,000 tons of copper a day.
Only one lead stack is kept in opera-
tion, but as the St. Eugene will re-
sume operations on December 1st, the
outlook is that there will be another
lead stack in opetation shortly after
that date. The lead refinery is run-
ning full blast, and is turning out 50
tons .of pig lead a day.

GROWTH OF TRADE,

Between .United States and Its Nen-Con-
tiguous Territory.
Washington, Noy. 24.—The commerce of
the United States with- its nodn-contiguous
territory in 1905 seems likely to exceed by
many milllon dollars that of any preceding

year.

According to a statement issued by the
department of commerce and labor, for the
nine months ending with September, the
shipments from the United States to its
non-centiguous territory in the same period
against last year amounted to $66,550,150,
compared with $47,141,638. The figures
given relate to merehandise only. Alaska
shipped to the United States $7,000,000 of
go'd produced in that territory and $5,500,-
000 of foreign gold, which presumably orig-
inated In adjacent British territory. In
the merchandise shipped from Alaska to
the United States there is a falling off of
a little less than $2,000,000 compared with
the previous year.

In shipments from the United States
there was an increase of nearly $2,000,000
to Alaska, over $3,000,000 to Porto Rico,
about $1,000,000 to the Prilippines and
nearly $7,000,000 to the Hawalians. In
shipments to the United States there was
an incresase of about $3,000,000 frem Porto
Rico, of over $4,000,000 from the Philip-
pines, and about $12,000,000° from the
Hawalian Is'ands.

Tt was the head vnlace of meet- |
ing for the Hudson's Bay Company
council. Such is the story, In outline,
of my first visit home, and of my
marriage, the latter, the greatest inci-
dent personally, in my life, but with
which the reader of this presentation
of trivialities cannet be concerned. I
was assigned soon afterwards as a
commissioned officer to the charge of
Dxford House, an important post on
the regular route west, Ssome 250 miles
up the river, which, after being joined |
by another river, flows into Hudson’s
Bay at York Factory. Oxford House
is on the east side °~ of Mid-Lake, so
called from being about midway be-
tween York Factory and Lake Winni-
peg; midway in travel, if not geo-
graphically. The post has for me very
sad. associations, for my dear wife, |
during the first year of our occupying ‘
Oxford House, showed signs of an ill-
ness which necessitated her removal
elsewhere, and’ ' finally caused her
death. 'The company’s council in these
circumstances was good enough to
grant me a fresh leave of absence,
and having decided to take advantage |
of this liberality by revisiting London,

all the remainder of my career in'the
company’s service, and as a retired
officer, was passed to the westward of
the Rocky mountains, ultimately in
Vaneouver Island, the gem of the
west.

CHAPTER XVIL

I referred to Vancouver Island at
the close of the last chapter because,
in ‘the strange intertwining of human
events, the _desire of the Hudson’s
Bay Company—nine years before the
ctonciusion of the Oregon arrangement
in the treaty of 1846—to possess or to
control-that Island, was remotely, but
really, connected with, perhaps, the
most notable incident to the general
reader, In my second trip to the me-
tropolis of the world, though related
only .to my caretaking of an Indian
-witness in a murder case. The better
foresight 'and fore-action of British
trading companies contrasted with the
action of the British government in
some over-sea matters, is. noticeable,
but, possibly, these companies have
had in the nature of their powers and
in the circumstances a freer hand
than as a rule the government pos-
sessed.

Be that as it may, the policy of the
latter company in the thirties of the
nineteenth century was so to impress
the home government with the neces-
sity and advantage of giving Pacific
coast dominion to the company that
its proposal for, among other things,
a grant on Vancouver Island, would
be facilitated. 'The old.charter of the
company was being assailed. “Where |
the boundary between the British and |
American territory west of the Rocky
mountains would be drawn was
doubtful. The company wanted Van- |
couver Island but the time to_ ask, di-
for it had not yet come.

