Vice Royalty in Chatham.

The reception given to His Ex-
cellency the Governor General and
the Countess of Aberdeen yesterday
by the citizens of Chatham was, in
every way, creditable. It was a
genuine manifestation of loyalty to
the Sovereign through her consti-
tutional representative, and of the
high regard in which Lord and
Lady Aberdeen are personally held
by our people. His Worship,
Mayor Winslow, discharged the
duties devolving upon him credit-
ably, and he was well supported by
others in official position and by
citizens cenerally. The large con-
course of people inside and outside
of the hall where the civic address
was presented, and tﬁxé eagerness of
all to get as near ag'possible to the
distinguished visitors, proved that
their coming here was warmly ap-
preciated.

. Too much cannot be said in
prhise of the entertainment given
in their hunor at the Hotel Dieu.
It was all verv beautiful, pleasant
and enjoyable. His Lordship,
Bishop Rogers and the good Sisters
deserve the thanks of the com-

the celebration. Lady Aberdeen’s
speech on the subject of the Vic-
torian Order of Nurses made" an
impression very favorable to that
undertaking and, altogether, our
people will have very pleasant
recollections of the Vice Regal
visit.

The Oredit of the Province.

The local government’s call for ten-
ders for debentures, the time for clos-
ing which expired last Friday, resulted
in showing that New Brunswick’s
credit, measured by the value placed
upon her securities by the capitalists of
the couritry, has increased in a manner
very flattering to those charged with
the administration of provincial effairs.
The debentures offered were $2,000 in
4 per cents., 40 years to run, but may
be called in after expiration of 10 years
from 23rd August 1897 ; $35,000 in 4
per cents., 40 years to run; $10,000 in
3% per cents,, 40 years to run.

There were four tenderers who made
separate offers for each serics of bonds,
ranging from the rate of 102.25 to
104.10 for ~ the $2,000 issue of 4 per
cents. 10-40 years to run; 106.25 to
110.76 for the $35,000 issue of 40-year
4 per cents.,, and 96.11 to 100.51 for
the $10,000 issue of 40-year 3} per
cents.. Three tenderers made offers for
the whole three issues in lump sums
racging from  $48,887.50 to $50.301
for the total par value of $47,000,
while four made offers much above par
for portions of the issues. The success-
ful tenderer has been awarded the
debentures at the following prices :—

It will be seen that the first vgnture
of the Province in floating debentures
at 337 has been a complete success,
inasmuch as they have gone above par.
Provincial Secretary Tweedie and his
colleagues have reason, therefore, to
be very much pleased over this mani-
festation of confidence in the financial
standing of New Brunswick. The net
result is nearly five per cent.’ better
than the best the Province ever did
before in a bond transaction, and it
is probable that it will not again be
obliged to pay four per cent. for either
loans for new services, or the redemp-
tion of maturing bonds.

The Bane of Partylsm.

Everybody calnnot, of course, take
the same view of public matters, or
have the same opinions regarding
methcds of public administration. A
good many people, for instance, hold to
the idea that if the country’s affairs are
not directed by the” political party of
their preference; evc::thing is “going
to the dogs.” This class of persons
appear to believe that it is theiv duty
to be lop-sided. No matter how com-
mendable the cowrse  of individuals or
of the party they oppose may be, they
act as if it were their duty to put the
worst construction upon their acts,
while these very acts, if done by men
of their own party, would be heartily
commended. The people generally,
however, are not at all of this way of
thinking, There is a large, intelligent
and ever increasing class who judge
public men by what they do, and if
they do well their acts, and not their
party affiliations are taken into aceount.
We believe that in Ontario and Quebec
party influences are more potent in this
regard than they are in the waritime
provinces, for the politicians there
make special efforts to control the con-
stituencies by means of what is known
as the political machine, and their suc-
cess is due to the fact that the propor-
tion of electors who are willing to have
their thinking in public matters done
by proxy is greater with them than
with us.

At the recent banquet to the Minis-
ter of Railways in St. John, one of the
editors present, in responding to the
toast of the press, deprecated the party-
ism which has too often led its pro-
moters in the press to withold support
from those who were doing valuable
work in the promotion of the country’s
interests, and he strongly affirmed the
desirability of both the press and con-
stituencies supporting our ablest and
best public men regardless of party.
The gentlemen assembled at the ban-
quet, and who comprised muny of the

’| foremost men of the province, appeared

to agree with this position, but our
local contemporary, the World, dis-
sents from it in language seldom printed

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The editor of that paper seems to think

It, however, we think of the subject
on its merits, will we not
there is good ground for the belief that
partyism is becoming the bane of the
country, because it is carried far beyond
its legitimate place in our politics, and
has been too often exalted to the first
place in the councils of political leaders?
It has become a synonym for cant and
humbug, for the purpose of confusing
the people when elections are pend-
ing, and has laid some who occupy the
highest positions in public life open to
the charge of the abandonment of prin-
ciples which they were forced to avow
although they never had any ‘real
existence, save for the purpose of
catching votes. When, therefore, we
find men who strike out independently
of the party machine, and who ignore
the scores of small interests
unworthy motives which have been
created by and are inseparable from it,
and appeal to the whole peoyle for their
good will aud aid in the promotion of
the country’s welfare, it seems to us
the part of wisdom and good citizen-
ship to stand by them whatever may be
their party complexion. This view
may, we think, be held and defended
as strongly and honestly as that of
those who advocate what seems to us
the narrower one : that the counutry’s
interests are safe in the hands of one
party only, and who are too often
found traducing and misvepresenting
those to whom they ate opposed, simply
because they place party above patriot-
ism and are prepared to sacrifice truth
and justice in the unworthy exalta-
tion. When we have our best and
ablest men on the press as well as in
politics, we shall have a higher appre-
ciation of government for the people,
rather than for the party. Party will
then occupy its proper plice and the
occupation of the vulgariavs who so
easily find a mission as party editors
will be gone—and the country will be
the better for it.

