Speeches by Sir Charles Tupper and
Hon. G. E. Foster.,

The Scheme of Party Organization—The Offi-
- gers Elected.

The gathering at the Mechanics’
institute on the 20th for the purpose
of effecting a'provimclai organization
of the liberal conservative party was
of itself a sign ¢hat in New Bruns-
wick at least the party is not beaten
and does not propose to be. ‘From: the
various sections of the province came
representative men,’ éach with the
announcement that a strong and re-
solute local party was to be found
where he came from. The spirit of
the meeting was that of ;e body con-
fident in the strength of their posi-
tion and determined to capture the
ground that was not already »>ccu-
pied.

Mr. Foster suggested that before
the work of organization began the
meeting would probablv be glad
hear from Sir Charles Tupper, whose
visits to this province had =ot of late
been s0 frequent as his own.

Sir Charles on rising was greeted
with a hearty burst of applause,
which was long continued. When
he was penmitted ito begin the leader
of the opposition admitted that he
had not of late done much campaign-
ing in this province. He had hoped
to be able to accept the invitation of
his friends in St. Jobn o address a
meeting guring the late eontest, but,
as Mr. Foster knew, circumstanees
called him to Ontario and forced him
to remain there during the struggle.

Mr. Foster had not been able to

spend as much ¢ime in Ontario as he
had expected, and, this made it the
more necessary that he (Sir Charles)
should do what he comld there. Re-
ferring to the present political situ-
ation Sir Charles said that  though
the liberal conservative party was
out of power for the first time in
eighteen years it was not hea‘sn cn
any ome of the great issues tefore
the country. The party in powar had
reached its present position by & var-
fety of different canvasses and of
conflicting pretences and vromises.
On the tarniff question the party in
power stood for mo definite  r.olicy
during the campaign, or rather it

etood for one policy in ome place :and !

another policy in  another locality.
He knew positively that. Mr. Laurier
himself, after declaring in some dis-
tricts as well as in parliament tbhat

Foster, who had always in mind the
welfare of his own province as well
a8 of the country at large, had never
rested until with the energetic support
of the St. John. representaitives and of
other. New Brunswick members, he
had proved by means of the Beaver
line service that St. John was capable
of handling the winter freight trade
 'wihich formerly went to Portland,
Then it was decided to make an end
of the Portland service. The step was
.taken. The Allan company under-
stood and accepted the situation. Not
only had this company. abandoned the
hope of receiving subsidy for the Port-
fland service, but its members had dis-
cussed the subject of the apportion-
ment of the money elsewhere, and had
announced the intention of . putting
two boats on the route between Liver-
pool and St. John and. Halifax. The
.Lamrier gove_mmenvt changed all that
and restored the subsidy to Portland.

On the fast line service the ern-
ment was in a remarkable position.
The.- Laurier party had accepted the
idea; as an opposition party and had
supported the $750,000 vote, only ask-
ing that the contract should be sub-
ject to the approval of oparliament.
But today Mr. Laurier has doubts.
Mr. Dobell, who not long ago spoke in
favor of the .fast line, now, declares
that he .is in favor of a slow line,
though as he knows he was elected as
a fast line man. But then he was
elected as a conservaltive and immedi-
ately was received into the liberal
governmeént. Sir Charles spoke of Mr.
Laurier's wonderful statement to the

to Chicago  Record, in which he kindly

offered the United States free fishing
for free fish. The premier had ex-
pressed surprise when objection was
taken to this, and innocently asked
whether this were not the terms of
the convent of 1871. He was still
more surprised when he learned that
for free fishing Canada got not omly
ifree fish but the free use of American
waters and $600,000 a year besides.

In closing, the opposition leader: re-
ferred to the strength and /the unity
of the liberal conservative party in the
thouse of commons. The party was
the strongest that ever sat on the
speaker’s left, and he had no fear bult
that at no distant day they would be
. intrusted once more with the govern-
ment of the country. In 1874 a liberal
government much stronger than the
present ministry came into power.
Five years of this rule gave the coun-
try an opportunity of judging the
rulers not by their promise but by
their performance. The result was
elghteen: years of liberal conservative
Tule.

About One Thousand Sehools With Six
Hundred Ofeers and Teachers.

The Treasurer’s Report Makes a Gratifying
Show—Fleld Secretary’s Report,

‘Woodstock, 'N. B. Oct. 21.—The
meetings of the Sunday school con-
vention  are largely aitended and it
promises to be the best in the history
of the association. Prof. Hamil, with
his addresses and question bureau, is
a great help.

Today encouraging reports were re-
ceived from all the counties, showing
generally~ that the work is gaining.
On all sides there are signs of pro-
gress.

The dreasurer submitted a most
gratifying report. The total jyreceipts
for the year were $2,715.75, and there!
is now a balance on hand of $515.57.
The executive report 'was submitted
this afternoon as follows: :

‘With unfeigned thankfulness to God
.we gather the second ¢ime in this fa-
vored town of Woodstock for our an-
nual provincial comvention. 'Our pre-
vious meeting here was in 1888, when
closing our fourth year of work, and
girding for the fifth. Coming niow,
we may well maks comparisons, ob-
sérve the progress,  and ‘gratefully
acknowledge God’s goodness therein.
We come again to this county of Car-
leton with more than ordinary glad-
ness, because from it we first learned
to associate for Sunday school work.
In distant parts of the province we
heard of Carleton County Sunday
school revival, and a few of us came
at your invitation to study the object
lesson which you furnish.

