MINUTE RECORDS Ottawa, Ang.6—There were thirty mil­
lion less Cigarettes Smoked in Canada 
last year than the year before. The 
decline is held to be entirely 
b°ys of sixteen vears and under and to 
be entirely dne to the restrictive legisla­
tion pnt through parliament by the gov­
ernment during the session of 1908. It 
is believed that the law actually prevent­
ed smoking of from forty to fifty million 
cigarettes by the boys of the country, 
as the consumption was increasing, and 
if it had not been for the law there 
would have been an inerease of from ten 
to twenty millions instead of a decline 
of thirty millions. This is a fair assump­
tion, as the consomption was increasing 
more and more and more each year, and 
during the six years prior to 1908 the in­
crease amounted to over 75 millions.

The total consumption of cigarettes 
last year was about three hundred and 
seventy millions, 
hundred and fifty six and three quarters 
millions of domestic cigarettes consumed 
or a decrease of twenty-eight millions, 
and there were twelve and three 
ters millions of imported cigarettes 
smoked, a decrease of about twomilions.

World’s Greatest Admiral
Sir William May, commander-in-chief 

of the British Home fleet, although over 
sixty, looks forty and works like a lieu­
tenant of five-and-twenty. The com­
mand of the strongest fleet in the world 
is not anybody’s task. Sir William thav 
have specialized on many things, and he 
has specialized well. He is an explorer, 
a diplomatic, an administrator, scientific 
engineer, tactician, and a strategist. 
Was it Bismarck who said that no ether j 
occupation or profession helped a man 
to be a diplomatist but that knowledge 
of diplomacy helps a man in every other 
walk of life?

Sir William May is essentially a dip 
lomatist, and the best English diplomacy 
is a blend of straightforward courtesy— 
with the accent on the word straightfor­
ward. May knows all the Courts and 
Chancelleries in Europe. He was Naval 
Attache for the whole -Continent in the 
early nineties, before England was alive 
to the necessity of closely watching the 
navies of other countries.

The work was more than any one man 
could get through, but Captain May’s re­
ports to the Naval Intelligence Depart­
ment, were they published, would sjiow 
that our diplomatic admiral has a pen of 
a ready writer.

The commander-in chief of England’s 
greatest fleet, to be equipped for his 
gigantic task, must know not only the 
ships and people under bis command, 
but also foreign ships and foreign person­
alities. The personal equation in war Is 
an immense factor. Sir William knows 
all the chief people in Europe.

attached to German emperor 

The admiral was attached to the Ger­
man Emperor during his visit to Eng­
land ten years ago, and then came under 
the ban of Bismarck’s savage jest that 
‘ ‘there were two things no man could 
escape—Death and the Red Eagle.” 
Sir William May received the Red Eagle 
from the German Emperor, and received 
the coveted distinction of the Legion of 
Honor from France in 1905.

When I first saw the commander-in­
chief twenty-five years ago, he was com­
mander (I think) of the Devastation- 
one of the earliest and experimental 
gropings in the direction ,of Dread­
noughts. The atmosphere below deck 
of the Devastation type was dangerously 
foul until the electric light was introduc­
ed into the navy. The strongest pre­
judice then existed against new-fangled 
dynamos that always broke down, but 
the commander of the Devastation was 
one of the first to recognize the im­
portance of electricity as a heat, light 
and motive force afloat.

The hardening and stiffening of char­
acter which is the usual result of a naval 
career was assisted in the case of the ad­
miral by his Arctic experiences in 1875- 
76. No man during the impressionable 
period of his life can pass the best part 
of two years in the isolation of the Far 
North without learning something of 
the higher discipline and of that ‘ ‘right- 
eousnees" which the Japanese Imperial 
rescript declares “is strong and stable as 
a mountain: death lighter than the feath­
er on a stork’s wing.

A DIPLOMAT SAIIjSK 

without g^4at qualities
Petition of commander- 
emier fleet.

Adam’s First Wife

Remember we are headquarters

According to Talmudic tradition 
Adam’s first wife w«s not Eve but Lilith. 
Th» image of this mythical woman bad a 
peculiar fascination for the poet-artist, 
Rossetti, who wove around it some of 
mystically sensuous conceptions of wo­
men. The origin of the Lilith fable may 
be traced to the three Assyrian demons, 
Lilu, Lilit, and Ardat Lilit. The name 
“Lilith” stands for a female demon. 
Lilith has also been described as a god­
dess of the night, and is siid to have 
been worshipped by the Jewish exiles in 
Babylon. Others Call her the demon of 
the storm, and in Isaiah she figures as a 
screech owl. ‘ ‘Lilith’ ’ would seem to be 
suggested by the Hebrew word “lay 11” 
(night). In post-Biblical literature three 
classes of demons are men ioned, viz., 
spirits, devils, and “ЩІП.” The spirits 
have neither body nor form, the devils 
are in complete human shape, and the 
lilin are also in human shape, but with 
wings. Adam is said to have procreated 
all the spirits while he was under a spell 
and Eve is said to have supplied demons 
and male spirits for 130 years. Again 
Lilith is described as a long haired, se­
ductive woman ; also the Queen of Ze- 
margad ; she goes about at night fasten­
ing herself upon any one she finds sleep­
ing alone in a room. Another writer 
makes her out as the “daughter of the 
dancer” and the leader of nocturnal 
myriqds Of demons. At length she be­
came in the minds of the multitùde, a 
night demon in the form of an owl car­
rying off children. She even appears as 
the Queen of Sheba. Тфе talk about her 
being Adam’s first wife is said to have 
been spread through Buxtorf’s Lexicon/1 
Talmudicum. The Century Cyclopedia 
of Names says that Lilith is a Fxebrew 
word, mraning “night monster,” and 
describes her as follows : , /

“A demon that d 
places, mentioned ii^saiah xxiv., 16: in 

rabbinical literature depicted as a female 
roaming in theg1 night, and especially 
dangerous to Children and to women in 
childbirth. Tile demon is probably of 
Babylcjïfian origin ; its name occurs fre­
quently in the incantations, 
mu^lits say that the name of Adam’s first 
wife was Lilith.

The moulds are of course very expensive 
the cost of the total outfit, six sets, be­
ing fully $200,000, which makes it nec­
essary for a firm with considerable capital 
to control the business. But if it proves 
the success anticipated, there wiV be 
little trouble in capitalizing the scheme, 
and even the workingman can then have 
a house of his own. The first test of 
mouldering a full sized house will be 
awaited with interest.
