| is believed that the law actually prevent-

{ ed smoking of from forty to fifty million

| cigarettes by the boys of the country,
as the consumption was increasing, and

{ifit had not been for the law there

| would have been an inerease of from ten

| to twenty millions instead of a decline
| of thirty millions. This is a fair assump-
tion, as the consumption was increasing
more and more and more each year, and
during the six years prior to 1908 the in-
crease amounted to over 75 millions.
The ‘total consumption of cigarettes
last year was about three hundred and
seventy millions. There were three
| hundred and fifty six and three quarters
| millions of domestic cigarettes consumed

{ or a decrease of twenty-eight millions,

and there were twelve and three quar-

ters millions of imported cigarettes
smoked, a decrease of about two milions.

American Settlers Flock
to Canada

Ottawa, Aug. 13.---Immigration to
Canada 1s again on the increase and the
growth in arrivals from the United States
is especially heavy. It was sixty thom-*
sand last year. During June, 20,866
persons entered Canada, or 5,933 more
than during the previous June, an in-
crease of thirty three per cent. During
the first three months of the fiscal year
ending with June, 74,136 persons enter-
ed Canada as immigrants, an increase of
5,163, an increase of 7 per cent.

From Great Britain and the continent
the arrivals numbered 41,112, a falling
off of 12,517, or 62 per cent. During
During June alone 11,661 immfgrants
came in at ocean ports an increase of 969
while during June immigrants from the
United States fotalled 9,208 an increase
