Society Woman Sent To
Tombs Over Sunday As
Warning To Her Sex—
$2,000 Fine Paid.

New York, Feb. 10-—As an example
to women who have no qualm against
smuggling, Judge Martin, in the crim-
inal branch of the United States dis-
trict court today, sentenced Mrs.
Roberta . Hill to the Tombs from to-
might until 8 o'clock Monday morning
and fined her $2,000. The fine was
promptly paid and Mrs. Hill was led
away sobbing hysterically. She is the
daughter of Morris Menges, a wall
known Brooklyn horseman, and the
divorced wife of Captain James Hill
of the British Army.

Counsel for Mrs. Hill made a strong
plea for the courts mercy, but Judge
Martin sald that he felt that a jail
sentence was necessary as a lesson.
“I regret to say,” he added, “that wo-
men are much more prone to attemps
smuggling than are men.”

Mrs. Hill had pleaded  guilty to
pmuggling into this country a sable
coat and other goods valued at $8,000.
Her mother sat near her during the
proceedings and sobbed bitterly when
sentenced was pronounced.  Mrs.
Hill's name was mentioned as a pos-
eible co-respondent when Ava Willing
Astor sued Col. John Jacob Astor for
divorce, but the papers in the case
were sealed and the name of the co.
respondent has been kept secret,

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—In committee of

supply on the labor estimates in the
Commons today, Mr. Rhodes said that
the department should have dealt with
the strike at Springhill, N. 8., in the
same manner in which the Grand
Trunk strike had been dealt with.
Similar efforts should have been made
he thought, to bring about a settle-
ment.
Houghton Lennox expressed the view
that the settlement of the Grand
Trunk strike had been both unsatis-

Mr. King observed that while the
Springhill strike was of a local char-
acter, the Grand Trunk trouble de-
veloped such a very serious situation
that he had determined to endeavor
to bring about a settlement even if
it were to cost him his_position as a
minister of the Crown. He did not
desire any particular credit, but had
the government not interfered there
would have been disaster all around
and in the end probably several hun-
dred employes would have lost their
places,

1500 FRUIT GROWERS
PLEAD AGAINST RUIN

PASSNG OF
BERESFORL

Veteran Admiral Retires From
Active List Of British Navy
On Reaching Age Limit—
Career Eulogized.

London, Feb. 10.—Lord Charles
Willlam de la Poer Beresford is 65
vears old today, and by virtue of the
age limit clause is retired from the
active list of the British Navy. He
has held no appointment since his
surrepder on March 24th, 1909, of the
command of the Channel Fleet,

There were no official formalities,
but most of the daily papers take oc-
casion to eulogize the Admiral's no-
table career.

“Yard ‘Charles William de {s Poer
Beresford was bora in Treland, Feb.
10th, 1846,

He entered the Navy in 1859 at the
age of thirteen, and earned his epau-
lettes in Egypt. The signal “Well
done, Condor,” with which Admiral
Sir Frederick Seymour complimented
Lord Charles at the bombardment of
Alexandria, has passed into a popular
classic, and his services afloat and
ashore earned his special promotion
to the rank of captain.

Later, he served in the Soudan cam-
paign, and commanded the Naval Bri-
gade at the battle of Abu Klea; while
the Secretary of the Admiralty, speak-
ing of hig rescue of Sir Charles Wil-
gon (who had got into difficulties in
the attempt to save Gordon at Khar-
toum), said that it was a feat of
arms equally remarkable for the skill
and gallantry displayed; and Lord
Wolsley in despatches described him
as “an officer whose readiness of re-
source and whose ability as a leader
are only equalled by his daring.”

Entered Parliament,

In 1885 Lord Charles entered Par-
liament as member for Kast Maryle-
bone, and in the following year he
was appointed a Lord of the Admiral-

y—the only administrative appoint-
it he has held. He resigned in

in consequence of a difference
h his superiors as to the provision
make for general staff work. He re-
entered Parliament as a member for
York in 1898, retaining his seat until
1900, when he resigned in order to
hoist his flag under Admiral Fisher
as second in command of the Medi-
terranean.

