ABOUT POTATO STORAGE

When Porter Manzer Commun
ication was Written to Tele-
graph that Firm was Using
the Frost Proof Warehouse.

“At the time Porter Manzer wrote
the letter which appeared in the Tele-
graph of Saturday complaining that
they had been unsuccessfully trying
for weeks to get quotations for stor-
age of potatoes in the frost proof
warehouse on the West Side from
Clements & (o, the lessees of the
shed, they had potatoes stored in the
shed at the same rental as was charg-
ed b\ the provincial government last
year,” said P. W. Wetmore, of Cle-
ments & Co.; in reply to a question
of The Standard last evening.

“When we leased the warehouse
from the city we decided to offer all
potato shippers, including Porter,
Manzer Limited, storage facilities at
the same rates we had to pay the
provincial government last winter,”
added Mr. Wetmore. “So far we have
rot had occasion to refuse storage
to any shipper, and every shipper will
be given storage so long as there is
room available. When the letter of
Porter, Manzer was written they had
potatoes stored in the warehouse on
which we asked the same rental as
all shippers were required to pay iae
provincial government last year.

“As to the circumstances under
which we came fo lease the warehouse
they are well known to everybody
who has read the papers. For two
winters the provincial government
operated the warehouse, but they de-
cided not to take charge of it this
winter., The city owns the warehouse
but the C. P. R. owned the heating
apparatus in the warehouse, and this
fall the C. P. R. decided to remove
its heating apparatus. The city was
not willing to install new heating ap-
paratus and undertake the manage-
ment of the warehouse for the cou-
venience of potato shippers.

“Something had to be done. None
of the other shippers appeared to be
willing to go to the expense of mak-
ing the warehouse frost proof, and
so we decided to ask for a lease and
fit up the warehouse. Other shippers
had the same chance as we did. We
have gone to some expense in fitting
up the warehouse, and it can hardly
be claimed that we are unreasonable
in asking the same rental as was
formerly charged by the provincial
government w hun it held a lease of

Most of them
never fully own their homes, because
a determined effort is being made to
force down wages and strikes and
lockouts will prevent the workers
continuing payments and -the land
companies will take back their' hou-
ses.
