Austrians Again Sustain Se-
vere Losses in the
Vodice Region.

HAVE LOST 300,000
IN THREE WEEKS

Enemy Makes Desperate At-
tempts to Recover Lost

Positions.

New York, June 1—A mnewspaper
despatch from Rome today says:

“Italy’s great offensive has already
cost the Austrians 300,000 in killed,
wounded and missing, according to
conseryative estimates today.

“The Itallans are now consolidating,
seinforcing - their lines with new
roops and refortifying positions, but
continue to inflict frightful losses on
the enemy by repelling countless
counter-attacks.

“From semi-official sources these
instances were obtained today illus-
trating the tremendous losses on the
enemy's forces. On May 19 four d?
visions (approximately 60,000 troops)
which defended positions between
Auzza and Frigido were practically
wiped out.

Two Desperate Attempts.

“On the next day two desperate at-
tempts to recapture Allingortmont po-
sitions in the Vodice sector and
around Massif cost the Austrians at
least three full regiments (mearly
15,000 men).

“Despatch today declared these vast
losses and the incessant pounding -of
Jtallan and British guns had achieved
@ telling effect on the enemy. Prison-
ers told of exhausted regiments and
loss of morale.”

Official Statement.

Rome, June 1, via London—The
ext of the official statement reads:

“In the Vodice area last night

de a violent attack upon our posi-
fions on Hill 592 and 652. The attack,
prepared by intense artillery fire, and
carried out with stubbornness, failed
completely, owing to the firm resist-
ance of our troops and the well
directed fire of our batteries which
dispersed the enemy's massed rein-
forcements. The enemy suffered se-
vere losses and left in our hands 83
prisoners, including three officérs.

GETTING AFTER
ALL SLAGKERS

Many Arrests Ordered for
Conspiring to Evade Con-

scription Law.

Washington, June 1.—President Wil
son, in a proclamation issued today,
warns all persons seeking to avoid
registration by leaving the country
that they expose themselves to prose-
cution and military service eventually
in spite of their efforts to avoid it.

‘While the legal machinery of the
government is operating to stamp out
agitation against the army draft, the
war department took up another phase
of the matter dealing with the status
of Americans now in foreign countries.
Secretary Baker called upon Brigadier
General Crowder, judge advocate gen-
eral and provost general of the army,
for an opinion as to the effect of the
new law upon Americans of military
age residing abroad. Department offic-
ials generally have presumed that the
privileges of citizenship would carry
with them a duty for military service
not affected by forelgn residence, but
no formal ruling will be made until the
opinion of General Crowder has been
received. The question involves to
some degree the specific terms of the
extradition treaties between the United
States and other countries.

Meantime the department of justice
is proceeding on the theory that the
departure from American soil of any
American subjects to the draft i{s an
evasion of the law. It was revealed
today that steps already had been tak-
en to prevent such departures, and
that attempts at this form of evasion
would be met by vigorous measures.

Ottawa, June 1.—After twenty-four
hours of high tensfon and uncertainty
the chances for coalition look bright-
er tonight than at any time since the
Prime Minister made his proposals to
the opposition leader. Although the
situation is still somewhat blurred by
uninformed speculation and corridor
rumor there are certain things which
can be discerned gs indicating a ris-
ing tide of coalition probability. In
the first place there have been renew-
ed conferences between the Prime
Minister and Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
the second place and equfnlly encour-
aging for the prospects of union is the
fact that Chief Liberal Whip Pardee
left tonight for Quebec for a second
conference with Sir Lomer Gouin.

In

Laurier May Accept.

While the meeting between Sir Rob-
ert and the opposition leader this aft-
ernoon was as on previous occasions
of a confidential character your cor-
respondent learns upon the highest
authority that the Prime Minister laid
proposals before Sir Wilfrid Laurier
which were of so generous and non-
partizan a character that only an ut-
ter lack of national responsibility and
appreciation of the gravity of the situ-
ation on the part of the Liberal lead-
er can bring about their refsual. The
Prime Minister in fact is known to
have offered Sir Wilfrid coalition on
a fifty per cent. basis, that is to say,
on a basis by which the cabinet would
be composed of half Conservatives and
half Liberals.

It is known that the premier is will-
ing that all the Liberals to be taken
into the coalition be named by Sir
Wilfrid. Hopefulness for an agree-
ment tonight lies in the fact that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier did not reject the
prime minister's offer and has des-
patched his chief whip to Quebec to
open negotiations with Sir Lomer
Gouin. It is believed that the lead-
er of the opposition will take a defin-
ite stand and submit his answer to the
premier's proposals by Sunday might.

