EGYPT'S NEW

STATUS.

Although Premier Lloyd George told
Parltfament that the protectorate that
Britain hag malntained over Hgypt for
the last quarter of a century or se,
had now been terminated, it is not
likely that any immediate change in
methods of administration will take
place. Until an agreement has been
reached with an Egyptian Government
things will remain as they are except
that the British Government renounces
the special rights which it claimed in
declaring the protectorate and sets
Egypt free to work out its own salva.
tion within the limits set by the four
points deemed essential to the securs
ity of the British Empire, :
Great Britain is very far from
setting Bgypt adrift; the Prime Min-
jster was emphatic upon that point
Forelgn powers, he said, were not
concerned, and this would be explain.
el in unmistakable termes when the
termination of the protectorate was
announced, The Government could not
permit its special relations with
Egypt to be questioned by any other
power and would regard #s an un-
friendly act any attempt at inter-
ference by any other country; any
aggression against the territory of
Egypt would be repelled by all means
at the Government's disposal

This may seem very llke a protec
torate, but in practice that has come

escent, for, as we have saij before,|

the more money that is epent for that
purpose, the more seems to be needed
to be spent.

The Government proposes to in-
crease the scale of pensions to retired
teachers, the money to be provided by
contributions to the fund by teachers
who are stili pursuing their calling
By this means the Government will go
down in history as benefactors to the
teaching profession.

Little is said concerning the hydro-
electric activities of the Government,
beyond the fact that the work in hand
is now mnearing completion, More In-
formation is promised later on.

The most important matter of all
that the Government is called upon
to deal with, that of finance, is passed
over in the lightest and most casual
manner poseible. In view of the fact
that there was a deficit of over half
a million dollars at the end of the
last flscal year, and that the Province
is facing the prospect of a smaller
revenue this year, His Honor's speech
might have r bly beemn ted
to say something of value wpon the
situation. As matters stand, the
House s simply told that the Govern-
ment recalved more and spent more
than was est d, and ite id

to mean the assumption of a large
measure of authority in internal as
well as external affairs. Sometimes
this is defended on the ground of the
alleged necessity of keeping order or
on the ground that the service render
ed in defending a weak country from
foreign foes gives special rights as a
reward. But in this case the service
rendered is primarily for the defence
of the Suez Canal, which is a British
interest, and calls for mno special
gratitude, Nor is it maintained that
the Egyptians are incapable of self-
government; the contrary much
better order might reasonably be ex
pected under home rule than with the
country in a state of chaotic revolt
against British aggression
The step just taken s said to have
been strongly recommended by the
High Commissioner In BEgypt, Lord
Allenby, who was recenty recalled to
London for cénsultation with the
Cabinet and was said at the time to
differ decldadly upon this point with
the lonial Secretary, Winston
Churehill, who was for retaining the
protectorate untll order had been re-
stored and an amicable government
set up.
