Here they were prisomers, with the sway-
ing masts in denger of being swept away at
any moment and toss them into the boiling
gurf below, They had nothing with which
to sl until one man. took off his coat
and it to the crosstree so it would
blow out to the breeze.

Fortunately 'the alert Jlookout in the
watchtower of the lfe-saving station had al-
ready seen the men in ahe rigging and had
given the alarm to Capt. Charles. Almost
at the same time the wreckers who were
ashore realizing that they were powerless
to rescue- their nions, had reached the
station to ask for aid.

It was a serious task, but the cool and
brave meén, who had been able to tave sailors
in darkness and sborm, were ejual to the
emengency. =

Three times they made an.  attempt to
launch their big lifeboat through the increas-
4ng surf, anl by the fearful breakers were
driven back. The next time success crowned
the work of these undaunted mea, and their
boat was sent through the surf line. They
were then able t0 reach the vessel with
comparative eace, and affer pylling around
under her lee four of the imperilled and half-
ms:n men jumped one by ene into the

They were soon landed on the beach, and
after battling with the surf again and again,
the boat was sent off a second time on
its errand of mercy, and ithe other four men

London, Nov. 14—Lord Roscbery, speak-
ing tonight in Edinburgh, said he did not
intend again to try to secure a reform
of the House of Lords for this was not
a2 task for an individual but one needing
a national impulse. ;

«f would like to see,” he continued,
«an experiment for a year of a govern-
ment formed entirely of business men such
for example as Mr. Carnegie and Sir
"I'homas Lipton., instead of politicians.

“I wou'd ask you, are we getting our
money’s worth for the money spent? We
are beginning to learn the lesson that
great measures must in future be carried

more by the harmony of the contending
parties or by the agreement of belligerent
politicians than by the overpowering as-
cendancy of any one faction in the coun-
try-”

Continuing, the speaker said he blamed
no party and blamed no government but
saw around him questions demanding solu-
tion and a general apathy and impotence
to deal with them. Political parties, he
said, must on occasions be willing to sink
their differences and forget who was in
power, and who would get credit for the
carrying out of measures if they wished
those measures to be carried out.

Three Killed While Trying
to Rescue the In-
jured.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.

Baby Mine ia Virginia Scene of
Awful Disaster--Death Came to
Fire Fighters as They Heroically
Worked -- Miners Are = Missing,
Thought to Be Entombed.

Bluefield, W. Va., Nov. 14.—Five dead
bodies have been taken from the Baby
Mine of the Pocahontas Colliery Company
at Pocahontas, Va. Several other persons
are unaccounted for and 25 persons have
I:ieen rescued more or less severely burn-

Farly this morning it was discovered
that the mine was afire. An alarm was
sent in and the fire company responded

f promptly. Just after the fire fighters had

reached the mouth of the mine and were
attempting to extinguish the flames, some
of the firemen and others having rushed
inside of the mine to ascertain the ex-
tent of the trouble and to assist mineras
entombed therein, a terrific explosion oe-

curred and many miners and their friends |

were more or less injured. It is supposed
that the mine caught fire from a defec-
tive electric light wire. Five bodies had
been mecovered up to 6 p. m. It is un-
certain if any more ave dead but it is
known that there are several men, per-
haps eight or ten, still in the mine, unless
they succeeded in making their escapé
through the Tug River entramce. Twenty-
five persons have been rescued, all burnt,
some seriously and pethaps fatally. All
the physicians in Pocahontas have ‘been
busy all day attending the injured. One
or two other explosions have followed that
of the morning and others are hourly ex-
pected. The mine is still burning and
clouds of smoke are pouring from its
mouth, The fan has now been stopped
and as soon as possible the mine will be
reentered with the hope of extinguishing
the fire.

CALLED TO HIS DOOR AND
SHOT THROUG THE NECK

*‘Money or Your Life,” the Demand
Upon Farmer Marshall--No Reply
- Awaited, but Shot Fired.

Ottawa, Nov. 14.—(Special).—Andrew
Marshall, a farmer, who was shot at his
doorstep at Ramsay’s corner, County Rus-
sell, is lying here tonight at the Protest-
ant hospital, between life and death. Mr.
Manrshall is 57 years of age and is of .a
quiet disposition. He has a wife, but no
flamily.

The account of the shooting is gathered
from the story as told by the vietim.
This morning about 3 o'clock Marshall
was awakened by a loud knocking at his
door. He went down stairs, and on open-
ing the door, thrust his head out to seé
who was knocking. He asked, “What do
you want?’

The answer came, “Money or your life.”
Without a warning, the man, who ever
he was, fired at once. The ball passed
through Marshail’s neck, struck a beam
in- the ceiling and, after hitting the wall,
fell to the floor. Marshall fell back and
was assisted to a sofa by his wife.

Marshall asserts that he recognized the
voice of his assailant and it said that it is
known who the man is that fired the shot.
The mame Marshall gave was that of
Arthur Buckley, who worked in the vi-

cinity.

The bullet plowed the flesh from the
base of the neck on the right hand side
and came out behind the shoulder. The

PROGRESS

OPERATIONS AGAINST BOERS

SLOWLY BUT SUAELY

Most Formidabie Commandoes Have Been Driven Out of the
Field—Peace Negotiations Talk Revived—Another .
Canadian Dead. '

London, Nov. 14—A correspondent of
the Times at Middleburg, Cape Colony, re-
ports comsiderable progress in the opera-
tions against the Boems. The most formid-
able commandos have now been driven
ou of the Midlands. The work of ‘clearing
out the Boers is mecessarily slow and
harassing, says the despaftch, as at least
twodthirds of the inhabitants of the coun-

try districts are sympathizers with them.

