oes against the great favorite and geverally
successful champion of Nova Scotia,
is worthy of admiration.

DIGBY MATTERS. :

Taking a walk among the shipbuilding,
fishing, legal, medical and political frater
nity of Digby we found the Digbyists
rather favorably inclined towards St. John,
bat all scemed to agree that Brown bad the
best boats and oars.

The Deadly Heat and its Terrible
Consequences.

[From the New York Herald.]

The sad story of Niobe is familiar to all
versed in heathen mythology. Offending
the god of day, Apollo, she saw her twelve
children struck down by his fiery shafts—
the first cases of coup de soleil we read of in
history. The same deity must bave re-
ceived some mortal offence at the hands of
New Yorkers, considering the active man-
ner in which he has plied his bow during
the past few days. Whether the rain of

fire that descended upon the Cities of the
Plain could have affected the thermometer,
or whatever substitute they had for it in
those days. to any greater extent than the
deadly heat of the present July is a ques-
tion that suffering New York would be in-
clined to dispute. But the effects are as
fatal as the storm of bullets on the heights
of Fredericksburg, or the leaden bail that
swept through the orchards of Weissen

burg a couple of years ago. Men, women
and children have been struck down in
scores, many never. to rise again, and the
death list at the Coroners’ office hourly in

creases Such ficree, persistent heat was
never cxperienced before in this city. not
even when the most rabid political con

ventions met and wrangled. Already one
hundred and six deaths testify to the
terrible power of the midsummer sun,
and it would be impossible to calculate
the number of those who have suffered from
the same cause to a degree which may lead
to death or the wreck of constitation.
The principal thoroughfares have become
like a field of battle—men falling in every
direction and ambulances in constant requi-
sition. And the attendant symptoms of
such a death are no less terrible than wheo
contending armies meet: Often we find
raging delirium, séreams as if in intense
agony, convulsions that distort the body
like  potent poison, and an expression on
the face that wouald make the most harden-
ed turn away ; then the final convulsive
shudder, and the victim passes the dark
river. In other cases the symptoms are
like those that attend death by cold. Na

tural sleep is succeeded by the fatal coma
or stupor that presages death.

To guard against this serrible foe and to
repel his attacks should be the first care of
every one in the community: An epidemic
of the most virulent kind ¢ould not produce
a more fearful mortality in a few days.—
Every day that this intense heat prevails
the weaker thc human system becomes,
and the more necegsary the precaution to
avoid everything that tends to make the
body an easy victim to the fiery destroyer
The sun has no more active agents in his
deadly work than alcobolic stimulants and
ice water—when the latter is taken injudi-
ciously. The mental depression consequent
upon such weather sometimes induces peo
le to resort to all kinds of excitable means
to keep up their spirits. Such a course is
The art of keeping
cool, 80 necessary in this fiery ordeal, refers
to the mind as much as to the body. Ner
vous anxiety and inordinate fear or excite-
ment will tend to prostrate even the strong-
est physical systen. 1n regard to diet.
each is the best judge for himself. Moder-
ation, above all, is advisable, and taking
things easy’” an insuperable barrier against
sonstroke. 1f the fearful list of deaths
were carefully investigated as to the imme
diate causes leading to such a result, it
would be found that in nine cases out ol
ten the victim’s system was weakened by
pernicious Stimulants, incautious exposare
or mental depression. Common sense will
be an excellent guide in this weather, as it
will teach every one to regulate his mode
of living in proportion to the strangth of
his mental and physical system. A word
of warning in time, if attended to, will
far towards reducing the death list at the
Coroners’ office ;

The Finest Raft of she Season.
[From the Ottawa Free Pruss.]

We had the pleasure last evening of vis:
iting probably jhe finest raft of square
timber which bas eome down this season.
It numbered 2,130 pieces, or 96 enbs, The
timber is of an unusually large average,
probabiy 3v inches square, and from 50 to
60 feet long. The ralc left Lake Temis-
caming, a distance of 258 miles, on the 16th
of May last, and will reach Quebec, if all
gues well, on Friday next. The timber is
all of a bright yellow eolor, elean, straight
and remarkably clear, and mus: fetch a
high price in the markets. The success of
this raft demonstrates two gratitying facts
which must bave an important effect
giving a fresh impetus to the already vig-

orous lamber trade to the north ot Ottawa

First, that the timber of the district is of &
most superior order, and second, that it
can be transmitted to the Quebec market
in the comparatively short time of three
weeks. The raft was got out by the work-
men of our enterprizing friend, E. B. Eddy,
Esq.. M. P. P, and we must congratulate
him on the success which attended the
venture.
