With regard to the project of a Mari-
time Uaiversity it would be well to
consider whether any more colleziate
institutions are required just now. Those
we have not very well patronized, and
they are turning out as many candidates
for admission to the learned professions
as the country eam absorb. We don’t
know what arguments Mr. Hill, who
spoke in favorof & Maritime University
st night, may rest his aspirations on,
but we suppose that he looks forward to
such a University as an- institution
where a really liberal edueation
might be obtained. The fact of
the smallness of the graduating elasses
at the existing Colleges, even as com-
pared with the freshman elasses, shows
how little demand there is for longer
terms of study and a more extended
carriculum. With such a University as
is talked of—such an institution as would
be;worthy of the name —with a respect-
ably high standard of matriculation, a
four or five years’ course of study, etc.,
how many graduates would it send out?
The fact is that there is little demand
among the youth for more libéral cul-
ture than is now attainable in our Col-
leges, no patienee among them for sub-
mitting to any more extended schelastic
terms, aod little desire on the pirt of'
parents to see their children seeking
culture instead of a profession or a
trade after they have attained their legal
majority. It is not what a man knows,
but what he ean do, as Mr. Hill indi-
rectly teaches in his lecture on baoks,
that makes him somebody, and this
truth seems to be the motto of our boys,
They value their degree more because
it lessens the period they must devote to
the "study of a prolession than for
any other reasom, and look on their
classical and mathematical attsinments
as more ornamental than wseful. An
eagerness to be a man—that is, to be in
practice or in business with men—is the
all-absorbing passion of the boys, and a
Maritime University would not sup-
plant this by a love of culture. With-
out decrying the widest culture, or be-
ing insensible to the benefits that a
really first-class University would be-
stow, we are far frem ready to admit
that the country would be benefited, in
its present stage of development, by the
sacrifice of much of the prevailing spirit
of practical enterprise and self-reliance
to the demand for a more thorough

scholastic training. -

A Portrait of the New King,

The N. Y. Zribune, under the inspira-
tion of the accomplished author of
“Castilian Days,” takes about the same
view of King Alfonso’s statas as we
have expressed—namely, that he is but
a new figure-head for the party in pow-
er. OurNew York contemporary, how-
ever, appears to think that the calling
in of the exiled Prince is the result of a
conspiracy in which the Ministry had
no part. The following is the portrait
that is painted of the new King:

He is a youth of sevenieen years, not
strong cither in body or mind. He is
universslly regarded in Spain as illegiti-
mate. llehas no claim whatever uppn
the throne except that he is the son of his
mother, who was as bad a woman as
queen.  Her mother was like herself, and
her father, if possible worse. For four
gencrations the Hueis utterly corrupt and
worthless. Sicee Charles I11. no one can
point to a goud reign, we may almost
say toa good action, of a Sganish sover-
cign; of course we expect the unfortu-
nate experiment of Amadeus. of Savoy,
who was a gentleman at least. But
Charles 1V. and his son Ferdinand were
not, gentlemen in any sense of the word.
They were cowardly, treacherous, un-
truthful, weak and personally dishonest.
Queen Christine and Queen Isabel were
not ladies; it is not possible to cail them
so w.thout casting derision upon the
name. They were unfaithful rulers, un-
fauithfol wives, not honest even in
money matters.  DBoth the Kings
and both the Queens we have men-
tioned broke their word so frequently
that no oune could trust them. Their pab-

We do notaccuse them of being the cause
of all the misery which Spain has suffered
for the last century. KEven the best of
Kings, like Charles ILI. for instance,could
not make Spain happy. But it is as clear
as daythat these sovercigns, while doing
no good have done infinite harm to their
unhappy kingdom. = Their incapacity as
rulers was as evident as their immorality
as individuals.

Trade is conse-
quently dull here at present, and money
tight, unless we might except t he farm-
er, who have been getting large prices fc r
produce this season, more so than in a1y
other period; as the old adage goes, it's
an ill wind that blows nobody any
good. New Year’s day was spent here
as uosual, the morning opening clear
and bright, stores all open, and every-
Lely anxious to make money. In the
atternoon horseflesh was brought into
requisition pretty freely, and people hav-
ing arrived from Frederictoun and the sur
rounding country made quite a stir for
some houfs. We heard of three runa-
ways, doing some damage to sleighs,
etc.; but the mass of the people was quite
orderly, and the feeling of a big police-
man being here caused them to continue
so. The improvements at present are
not very vast; the hotels, like all others,
are complaining of dull timmes. Amongthe
best hotels of this place it may be said
that the Gibson House, Exchange, and the
American House are the best, where the
weary traveller can be supplied with the
best the market affords, as well as com-
fortable rooms, and warm and cheerful
at that.

Rev. Geo. W. Hill on Books.

The Institute was fllled last night, for
the first time this season. Mr. Hill be-
gan with a fitting eulogium on b ooks,
and then spoke of the distant lands and
the various realms of thought to which
we may travel in company with travel-
lers, historians, poets and philosophers,
naming many aunthors and their books.
Then he traced the formation of great li-
braries and spoke of the treasures they
contain; spoke of the origin of printing
an.l the revo'u iom it produced ; condemn-
ed the habit of literary gormandizing that
leaves no time for digestion; referred
to the trash literature that is too much
read; and urged the:formation of a Mari-
time University with a great library.
