RECEIVING THR “ FREEDOM OF DUBLIN—HR RE~
VIEWS TOB SITUATION—IBELAND'S ETATES-
MEN ADDREESSS THE WIOLE RACE.

Mayor prosented {he freedem of the city to
Mr, Parnell and Joba Dillon.

Puot the alum into hot water, and let
it boil until it is oll dissolved ; then apply
the eolution hot with a brush to all cracks,
bedsteads, and other places where any ingects
are found, Ants, bed-bugs, cockroaches acd
creeping things ore killed by it, while there
is no danger of poisoning the family or injur-
ing property.

A simple modae of keeping butter in warm
westher, where ice is not handy, {8 to invert
a common flower pot aover the butter, with
some water In the dlsh In wbich it s laid.
The orifice or the bottom may be corked or
not. ‘The porouscess of the earthenware will
keep the butter cool. A wet cloth laid over
the inverted pot will soon cool off 1he batter
by the evaporation of the molstura.

TO AID IRISH LABOLERS.
A PRAISEWORTRY MOVEMENT EN DUDLIY,

DusLIN, Aug, 22.—0ne ot the moat plausible
objections urged against the Land League
movement for a peasant propristary was tuat
it scomingly Ignored the agricultural laborers,
whoae conditlon was, if possible, worse than
that of the farmer. This omiesion was often
commented on, and was adroitly used in the
hape of embarragsiog Mr. Parnell and his col-
lengues. Indeed, it furcished ono of tho
strongest arguments advanced in behalf of
Mr. Davitt’s proposed nsticnalization of tbhe
land. The Leegue lesders, however,adhered
firmly to their policy, belioving that too
many irons in the fire at once cguld lead only
to confusion and a clashing of interests. Let
us aitain the greater reform first, and the less
will tollow in due time,” was thelr motto,
They pledged themaelves that tho rights aad
claims of the laborers should be neither for-
gotten nor neglected, and that pledge they
are now procseding to falfil.

At the Antcient Concert Rooms, in this city
o large avd influential eeting was held yos-
terday for the purposo of placing the Irish
Lalborers' organization on s more permanent
and definite basis, Among those prerent
wero seveR members of Parlisient. Mr. Justin
McCartby presided, and Mr. Parnell read the
address prepared by a provisional committee.
It statea that the time hed come when withe
oot deiriment to the movement for the de-
sirnction of the {eudal system of lund
tcoure, o great national cffort shoumld be
made to barmonize tho interest of the trades
and workmen of the towns and the laborers
of the country in an orpaplzation to which
each class mlght look {for material benefit and
all classes for nationnl regeneratien. Io pru-
derce, no less than in common gratitude, the
national credit was pledged to securing for
the Irish laborers soms such amelioration
in their own condlition as they have so
loyally striven to bring sabout in the condi-
tion of the tounnt farmers. As the first
portion of work, therefore, an appeal is made
to thy tepant farmera whko have obtained
much, and can obtair more, through the ex-
ertions of the latorers, and to the industrisl
clasges, who will by and hy require the ald of
the laborera in makiug the Irish trade revival
a great and sil-pervading mnational move.
ment, to joln in obtaining for the lsborers ot
Ireland the following banefils: —

Firsi—"To secure for tthe laborers plots of
eround and improved dwelliogs, and gener-
ally more favorable treatment from their em-
ployers.

Second——To obtain such an alteration in tho
present laws as will favor and facilitate the
acquirement of land by laborers, and the
building of suitable dwellings thereon.

Third—To obtain the Parliamentary cuff-
rage and n share in the local government of
their connties for the laboring classes.

Fourth—To encourage native Indnstries and
manufactares which will enlarge the field of
employment.