In killing Indian murderers sum-
marily in the way I have described,
useful as that enforcement of justice
was, and approved by many of the In- |
dian tribes, T knew that it was illegal,
stricily, for 1T had seen at York Fac-
tory the British Parliament Acts of |
the 43rd by George the Third (1803)
amended by the 1st and 2nd George
the Fourth (1821-2) with their regula-
tions as to the committal and trials of |
offenders, and in consequence, though
willing to risk my life to capture ani- |
mals, I never shared in their agtual |

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killing; deeming such to be on my part
unwarranted. :

These parliament acts, so far as I
am able to judge, were ill-considered
and practically useless in relation to
crimes committed in the wild western
territory. No attempt was made to
apply their provisions when the par-
ties were Indians. Murder is almost
the only crime which the Indian pub-
lic specially notices, and redress or re-
venge  is usually left to the nearest |
relatives of the victim. The immense
distances of the Canadian courts and
the physical. obstructions to reach
them, prevented recourse; also in a
case of an Indian killing a white man.
To some extent, as between white
men, during the never ending conflicts
of the two rival fur companies, the
Jurisdiction of the Canadian courts
were sought, but, speaking generally,
of the whole country, there was no
regular administration of prescribed
law—not more probably than in the
Scottish Highlands in the 17th cen-
tury.

When about to start on this, my
second frip to England, the governor
asked me to take charge of Lie Grace,
an Indian witness in a murder case,
which had occurred at Hay River,
some 1,500 miles away. The company
—perhaps for some such reason as
above suggested—had decided to send
the case to England. The governor
himself was going thither, and pro-
posed taking the accused with him by
way of Canada, but deemed it advis-
able that the chief witness should go
separately, and by another route.
Though disliking the function, I ac-
cepted it on the distinct understanding
however that the company should re-
lieve me of the man immediately on
our arrival in England. Just before
leaving a friendly brother officer of the
company, who himself had recently
returned from furlough, pushed ten
guineas into my hand with his last
handshake, saying he had no use for
the money and I was going where it
would be useful to me.

The Indian Le Grace was a fine, tall,
indeed, very handsome, man, and of
a mild, inoffensive disposition. He
wor2 his every day native dress, col-
lar of wild beast claws, dressed deer
skin shirt ornamented with designs
and fringed with porcupine quills, an-
telope hide leggings, with gay lashings
and prettily beaded mocassins. The
only change I insisted on was that
his hair, in peaceful fashion, should
hang down his back. These Indians,
were half way to a
fight. {

On entering the English channel
many ships were seen, and one day |
the sea being covered in every direc-
tion with apparently wind bound
ships, L.e Grace asked if they all be-
longed to the Hudson's Bay Company.
The wind’s impeding progress and my
orders being to get to London quick-
ly, the skipper, on my consulting him,
recommended me to land at Brighton.
Upon this the pilot took me and my
supposed servant ashore-at that place,
in consideration of ten guineas, which
exhausted the opportune gift of my
friend at Norway House. Our pas-
sage from America to London had
been prepaid by the company. Once
in London, of course, I could get what
money I might require.

Proceeding to the Sea House inn at |.
Brighton, the appearance of Le Grace
attracted much attention both in the
streets and the hostelry, It was the
evening time when we landed, and he
and I, having dined well on shipboard,
soon retired to our separate bedrooms
to rest, but he not to sleep. Having
left the house during the night for a
short time, appears that, on his re-
turn, the number marks on the door
meaning nothing to him, and the doors
seeming all alike, Le Grace went
in and out of several occupied bed-
rooms in the quest for his own, to the
great alarm of the occupants. The
description by several of these guests,
overheard by me next morning in the
reading room, their incomprehension
and also the terror caused by the de-
mon visitor were so amusing to me,
knowing Le Grace’s harmless nature,
that I had to conceal my smiles be-
hind the newspaper.

| J. Russell, only son of the late R. J. |

Russell, of Victoria West, at Phoenix,
Arigona, on Thursday, was received
Friday by  friends in Victoria. For
some time past he had been suffering
from tuberculosis of the throat, and
three months ago, upon the advice of
his local medical attendant, left here
for a milder climate in the hope of
staying the progress of the disease.
He was accompanied by his sister,
Miss Lily Russell.