Trade with the West India Islands.

The Canadian Pacitic Railway Com-
pany has done a splendid service to
the mercantile and manufacturing in-
terests of Canada by sending to the
West India Islands Mr. J. H. Van
Zile, their commercial agent, to make a
thorough personal enquiry and investi-
gation in connection with all lines of
trade covering their imports and ex-
ports. ~Mr. Van Zile spent three
months in carrying out this mission,
during which time he visited Bermuda,
St. Thomas, St. Croix, St. Kitts,
Antigua, Dominica, St. Lucia, Barba-
does and Demerara. His reprt is
issued by the company in the form of
an attractive pamphlet, and it is very
complete and reliable, as the trade
statistics of each of the islands which
appear in it are taken from their official
blue books or other equally trustworthy
sources, and they cannot fail to be of
great service to all who seek to extend
Canada’s trade with those important
places, which are chiefly dependencies
of the Mother Country. The informa-
tion given shows that the principal im-
ports of all the islands mentioued are
from the United States and it is point-
ed out that as the Canadiam Pacific
Company is giving the same export
rates to the port of St. John as are
current from the same shipping points
tc the port of New York, and the
steamship rates ace the same from St.
John to these islands as from New
York, then there is no reason why she
Canadian manufacturer and merchant
cannot successfully compete for the
traffic. -

Bermuda is quite a large importer of
many articles which Canada ought to
supply. In the article of lumber,
Canada supplied 39,953 ft., while the
United States sent 1,250,000 ft.
Canada sent 1 package of machinery
and the United States 280 packages ;
the United States sent 36 tons of
chilled meats, Canada sent none ; the
United States sent double the quantity
of oats that Canada Jdid. We sent them
no kerosene oil, while the United States
sent them 220,045 gallons ; only 1 ton
of provisions while the United States
furnished 330 tons, and so on through
the list. The comparison is even more
agaiost us in the other islands.

The interests of our trade should in-
duce our merchants and mannfacturers
to make efforts to change these condi-
tions. They should send for Mr, Van
Zile’s report to the C, P. R. offices in
St. John and other large centres, and
by studying it they will get hints
which may result in benefit to them-
selves and the country.

The Ottawa Lumber Ontlook.

An Ottawa despatch of 21st instant
says ;—‘That a gool desl of uncertainty
exists regarding the present condition and
future prospects of the lumber trade in
tHis district was gathered frow an inter-
view with the managers of three of the
largest corcerns of this description in
Ottawa. One thing is certain, that not
nearly so many men asla:t year will be
engsged in the woods during the coming
winter. The Bronson firm, for instancs,
will only send out half the numbor
previously employed ; the J. R. Booth
Grm, only two-thirds as many, while the
Hull Lumber Company will ouly take out
about sixty per cent of the quantity of
logs given in former years. This general
statement is due in great measure to the
poor condition of the mirket and to the
uncertainty caused by the government’s
indecision respecting an export duty on
logs. Ancther thing that will affect
the lambermen very materially isthe
action of the government on the sawdust
question. If the government insists upon
it being burned tho mills will probably
reconstructed, and the trade

Her Excellency tells us of the
Victorian Order of Nurses.

A LOYAL REGEPTION AT THE HOTEL DIEU !

Their Excellencies, the Governor-
General and Countess of Aberdeen ar-
rived at Chatham yesterday at eleven
o’clock. His Excellency was accompanied
by his A. D. C. Capt. Herbert W.
Wilberforce, of the Queen’s Bays, and the
train was under the special direction of
divisional superintendent Rennels. Lady
Marjorie Gordon was with the party, but
did not leave the train. They were re-
ceived at the railway station by His
Worship, Mayor Winslow and members
of the Town Council, who were presented
in the Vice Regal car, as were also Hon.
Speaker Burchill, Hou. Judge Wilkinson,
John O’Brien, E:q., M. P. ¥, and a
number of others. Senator Snowball,
who is now in O tawa,placed his carriages
at the disposal of the party and, in start-
ing from the station the first of these
contained His Excellency, the Countess,
and Mayor Winslow ; the second having
in it Capt. Wilberforce A. D.C., Mr.
Campbell, His Exceilency’s private secre-
tary and Ald. W. 8. Loggie. [We noted
that whea diiving from the Hotel Dieu
to the station in the afternonn, Ald.
Loggie had a seat with the Mayor and
their Excellencies in the tirst carriage.]

There were a good many other carriages,
those next to the leaders containing mem-
bers of the Town Council. The drive to
the town was led by Mr. Angus Ullock,who
acted as Marshall of the day, and it was
made via King and Wellingtn Streets.
Ths first hal: was at the Pablic Square,
opposite St.  Andrew’s Church, where St.
Michael’'s Band greeted the party with
“God Save the Queen,”

Here the school children ot the town—
about 990—were massed under the di-
rection of Dr. Cox, principal, who was
assisted by the other teachers, each head-
ing his or her grade, The children wore
badges of blue rivbon and each cariicd a
little flag, and the great juvenile assem-
blage, waving these flags asthe party
approached, presented a pretty and effec-
tive picture.