(1) The organization of the cities of

2 v, per
John, * Fredericton and Wood-
ook has marked a mew epoch in
our history. 8t. John, immediately
after onganizing, began steadily to
prepare for a systematic house to
house  visitation. This was accomp-

T'lished at the close of last February.

Conditions of social life in relation ¢o
the several . departments of church
work were dlscovered, and gooh has
resulted beyond what miight be so
eanly expected. Similar work was
done in Fredericton and Woodstock,
the results of which will be told you.

(2) Home Class Department—This
work was based on the discoveries
made by systematic visitation, and
has been well begun in St. John and
in smaller degrées elsewhere. We
hope at this present convention to
take earmest steps to extend this work
to every parizh and day school dis-
trict. Reports and discussions wiil
bring this subject before you for fur-
¢her oonsideration. We are deeply
impressed that no one can fully esti-
mate the value, for the salvation of
our province, of the influence thus
set in operation this year. The sub-
ject has been emphasized in parish
and county conventions. Articles of
an excellent literary character have
been published in the colummns of the
Dalily and Weekly Sun on this sub-
ject, and ‘the small portion of the
Sunday school world which is in our
province, is beginning to recognize
its duty along this line ;

(3) Normal ‘Work—We recognize
that the majority of our Sunday
school teachers meed better facilities
that they may qualify themselves to
teach the Word of God. . Many super-
intendents complain of their ‘inability
to impress teachers with the impor-
tance of their work, or to obtain new
teachera, either regular or occasional.
For two years at least our work has
steadily kept this meed in view. A
normail text book was adopted. Nor-
mal lessons were given in county and
parish conventions. But during this
year further steps have been taken.
Excellent teacher training has been
done by normal classes in town and
countiry, and we hope that the time
is now ripe for the extending of this
work.

At the last meeting of the. exeou-
tive, a committee was appointed to
consider the advisability of forming
a provino;_al normal department, the
superintendent of which weuld ar-
range for an annual examination and
the grantinig of dliplomas to those
who successfully pass their examin-
ations. This committee’s report will
be presented to you during this con-
vention. o e

The international convention, ‘held
during this year at Boston, brought
to ¢he Sunday school work of this
province greater benefits than was
derived from any of its previous
triennial. gatherings. More than
thirty ‘delegates from this province
attended its four days sessions and
brought back, some more, some less,
ingpfration /for organized Sunday
school work, '

The repont of that great conven-
tion is in hundreds of homes; through
the kindness of the International Ev-
angel, and as a result our province
has taken a higher position of intel-
1’!geno¢ in-this great work. For more
aﬁ ,Fw_e_;g;; .years we have sharedi
the "Dlessings of the International
t.prough Mts system of lessons which
have ‘wrought so much good for us.
For a small number of Years we have
welcomed its chief field-worker, Wm.

Your committce have remeatedly
cautioned him against overwork, and
feel that the omly remedy is in pro-
viding sudh assistance as the work
demamnds.

‘We are here to cheer each other, also
to lay new and enlarged plans. Our
work is fairly begun. A splendid fu-
ture lies before ms if only we do our
Lords bidding., We must not stand
still. He who has led us still points
onward. He has given this cause
much favor with the people. He has
crowned our efforts in the past. We
must not be amy less prayerful and
valiant than in other days when pros-
pects were not <o bright but ¢aith
was strong. A ‘amge number in. our
province are yet without systematic
Bible study. Let us not rest till we
have done our best to arouse them to
the things which are so precious to
ug, for “the life which now is and
for that which is to come.”

‘We ttherefore offer the following re-
commiendations:

First. We emphasize the import-

ance of placing the Biblical and
spiritual characteristics of this work
as a first thought in all our plans, and
we urge our fellow-workers in coun-
tises and -parishes~to’ seek the mant-
fegtations of the Holy Spirit in all
their meetings.
_Second. That county officers use
evary opportunity to secure a wise
choice of parish officers, to impress
them with the great possibilities of
their office, the need of discreet wis-
dom and fervent piety for the system-
atic visitation of the schools, and that
they show ito superintendents the
value to Christianity of correct statls-
tics and an annual offering for the ex-
tension of this work.

Thind. That diligent elitention be
given to extending the house to house
wvisitation, and tie home class depart-
ment movement, and that a superin-
tendent of nome class work for the
province be appointed by this conven-
tion, and that a depot for home class
supplies be opened.

Fourth. That in view of the import-
ance of the normal study of the Bible,
and the very general interest that is
being shown alongz thls line in varl-
ous parts of the province, a normal
department for the province be estab-
lished. That a superintendent of nor-
mal work be appointed, regular an-
nual examinations be conducted,
diplomas grarted, and that gradua-
tion exercises form a part of the pro-
gramme of each annwal provincial
convention.

Fifth That the officers and teach-
ers of Sunday schocls during this year
be requested during the coming year
to give special attention to the mat-
ter of gradiag, and@ that it have a
place om 'the + of parish,
county .and province through the
year.
Sixth, That we recommend to the
earnest consideration of this conven-
tion the advisability of adopting the
International Evangel, and entering
into a new agreement to work systems-
atlcally to extend it as our organ. Al
this is respectfully submitted.