A month after hauling down his
flag which he did in February, 1902 he
was elected member for Woolwich,
only to resign his seat twelve months
later to take command of the Chan-
nel Fleet. When the Home Fleet be-
came the Chanuel Fleet in 1905, Ad-
miral Sir A. KU Wilson remained in
command of this forte, while Lord
Charles went as commander in chief
to the editerranean a post which
he left iwo years later to take com-
mand of the Channel Fleet. He haul:
ed down his flag for the last time
in March, 1909, when the Channel
Fleet was absorbed in the Home Kleet
and Sir Willlam May took chief com-
mand of the naval forces in home
waters,

Huge Delegation Present Demand for Revision of
Reciprocity Agreement Affecting Their Business

Sir Wilfred Laurier Seeks to Temporize by Quoting

Demands of Western Farmers--Deputation Most

- Representative One and Use Strong Argument--
Progress Made at Washington.

Ottawa, Feb. 10.—A huge delega-
tion of fruit and vegetable men from
the Province of Ontario and the Ni-
Agara district in particular, number-
ing about 1,500, waited on the govern-
ment this afternoon, protesting in no
uncertain terms, against reciprocity

increase and sub-division of our es-
tensive aseas of valuable fruit lands,
settling them with a thrifty and in-
telligent population;

And whereas the government pro-
posed to admit to American tender
fruit and vegétables free of duty, of

as it is proposed in connection with
the frujt and vegetables. The vege-
tabie growers from Quebec were al-
80 represented. The deputation was
recqed in the Commons chamber and
was the largest seen here since the
western farmers. The premier with
Messrs. Fielding and Patterspn, re-
ceived them.

Mr. Johnson, president of the fruit
and vegetable growers’ association,
read the memorial setting forth the
main contentions.

Messrs. W. H. Bunting, St. Cathar-
ines; Thomas Dalwell, secretary of
the Ontario vegetable growers; Tho-
mas Rowley, Leamington; A. W, Pearl
Burlington and J. McEvey, of Mont-
real, also spoke.

Premier's Reply.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier did not begin
his reply to the delegation until after
two o'clock, He began by pointing out
the difficult position of the govern-
ment in a country where there were
such varied interests in tariff mat-
ters. As an instance of thig the farm-
ers and fruit growers of the west de-
manded not only free grain, but free
fruit and vegetables, while today’s de-
putation wanted just the opposite,
How was the government to know who
was right in face of this? In any
case he did not see how American
competition could effect superior Can-
adian fruit, especially when the sea-
sons were different.

Moregver, the Maritime Province
growers wanted the barriers removed.
Compromise was the only thing left

and the government one.its best,
-ﬁ%%ﬁﬁ" sald Blr‘%mn conclu-
sion. “can in the face of conflicting de-
mands, be acceptable to all. For the
common good of the country we must
make concessions.”

Wording of Memorial,

The memorial presented the premier
reads:

This memorial presented by tha
fruit and vegetable growers of the Pro-
vince of Ontario, humbly sheweth:

Whereas, the Government of (an-
ada has for many years fostered and
encouraged the development of fruit
and vegetable growing in this Domin-
ion and has evidenced by their action
in the past, been justly guided by the
voters and opinions of many promin-
ent men and organizations in close
touch with the conditions surrounding
these industries, and has given such
assistance as has resulted in great ac
tivity and progress in the extension
of orchards and vineyards producing
a rapidly increasing supply of Cana-
dian frui

And, whereas in connection with
this movement, systems of transport-
ation have been developed, along cer-
tain lineg, and an extensive work has
been undertaken to fully supply every
part of Canada with seasonable fruits
at moderate prices;

And whereas the aitention of the
outside world has been drawn.to this
country largely through the medium
of the fruit industry, whereby many
thousands of new settlers from Great
Britain and other countries have been
induced to invest their capital in fruit
lands;

And, whereas it is desirable to en-
courage rather than discourage the

the varieties grown in Canada;

And whereas we believe that such
action will most seriously upset pres-
ent conditions and compel Canadian
growers to -seek other markets to
their great detriment and financial
loss; and whereas there never has
been, nor from the conditions sur-
rounding the industry, are likely to
be, any combines of the scattered in-
terests of these fruit growers to ad-
vance prices; situated as they are,
over a wide extent of territory, and
numbering many tens of thousands of
people;

And whereas many millions of dol-
lars have been invested in this in-
dustry in the firm belief that the
present or equally satisfactory duties
would continue to be charged on im-
ported fruits and, vegetables;

We would thercfore most earnestly
and respectfully urge that your gov-
ernment may, after due consideration
of the points we have ventured to
bring to your notice, and after full
inquiry, into all the conditions, re
consider the clauses referring to the
interchange of fresh fruits and veget-
ables, and that you may then be en-
abled to place our industry on a com-
mensurate footing with its great im-
portance to the development of this
country.