Hinges on Quebec.

The success of the whole venture
hangs around Quebec.

It either Sir Wilfrid Laurier or Sir
Lomer Gouin or both of them can be
induced to enter coalition, there would
be little doubt that Fremch Canada
would swing into line with the rest of
the country and a possible crisis avert-
ed. It may not be necessary to have
the Quebec premier enter the govern-
ment. If Sir Wilfrid Laurier can be
assured of his active and open sup-
port of coalition and compulsory ser-
vige the situation will be saved, for if
the Quebec Liberal leaders can be
brought over to coalition the leaders
of Liberalism in the English-speaking
provinces will quickly follow.

Workmen and Soldiers Take
Charge of Fortress of Kron-
stadt Defending Petrograd.

Petrograd, via London, June 1.—The
fateful decision of the workmen’s and
soldiers’ delegates to assume control
of Kronstadt, the great fortress which
defends Petrograd, was carried by a
vote of 210 votes against forty.

It is announced by the workmen's
and soldiers’ delegates that hence-
forth the relations of Kronstadt with |
Petrograd and the remainder of Rus-
sia will be only through the inter-
mediary of the Petrograd branch of
the delegates. The local workmen’s
and soldiers’ council at Kronstadt an:
nounces that it has taken in its hands
the effective power of Kronstadt; that
it does not recognize the provisional
government, and that it has removed
all the government’s representatives.

The taking over of the government
of the great fortress of Kronstadt by
the local council of workmen's and
soldiers’ delegates and the strike out-
breaks in many of the large munition
factories of Petrograd, indicate that
the new provisional government ,of
Russia is meeting with increased in-
ternal opposition.

More than 120 of the largest fao
tories in Petrograd are threatened
with a complete tie-up because of
strike demands made by workmen.

Moreover, sai¢@ Dr. Pugs-
ley, the board was actually discourag-
In‘z any shipbuilders in the east from
taking contracts if they had to trans-
port lumber from British Columb
He drew attention to the necessity
for increasing water transportation
facilities for bringing in coal from
the United States and urged that the
government should have taken steps
long ago to have secured the construc-
tion of vessels of comparatively” small
tonnage in Canada.

Hon. Mr, Hazen Replies.

Hon. J. D. Hazen declgred that the
imperial munitions board could only
obey instructions from the British
government, and it had not secured
any authorization to propeed with
the construction of smaller vessels.
He himself urged upon the British
authorities that Canada was in a po-
sition to turn out a considerable
number of wooden vessels of less than
twenty-five hundred tons, but as vet
no reply had been received to his
representations. He pointed out the
difficulties in the way of securing
steel plates or timber for any large
scheme of shipbuilding at the present
time, and declared that the question
of the government itself entering into
& policy of comstructing ships was
being considered.

Mr. B. M. MacDonald said that the
minister's reply held out little hope
of any practical action by the gove
ernment towards immediately en-
couraging the shipbuilding industry
in Canada,

Mr. Hazen in reply said that a great
many vessels were being built in
Canada of which at the present time
and inder the present circumstances
he was unable to give information
to the House. However, he gave a
list of some which were as follolws:
Montreal, six steel steamers of 7,
tons each, one steel steamer of 5,000
tons, Isle D'Orleans, four woodgen
steamers of 1,500 to 2,000 tons each:
New Glasgow three steel steamers of
3,000 tons each; Shelburne 1 wooden
steamer of 320 tons; Sheet Harbor
one wooden steamer 325 tons; Colling:

Ge;nans Force Back French,
But Lose Later in
the Day. .

BRITISH CAPTURED
3,412 HUNS INMAY

Violent Artillery Fire Con-
tinues in Northern
France.

London, June 1.—During May the
British - forces in France captured
3,413 Germans, says the official state-
ment from British headquarters {ssued
tonight. There has been incpeased ar
tillery on both banks of the Scarpe,
on the Arras front and in the Ypres
sector. The statetent follows:
“During the month of May we cap-
tured, in operationa in the battle area
and in raids and mfnor operations on
other portions of the fronmt, 8,412 Ger-
man prisoners, including 68 officers.
We also took one German field gun,
80 machine gums and 21 trench mor-
tars.

“A hostile raiding party was driven
off early this morning mnorthwest of
Boursies, on the Bapaume-Cdmbrai
road. A party of our troops ehtered
the enemy’s positions south of Yipres
and fully bombed a ber of
occupied dugouts.

“On Wednesday night many long
distance bombing raids were carried
out by our airplanes with good results
against hostile ammunition depots and
railway stations. In the air fighting
yesterday two German alrplanes were
brought down.”