The responsibility for the delay in the
work of clearance zests on those who
allowed the troops to grow stale by not
relieving them in regular rotation. More
horses and greater mobility in the columns
are required.

London, Nov. 15—In an article on' the
war in South Africa, the Times says to-
day:

“Ihe Boers, as far back as last May,
were guilty of murdering whole kraals of
Kaffirs in order to destroy the traces of
the movements of their own commandoes.
The British euthorities at the time, for
some reason mot specified, prohibited any
mention of these outrages.”

New York, Nov. 13—The London corre-
spondent of the Tribune notes that peace
negotiations are reported from every quar-
ter except Botha’s headquarters in the
saddle. Kruger and Leyds ave credited,
for the first time, with a willingness to

consider something less than actual na-
tional independence as a basis for peace,
but the rumors from Holland are contra-
dictory .and illusory. There is a story that
the Boers in arms have intimated &.de-
sire for peace to Lord Kitchener, without
any reference to Kruger, Steyn or Botha,
but this is & transparent fiction. - There
can be no peace with eight thousand Boers
and Cape rebels hold the field, under &
dozen or more guerilla leaders.

STREET PAVING.

Possibility of Developing a Good Export
Trade in Our Natural Product.

e

[From the Timber Trades Journal, Lon-
don, England, Nov. 2.}

With regard to the interesting letters
that have appeared in our columms zecent-
ly as to the stability of Canadian woods
for paving our streets, we may mention
that Ithe experiments made of Canadian
woods in this country are far more ex-
tensive than some people are aware. Mr.

Copenhagen, Nov. 13—A terrible gale and
snow storm, lasting for the past 12 hours,
has done great damage throughout Denmark.
There are five feet of snow here. Eight
vessels are reported driven ashore, two have
been wrecked and many lives have been
lost.

work. As a careful feeder knows, con-
ditien is-indicated by the sleekness of
the coat, brightness of the eye and gen-
eral carriage and appearance of the
animal. A ration may as well be com-
posed of cornstalks and cornmeal if it
fails to keep the animal’s system in a
normal, natural condition.
Winter Feeding.

The farmer who has a silo filled with
good corn ensilage, a little mixed hay
and some corn in the crib can settle the
winter feeding question easily and eco-
nomically, since all he needs to supple-
ment the farm products is a nitroge-
nous concentrate, says a correspondent
of National Stockman. The feeder who
has neither silage nor roots will find
it mere difficult to decide in regard to
bis winter feeding, for instead of de-
pending upon tbhe laxative effect of
ensilage to keep bLis cattle in good con-
dition he will be obliged to use some
commercial byproduct for this purpose.
Of these linseed meal and branrhave
this effect upon cattle in a pronounced
manner. Although both these feeds
are at the present time very high, more
or less of one or both of them must be
fed, since it is absolutely necessary if
the best results are to be obtained to
keep milking cows or feeding cattle in
a good normal condition.

The producer sells the pig fat for mar-
ket at as high a price as the best steer.
You therefore get the benefit of the
much larger growth and gain per 100
pounds of food, and the early maturfty
of the pig not being required to pass
through one or two costly winters of
little growth, all of which shows the
greater advantage of the hog over the
steer. :

The hog is the best marketer of
grain and grass that the farmer has.
He brihgs it quicker and at greater
profit for the food consumed than any
other' 'animal, while his meat is the
cheapest that can be produced for the
consumer when the economy in the

‘ cured product is taken into considera-

tinn.

Sows That Have Had Cholera.

Sows that have had choelera will not
have it again. This in a country where
such a pest is always more or less in
evidence is, an important considera-
tion, says Northwestern Agriculturist.
Such a sow should be greatly more val-
uable for breeding uses than another
sow that has not been so afilicted, pro-
viding she will breed as well, but will
she breed as well? That side of the
question should be carefully looked in-
to. In some instances she will. In
cthers she may not. Everything will
probably depend on the degree to
which she has suffered. If the sow is
young and she has had the disease but
lightly, her breeding powers should not
be in any way infured. Such an ani-
mal in a cholera country ought to be
worth very much more than a sow of
equal merit that has not been affected.
She ought to be kept for breeding uses
as long as she is capable of breeding.
On the other hand, a sow getting ad-
vanced in years and that has the dis-
ease in a severe form is not so likely to
breed good again. :

i Keep the Pig Growing.

IThe pig should be kept growing con-
tinually, says Professor J. W. San-
born. It requires a certain amount of
food for maintenance. If there are no
growth and no gain, this maintenance
food is actual loss.  About twenty-five
to thirty years agp good hogs were
marketed usually at eighteen to twen-
ty-four months of age, and the general
average of weights was not more than
{s made now at eight to ten months,
showing the great improvement in the
present methods and the great loss of
feed by the old plan of long maturing.

Sel? Feeders For Sheep.

Self feeders for sheep have proved
an expensive saving. They save the
labor of regular attendance, but in-
creagse the amount of food consumed
to produce a given gain.

TRADE WITH JAMAICA.

The members of the Halifax Board of
Trade seem very much afraid that St.
John may divert their Jamaica trade from
them. Our despatches state that they
had quite an animated meeting yesterday
and some of the Halifax gentlemen said
quite nasty things about us—St. John
trying to grab everything, don’t you know,
and all that sort of thing. Now this
is very sad. What is there in the way of
this trade to which St. John has not quite
as good e right as Halifax? What right
has Halifax to discrimination in its favor
if St. Jchn offers as good inducements
for the trade and the people of Jamaica
possibly prefer to trade with us to some
extent? Indeed if, with all its boasted
record of long years of trade with Jama-
ica, MHalifax has mot so abundantly
strengthened her position as to hold the
trade in spite of all comers, doesn’t she
deserve now to lose some of it?

The St. John merchants are certainly

business connections. Nothing
nothing win.

Hearing in Matter of Board of Health
Charge Against Physician,

Dr. Byron S. Price, a city physician,
was before the police court yesterday on
a charge made by the board of health of
neglecting to report a case of smallpox.
Col. J. R. Armstrong appeared for the
board of health, while Dr. Price was
represented by Dr. A. A. Stockton and
A. W. Baind- :

The board of health, Col- Armstrong
stated, charged Dr. Price with attending
a smallpox patient-at No. 10 Haymarket
square between Oct. 24th and 3lst last
without reporting it to the bourd. The
prosecuting counsel said the principal wit-
ness for the Board of health was Dr. W.
L. Ellis, the physician at the epidemic
hospital, who was'in quarantine at ‘that
institution; but he had a statement by
telephone ;from Dr. Ellis.

A letter written by Dr. Price on Nov.
9 to the board of health was put in evi-
dence. The letter reported suspicions of
Mr. Alward’s case and asked that Dr.
Morris be sent to diagnose. In the let-
ter, Dr. Price also asked that his name
be withheld in connection for the reason
his regular practice would suffer owing to
the timidity of the people for physicians
who had been in an infected house.

Dr. Morris said that he had previously
seen Dr. Price who, like other physicians,
wanted to avoid being mentioned in con-
nection with having attended a case and
he told him to write to the board of health
but not to telephone.

Dr. Price then took the stand. He said
he was called on Oct. 24 to attend Mrs.
Wm. Alward, who was in 2 serious condi-
tion drom double pneumonia (both Ilungs
affected. Owing to the woman’s critical
illness he consuited with Dr. J. H, Scam-
mell and W. L. Ellis, who visited the pa-
tient with him. This was after a rash
had appeared on Oct. 25. Dr. Price said
he could not classify the rash, but was
positive that 'it was mnot smallpox. In
answer to Col. Armstrong, he said he had
seen smallpox before. It was not because
of having failed to classify the rash that
he called Drs- Ellis and Scammell, but the
possibility of it being the infectious dis-
ease was discussed in :theé consultation,
“but Dr. Ellis, Dr. Scammell and myself
agreed positively the woman was not suf-
fering from smallpox,” said the witness.

Ool. Armstrong read a statement which
he said Dr. Ellis telephoned from the
epidemic. hospital to Dr. Lunney at the
General Public Hospital, and the latter in
turn telephoned to Secretary Burns at
the board of health.

Dr. Stockton contended that there was
nothing to show that Dr. Ellis said what
was contained in the paper in the pos-
session of (Col. Armstrong and intimated
that the board of health had more to do
with it than Dr. Ellis.

After a lot of discussion Col. Arm-
strong read from the paper to the effect
that Dr. Ellis said he found the case of
Mrs. Alward indefinite, but had suspicions
of smallpox, and that he expressed such
opinion to Dr. Price.-

To Col. Armstrong, Dr. Price, who was
still on the stand, said he did not believe.
Dr. Ellis made the statement on the
paper, adding, ‘“because to Dr. Scammell
and myself, he positively stated Mrs. Al-
ward did not have smallpox.”

In. the course of further observations,
doubting the
alleged ' statement by ‘telephone, he sug-
gested ‘that ‘Col. Armstrong be comimission-
ed to go to the epidemic hospital to take
Dr. Elli’ evidence.

Concluding his examination Dr. Price
said he considered the board of health
was justified in preferring a charge against
him if they believed the statement tele-
phoned from the hospital to be correct.
Dr. J. H. Scammell told of visiting
Mrs. Alward with Dr. Price. The woman
was in a critical condition from pneumo-
nia. Afterwards he talked over the ‘case
with Drs. Ellis and . Price. ‘“There was
nothing said among us that the patient’s
condition indicated suspicion of smallpox.”
This ended the evidence of this witness.
Previously, in the course of the pro-
ceadings, Col. Armstrong said the object
of the board of health in the matter be-
fore the court, was vigilance. There was
no desire to be harsh with Dr. Price and
some arrangement might be arrived ab.

Dr. Stockton said ‘the question of his
client’s professional reputation was in-
volved and he desired that the charges be
sifted out. Dr. Price, he added, was
thankful for the opportunity to have the
matter investigated in ‘the court in con-
sequence of the rumors current. The
counsel read from section 57 of the health
act which read: “When any physician
shall know that any of his patients is in-
fected with a contagious disease, he shall
report the same to the board of health.”
Under the law it was then evident that
a fine could mot be imposed against Dr.
Price, but the matter of reputation con-
cerned Dr, Price more than the sum of a
fine. !

Col. Armstrong said the provincial board
of health regulations provided that a
physician must report a suspect.

Dr. Stockton said if the board inter-
polated something into its regulations
whidh was not in the law it exceeded its
power.

The magistrate observed that the object
of the law was punish physicians who
suppressed information from the health
authorities.

€ol. Armstreng said the board of health
was not desirious of having a fine im-
posed, but he held there was justification
for bringing the matter up to be in-
vesticated.

Dr. Stockton agreed, supplementing his
opinion that the counsel for the board
would impress upon it the necessity for
fumishing physicians with copies of its
regulations.

The judge in reviewing the circum-
stances, said that under the act it could
scarcely be said that Dr. Price was guilty,
supposing he had made a mistake dignos-
ing, “but the physician swears he did not
make a mistake,” added his honor.

The case was dismissed and in passing
judgment the count exonerated Dr. Price
from the dharge of mal-pradtice, so far
as involved in the report of the board.

IS NOW IN THIS PORT.

Gale of Tuesday Night Sent the
Vessel Aground -- Floated, But
Things Looked Bad, and Captain
Richter Accepted Aid of 14 Nova
Scotians, and Reached Port. -

The largest crew that ever armived in
this port in a three-masted schooner, came
in early Thursday morning on board the
three-masted schooner -Annie . Ricker-
won, which according to their story was at
one time likely to be a wreck. The Rick-
erson, Capt. Richter, sailed from Boston
for this port early in the week, to load
lumber here for Philadelphia. The manag-
ing owner here is J. A. Gregory, of Grand
Bay. It was early in the week when Capt.
Ridhter sailed from Boston. His wife ac-
companied him on the voyage to St. John
where his vessel had been chartered to
load lumber. After leaving Boston the
weather was most disagreeable. The wind
blew stromg, accompanied by a heavy sea.
On Tuesday evening the vessel struck on
the south western point of Brier Island,
where she had been carried with the
heavy gale. Shortly after the vessel struck
she Hoated off and Capt. Richter dropped
both anchors and ‘'the vessel Tode out; ‘the
gale for a few hours. The schooner was
lying in @ very bad place and it was not
known just what. time .that .she . would
in go ashore and become.a ftotal wrick.
Capt. Richter and his erew at omce made
preparations to leave the vessel and stow-
ed their clothes and other belongings they
wished to save in bags: amd trunks. The
vessel was pitching in lively fashion m
tthe sea. . i
Capt. Richter’s wifé was teken ashore
on Brier Island, the captain and crew re-
maining by the vessel, but ‘with all their
clothes packed ready fto leave.

About this time fourteen residents of
Westport and vicinity, led by Colon
Thompson and Charles Bailie, boarded
the vessel. According’ to the boarders’
sbory, Capt. Richter made a bargain with
them, that if they would put the vessel
into the nearest or any port that a cer-
tain sum would be paid them. The offer
wag accepted, and the 14 Nova Scotians
started in to save the vessel, as they
say, against great odds. They got one
anchor up, slipped the other, gave the
vessel the sails and, according to agree-
ment tried to work her into ome of the
nearest havbors,© Westport or vicinity.
But, because of the wind, it was found
necessary to make tthe course to St. John
and with the strong gale the Rickerson,
on. Wednesday, bounded on her way to
this port, manmed by 20 men, including
‘the regular crew.

On arrival, the schooner was docked- at
the Maritime Nail Works wharf, and the
men from Westportt took lodgings yester-
day afternoon at the Sailors’ Mission,
Prince William street.

Some of the men claim that there is
trouble regarding their claim for taking
charge of the vessel. The schooner is con-
signed to J A. Gregory and it is said the
Nova Scotians jwere offered by the cap-
tain $800 to put her into port.

Mre. Richter, wife of the captain, is
still at Brier Island, and will arrive here
soon. The Rickerson damaged will be
looked into as soon as possible. It s
thought that her heel, keel and shoe are
considerably damaged.

At this time last year the lumbermen
on the St. Croix were planning to cut
about 22,000,000 feet, says the St. Croix

Courier.

The snow came thick and fast

through the wirter and the cut was re-
duced to about 20,000,000. This year their
plans include about the same quantity as
that planned at the beginning of last sea-

son.

THE WOODYARD WORK

Mr. Tilley Reports Before the Board
of Associated Charities --- $50
Needed.

At Wednesday's regular meeting of the
Board of Associated Charities H. C.
Tilley gave a verbal report of the work
of the refuge and woodyard im -connection

with the Seamen’s Mission. A large sup-
‘ply of cordwood has been provided and

there is a good equipment of saws and
axes. Men who apply for meals and lodg-
ings are required to give a. fair equivalent
in work. While this method reduces the
number of refugees a sufficient force re-
mains to prepare a good deal of ‘wood,
for which so far a weady sale has been
found.

. It is hoped that temporary employment
may thus be provided mot only for the
desititute stranger who will now be askeil
to saw wood for his keep, but for those
St. John people who are liable to be
heard from in winter as applicants for
charity because they canmot get anything
to do. The woodyard project was stanted
with a sum of money contributed by a
few generous citizens after’the subject
had been disoussed by the Associated
Charities board.

Last year the work was carried on
under difficulties, as it was not started
soon enough to obtain a good supply of
dry wood. Better preparation has beem
made for the coming season.

While the enterprise pays its way there
is required a further small sum of momey
to furnish accommodations. A shed is
needed so that work can proceed in
stormy weather, and a fence is wequired
so that the wood shall not be stolen. The
management does mot like to deprive the
impecunious lodger, who arrives in the
midst of a storm, of the pleasure of pay-
ing his way.

_ About $50 will pay for everythimg, so
it was stated at the meeting. The board

f of charities had mo money for these pur-

poses though it takes a great interest in
the undertaking, but the meeting express-
ed coafidence that when the necessities
of the case were made known Mr. Tilley
would not have to wait long for the money
to build the shed and the fence.

Some of the offi-
cers present approved Dr CUhaney’s plan,
while others cbjedted to it. Dr. Conan
Doyle, who has seen service in South Af-
rica, praired the scheme as bold, but prac-

to South Afiica with his apparatus? Why
not send others with other plans, too and
try them all? Dr. Doyle added that his
only fear was that, by the time the
soldier was so- disciplined/ that he would

look on water without drinking it the-

wihele human race would be educated past
all knowinz.

WESTERNERS WILL COME.

P

He'll Boom the Provinces -- Better
Hotels Demanded in Small Towns

' —Canadian Steamship  Lines
Offer Superior Inducements for
Freight. P

Wm. A. Fletcher, the Chicago passenger
agent of the Intercolonial, who has been
exploring the provinces for the first time,
arrived in St. John Tuseday and a chat
with him proved very interesting.

“I had no idea,” said Mr. Fletcher,
«until 1 made this trip, of the excellence
of the road and the splendid facilities af-
forded for travel. 1 wanted to satisfy
myself about the country through which
it passed so that I could talk to people
in 'Chicago about it from my own experi-
ence, and now that I have covered the
road from end to end it won't require any
imagination in making me enthusiastic
about it. My ideas previous te this trip
had been more or less hazy about the
‘maritime provinces, merely from having
read about them and eonversed with those
who had been there, buti what a man sees
he knows about and I know mow that a
westerner cannot see this country -and
tmavel by the I. C.'R. without becoming
enthusiastic about it.”

“What ! struck ' you most as ‘probably
pleasing to western travellers?” ! .

“The great diversity of scenery—the sea,
the mountains, the lakes amd rivers, salt
water and fresh water, the ships and the
facilities for oceaa comnection. It is all
so compact and made so convenient by
the travelling comfort afforded on the I.
C. R. that a westerner cannot fail to be
delighted, especially in summer. I went
from Shediac to Prince Edward Island,
then to Pictou, Sydney and Newfound-
land, returning by the same way to Hali-
fax, Moncton and St. John. The New-
foundland Railway was a surpnise to me.
1 had -no idea it was so good or the coun-
try was so extensive. The steamer con-
nection from North Sydney is first class
and the ability to travel that way must
stimulate a greatly imcreased amounat of
tourist traffic mext summer over the I
C. R. with Newfoundland as a terminus.”

“Is the conmection from North Sydney
equal to the demands for first-class tourist
travel 7’

“Yes, the steamer 'Bruce is equal to
anything one may wish and the way she
is managed is admirable. I was on her
‘the tnip that the recent accideat occurred
by the bursting of the main steam pipe.
There were some ten first-class and eighty
second-cabin passengers. There was no
loud explosion as had been reported, not
more than ‘& slight pop. The discipline
was perfect. In carrying the injured men
aft for attention Capt. Delaney had- the
hands remove their boots so as not to
awaken the passengers below with their
tramping. Then the engineer had the
wounded pipe fixed up so that we limped
into port at a ten-kmot gait only a couple
of hours late. That's an iHustration of
the way they do things.”

“What was the most motable thing you
observed which the best class of tourist
travel would not like in this country?”

“The hotel accommodation. There’s a
very mice little place at Gaspe and another
at Summerside, P. E. Island, at lower
rates even than one might have expected
for dlhe wervice. Sydney is all right. But
Hallifax and Charlotitetown ought to do
better to satisfy tourists and all the little
places that might extend their busimess
indefinitely by tempting tourists to stop
with them are meglecting their opportuni-
ties by ot doing well what tlrey under-
take. They don’t pay enough attention
to the oleanliness and attractive appear-
ance of their interiors and the daintiness of
the table service, spotless linen and all
that sort of thing.” !

“Is the trend of travel this way from
Chicago increasing?”’

“Yes, steadily, and in summer particu-
larly. The recently attained efliciency of
the !Untercolomial is attracting more and
more people and the map on the new
folder is the finest advertisement the road
thas ever got out. That is first-class. It
shows at a glance what people want to
know, and the typographical appearance
of the whole thing is such as to command
attemtion.”

“What do you think of the possibilities
of "a fast = trams-Atlantic  line from
Sydney ?” :

“It wouldn’t pay. It couldn’t compete
with New York. For the sake of gain-
ing a very little time people in New York
wouldn’t patromnize it. They would prefer
to have their comfort on the first-class
ship to the end of their voyage. Lo illus-
trate, if those passengers were eager 1o
save time on the ocean voyage they would,
on getting to the other side, disembark at
Queenstown, or Plymouth or Southamp-
ton, and take the fastest rail conmection
thence instead of remaining on the ship
to Liverpool or Hamburg or Bremem us
the case may be. But this is not done,
and neither would they rush by rail to
take steamer at Sydney. Very few rush
to Queenstown to meet the steamer west-
bound -there. Wiy should they?”

“What about the Northwestern trans-
Atlantie travel?” i

“Phe steamers from Canada already get
a proportion of it, and it is steadily in-
creasinig, but not the very first-class, be-
cause they prefer to go via New York. It
would be impossible for Canada to cap-
ture more than fifty per cent. of the
ocean travel from Chicago, because New
York has such an attraction for them
that they insist upon going through it
at least one way. A good many mow in
summer travel one way by the Allaa line
£rom Montreal, because it is so convenient.
They leave Chicago at 3 p. m. and are in
Montreal next evenmg at 6, and the
Allans let them go on board the steamer
immediately, to sail mext day. But if
they go that way they come back via New
York.” =

“Wihat percentage of the ocean travel
from Chicago would it be measonable to
expect might be diverted through Can-
ada?”

“Possibly 25 or 30 per ceat. I do not
think it would be practicable to do more.
You see the fast liners from New York
have put up their minimum summer rate

from a basis of $100 passage money to $125.
The average Canadian would not pay that,
yet the best class of Chicago travel im: the
summer season willingly does.”

“What do you think Catada can best
hope for in trams-Atlantic steamship de-
velopment ?”’ .

“Freight. For perishable freight desiring
the shontest ocean voyage, a line from
Sydaey can cater to the whole of Canada
and the northwest, as well. Better freight
accommodations and the medium class of
ocean travel is where Canadian steamers
can do big business. But the great busi-
ness for the provinces, I should say, is
in summer tourist travel. You have all
the country that the tourist demands.
You have mow such excellent rail facili-
ties as only meed to be known to be ap-
preciated. Improve the Totels in the
small towns end the northwestern people
will come here in increasing numbers
every summer and spend money.”

Mr. Fletcher does comsiderable himself
in writing up the. best routes for tourist
travel and says he will, as the result of
his present trip, make more: ample refer-
ence to the maritime provinces than has
ever hitherto been dome in Chicago, He

‘has already used five thousand of the new

Intercolonial maps in ‘his own folders.
From this city he goes up the St. John
river for a side trip before his return
home. e :

The Smallpox Situation.

The smallpox scare is showing signs of
abatement.

One case of smallpox ‘developed Tues-
day, the patient being Miss Marion
Traser, daughter of W. M. Fraser, 13
Richmond street, which is a considerable
distance from the houses where previous
cases broke out.

Tn conmection with the outbreak in the
Alward house, 10 Haymarket square, it
is meported that the first case "existed
several days before it was brought to the
notice of the board of health. One re-
port says that Mrs. Alward was stricken
for' two weeks before the case was. cor-
redtly diagaosed by the physician in at-
tendamce, ‘and the house was under no re-

striction fmtil a second member of the
household, developed the disease.

One was - recorded Wednesday,
the imfaiﬁe Mrs, Beyea, who died, last
Qaturday.! When the mother was stricken |

the child, who is' sevén months 0ld, %
taken in  care by Mrs: Beyea’s mother,
Mrs. Coy, who herself since became af-
flicted with the disease.

Those who died at the epidemic hos-
pital Wednesday were buried in Fernhill
Thursday. The usual precautions were
observed. Rev. Mr. Roach conducted ser-
vice for Mns. Knapp. Rev. W. O. Ray-
mond was prepared to officiate ‘at the
burial of the child Maggie Sherwood but
Mr. Sherwood thought it better to have
the service at a later time when the fam-
ily could be present.

‘Dhree houses have been relieved from
quarantine, the Wilkins, McCarthy and
Ketchum residences.

Rev. H. H. Roach, pastor of the Tab-
ernacle Baptist churdh, Haymarket square,
will minister to  the .spiritual needs of
all smallpox patients owning allegiance to
evangelical churches, Such was the de-
cision reached at a meeting of the Evange-
lical  Alliance, held Tuesdday, afternoon
in the Y. M. C, A. parlors. Rev. T. F.
Fotheringham presided ‘and  there avere
present Revs. Dr. Wilson, R. W. Wed-
dall, J. D. Freeman, B. A. Nobles, D.

Mr. Kitchener, of the Y. M. C. A., New
York, was also present, and James Rey-
nolds, dhairman of the board of health,
sat with the Alliance by request. It was
stated that the board of health regula-
tions provided that one minister of _each
denomination could attend the patients.

Wednesday Rev. Mr. Roadh ob-

The clergymen of the Church of Eng-
land, at a meeting Tuesday afternoon
made all necessary al'mmgemengs for wvisit-
ing by one of their number of any mem-
bers of the denomination who might re-
quire the services of @ clergyman.

On account of an outbreak of
emallpox in St. Johm, N. B., it is hereby
ordered that, umtil further mnotice, no
person shall come from St. John, a. neigh-
boring or intermediate places, to apy city,
town or plantation in the state of Maine,
unless he is able to prove to the satisfac-
tion of the local board of health of that
place to which'he comes that he has not
been exposed to the infection of smallpox,
and that he has been:vaccinated.

“Section 2. All persons coming to places
in Maine from those parts of New Brus-
wick mentioned in'section 1. shall immedi-
ately report: their arrival’ to the local
board of ihealth of the place to which
they came. |
. “Section 3. Persons violating -this order
will be liable to arrest and quarantine,
and, as the law provides, they shall be
punished by a fine of not ‘more than $500,
or by imprisonment in the county, jail for
a period of mot more than six months, or
by both fine and imprisonment, in the
discretion of the court.

You have had good habits and bad
habits. To which did your soul
more easily yield? But that moral
gravitation may be resisted. Just as
you may pick up anything from the
earth and hold it in your hand to-
ward heaven, just so, by the power
of God’s grace, a fallen soul may
be lifted toward peace, toward par-
don, toward salvation. The force of
moral gravitation is in every one.of
us., but also power in God’s grace
to overcome that force. :

The next thing in the way of your
return is the power of evil- habit. I
know there are those whe say it is

very easy .for them to give up evil
habits. I cannot believe them. Here
is a man given to intoxication, who

knows it is disgracing his family, de-
stroying his property and ruining
fhim  body, mind and soul. If that
and
loving his family, could easily give
up that habit, would he not do so?
The fact that he does not give it up
proves that it is hard to give it up.
It is a very easy thing to sail down
stream, the tide carrying you with
great force, but suppose you turn
the boat up stream—is it so“easy
then to row it?

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CAADIAN HORSES
BEST IN SOUTH AFRICA

Opinion of Oné Who Has Charge of
Shipments -- Stood the Test of
Endurance.

‘I'oronto, Nov. 13—Andrew McNichol of
Alloa, Peel county, who was in charge of
the largest shipment of horses sent from
Canada to South Africa since the war be-
gan, is in the city, and will shortly leave
with another lot of animals for the re-
mount gervice.

Mr. Me¢Nichol said yesten‘lqy that Can-
adian horses had proved their superiority
over others in South Africa. Australian

" horses, ‘which come next in powers of en-

durance, were mof as hardy nor as com-
pactly built, and in consequence suffered
a great deal more in the tests to which
they were subjected. Canadian animals
were found to have more substance, and
in consequence a great many more ani-
mals were imported from Canada than
from Australia.

‘““I'he United States dealers had thg
best of it. however,” for shipments from
New Orleans cou'd be obtained so much
earlier than from St. John or Halifax.
‘I'he horses obtained from the States were
not nearly so good, but the Americans se-
cured the larger part of the trade through
their advantage in shipping facilities.
T'here will be a great demand for horses
in South Africa as long as it will be
necessary to patrol the country, but when
business is resumed there the trade will
stop, for South Africa is a great ranching
cdquntry.  The demand for feed has creat-
ed a wearcity of oatsi and a gobd deal of
this year’s oat crop will go to that coun-
try.”? vl v

OATS FOR SOUTH AFRICA.

Order for Half-million Bushels is Placed—
Will Go via St. John.

Ottawa, Nov. 13—Professor Robertson,
commissioner of agriculture, who has re-
turned from the district of Alberta, plac-
ed there the order from the war office for
half a million bushels of oats for shipment
to South Afries. The price contracted
for is 27 cents per bushel, f. o- b., at all
railway stations between Edmonton and
Calgary, with a guarantee that the farmer
shall receive not less than 24 cents per
bushel for oats up to the standard asked
for. This leaves three cents to the deal-
er for cleaning and handling.

Prof. Robertson says that the crop of
oats in Alberta is an excellent one. The
weather for harvesting, threshing and
cleaning has been excellent, so that the
crop is in good condition. This purchase
by the home authorities furnishes a mar-
ket for the farmers of Albenta which
otherwise they would mot have had, as
owing to the long haul it would not have
been possible for them to have sold small
lots to advantage.

The oats will be accumulated at Calgary
and then sent off in train loads to Mont-
real, where they will be recleaned, clipped
and bagged, and then despatched to St.
John for shipment to South Africa. Con-
tracts have Heen made by the department
on behalf of the imperial authorities for
15,000 additional tons of hay, to be sent
out in the month of December, and the
oats will be despatched to South Africa
on the hay steamers. The entire shipment
will be away by January 10 at the latest.

PROCESS INTERESTING.

How the Ore is Treated-<Product
Now Made in Sheets, But Smelter
Will Be Added to Plant When
Demand Justifies,

oo

(Staff Correspondence.)

Dorchester, N. B., Nov. 11—The copper
deposits at. Dorchester have been known
for 4 long time and some 20 years ago an
atitempt was made to operate them, but
was unsuccessful owing to the metalluc-
gical difficulties which were presented.
The mines being worked by the Inter-
colonial Copper Company are about three
and a half miles from Dorchester Corner,
Westmorland county. The copper is found
as sulphide and the quantity of ore ap-
pears to be almost unlimited. The com-
pany has five different levels and has ex-
cavated, as shafts tunnels, etc., upwards
of 7,500 feet.

In the main shaft a tunnel of 1,500 feet

'| drains off the water from the mine and
‘lalso from the crosscuts at 145 feet below

the surface. No pumping or timbering: is
required in the mine, which hes a gand-
gtone roof. Air drills gre employed and
air compressors are used. The blasting is
done with dynamite, which’is by
means of ‘an electwio: battery. The loaded
cars run direct to the mill by gravitation
on a tramway, returning: the empties. The
average yield of. copper. in the ore i8
about 33 per ‘cent., while in. many cases
it runs very much higher. The ore as it
comes from the mine is dumped automat-
ically in a shed at the rock breaker. Af
the reduction works there are two mills
128x80 feet and 110x60 feet, respectively,
and the electrolytic building is 60x30 feet.
The power for the machinery is generated
from two large boilers capable of develop-
ing 250 h. p. These are of the latest type
with all modern improvements attached.
One large engine is wtilized for driving
the electrical plant for lighting and also
two 50 volt generators for the electrolytic
process. A TLaurie-Corliss engine supplies
the power for the screens, erushers, rolls,
elevators and conveyors.

The Work Explained.

The ore which comes into the shed by
gravitation passes to @ Buchanan rock
breaker which grinds it to the size of
hazel nuts and finer. From the tail of
the breaker it goes into an elevater which
carnies it to the scréen where the finely
powdered ore passes through imto the con-
veyors and is deposited in the storage
bins. The coarse ore falls through a shute
to a set of ore rolls made by the George
V. Cresson Company, Philadelphias, Pa.,
where it is ground to a fine powder and
then sent through' the screen and carried
to the storage bins for treatment. The
storage bins have-each a capaeity of 175
tons and from these ftthe ore is carried by
15 worm conveyors to the .dust chamber,
from here it is forced by means of 15
scoops into the retort tubes where the
ore is roasted. These retorts are each
heated by a separate fire and are kept at
nearly a, cherry red theat. They arve 14
feet long and 16 inches in diameter and
of cast iron. The mebtorts mre fitted with
flanges and make five revolutions per
minute. The roasting of the ore is to ex-
pel the sulphur, and at the same time to
convert the copper sulphide into oxide.
This is done by heating the ore in the re-
tonts to redmess in the presence of the
oxygen of the air with mwhich the sul-
phur unites to form swlphur  dioxide,
which is a gas, and the copper combines
with the oxygen from the air to form
the oxide. The sulphur.dioxide gas 8
drawn off from the retorts, colleeted and
compressed tto be -utilized in the manufac-
ture of sulphuric acid, which is employed
in the extraction process.. The gas, how-
ever, from:. the wmetonts always -carries a
fair - perecentage ' of dust, and to remove
this it is passed through several flannel
gas filters.

The machinery of the roasting plant
and also the comveyors to ‘the lixivating
tanks is driven by a Leonand:ball bearing

engine.

The roasted ore passes into a conveyor
which carries it to the lixivating tanks.
The tanks are built of wood, lined with
‘iick, and have a filter bed of stone,
 covered on top with cheese cloth. At the
bottom. of the tanks there are lead pipes
to convey the clear extract to the set-
tling tanks. In the middle of the tamk
there is a lange pipe with an outlet and
valve attadhed. This is utilized for dis-
posal of the wonthless residual sand. The
'ireular tanks are 20 feet in diameter and
7 feet deep. There are three at present,
with a capacity of 100 tons or 9,000 gal-
lons. ‘The finely powdered, ros ted 'ore is
placed in the lixivatine *uuks and cover-
od with a diluted . wution of sulphunic
acid which convcits the copper oxide into
capper sulphor . To aid in dissolving out
the copper ' heat .is applied by means of
steam papes. The sulphuric acid solution
soor. becomes blue, the characteristic
‘color of the copper sulphate, and after
suffiaient time has elansed the copper
solution is drawn off through the-lead
pipes at the botitom of the lixivating tank
to the settling tank. Dhe residue is then
washed with water to remove. any copper
sulphate adhening to the powdered resi-
due, and the wash +waters pass to the
wash water tank. Dhe lixivating capacity
at present is 250 tons per day. The valve
in the lixivating tank is then opened and
the worthless residue of sand and mud is
finshed out into the big gulch at the side
of the works. .

In ‘the electrolytic building *there are
$2 precipitation cells, at present, con-
'structed of wood and lined with lead.
These cells are arranged on a slope amd
the copper solution passes from the upper
to the lower. The electrodes are both of
lead and conneated with the electrical
generator in the power house. The copper
iy deposited from the solution upon the
cathodes which are made of lead, 22x2.6
inches. The cathode surface at present is
5,280 square feet, but is being increased
1o double this size. The deposition of t_ihe
copper from the copper sulphate solution

L

is very rapid and when completed is

drawn off into the acid tanks and pump-
&d back by means of a porcelain acid pump
$o ‘the lixivating tanks. The reeovery of
acid is-very complete, exceeding 95 per
cent The wash waters from the lixivating
tanks ‘which contain small quantities of
copper are run ‘into lead tanks below the
electrolytic cells and precipated from the
solution by means of serap iron. The
sponge copper thus iobtained is sold in
this form, while the copperas or ferrous
sulphate produced in the reaction is re-
covered. ! | .

Copper in Sheets.

At present the copper will be made in
sheets of. about 1-16 inch in the thickness,

{but if a demand arises for it in other

form the ‘eompany will put .in a small
smelter. Besides the buildings mentioned,
the company have built a ‘chemical labora-
tory, large ~office, manager’s residence,
three: barms;  eight dwelling hiouses, power
station, three tunnel and ehaft houses,
and machine and carpenter shop. Allan
W. Chapmian is the “general manager, T.
J. Bdwairds, Providence, R. I., secretary;
W, B.: Fields, formerly of Boston, -chief
electiician; Thomas Pounnet, formerly .of
Manghester, England, assistant electrician;
F. W. irdt, assistant electrician, and
Edwand Doyle, underground manager. The
plant was designed by the Franklin En-
gineering Company, of New York, while
the roasters were «invented by Professor
Cairmichael, of Boston, Mass. -