The addrags concludes ag followa :—% We
trust it will be secon that the Intereet of all
gections of the Irish prpulation liss in a
strenuous aud cordial support of these moder-
ate olaims; snd a decislon has been made in
a high and authorative quarter that the con-
ditlon of the laborerz will have t0 be deslt
with in the Immediste future by distinct and
separate legislation. We would impress upon
the [rish people that the character of that
legislation, for good or evil, will be deter-
mined by the attltude of the Iaborers
themselvee, and by the spirit in which their
claims are spproved moderate and sustalned
by the whole force of public opinfon in Ire-
lend. To all who desire the welfare of the
Trieh people and the strength of tae Irish
pation, to those who beliove tkat labor has
itz own rights and that gerfdom is not the
natoral condition of tbe laborers, to the
friends of humau liberty all the world aver,
we look for belp in this movement, most of
all to thosa of our own race, hiere or else-
where, who would wish to see Ireland the
home of an lndustrious, prosperous and free
people.

CELEBRATION OF TWO IMPORTANT EVENTS—1EE
INCOBPORATIOR OR THS TOWN AND TAR I¥
AUGURATION OF THS KEW BRIDGE,

Ricamonp, P. Q,, Sept, 2.

The union celebration at Richmoud. on the
afternoon of Wedneeday, the 30th day of
August, ultimo, in honor of two important
local events—tne incorporation of the vlllage
ot Richmond iuto a town, and the openiog for
public traffic of the new iron bridge over the
River St. Francis, from nesr the centre of the
town of Richmond, on the east bank, to the
plcturesquely situated villsge of Melbourne,
on the weet bank—was an unususlly interest-
ing eplsode In ths history of that sectton of
the beautiful Eastern Townships. Tho wea-
ther was all that conld bo desfred, the even~
iog especially belng one of the most charm-
ing of our highly enjoyabie Canailian wmoon-
ligbt oves 'twixt summer and antumn.
About five or six thousend old men and ma-
trons, young men and maldens, lads and lag~
sieg, weore present la holiday attire and.all
seemingly intent wpon having an enjoyable

HKichmond, Melbourne and vicinlty, hut to the
travelling public generally, for many genera-
tlona to come. I now proclaim that the
bridge will be open for public traffic on to-
morrow morning, Auguat 30th, 1882.” (Pro-
longed cheers.) The procession sgain start:
ed, and the young ladies who had honored the
accasion in the #christening” ciremoniuve,
stepped out of the procession at the carner of
Main und Cralg strests (the latter 8o named as
belng & part of tho old General Cralg military
road from the ofty of Quebsc to Lske Cham-
plain, &c.) Tbke processsion having halted
in front ot the Town Hall, Mayor Hait ad-
dressed the immense concourae as foilows :—
« Lagles and gentlemen,—Richmond having
been in existence as a village for abont thirty
years, and the populaticn having eo iargely
increased, it was deemed to be for the vlest
good of the place that it be formed intoa
town, and henco it was incorporated as such
by act of the Provinclal Parllament on Masy
27,1882.

It isanm
ornsment to the plare, a credit to the
town and an honor especially to the
three municipalitivs pecuniarily intereated,
aud to the moneyed men of the peighbore
hood urnd eleswhoro in the Provicoe,
who have inveeted thelr capital thersin, It
is to be hopod that they mny derivo falr divi-
donds therefrom, although they are authorized
by act of Parllament to levy only about one-
half a8 much for tolls a8 is authorized to be
levied fur passsgo over other toll-bridges In
tke Towrships, with only about one-third or
cne-half the capital Invested. Tho greater
traflic over thia bridge will probably compen-
guts for the low rates of tolls. 'I'he general

414 enquirics have beon tent to farmers, ask=
ing their opinion on the growing crops. The
replies, taking 100 ag¢ represonting an aver-
age crop, show the following result: Wheat,
92 2; barley, 954, oate, 105 1; roots,
1071 ; potatoes, 96 4, This may bs com-
partd with last year's figures, which were
a8 follows :—Wheat, 90 ; barley, 110 ; oats,
80 ; roots, 80, and potatoss 98, 'The wheab
crop will probably be 10,000,000 quarters for
consampiion, leaviug 14,000,000 quarters for
which wo shall be dependent on foreign sup-
ply. Spain is the auly country from which
the repors are unfavorable. In summarize
ing the result tho Times saye :—¢ Never, dur~
iog the time since these reports were cole
lected, has the harvest in the northerm hems-
isphere been 30 good nll round, We usually
bad to report a deficioncy oither in Europe or
Amcrica. TLisyear thoreis absolutely none.
The world has over an average harvest, and
with soch o harvest the year I8 likely to be
one of cheap abundance.”

I visited all the hospitals, and cannot speak
too highly of the devotlon of the staff ou the
CatbolMc Charity Sisters. In =addition to
thelr own eick they aro crowded with refugees
ot all conditions. Some died foon sfter ad-
miseion into the hoapital, and the Slaters had
no menns of burying them, Others went
mad from fright, end there were no appl-
ances or rocma for thelr restraint. At the
French or general hospital a cold shell from
one of the ships outside the squadron pene-
trated the room whera were three of the
Sistera and embedded itself in the main wall,
The poor women were afraid it wounld explode,
but the marines with s afficer called and as-
sored them this was impossible. Yesterday
at three o’clock in the afternoon I was talk-
iog to Sisters Barbara and others at the
Deaconess’ hotpltal, ontside the Mohurarm
Bey Gate, They were attacked by the
mob and the eoldiers on the day of
the bombardment, “but esome of the in-
mates fired platols and the mob dirap~
peared. The hospital was then defended by
s goard of German soldlers, and the Siaters
wero calm and thankful for being able to re-
main at their poste. The morning, at fonr
o'clock, I saw them being escorted, e¢ighty in
number, inclading patieats to the German
gunboat, They had heen obliged to leava all
at & moment's warning bscause an engage—
ment between the Engiish troops and Arabl's
goldlers was imminent., BSome shot were
fired, and the Sisters were compellsd by the
advance guard to leave the bufiding,eand were
esoorted by Germean sailors and marines,
The malmed, the halt, and the lame, all alike,
had to march four-milea through the burning
town to the. water ride.

Ever slnce a correspondent telegraphed to
Eogland that a picket ¢t the Sixtieth Rifles
had beaten a disgraceful retzeat in face of the
enemy, When in fact they had exeouted a
brilljant Dbelligerent feat, thers has been a
caulion and circumspection in the wording
of all the news from the seat of war in Egypt
st once commendable aud bewlldering—
commendable considering the ead fate of the
Ceniral News man, whe was withdrawn from
the field, and bewildering as to the Delphlo
obliguity in which the sarvivors of the
Mutiny act have framed thelr telegramssince
the fatal day when defeat was enatched from
victory. Yom resd the papers in the mora-
ing, and baving psld your money you takeo
your choice as to whether the llon is still
vociferous or tamed in spltit.

It wouald be cruel and unjust 1n the extreme
to men who bava taken their lives (and pep,
ink nod paper) in their hands and gone ic
the front in the cause of an eager and curious
public, to convey the impression that they
gend bome ro esact news, They do send
home sach nawe, bat it must be sald that in
nlne cases out of ten it has been anticipated
by the correspondants of Lloyd, who, by some
unaccountable atretch ot partiality, are not
under the Muliny Act, The exact news in
question concerns the arrival out of the
troopships, transnorts and men-of-war. To
state with certainty that s ship bae
arrived does not require the same tech-
nieal educatlon as 18 involved in the
judicious snoouncemont of the result
of a military movement, and, hence, the resd.
ing of this portion of the news is not franght
with that delightful uncertainty which now
mskes 6 London Lreskfast a feast of conjec~
ture. After one has read that the regiments
bave afrived out exact information ceages, for
ever nfter they are merged in Egyptian dack-
ness, threugh which a gleam of light now
and then breake, when some fellow of some
particular regiment hoe the seat torn out of
bis trousers or his hat knocked off. Not a
fow modest officers have been taken from the
obscurity which envelopes the army and
dragged befors the British pubdlic and
into the glare of hervic notoriety
for the simple remson that shells fell
jn their vicinity. It may be that the
correspondents found it necessary to tell of
these tittle things Lo convince the public that
the officers were at their poets, or it may bo
that the press censor, who, according to the
War Office circular, hes power to curtail,
amend or extend, saw fit to stick the items in
question into the text of the telegrams. The
circuler, & quotation from which opena this
this letter, reads :— This eteff officer (who
has supervision of correspendents) will beve
the power of insisting that «ll commanica-
tions {rom the correspondents to their news-
papers must be sent through him'; and he
may detain or alter the communication should
he deem it ipjorious to the interests of the
army."

This tuggestion however, {a hardly tenntle
in face of the penny-n-line appropriateness of
some of the items.

to confirm or reject at the forthcoming Bir.
minghsm Festival. “T'he verdict of anauthor
cpon his own productions is mnot always
trustworthy. Many a comspicuons example
in litersture and art shows that the public
voice somstimes pnts it aslde and pro-
usounces final judgment in a very dif-
ferent sense. Whether the ¢Redemption”
rank as the work of M. Gotnod's life, or
i~io & jower place, this is certain—the com-
poser's recorded opinfon implies the earnest
endeavor of an accomplished master aud de-
mends for his coratorio most respectful con-
sideration. Other circumstances strengthen
the claims thus advanced, The *Redemp-
tion" has not been written hurriedly to order.
More then ten yeoars ago, and while MM,
Gounod was a resident in England, the idea ot
composing a great sscred work fixed itself
in hia mind apd bors immediate {ruit.
COonsiderable portions of the ¢ Redemp-
tion” were written in London, and from
that time tiIl & few wonihs ago the task of
completing it ongaged Bl. Gounnd’s serious
attention. Ia this recspoct there i3 a parallel
of bappy omen beiween the circumstances of
the oratorio and of «Faust.” “The famous
and immortal opers was a thing of slow
growth, There iz the muster’s own anthority
tor atating that he was inepired by Goethe's
drama waile yet n student at Rome as hcelder
of the Qrend Prix, aad that some of tho most
beantiful and important passages in ths opera
grew out of his reading of the German poem
Jong befors & French livretlo bad been pre-
pared.

THE MUSIC,

The « Redemption” is dividud into threw
parts, with o prologue, and its structure 1s ea.
sentially that of a German * Passions-Musik,’
the story being told in narrative {orm, inter-
speresd with reflections, principally choral,
I'he ctolce of this method by M, Gounod—
who is the nuthor of the words as well as of
the music—will not veimpugned. Not only
has it the sanction of such high =au-
thorities as Bach and Handel, bui it
exacted by the reverence which shrinks
from glving a purely dramatic ver-
slon of the most solemn events in Caristian
history. Detween the old German ferm aud
that of M. Gounod thero are, however, impor-
tant differences in detail. The first confined
iis musical intervst slmost exclusively to the
reflectlve airs and choruses snd to such poz-
tions of the narrative text as demanded lyri-
czl or dramatic trestment, whereas the
French composer lavishes upon the his.
toric record all the wealth that a modern
orcheslra places st his disposal, thus rais-
fog it from & mere thrend of connec.
tlon to the highest pitch of artistic
aud religlous eignificsnce. Moreover, the
orchestra pleys an Independent part in the
scheme of tho work, baving intrusted to it
the 6ole expression of coriain incidents, such
ng the darknees that signalized the crucifixion
and tke prayer of the opostles on the Day of
Pentecost. It may te added, ss indicating
another point of divergence from the Germsa
form, that thero are two narrators—tenor
and bass—wbko relieve esch other in
ounnclating the text, and occasionslly
join ‘their voices. M. Gounod, on the
other hand, follows his illusttious predsces-
sors In giving the words of Christ o a sepa-
tate part, which stands slone in solemn and
dignified isolation, and he frankly adopts the
% Pagslons-Muslk” chorale, making 1t an im-
portant featare of his work. Turnipg to the
# grgument,” we find that nothing can rightly
be :called superfluous, albelt the prologus
opens with a short orchestral movement, en-
titled «The Creation.”

QUEBEC AGAIN IN FLAMES,

Quezgc, Sept. 7.—~—The esrly morning hours
which of late kave proved so fertile in dlsas-
trous conflagrstions in this city, brought with
them to-day another destructive fire, which
has left the greator part of one of the richest
and most valnable blocks in St, Rochs noth-
ing but a pile of black and smouldering ruins,
The block referred to is that bounded by BSt.
Josepk, Church, Desfosscs nnd Crown streets.
\'The largest amount of loes is that sustained
on the interlor of the block, on most sides
the outer bulldings remaining intact.  The
alarm gourded from box 37, corner of St.
Joseph and Church strects, nbout 2,10 am,,
and belng repeated some ten minutes later
called out the wholo btrigade to the acene of
the fire, On its way through St. Joseph
ctreet a wheel of the Skand & Mason engine
smashed on the street car track in front of
the Palais Market sud the englno had of
course to be left there. Ths origin of the
firo is said to bave been in rear of Mr., W,
Davi#’ confuctlonary shop, 194 Bt. St. Joseph
strest. Whetner thls be corsect or nof
it i3 certain tha} the flames first burst
| oat to any extent from the dry goods store of
Mogsrs, P. Pallotior & Co., 200 and 211 St.
Joaoph street.  This wus on immense three
storsy bui ding, but appesss to kave been
quito & sholl izside, i one wsy judge irom the
rapisity witk whica the flames shot through
1t A grent deal of thosisck was thrown
over the Convent fence at the other side of the
street, and sabeequently remaved in caris.
1o tbe geaernl surprize, there was no
water when the fice ceclsred itself, and
reports vary a3 to the time required
to bring it, some going ev far a8 to Aay that
it wa3 not svsilable for fally half ar hone. It
i8 noz surprlelng, under the circumstancss,
that tbere should bave been quite a panic in
St. Rocls, ond fears of a repetition of the
dinasters of 1845 and 1866 wore entartalned.
'Tnousends of people thronged 8t. Joeeph
and sureonnding streets only balf dress-
ed, and a8 the roar and reflection of
the flames were quite terrific,’ all within
gorae huodred fest of the ontbreak of
the fitre commenced to remove the msjority
of their household goods and throw the
balazce of it from the windows. Grave appre-
hensions were felt for awhile for the safety
of the church, nnd usdeubtedly it would bave
been in imminent peril had a strong wiad
been blowing. The arrival of tha water, en.
abled the firemen to smother the flames very
congiderably. Shortly before four o'clock
the fire seemed to be a good deal
under conirol. The honses burned on
St. Jozeph streot are ns follows ; commenc-
ing frora the Crown sfreet side, {o Hadon's
utote, at the corner, belng intacu :—Nos 217,
~Andre Picard, photographer ; 215, & Blais
& Co,dry goods; 213, Chas Gaguon, clerk ;
211 and 203, P Pelletier & Co, dry goods; 207,
Arthur J Trrcotte, grocer ; 305 Angers, joln-
er; 201 and 203, Dolphls Drolat, dry goods.
Thoe two laat mentioned sre but partially de-
stroyed, bat are beileved to be pretiy well
gutted. On Dasfosses strest, the small
wooden house of Liouis Liacesiv, joiner, was
vurced to the yround, The flames
teied hard to get  possesslon  of
Mr. Gaguon's carpet warehouse on Dasfosge
street, but wore fortunately kept back. Oa
Church street tho fire reached the back of the
block oceugied by Mr, R, Chambers, ex-
Mayor, end Mr. Chas, B. Michaud, Notary.
As the back these houses are badly burned.
On the Crowa strest side of the block the
fire way fortunately circumscribed by a golid
ca! wall in rear of the premises of Mr. J. B.
Z. Dubsau. 7The lozs by this fire iz very
teavy, and, includiag stock; will probably
excoed $100,000.

Bishop Dwenger of Fort Wayne has obtained
{rom Romse the faculty for each priest In his
diocese to consecrate the altar-stones of hia
church, and hss been glven a short formula
for that purgose.

Ag {o the licelty of saylng mass with our
present altar-atones, we sre unprepared fo
give a decision. In cases where the relics
have droppsd from the stones, theology per-
mits the holy sacrifice to be offered on them ,
ana tbe same may ba true where the sepul-
chra have not beea closed. DBut the defect
should be remedied withous delay.—.Dr.

Loxooy, Sept 9.—General ‘Wolseley tele-
graphs to the War Office at noon :—The
enemy reconnoitered the advanced posts with
a considerable force of all arms. At day-
break this morning Gen. Willls advanced
and attacked them, drlving them back with
loss. Wehave taken four guns. Our losa is
very trifiing, The enemy -have rotired on
their workg, from which they are now firing
st five thoggand yards range. I shall return
to camp st Kaseasin shortly with all the force.
1 have removed my camp there, as the rall-
way, caoal and telegraph are mow working
fairly. We have found and buried the body
of Lieut, Gribble. Gribble has been missing
gince the great cavalry charge st Kassasin.
It is thought probable he was murdered on
the approach of Gen. Wolseley.

KassasN, Sept 10.—~In the engagement
yesterday, besides the Egyptians who ad-
vanced from Tel-el. Kebir, 1,500 men crossed
the desert from Salihiyeb, and operated on
the British right flank. These troops con-
Hnued the cogagementafter the Tel-el-Kebir
force had retired. They had & Krupp battery,
which they handled well. The British cavalry
pushed them bard, and finally captured one
of the Krupp guns, with equipment, and a
green standard, taken from the hands of a
dead standard-besrer, belonglng to one of
Arabi’s crack reg{ments. The Sallhiyeh con-
tingent were routed, but the others reached
Tel-¢l-Kebir in tairly good order. The
British loss was about 80 killed and wounded.
Arabi's plan was well deviced, but required
better troops to carry it out, although the
rebels fought better than heretofore.

Kassasmy, Sept. 10.—It wag not ihrotgh
the fauit of the rebel leadsrs that the attack
made yesterday by Arabl was unsuccessful,
For a quarter of an hour the pesition ot the
Englizh force and camp looked exceedingly
crittcal, aa the infantry were in danger of be—
ing outflanked. The commanding positions
were all in the enemy’s bends, while line
after line of their cavalry and infantry was
seen crossing the eand hills. General Lowe
came to the relief of the British infactry
with a cavalry force, and threatening the
enemy’s left, forced thew to desist from con-
tinuing the {lanking movements. The rebel
cavalry fell back, and for half an hour each
endeavored to get round the other. Lowe'a
flank movement checked that of Arabi, the
nective forward movement of the English in-
fantry, with the superior accuracy of the Eng-
lsh artillery, forcing the enemy’s infantry to
give way, when the fight was virtusily ended.
Evye.witnetses of the batile state that the
enemy’s fire was tremendous, and wonder
wherg their bullets cen have gone, When
the enemy saw their guns tuken, they halted
and made a show of advancing, as i to re-
capture them, bat a volley from the marines
dissipated the ides, and ikiey continuved to
retreat.

Saturasy pight passed quietly, the enemy
baviog dissppesred behind thbeir entrench-
ments. At daybreak on Sunday the Eaglieh
began to throw ap rifle pits eround Kassasin
in o:der to prevent Arabi trom approachiog
near erough to shell their camp.