APPEAL ARGUED IN
HELSON POWER CASE

Preliminary Cbjections Taken on Motion
to Submit Supplementary
Evidence For City.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The Full court is holding a special sit-
ting in this city to-day to hear argument
in an appeal in West Kootenay Power &
Light Company vs. Nelson city.
court is constituted as follows: Mr. Jus-
tice Martin, Mr. Justice Duff and Mr.
Justice Morrison. . The appeal is taken
from a judgmeat given by, Mr. Justice
Irving in a trial which was heard after
an application had been made for an in-
junction to restarin the ecity from blast-
ing and depositing rock along the Koote-
nay river, where works were being built
by the ecity. The ground taken was that
this work seriously interfered with the
Kootenay company’s water supply far-
ther down the stream.

The forenoor was: altogether occupied
with argument on a motion made by E.
V. Bodwell, K. C., on behalf of the city
of Nelson for the producing of further
evidence. With Mr. Bodwell represent-
ing the city of Nelson is W. A. Macdon-
ald, K., C. The Power Company is rep-
resented by A. H. Macneill, K. C., of
Rossland, and R. 8. Lennie, of Nelson.

Mr. Macneill objected to the motion,
citing a case to show that the practice
of the court required that an affidavit
should have preceded this motion, in-
which it should be set forth what the
character of the new evidence was_ to be,
and how it came to the knowledge of the
applicant.

Mr. Bodwell held that this only applied
to the case of evidence which might have
Y en adduced at trial.

Mr. Justice Martin said that it appear-
~d"to him that Mr. Bodwell would have
Y, show how this motion differed from
the case cited, establisihng the rule.

Mr. Justice Duff, however, expressed
the opinien that this was not really a
preliminary objection to the motion. The
court knew nothing of the character of
the motion, and this was really argu-
ment on the character of it.

Mr. Justice Martin thought Mr. Bod-

The |

well should assure the court that this
evidence ‘could not have been adduced at
the trial.

Mr. Bodwell said he had done this in
opening. He then proceeded to _outline
the case. The city of Nelgon, he said,
was constructing electrie light works. It
was necessary to blast rock on the banks
of the river. Some of this was deposited
on the bank above low water mark. The
company held that the rock would pe car-
ried down and give trouble in blocking
the rapids, and would reduce the head at
the Upper Bonnington Falls, where new
works were being constructed by the com-
pany. On May 23rd an injunction was
asked for, and the trial set for July 12th.

There was high water at the time of
tlre trial, and it was very dangerous and
nearly impossible! to take measurements
of .the depth of water, ete. This could
| only be done at low water, which now
| prevailed. The trial judge had expressed
| himself as finding some difficulty on ac-
count of this matter of the depth of
water in the pools and rapids being a
matter of conjecture. The city had at
great trouble and with considerable dan-
ger to those who did it, taken the meas-
urements. This was what it was now
proposed to put in-evidence.

Mr, Justice Duff pointed out that the
other side would still have the right to
object to this evidence.

Mr. Bodwell admitted this, but did not
anticipate any trouble from this source,
| as the company had extended every
courtesy to the city in taking the meas-
urements and assisted in it. The intake
of the company’s canal was shown to be
11 feet above the river bed, so that even
if that measurement was reduced very
considerably, it would not alter the merits
of the case, as the rock could not rise.

Mr. Macneill thought that the state-
ments of Mr. Bodwell proved that this
evidence was clearly eerroborative. Evi-
dence on these points had been adduced
by both sides. If this were allowed
there could be no finality to the case.

He further argued that the trial judge
was not satisfied with the rate of the
stream at high water. These records
now produced, taken at low water, could
prove nothing in this respect. It was at
extreme high water that the damage was
done. The evidence now proposed did
not satisfy the lack which the trial judge
found on other points. <

FAREWEL 10 THE
OLD- CLIFF HOUSE

FIRE DESTROYED I
FARLY ON FRIDAY

Ashes Now Mark Site of Well-Known
Land Mark—Oace Old-Timers’
Rendezvous.

The CIiff House is no more. Like its
celebrated prototype outside the
Golden Gate that preceded the palatial
structure which now commands the
majestie Pacific, the well-known
hostelry near Clover Point has been
resolved into ashes. The fire fiend got
in his distructive work at an early hour
on Friday. It is presumed that the
flames started in the kitchen, as it was
| in the rear of the house that the fire
was. discovered. The fire department
was notified by telephone and hdse
carts and chemical engine hurried to
the scene.

But the building was doomed.
Flimsy at the best it proved a fine toy
for the flames, which licked it up with
glee, as if gloating over the insult they
were casting at the sad sea waves that
rolled towards the shore a hundred
feet away, powerless to interfere. The
firemen, despairing of saving anything
of the historical old inn concentrated
their attention upon the outhouses and
succeeded in preserving them intact.

The Cliff house was one of the land-
marks of the place. It occupied a com-
manding position ‘at Clover Point,
about two miles from the city, and its
contentional outlines -were always
eagerly marked by passengers on the
various steamers approaching their
homes.
appealed with all the force of a palace.
It was erected sometime in the early
fifties, and for yeéars was held under
lease by E. H. Henley, after whom it
was named. When Mr. Henley died
his son ‘took it. over. At one time it
was a noted rendezvous of pioneers and
seafaring men, who swapped many a
varn, fact and fiction, that such men
as Bullen and W. Clark Russell would
have fed upon with sublime joy. It
was owned by the Douglas estate. The
house was insured for. $1,000, upon its
furniture an insurance of $700 was car-
ried.

Strangely enough the original Cliff
house which stood upon the shores of
the Pacific at Sutrd’s Heights, San
Francisco, a building that was just as
homely in its architecture, met with a
similar fate a decdde or more ago. But
the ‘southern Cliff house was replaced
by a building of more than ordinary
pretensions to beauty, and during the
summer it is well patronized. Whether
out of the ashes of Victoria’'s CIliff
house, Phoenix-like, another and more
elaborate Cliff house will also rise re-
mains to be seen, but the
none, is one of the finest on the Pacific
coast.

CONSULT A PHYSICIAN

If your scalp is flexible and slides to %
a certain degree without difficulty over °
the tissues underneath, you may be sat-
isfied that it is not hidebound. If, how-
ever, it is stiff, and moves only slight-
ly, you will find that after manipulation
for 'a short time there will be a great
improvement. The rotary movement
for the scalp is excellent for stimulat-
ing its circulation. An important point
to remember is to move the scalp itself
and never rub the hair.

A method of massaging the scalp
for resting tired nerves is to raise the
scalp by pressing the hands on oppo-
site sides of the head. This pressure
should be very firm and is applied. now
to one part, now to another. The effect
of this manoeuvre is extremely restful,
but I should never advise its application
in any case but that of young people.

Scientific directions in relation to the
indications for massage must always be
sought from a physician who can per-
sonally observe the case, for it is as im-
possible to give offhand accurate direc-
tions in surgical or medical cases for
the application of massage as it would
be to give general directions for a pre-
scription for a patient whom you have
never seen. - “ .

I think you will find the henna treat-
ment satisfactory for your hair. It may
be applied in several ways, but the sim-
plest and easiest method for the ama-
teur is to use a tea made of. the leaves,

In preparing the tea, use an ounce of
leaves to a quart of water and boil the
whole down t0 one pint.

The stain should be applied to the
roots of the hair with a small brush.

Next, 'with an ordinary hair brush,
distribute the henna through the hair.
Care must be taken to spread the stain
evenly or the coiffure the next day will
be covered with a succession of reddish
streaks. .

A thorough drying either in the sun
or by heat concludes the tinting proc-
ess.

Of course, with any of these three
processes retouching becomes necessary
as soon as new hair makes its appear-
ance. The average woman must make
use of the stain or bleach at least once
in six weeks.

Austria’s Attitude.

Vienna, Nov. 25.—Austria will con
te take part in the international a
against Turkey so long as the pows«
unanimously, but if any power ies
to withdraw, and does withdraw, Austriz
will withdraw also.

The possibilities of serious complica
tions are not ignored here, and the go
ernment still hopes and expects that the
Sultan will accede to the demands of the
powers.

Austria is not moving troops toward
the southern frontier, despite report to
the contrary. The statement that she
contemplates a movement-on Salonica is
categorically denied.

There is practically no doubt that the

note of warning to the Balkan states will |

have the «desired effect. Russia initiated
this action with Austria in behalf of the
powers.

Will Seize Customs.

Paris, Nov. 25.—It was learned at the
foreign office to-day that Austria
Russia, in behalf of the powers, have ad-
dressed a strong note to Bulgaria, Servia
and Greece, warning them that the naval
demonstrations

powers’ action toward Turkey as being
dietated by the interests of Burope, and
therefore tlie powers do not wish to have
this high- purpose compromised by reve-
lutionary propagandas.

It is ‘now definitely determined that
the -objective of the demonstration will
be the Island of Mytilene, where the

customs’ will be seized, but the inter-
national fleet will not ~act’ within 24 *

hours, ‘and’ probably mnot within 48
hours.

In the meantime the Porte and the am-
bassadors continue their discussions with
some prospect that Turkey will yield be-
fore the fleet acts.

Information reaching official quarters
lead to confidence that Turkey’s re-

sistance to the:powers will not go to |

the extent of military or naval meas-
ures of defence. An official who pass-
ed the Dardanelles during the.last few
days said Turkey’'s few available war-
ships at the Golden Horn were worth-
less hulks. Moreover the official view
is that the Sultan will not permit the
firing -of a shot which might precipi-
tate war. Turkish land operations, said
the official, are equally unlikely.  The
island of Mpytilene has a garrison of
several hundred troops, but the French
officers say these were withdrawn to
a remote point on the island when the
French landing occurred in 1901, when
the Sultan desired to avoid the possi-
bility of an armed conflict. The pres-
ent selzure of the Mytilene customs is
expected to be executed with a sim-
lar absence of armed resistance.

The Temps this afternoon -printed a
dispatch from Constantinople, saying
that palace officials were deeply agitat-
ed by the firmness of the powers, lead~
ing to indications that the negative re-
sponse of the Porte would be reconsid-
ered.

Grand Vizier Dismissed.

Constantinople, Nov. 25.—It is per-
sistently reported, but not yet confirm-
ed, that the Grand Vivier Ferad Pasha
has been dismissed’ 4nd replaced by
Abifin Pasha, governor-general of the
archipelago. As the acceptance of the
demands of the powers requires scape-
goats there is a disposition’ in some
quarters to credit the report as being
the precursor of the abandonment iy
the Porte of its present attitude.

Following the precedent which he set
when the Russian fleet made a demon-
stration off the coast of Candia in 1903,
the Sultan has charged Vice-Admiral
Husnia Pasha to welcome the interna-
tional fleet with presents of fruits, can-
dies and cigarettes.

LEFT FOR WEST.

John Hammond,  Alleged Murderer, is
Supposed to Be on Coast.

Albany, Nov. 25.—A message recelv=
ed by the Albany police to-night leads
them to believe that John Hammond,
the alleged murderer, the decomposed
body of whose wife was found in -a
trunk in their rooms Thursday, is now
on the Pacific Coast. At first the
search for Hammond was being vigor-
ously pushed in Montreal and the vic-
mity. This morning it became known
that in company with Arthur Strong,
his young cousin, who joined him at
Rouse’s Point, he had gone west over
the C. P. R. and south to wson,
Ariz. This evening Chief of *Police
Hyatt received a telegram from City
Marshal Hoppy, of Tucson informing
him. that Hammond and’ Strong had
taken a Southern Pacific train from
there on the night of the 22nd. TY}P.V
had tickets for Portland, Ore., which
were exchangeable at San Franc isco.
A description of Hammond has been
sent to all the cities on the Pacific
Coast. The fact that he is well suR=
plied with money, which enables him
to jump from place to place, promises
to make the chase a long ‘ont