Loung before the Vics-Ragal party arriv-
ed a gieat crowd of people lined the
stieets surrounding the Square,and it was
just as they turned at the corner of King
and Wellington Streets that the band be-
gau to play the national anthem. When
the music ceased the children saug ‘‘My
own Canadian Home” and Lady Aber-
deen was presented with a beautiful
boquet of chrysanthemums—the offering
of the teachers of the town schools, in
behalf of their charges—by little
Irene Harris, danghter of Mr. W. T,
Huiris, who was accompanied on the
pleasant mission by two other pretty
little girls, Edie Winslow, daughter of
the Mayor and Hazel Stothart, daughter
of trustee Stothart. The little ones, who
were led by Miss Loggie, teacher, were
.taken up into the Vice-Regal carriage,
Iroue being taken by Lady Aberdeen
upon her kuee, while Lord Aberdeen said
pleasant things the other two.

The Mayor then led Lord Aberdeen to
a stand that had been prepared and
Lere Hon. Provincisl Secretary Tweedie
preseated to His Excellency Mr. B.
Stapledon, as the town’s oldest Eaglish-
man, and Mr. John Kirby as its
oldest Irishman. The Governor General
evidently appreciated this feature
and shook both warmly by the hand and
greeting  them kindly, Mr. Sta-

ing His Lordship and gave him & moat
hearty welcome. Then
addreesed the asssmblage and particular-
ly the school children. He thanked the
Maycr and citizens, and his young friends,
as he would call the children, for the
hearty welcome they hai given him.
He would, he assured them, remember
his visit with pleasure, and the pleasant
spectacle the chiliren of Chatham pie-

The Mayor and Town Council on behalf
of the citizens of Chatham, beg to extend a |

sentative of our beloved Queen and the con-
stitutional tie binding us to the Mother
Country, and to assure you of our unwaver-
ing fidelity and loyalty to her person and

chain of sentiment which binds us to the
Mother land.

In the discharge of your constitutional
duties, often delicate, anxious and arduous,
you have always taken an active interest iu
the industrial life of Canada, visiting an
encouraging by your presence those engaged
in developing the resources of the country.
With this object in view you have kindly
come (’\llll)l]g us.

We feel, however, that any expression of
admiration for your sterling qualities, as
our constituticnal ruler, and labors to pro-
mote the industrial life of Canada, would be
quite inadequate, did we not couple with it
a recognition of the debt of gratitude that
Canadians owe to the Countess of Aberdeen
for her untiring activity in initiating and
pushing forward schemes for social improve-
ment and the establishment of institutions
for lessening human misery. We heartily
sympathise with her efforts, and we beg you
to concede to Her Excellency a large share
of the welcome it is our valued privilege to
give you to-day.

His Excellency replied as fol)vs:
Your Worship, Ladies and (Gen'lemen :—

Although in looking forward to our visit
to Chatham we knew eunough of the place
and the people to feel quite eure that they
would be conspicuous 1n the display of
cordial:ty and loyal feeling, we coul t hardly
have expected such an  exceedingly hearty
and admiiably orgaviz:d greeting as that
which you have accorded to us. Aad in do-
ing this, I refer more particalarly to this
address, which, most tastefu:ly and charm-
ingly engrossed and illuminated, countains
expressions which will ce:tainly furnich a
most agreeable and lasting souvenir and
memento of what I know will always be re-
membered by us as a most agreeable o:zca-
sion. ‘You naturally, in the expression of
your loyal sentiments, indicate your feel-
ings of good will towards the person who is
entrusted with the responsibility of repre-
senting our Most Gracicus Sovereign in this
Dominion, but with what [ may call kindly
tngenuity, you have contrived, while giving
this aspect necessarily the first place, to
interweave with those expressions allusions
of & more personal character which cannot
fail to be deeply gratifying to those to whom
they are offered, aud while, for my part, I
feel that you have given me far more than
my due in that matter, I may, at least, re-
gard such expressions of good will as an
encouragement and an iocentive to fresh
efforts to fulfil worthily the duties of my
present office, and in fature not to be un-
worthy of those expressions of trust of
which you have made use.

need scarcely say I heartily endorse
the reference in the address to Lady Aber-
deen, to whom I jnay attribute a predomin-
ant share in many of the expressions you
have made use of. = (Applause) I observe
that sentiment meets with more concurrence
in the audience than it does at the haods of
Lady Aberdeen. That is uuavoidahle ver-
haps, and I hope yon will not be deterred
from retaining your impression which I am
sure i3 the correct one. (Laughter and ap-
plause ) I am glad that you show a dispn-
sition to hear, by and bye, something
about one  scheme in which Lady
Aberdeen has been much int:rested—
something which concerns the welfare and
benefit of this great commuuity. I refer to
the Victorian Order of Nurses. I snall not
dilate upon this subject, becanse Lady
Aberdeen has been asked tospeak upon it.
Irefer to it, however, in the first place,
because it 1sa splendid form in which to
commemorate the Diamond Jubilee, and in
the second place because, recoguiziag, as you
do, that whatever affecis one part of the
country must affect the who'e, you will
certainly rejoice that the need which un-
questionably exiets in the country districts
for district nurses should be adequately met.
(Applause )

In order, Mr. Mayor, to aveid trespassing
at undue leogth, I will endeavor t) sumnmar-
ize what I desire to say, by expressing our
renewed assurances of hearty appreciation
of the preparations for our reception. No
one could help being strack with the charm-
ing arrangements of this Hal:. The labors of
the ladies who have takea that matterin hand
have been most successiul (applause) and
in regard to the organization which has ac-
complished this I'am well aware that it is not
secured by the spasmodic efforis of a day.
It requirea preparat'on —in short, the tak-
ing of some. trouble. I fsel sure that those
who, undef His Worship, have taken this
trouble, will fesl that their efforts have not
been thrown away. [t is well that a town
of such increasing importance as this shou!d
be well represented, butit is an example
and stimulus in a wide and comprehensive
sense, We are proud of our country and
constitntion, and it is a good thing to let
the world know that these are our senti-
meots, and an occasion like the present of-
fers an opportunity tor the manitestation of
these sentiments and privciples.  There-
fore I feel that I am congratulating you in
a significant sense upon the loyalty and pub-
lic spirit manifested today. (Loud ap-
p'ause.) .

The reception having ended, His
Worship announced that Lady Aberdeen
had kindly consented to address those
preseut bricfly on the subject of the
Victorian Order of Nurses. Thereupon
their Exceilencies returned to the plat-
form and Lady Aberdeen said :—=

an i M-= Alex.

Your Worship, Ladies and Gentlemen :—

I am much obliged to you, Sir, for
affording me this opportunity of explaining
to you what 1s meant by the Victorian Order
of Nurses.

Perhaps the best way to explain the work-
ing of the Order will be to tell you how a
Victorian Nurse would work here, in Caat-
ham. I kunow that you have epecial advan-
tages in the way of an Hospital. Perhaps,
ther-fore, you may think that there is not
much need for District Nurses. But, even
where the most efficient hospitals exist
and where there are the most highly
trained nurses ready to undertake private
work, it is fouud that a large proportion of
the population are unable either to take
advantage of hospital treatment or to
avail themselves of the preat benefit of
trained nurses. _You know many people do
not care to go to the hospital,and others find
themselves in circumstances in which,except-
ing under adirect need, they :anvot leave th. ir
homes, while, at the same time, the whole
method of m=dical treatmeat depends large-
ly apon pursing. How then caz this be
made available for the population at large?
Now, in the old country and in maoy parts
of Europe and the United States, this
problem has been seived by introducing the
system of district nursing, which 1s distinct
from the private nursing of individual cases
taken up by regularly trained nurses.

How would such a nursc work here?
Well, she would have her heaiquarters
gsomewhere, say at the hospital, if the
authorities were willing, or at a private
lodging under the supervision of a local
committee composed of representatives from
the various churches and, of course, tirst and
foremos!, of the medical men. That com-
mittee would decide on a scale of charges
to be made for each visit.

One of the reasons why so many of the
population cannot avail themselves of the
services of trained nurses is that these ladies,
rightly regaiding their calling as a profession,
agree not to anderbid one another. In
Montreal, Toronto and Ottawa, for icstance,
their fee isabout $14 cr $15 ; in Halifax and
St John 810 to $12 a week. Now, asa
rule, a district nurse will not take charge
of one single cise. She will go from her
headquarters from case to case, making pro-
bably 10 or 15 visits in a day, this depend-
ing upon the locality, whethér a town,

village or a sparsely settied country disivicr.
She will go to the plices to which she 1s l
directed by the local comin.t e: and under |
the supervision of the medical men—this I
latter being an csscutial requisite.  She |
would conite, say, to a hou e where there
had been an accident—adjust the bandages,
make tlie bed and render the patient com-
fortable, arrange the diet for the day and
give directions t» whoever was in charge of
the house, carrying out the doctor’s ordera.
Then, she would leave a cird for the doctor,
giving him the temperature and the pulse of
the patieut at such and such an hour, raving
much time for the medicai man., She would
then go to another place where, perhaps,
there would be a young baby, wash
the child, make the mother comfortat 1=, put
everythirg right and then proceed to
anvther place, perhaps an iucu.able case;
and so an efficient nurse counld. day by day,
help relieve anxiety, pain and distress, and
gwve whoever had charge of the cis's  con
tidence in knowiug that this attention would
be paid by oune competent to give duections
abont those little matters upon which =0
wmuch depends.  Sach a nurse wonld brnyg
much comfort to the people themselves,
give much information, spread sanitation
and render the work of the medical man
easier and mor. possible to overtake. - The
C:niral Fond would gnarantee the salary 3
the Local Committee would arrange charges
and collect them.

We propose that the nurses entering this
Order should have the most efficient teain-
ing possible—a hospital training and other
courses over and above that. There are,
of course, now certain schouls for the pre-
paration of train:d purses. There are, of
course, such schools at home, where the
Queen Victoria Jubilee nurses ar: trained,
because it is found a nurse trained only in a
large hospital is not so cfficieatly prepared
for this work us one who has had a large
experience of patients in all sorts of houses.
I was reading today in a medical journal re
garding the idea that these nurses work
only in cities and populated places ia the
old conutry. We have had an opportunity
of seeing their work in sparsely setled die-
tricts in the Highlands, 23 miles away from
the telegraph station and doctor, aud have
seen these nurses bring help and comfort to
the houses of that district. and have ob-
served that the work was as helpful there as
in the densely populated districts in a civy.

It is intended that these nurses should be
paid from a central fund by which t.eir
salaries would be gnaranteed. The nurses
would enter this Order and be under the
system of dscipline formulated by the
central board. The nurses would be nader
the local committee, who would cillect the
gees, and in cases of need send out the nu: ses
ree. :

If your people hera feel a further interest,
and that they woulg wish to join in tais
national scheme for the commemoration of
the Jubilee in the way the Queen has indi-
cated she likes best, and if they fesl that
they would wish to bring help and comfort
to those far away in isolat:d district:, we
shall be glad, if, perhaps, a little committee
could be formed to further the work, to
diffuse information and to act generally.
(Applause.)

Her Excellency sigoified her willingness
to reply to any enquiry on the subject and
Hs Honor, Judge Wilkinsoa, said he could
understand that the scheme proposed wou!d
work admirably in cities, but how could
remote places, such, for instauce, as Bay
da Vin, where his son was rector, bs served
by it?

Her Excellency replied that one feature
of the scheme would be the establ.shment in
such Iocalities of cottage houses, preferably
four-roomed, where say two nurses might
have their' homes, and which could ba
partiallysused as emergency hosvitale.
nurses could use ponies or bicycles to enabl:
them to visit cases all over such district:
for many miles. Sparsely settled places
in the old country were thus well served.

Her Excellency also referred to the inter-
est manifested in the scheme by the Cana.
dian colouy ia Boston, which included many
New Branswickera.

His Exceliency referred to opposi tion and
eriticism that had been heard of iu con-
nection with the scheme, instancing that of
the Ontario Medical Association, which
arose because the methods and scope of the
work proposed were not understood. A
prominent editor sail he was opposed to the
scheme, bat would favor it if it embraced
costage hospitals and was designed to reach
spars:ly settled places. But these were
amopgst the features of the Order’s work.
They were not advocating a scheme which
was a8 eome seemed to imagine it to be, but
the real scheme as it was. (Applause.)

Rev. Dr. Neil McKay referred to the fact
that he had advocat:d the schems th-ough
the columns of the ApVANCE, and said he
believed it met with a hearty responss
among our people.

Cured, they could not
he; alleviated thermust be, and nothing was to
be left undone until this was accomplished, Ac-
cordingly, M Lordship set about obtaining Nisters
of Charity to tend them, The Hotel Dieu Nuns of
Montreal, finuded there in 1642, offared to send a
band of volunteers to Tiacadie as soon a3 suitable
guar.ntees for their temporal support, and protee-
tion in the ohservance of their rules as Reiigious
Sisters would be granted. The Lazaretto, being
under the exclusive cont rol of the Government, our
good Bish p could not, independently of it, give theA
Sisters the guarantees they askea and to which
they were just'y entitled. Bas His Lordship pro-
posed te the Community in Montreal that they open
a House in Chatham, his Episcopal town, where he
would provide for them a residence near his owr,
on condition that & branch House would, as far ay
the Government permitted, care for the poor lepers
in Tracadie. This proposal was acce pted, and a band
of Sisters arrived here iu September 1568. From
here they went to visit Tracadie, and the result was
a tiempgrary arraogement for their maintence
through the genorisity of the Very Reverend Father

Paquet, V. G,, of Caraquet, pending the decision of
the Government tu grant an allocation for their
support,

It was the N. B. Provincial Government that first
instituted the Laziretto in 1844, then built the
house for the residence of the invited nursing
Sisters in 1868, ana supported it until the Dowin-
ion Government took it over in 1880, and during the
last few years built the present fine Hospital in
Tracadie, which is an honor to the humane and
generous spirit of Cauada.

The project ot a Foundation of the samne Sister-
hood in Chatham,whither in case of need,the Sisters
of Tracadie might with traw, anl where His Lord-
ship could e them a holding of their own, was
still pursued, and  finaily negotistions terminated
by the arrival here of five Sisters on July 16, 1369,
The care of Poor sick is the principal end of the
fustitution, but os the nced of an Hospital in
Chatham at that period was not urgent, while the
Sisters could reader most acoeptable services by
teaching, the new Commnuity, 1u addition to their
Hospital, undertook the work of teaching, and
opened their Academy in October 1371, siuce whica
time it has continued without interruption,

We beg to be excused for this digression, which
however has not we trust turned aside for you the
current of pleas.re,

In conclusion we beg tosvy that w3 shall ¢on-
tinue to pray God to preserve for long yeurs yet
Her Gracious Majesty, our toved Queen, aud to bless
with “every best gut” Her woruny represeniative,
Yomr Excedency, Lidy Aberdeen and all dear
to you.

London Timber Trades Jouroal of
O:t. 9th says :—*‘In the timber trade
eveats wove very slowly, and London
business continues in it3  accustomed
grooves without any iateresting changes
to mark its progress. Tae fine aut@eun
weather duiring the past fortnight has
assisted out-door building work, and con-
sequently stimulated the consumption of
all sawn wood. Spot prices have fluctv-
ated considerably, but at the eale of

nothing either iu the gathering of people
or the prices realised to impress us with
the conviction that things were declining,
although the tone of deal prices was not
quite as good a8 we have had experignce
of this season. The importation of
goods to this market exceeds that of last
year, and the still crowded state of the
docks is the principal impediment in the
way of a more rapid course of trade.
Freights have undergone very little
change. More ships are offering, and for
special cargoes a slight reduction has been
obtained on the rates recently quoted.
Spruce i3 weak, and likely to continue
uader acloud while pressure is brought
to btear on the market through the
medium of the auction sales.”
LIVERPOOL.

“Taken all rouad the dock stocks of
timber, deals, &c., are excessively heavy,
and, although the deliveries have been
large during the month of September, we
have yet to face further supplies from
nearly every wood-producing country
befora the shipping seasons of Canada and
the Baltic are brought to a close. This
is by no means a cheerful look-out for the
holders of stock, nor is it likely to he
more lively until the labour market be-
comes more ssttled, a contingency which
yet appears remote. The article that has
been too much overdoune is spruce deals,
the stock now on haund being more than
double that of last year—viz., 25,683
standards, against 10,974 standards in
1896. And in this quantity is not in-
cluded the large shipments that have been
sent up tha Manchester Ship Canal un-
scld and on Liverpool importers’ account.
This makes the situation more aggravated.
Other Canadian produce, such as pine
deals, &c., though again nearly double
in quantity that of last year, has not
suffered such a fall as sprnce, as they are
more “firmly held and manipulated by
fower hanae.”

Cooney’s History of New Brunswick.

The 8. John Telegraph says :—Mr.
D. G. Smith of the Chatham ADVANCE,
has done well to republish Cooney’s His-
tory of' New Brunswick, the original
edition having become very rare. The
work itself was first published in 1832, so
that sixty-five years hava elapsed since it
appeared. Strange to say it is more
valuable at the present ~day than it was
when it was ficst printed, for it furnishes
a faithful account of the four northern
counties of the province as they were in
Cooney’s day.

The Telegraph proceeds to show that
Cooney had to rely for his earlier histori-
cal facts upon tradition, which is exceed-
ingly untrustworthy in auy country, but
more 80 in New Brunswick than almost
any other because the chain of tradition
was broken by the expulsion of the Aca-
dians in 1775, and that therefore his work
relating to the first settlement of the
country was not reliable. Continuing,
however, it says :—

Mr. Cooney is on firmer ground when
he s describing the firet settloments made
by the English on the North Shore, be-
cause he had his informiat on from the
sons of the actual settlsrs, and had access
to the docnments which related tu their
doings. His description of the state of
the Northern counties in 1832 is also well
done, and it is by far the most valuable
portion of the book. Mr. Cooney was a
graphic writer; he was & firm believer in
the future of the land he describes
and the picture which he draws of
its condition at the time when he wrote
is one that ought to be carefully studied
by every one who wishes to become
familiar with the history of his country.
His description of the northern counties
was nade from personal observation, and

New Brunswick Enterprise.

The Governmeut of New Brunswick have
been displaying commeundable enterprise in
respect to the improvement of the live-
stock industry of their province. They
have been purchasing parebred cattle aud
sheep of the best types they could obtain
putting the selection in the hands of men of
ability and experieuce, and then selling
these purchases again by public auction on
favorable terms to breeders in the province.
The object is, of course, to effect a better
selection than could be made by private en-
terprise, and to give the local breeders the
advantage of getting good stock at prices
that might be considered wholesale without
being put to the trouble and expense of
going far away from home to obtain it. The
commissioners appninted by the govern-
ment were Hon. Mr, Farris. of White's
Cove, Mr. Swmith, M. P. P., for Carleton
Co., and M¥. Peters, the newly appointed
Secretary for Agriculture. These commis-
sioners visited Quebec and Qotario and
made their selections and purchases. The
stock was then taken to Fredericton and
sold at a two-day’s sale, and the affair was
made the.occasion of a grand public meet-
ing or two in the interests of live stock.

By instruction, the cattle purchased by
the commisrjoners were principaily of the
dairy breeds, A few Jcrseys and Guern-
seys were got, and a somewhat larzer num-
ber of Holsteins; but the bulk of the dairy
cattle obtained, however, were Ajyrshires,
and these mostly young bulle. Some of the
cattle were purchased ia Qiabee, bat for
the most put they were parchasel in Oa.
tario.

When the sale came off it was fouund,
somewhat unexpectedly, that the more ac-
tive bidding was for the beef bresds, espec-
ially for the Shorthoras and Herefords;
and a very keen enquiry was also made for
Polled Angus and Galloways, the belief be-
ing general that these last named breeds
were peculiarly adapted to the pastures of
New Brunewick. Thbe Shorthorns sold
quickly and brought good prices. So also
did the Herefords. With respect t> the
Ayrshires it was noticeable that the old
type of Ayrshire, with d.rk colors and
sm-l!, crooked horns, wers decidedly the
favorites with the buyers. The commis-
sioners had purchased a fe¥ of the modern
type of Ayrshires—nearly all white, with
big horas; but these, when soli, brought
prices much below what they would have
brought in Qataric. Our Ayrshire men
should remember this preference when cat-
ering to the New Brunswick trade. It
should be mentioned that the comuissioners
received great praize from tho breaders
present in regard to the excellence of their
selections of castle.

The sheep obtained by the commissioners
were equally wzli selected, but, unfortunate-
ly, they did not realizs gocd prices when
sold. Evidently the New Brunswick farmer
has not wakened up to the fact that his
country is exceedingly well fitted for sheep-
raising, and that the sheep industry will be,
in the near future, one of the very best
branches of farming he can go into. Being
so mach nearer the Eiglish market than
his Oatario brother, and having easy access,
too, to the Boston market, the raising of
good matton sheep ani lambs ought to be
one of New Brunsyvick’s best industries, In
the sale ths SHropshires sold be:t ; the
Cotswo'!ds next; and then the Loicesters.
The Shropshire: were rather thin in flesh,
though of good quality. The Cbdtswolds
and Leicesters were in better condition,

.and cost more, but they did not realize np

to cost by several dollars per head. The
Dorset Horns and the Lincolns were the
worat losers of the lot. All of which goes
to show that the New Bruuswick sheep-
breeder has lost a good chance of bettering
himself, for which, we dvubt not, he will
be kicking himself all around his pas‘are-
field before a year isover. But the sheep
sold were good onee, and are destined to be
of great benefit to the sheep-raising indystry
of the province.

The "whols unlertaking was exceedingly
cre litable to the euterprise and forethought
of the New Brunswick Government. New
Brunswick is fitted by natare to be a great
stock-breeding country, and the sooner the
people get established in the industry the
better for the material intzrests of the pro-
vince in every respect, The sale was well
attended, Many of the parchasers were
private biesders; but the bu'k of the puar.
chases were made by local agricultural
societies scattered troughout the province.
It will thus result that the stock purchased
will effect 2 much larger range of good than
if it had all been purghased by private
individuals.

A regrettable feature of the sale, but one
which will eerve as an object iesson to
breeders geuerally, was a matter convected
with the Jersey importation, There were
oanly thirteen Je seys, but of these ten were
purchased from one breeder 10 Qasbec, By
agrecment with the seller these tea head
were to be tested with tuberculin. Uufor-
tunately the .owner omitted to attend to
this and th=animals had to be tested at
Fredericton, and some of them ware found
to be suspicious, The whole lot were there-
fore withdrawn from sale and they are now
being kept isolatad. As they were all
brought dowa in one car by themeelves,
and as they had never in any way come in
contact with ths other ca‘tle, the matter
did not affsct the sale of the rest of the
stock inany way.

A very plaasing and bencficial inc'dent of
theaale was the public mecting hzid oa the
eveniog of the first day, This mseting was
presided over by the Hon. the Minister of
Agriculture, Mr. Tabillois, of Dulaousie,
and the Lieutenant.Governor of the province
also graced the gathering by his preseuce.
The principal featurs of the meeting was a
lectare on “‘Tuberculnsis” ygivea by Mr,
David McCeae, of Guelph. The meeting
was well attended, and Mr. McCrae’s l=cture
was much appreciated. Subsequently Mr,
McCrae was asked by the authorities to hold
a series of similiar meetings in different
parts of the proviace, for the purpose of
instructing the people in regard to taber-
culosis and the use of the tuberculin test.
This movemest is in accord with the line of
action adopted by the Hon, Mr. D:yden ia
Outario.

When
St. John went up m smoke tine world
hastened to its rcliet, and though the actual
sufferers received but a small share ot the
aid that was sent thew, ruch of the.n as
survivs and are in a coadition to assist the
Wisdror eufferers, were amoug the tirst to
extend to them a  helpisg haud. Counibu-
tions shou:d always be s:ut to individual
sulferers duect. Thien they wul be immedi-
ately available and will not be aiverted trom
their legitimate purpose. Windsor contr:-
buted liberally to the St. John Relief fund
(now managed by a saluricd officer) twenty
years ago and New Brunswickers every-
where should be as thoughtful of its citiz:ns
in the hour of their adversity.

Two people long and weii koown in
St. John died at their homes in this city on
the 17ch inst. Oone was R. W. Ccookshank,
aged 706 yeurs. lie was born in St. John
aud for many years he was in the employ of
Robert Rankine & Co.  He was appoiuted
secretary and treasurer of the provincial
lunatic asylum and held the position until
the time of his death, Foe several years he
was assistant receiver ygeneral under the
Dominion gove.nment and was saperaanu-
ated ip 1393. He was remarkably active
for a gentleman of his age—attended church
on theday hedel, and was most kind
heirted and affable in his manuers. By his
death the commuuity suffers a great | 85 an«
his familiar tigare wiil be eadly m ssed,
The other death referred to was that ot
Emma Small, widow of the late Ouis Smal,
ot the oid firm of Small & Hatheway. Mrs.
Small was . 4 yeers of age and at oae time
was promineut in the social lifg of the city.

There are dezeuns of ship masters sailing
from this port who never set oyt on a veyage
on Friday, and hundreds of men and women
could be puinted out who never walk under
a ladder becesuse of a fee'ing, never ex-
prexsed, thst the- consequeunces might be
disastrons. Thomas Keounedy of Webster,
Maine, walks under ladde:s without a
tremor, but every Friday moruing he is on
the look out for trouble, Fifteea years ago
at 830 o'clock on Friday morving his
youngest child was drowned. Ten years
later at 8.30 o’clock on a Friday worning
avother child was accidentally killed. A
year later at 8 30 o’clock on a Friday morn-
ing his house, with its conteats, was de-
stroyed by tire. 'He bu'lt another house
and before he had movel into if, it was
burned down, the records of the firs de-
partment showing that the alarm was
sounied at 8 30 o’clock on a Friday mora-
ing. A week ago last Friday one of his
daughters died 1n the lunatic asylum in
Augusta, crying “Friday, Kiiday, at haif
past 8.”

C. P. R,, which roal runs through eome of
the choicest game terrtory in that province,

4As to the game supply. I am eytistied
from my own observation and otherwise
that moose and caribou are far more numer-
ous in this proviace than in Maive or Nova
Scotia, while as yet our deer supply, though
increasing yearly, «is not ejunal to that of
Maine, The forest of New Brunswick is
still to all inents and ‘purposes a virgin
wilderness. For the past quarter of a cen-
tury the number of sportsmen who have
availed themselves of the magoificent huut-
ing afforded ia the autumn mouths could
almost, in any given year, have been couynt-
od oo the fingurs of oue's twp hands, They
have -produced practically no effect what-
ever on the supply of moose and caribou.
What has decimated the moose in past
years has been their ruthless slaughter by
loggers, wanderig huuoters and Indians in
the deep suows of winter, Of late, how-
ever, pablic sentiment his been educated up
to a just conception of the value of the big
game interests of the province, and a sharp.
er laokout is be ng kepy for these gentry.
If our legislature could only be prevailed
upon to expend a fraction of the large
amoyot annially devoted by that of Maive
for the preservation of game, the 1llegal
destruction of these animals would be re.
duced to a yery small item indeed,

The
best way for the American eportsman to
reach it is to proceed to St, John and thence
up the Intercolonial to Apohaqui or Snssex,
or else by the Washademoak boat, which
tri-weekly runs” from St. Joha to Cole’s a-
land.

Cains River—A very lictle scction of
country is compris=d iu this geographical
tetm. Moos:, caribou and bear are all
abundant. Sportsmen going to this locality
should come to Fredericton, and here take
the Canada Eastern Railway for Z onvills o¢
Doaktrwn. William Chestnut or John A.
Fiwards, of Fredericton, will suppls ac-
curate information as to guides. I believe
that Chipman artlett and Frank Bartlett,
Mersereau’s P. O., Blissficll, Northumber-
land county; Charles Beek, William ard
Alex. Storey, Doaktown, and James logan,
of Marysville, are reliable guides,

Sou-west  Miramichi. — The
who wishes to hunt on this iiver and its
branches should come to Fradericton,.
thence proceeding lo Boiestown and up the
river, or else up the Gibson Branch of the
Canadian Pacific Railway to Bristol and
thence across the gountry to the Foiks.
The North Branch is a good moose country,
and there is more than an even chance for
euccess at Miramichi, McKeil, Bogan and
Otter Brook, which lie within a few miles
of each other, about 15 miles below the
Forks. am not acquaiunted with
any guides residing at the head
of the riter whom I shoull care to
recommend. At the Boiestawn end letters
aadressed to Edward Norred or Alex. Me-
Kay, Boiestown, will be promptly attended
to. The lakes at the head of Rocky Brook
and the sisters ars within easy st-iking dis-
tance of Boiestown, and mcose and caribou
are plentiful. In November, as sogn asa
good, tracking snow has formed, the visit-
ing sportsman may locate at Duffy’s Hotel,
right in Boiestown, and enjoy excellent
caribou hunting on the plains not more than
five miles away, returning to the hotcl
every eveaing. Mr. Oharles Duffy, who
rans the hotel, or is run thereby, will sup-
p'y all needed information on this point.
Pe:haps in this connection I might refer to
the little Sou-west Lake country, whizh is
reactel by way of Boiestown, though
properly it belongs to the Nor-west system.
Here is where the celebrated gu:le Heory
B:aithwaite has control of one of the finest
hanticg regions in the province. Henry
has so many scores of applications more
than be can attend to that he will hardly
thack me for any further advertising.
However, his address is Stanley, York
couuty, and fortunate is the maa who zan
sccure his services.

Nor-west Miramichi—The proper point of
departure for big game expeditiona on this
river is Newoastle, on the Intercolonial
railway, Robert Armstroog, of that place
is fully acquainted with all the essential
ingredients. The upper portion of the Nor-
West is perhaps the best conntry for cari-
bou in the province. It is here that another
noted guide, Arthur Pringle, of Stanley,
York county, has his camps. Arthur has
few, if any, superiors anywhere as a guide.
His brother, Tom Pringle, also of Stauley,
has lately branched out for himself and is a
thoroughly reliable guide.

Nepisiguit River. —The b-autiful ‘town of
Bathurst, on the historic sho:es of Bay
Chaleur, is the jumping off place for all
hunting parties on the headwators of the
Nepisigu't. Henry Bishop, the local post-
master, is the best man I knew of to con.
sult about guides, William Grey, jr., and
Wiliam Bateman are excelleut buuters,
and Mr. Henry Bishop is acquainted with
other good men whom he is in posi ion to
vugage opn short notice. 1 think I would
about as soon take my chances on the upper
Nepisiguit for numerous and various ani-
mals of the gawe persuasion as any place on
earth. Moose and caribou are abundant,
deer are fairly numerous, and bears roam
over the blueberry hills 1n September and
beg to be taken into camp. There is fine
trout fishing to be had on almost any of the
rivers.and many of the lakes of new Rrupt.
wick, but none of them can beat the Nepisi-
guit.

Restigouche river—I am densely igaor-
ant of the game teatures of this river, ex-
cept that many American sportsmen are
heading that way this fall, and the moose
are said to be very plentiful on the Kedg-
wick, one of its branches. I know nothing-
about the guides in the 7locality, but 1
should think Albert Mott, M. P. P., of
Campbellton, though a lawyer and a politi-
cian, would reply to all enquiries in a trath-
ful manner.

Tobique 1iver—The l1kes at the head of
this beautiful river are well supplied with
game of every sort. Itisin all respects an
ideal huntivg and camping region. Mr.
T. F. Allen, of the Tobiqus Salmoen Club,;
Avodover, Victoria county, will supply al
needetl nformaton.  Some of the Iudian
guides at the mouth of the Tobigue are tirst-
class men. If white men are preferred, [
can certify to Asa and Robert Masten, of
Sisson Ridge, Victoria county, as being
kunters of «kill and experience.

Madawaska River and Squatook Lakes—
Though I have written one or two guide-
books about this noted fishirg and bunting
regioun I know, if anything, even less about

It has been stated by one of the Bangor
papers that a license fee of $20 13 exacted
from all Maine guides who come to hunt in
New Brunswick. This is not the case.
Canada has no alien labor laws of any de-
scription and the American gaide engaged
in this province has precisely the same
privileges as the local men. He isnot
obliged to take out a license, O course, if
he shoots a moose or caribou he is liable to
the same fine that would apply to any other
anlicensed individual.

It has also been stated that American
sportsmen hunting in New Brunswick
would not be allowed to take the heads of
any game they might kill out of tle prov.
ioce in the green state, but that they
would have to be mouated hers bzfore they
could be shipped. There is no law, domin-
ion or provincia] contaiving any such prc-
vision. There ia a law prohibiting the
shipping of game but this does not apply to
heads or other trophies, and has never been
construed to refer to the case of rportsmzn
taking out the meat of game they had killed,