There the matter would have ended but for the
fact that the Grand Trunk Pacific Rallway company
was interested in the cost of the National Transcontinen-

tal Railway by reason of the fact that it was required
to pay interest on the total cost of the eastern sec-
tion. The Grand Trunk Pacific Rallway Comphny was
pot di d to pay on padded expenditures,
and the Government apparently was not in a position
to resist its demands for an investigation by experts.
The investigation was held by engineers chosen by the
Government, and now their report is before the public.
The net result of the investigation i3 that the Grand
Trunk Pacific Rallway Company will be relieved of in-
terest charges on half a niillion dollars, and what, ob-
viously, was a matter of secondary importance to the
Government, the country will be half a million dollars
in pocket.

The public will not overlook the significance of the
proceeding, which is this:—That not one dollar of the
half million would ever have been recovered but for
the fact that the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Company
refused to pay interest on contractors’ graft. The
public interest was absolutely ignored. A parliament-
ary committee, enforced by an obliging majority of
Liberal members, declared that the public had received
a square deal, and there the matter would have rested
had not a powerful railway corporation been vitally
interested in- its resurrection.

Since the Grand Trunk Pacific Raillway Company’s
service to the public was purely incidental to its desire
to serve itself, the public owes no"thanks to that cor
poration for the public money that contractors have
been forced to disgorge. The public does owe thanks
to Major Hodgins, who resigned his position rather than
be a consenting phrty to the grafting operations of con
tractors on the Transcontinental Railway. It owes
- lalso a reckoning with the Government which denied
Major Hodgins an honest investigation of his charges,
and regardless of the public interest, confirmed the
contractors in graft, which now, through another agency,
they have been compelled to at least partially sur-

Two men from Westville, Nova
Scotla, were committed to the Isola-
tion Hospital yesterday by the offie-
ials of the Board of Health on' the
ground that they had not completely
recovered from an attack of smallbox,
and were liable to infect the public
with the disease, The two men—-they
are father and son—had been dis-
charged from the hospital .at West-
ville, and yesterday they arrived in
8t. John on one of the . trains and
sought lodgings here,

The proprietor of the boarding
house noticed that the older man was
badly pitted, and stifl dessicating, and
notified the health offictals, ' They
sent an officer-to the boarding house
who had a look at the men, and call-
ed in a_medical expert to ' examine
them. The physician detlared * that
the older man had not completely re-
covered from the smallpox, and on his
advice both the father and son were
taken in charge by the health officials
and placed in the Isolation Hospital.
Both men admitted that they had
been confined in the hospital at West-
ville, and had suffered from smallpox,
but claimed that they had been dis-
charged from the hospital.

Not Completely. Cured.

The health officials heré hold that
the older man had been discharged
from the hospital before he was com-
pletely cured, and that the Nova
Scotia anthorities should not have al-
lowed him to come here, as he is still
in a condition dangerous to the pub-
lic health,

It is recalled that a few years ago
the Nova Scotia authorities at Digby
refused to allow the boat from St.
John to land her passengers because
she had a mau aboard who had been
discharged from the Igolation Hospit-
al here after suffering from smallpox,
The boat was compelled to return
here, and though the local medical
men certified that there was absolute-
ly no danger of infection from the man
who bhad suffered from smallpox, the
boat was disinfected at the expense
of tha steamship company before she
returned to Nova Scotia.

The health authorities here decline
to make known the name of the board-
ing house from which the fwo men
were taken yesterday, as they say
that the public spirit shown by the
proprietor in calling attention to the
condition of the older man requires
that they should protect him from any
undesirable publicity. They have dis-
infected his house, and as the men
were only there a short time they be-
lieve there is no danger of contagion
from that source,