During April, according to an offic-
ial statement issued in London on May
1, the British troops in France captur
ed 19,343 German prisoners, including
393 officers, 267 guns and howitzers,
227 trench mortars and 470 machine
guns,

French Statement.

Paris, June 1~—In attacks morth of
Moulin De Laffaux, northeast of Sois
sons, the Germans today occupied ele-
ments of French advanced trenches,
but later were expelled from them, ac-
cording to the official communication
issued tonight. The communication
says:

“To the north of Moulin De Laffaux
the Germans, after a violent bombard:
ment, started an attack in the course
of which they succeeded in gaining a
foothold in some portions of our ad-
vanced trenches. Our counter-attacks
succeeded in the afternoon in throw-
ing back the enemy from most of the
elements they had occupied. Cannon-
ading continues rather violent in the
entire region.

“Several attempts against our po-
sitions on Hill 304 (Verdun sector)
were repulsed by our fire. The enemy
sustained heavy losses and gained mo
advantage.

“Army of the Orfent, May 31: The
British carried out a raid in the region
of Karacteli. There has been some
fighting between the advanced posts in
the direction of Ljumnica (Lymnitza.)"”

Tuesday, June 5th, 1917, will be Registration Day under the selective draft law.

It is expected that it will give the United States Government a list of 10,000,000 men (includ- "
ing those who have taken out first citizenship papers) of ages ranging from twenty-one to thirty
years. From this list the first 500,000 men of the new national army will be selected to begin train-
ing about September Ist.

Tipj to Try

BLOWING'THE FLAME.

When we blow upon a candle-flame
it goes from us, but you can surprise
all your friends by telling them that
you will blow it towards you. The
breath must not be drawn in; the
blowing must be at the flame.
Place your mouth on a level with the
candleflame and a few inches from it,
and then between your mouth and the
flame hold an ordinary posteard. Blow
hard, and at once the flame will come
towards you as though it were being
blown from the other side, The ex-
planation is that, when you blow, your
breath strikes the surface of the post-
card with such force that it glides oft
the card to the left and right, and is
carried round behind the candle, with
the result that it does actually blow
the flame from behind in your direc-
tion. No practice s required in per-
forming this experiment; it i{s quite
simple.

NEW KIND OF SPINNING TOP.
Any boy can make a capital spin-
ning top fronflan old cotton reel, Take
the reel, and with a sharp penknife
whittle or cut away one end till the
reel becomes the shape of a pencil-
point. Then take a rounded stick of
wood—a skewer such as butchers use
in trussing up their jolnts is very
suitable—and cutting this all vound till
it 1s of the right diameter to fit tightly
into the hole of the reel, push it
through the hole. To make it firm, it
is a good idea to rub the stick round
with thin glue or with seccotine. If
this is done, it must be left to dry
after being fixed in the hole of the
reel,  Next take the knife and sharpen
the end of the stick in line with the
reel, so that it will form a peg for the
top.” This sharpening must be done
very carefully and evenly, and, in or-
der that the peg may have a perfectly
smooth point on which to spin, it is
wise to rub@® well with a plece of fine
sand or emery paper. The part of the
stick that appears above the reel may
also be nicely smoothed off with sand-
paper, and it will then form a good
handle, with which the top may be
spun as a teetotum is spun.

BOARD OF TRADE WILL
TAKE UP POWER RATES
WITH N. B. POWER GO,

Small Users Claim They Are
Not Getting a Square Deal
—Hard Coal Prices Consid-
ered.

At the meeting of the Board of
Trade held yesterday, a communica-
tion was read from the Department
of Trade and Commerce reganding
the hard coal price situation, some
complaints regarding the prices
charged for electric power were read
and it was decided to postpone the
monthly meeting of the board one
week,

The acting commissioner on the
high cost of living wrote that he had
made inquiries into the hard coal sitn-
ation. He had dound that an out-
standing rate of $6.45 per long ton
for all rail haul from the anthracite
coal mines to St. John existed and
this with other charges would bring
the price to the dealer landed here
up to $10.50 per ton. On the face of Py
the matter this would look as though
land carriage was the cheapest, as
it had cost $11.72 per ton to land
coal here by water this spring, but
after careful investigation he was of
the opinion that the difference was
more apparent than real, and the cost
of both was about the same. He had
been unable to asgkigrtein whether
the companies would or would not
ship by rail to St. John, but he found
out that they did not.

Several users of electric power have
written to the board protesting
against the new mates of the New
Brunswick Power Co., and the council
appointed a committee to take up
the question with the Power Co. and
try to arrange a settlemen? Some
of the examples submitted to the
board were as follows:
