At the First Session of the Sixth Parliament of the Dominion of (7anada, begun
and holden in the City of (ttawa, on the Thirteenth day of April, in the Fiftieth
year of the Reign of our Sovereign Lady, Victoria, of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, Queen, Defender of the Faith, in the year of our Lord one
thousand eight huindred and eighty-seven.

On which day, being the first day ot the meeting of this Parliament for the
Despatch of Business, pursuant to a Proclamation (hereunto annexed), John George
Bourinot, Esquire, Clerk of the flouse of Commons; .Donald William Macdonell,
William Wilson, Henry Hartney and François Fortunat Rouleau, Esquires, Commis-
sioners appointed byýDedimus Potestatem for administering the Oith to the Members
of the louse ofCommons, all attending according to their duty; Richard Pope, Esquire,
Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, delivered to the said John George Bourinot, a Roll
Containing a List of the names of such Members as had been returned to serve in this
Parliament, together with a Certificate of the Return of a Member for the Electoral
District of the East Riding of the County of Bruce (copies of which List and Certifi-
cate are hereunto annexed), the said Commissioners did administer the Oath to
the Members who appeared, which being done, and the Members having subscribed
the Ioll containing the Oath, they repaired to their seats in the louse.

And the Question being called for, " That Joseph Aldric Ouimet, Esquire, do take
the Chair of this House as Speaker," it was accordingly put by the Clerk, and

Resolved, nemine cordradicente, That Joseph Aldric Ouimet, Esquire, do take the
Chair of this House as Speaker.

And the Clerk having declared Mr. Ouimet duly elected, he was taken out of his
place by the said Sir John A. Macdonald and Sir Rector Louis Langevin, and con-
ducted to the Chair; where, standing on the upper step, he returned his humble
acknowledgments to the House for the great honour they had been pleased to confer
upon him by unanimously choosing him to be their Speaker.

And thereupon he sat down in the Chair, and the Mace (which before lay under
the Table) was laid upon the Table.

If, in the performance of those duties, I should at any time fail into error, I pray
that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose servant I am,
and who through me, the botter to enable them to discharge their duty to their Queen
and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges, especially that
they may have freedom of speech in their debates, access to Your Excellency's per-
son at all seasonable times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your Excel-
lency the most favourable consideration.

Then the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate said:-

Ma. SPEAKER,
I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you that

he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the flouse of Commons to Ier
Majesty's person and Government, aDd not doubting that their proceedings will be
conducted with wisdom, temper, and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will
recognize and allow, their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready access
to His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well
as your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the Most favourable con-
structi on.

And the House having returned ;-

which Ris Excellency was pleased to say that he readily and willingly granted and
allowed the Commons their constitutional priviloges, as well as ready access to His
Excellency on all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings as well as their
words and actions will constantly receive from him the most favourable construction.

Other mensures will be laid before you, and among them will be found Bills for
the amendment of the Acts relating to Government Railways, for providing a botter
mode of trial of claims against the Crown, for the improvement of the Procedure in
Criminal Cases, and for the further amendment of the Chinese Immigration Act.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
You will be asked, in order to provide against the pos4ble interruption of the

navigation of our great inland waters, for an appropriation in aid of the construction
of a canal to connect the waters of Lakes Euron and Superior at Sau7t Ste, Marie.

The accounts for the past year will be laid before you, as well as the Estimates
for the ensuing year.

REPORT of proceedings in the matter of the Election in the Electoral District of Queen's
County, Province of New Brunswick.

To the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery:
The'writ commanding me to hold an election was received by me January 28th,

1887. I took the oath required by law and appointed my Election Clerk. Procla-
mations were duly posted throughout the County within the time prescribed by the
Act.

On Saturday, February 26th, the day appointed by notice for declaration, I
opened Court, but on acc>unt of the bxes for several parishes being delayed by
snow-storm, I adjourned until March 5th. On Saturday, March 5th, I opened Court
for declaration, and surmmed up the votes given for each candidate.

Lemuel A. Currey, Barrister-at-law, on behalf of Mr. Baird, asked that al the
ballots cast for Mr. King be rejected, since Mr. King's nomination paper was iavalid
on two grounds: lst, That the names of the nominees had not been recited in the
affidavit to nomination paper; 2nd, That the deposit made with Mr. King's nomina-
tion paper had'not been legally made, since it was not made by his Election Agent.

country to the agriculturist, and by attracting the capital necessary for the develop-
ment of its great natural resources.

We aro glad to be informed that negotiations between Her Majesty's Govern-
ment and that of the United States on the Fishery Question, with respect to which
Your Excellency's Government has been fully informed and consulted, are still in
progress, and we unite with you in the hope that they will result in an arrangement
honourable and satisfactory to both nations.

We thank Your Excellency foi informing us that in the meantime the neces-
sary provision has been made for the protection of our Inshore Fisheries, and we
assure you that any papers on this subject laid before us will receive our careful
consideration.

We will willingly consider the expediency of establishing a Department of
Trade and Commerce under the supervision of a responsible Minister.

Any measure submitted to us, with the view of making such improvement in
the organiization of the Departments of Justice, Customs, and Inland Revenue, as
will provide greater facilities for the despatch of the large and increasing volume
of business with whicb those Departments are charged, will be carefully considered
by us.

We are pleased to learn that a measure will be submitted to us giving repre-
sentation in the Senate to the North. West Territories in addition to that which they
now nossess in the House of Commons.

Your Excellency may rest assured that any other measures laid before us, and
especially Bills for the amendirent of the Act relating to Government Railways, for
providing a better mode of trial of claims against the Crown, for the improvement of
the Procedure in Criminal Cases, and for the further amendment of the Chinese
Immigration Act, will receive our earnest attention.

We .earn with interest that in order to provide against the possible interruption
of the navigation of our great inland waters, an appropriation will be asked for in aid
of the construction of a canal to connect the waters of Lake3 Huron and Superior at
Sault Ste. Marie, and that the subject will be attentively considered by us.

We thank Your Excellency for informing us that the accounts for the past year
will be laid bofore us, and we shal respectfully consider the Estimates for the ensuing
year, and our thanks are due to Your Excellency for the information that they have
been prepared with due regard to economy and the requirements of the Public
Service.

We assure Your Excellency that these important subjects and any others laid
before us, will recoive our best consideration, and we thank Your Excellency for the
expression of your full confidence in our earnest desire to promote the development
and well-being of (anada.

Thî.t this House again expresses the hope that there may speedily be granted
to Jreland such a measure of Home Rule as is enjoyed in the Dominion of Canada,
which, whilst satisfying the National aispirations of the people of Ireland for self-gov-
ernment, shall also be consistent with the integrity -of the Empire as a whole.

That such measure of Home Rule has not been granted to the Irish people, but,
on the contrary, there has been introduced into the Imperial House of Commons by
Her Majesty's Government, a Bill enacting the most stringent coercive measures for
Ireland, by which the Irish people will be deprived of rights most dear to all British
subjects.

That this H1ouse has learned with profound ragret of the introduction into the
Imperial House of Commons of the Coercion Bill abve mentioned, and protesta
against its adoption, as being subversive of the rights and liberties of fier Majesty's
subjects in Ireland.

That this House again expresses the hope that there may speedily b granted
to Ireland such a measure of llme Rule as is enj)yed in the Dominion of Canada,
which, wbilst satirsfying the National aspirations of the people of Ireland for self-gov-
ernment, shaHl also be consistent with the integrity of the Emnpire as a whole.

That the granting of I home Rule to Ireland will fittingly crown the already
glorious reign oi Her Most Gracious Majesty as a constitutional sovereign, will come
with special appropriateness in this Her Jubilee year, and, if possible, render Her
Majesty more dear to the hearts of Her already devoted and loyal subjects.
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That the present Resolution be forwarded to the Right H1onourable the Marquis
of Salisbury, Prime Minister, the Right Honourable W. E. Gladstone, M.P., and
Charles Stuart Parnell, M.P.

And proposed amendmert thereto, That all the words after " That " to the end
of the Question be left out, and the words " this House desires to repeat the expres-
"sions of its deep and abiding interest in the prosperity and happiness of the people

In view of the concessions contained in this Treasury letter, no further question
appears to exist, and my Lords will accordingly take stops to procure the necessary
Order in Council with regard to naval and marine officers.

I am to add that my Lords propose, departmentally, to fix a limit on these
clonial appointments of three years from date of taking appointment.

Sia,-The Lords Commissioners of Her Majesty's Treasury have had before

them Mr. Knox's letter of the llth ultimo respecting the employment of naval and
military officers by Colonial Governments, and direct me to state that, on the recom-
mendation of Mr. Secretary Smith, they agree to the following rules, which, it will
be observed, involve a further and very important concession to the Colonies at the
cost of the British taxpayer:-

(1.) If the officer be on the active list of the army, he will draw no pay fromi
Imperial funds during his employment by the Colonial Government, but, if the
Secretary of State see fit, his service under that Goverament may count towards
promotion and retirement, as though it were service in the Imperial army, and the
retired pay earned by his Colonial service, so long as ho romains on the active list,
will be chargeable upon Imperial funds.

(2.) If the officer retire from the army whilst serving under the Colonial Gov-
ernment, ho may at once draw so much of his retired pay as was earned by army
service prior to his entering the Colonial service; and, on retiring from the Colonial
service, he may also draw the retired pay earned by so much of his Colonial service
as preceded his'retirement from the army.

Article 991 of the Pay Warrant must be amended accordingly.
(3.) If the officer be on the retired list when ho accepts Colonial employment,

his retired pay need not be suspended in whole or part by reason of such employ-
ment, unless the Secrotary of State deems fit, even though the retired pay may
have been earned by mixed army and civil service.

(4.) No service under a C ulonial Government, subsequent to retirement from the
army, shall increase the charge for an officer's retired pay upon Imperial funds.

(à.) These rules may be applied to officers now in Colonial employrgent.
I am to add that my Lords will not press further for the restriction of the

Colonial employment of an officer on the active list to five years.

On Saturday, February 26th, the day appointed by notice for declaration, I
opened Court, but on account of the boxes for several parishes being delayed by
snow slorm, I adjourned until Match 5th. On Saturday, March 5th, I opened Court
for declaration, and Fummed up the votes given for each candidate.

Lemuel A. tJurri. Barrister-at-law, on bebaIf of Mr. Baird, asked that all the
ballots cast for Mr. King be rejected, since Mr. Kng's nomination paper was invalid
on two grounds: lst, That the names of the nominees had not been recited in the
sgidavit to nomination paper ; 2nd, That the deposit made with Mr. King's nomina-
tion paper had not been legally made, since it was not made by his Election Agent.
After hearing the arguments made on behalf of Mr. Baird by L. A. Currey, and on
behalf of Mr. King by George F. Gregory, Barrister-at-law, I overruled the first objec-
tion to the nomination paper, on the ground that it was covered by Section 80 of the
Dominion Elections Act.

covered by the wording of the Notice; but, inasmuch as Notices are published in the
Districts adjoining those affected, and as it is claimed by the promoters that the
measure, if passed in accoi dance with the terms of the Petition, wiIl be to the greater
advantage of the creditors of the road than if couched in the terms of the Notice,
your Committee rccommend that the iNotices given bo doomed sufficient.

SIRa,-In obedience to the Order of the House of Gommons of yesterday, respc-
the gazetting by me of the Returns of the last Dominion General Election, beg

to say that when the returns first began to reach me, they came in slowly, andIl
enideavoured, as far as possible, and did, gazette them in the order in which I received
them; but afterwards this was impossible as they came in so fast, by every mail,

m Mails over thirty letters, and as many large bundles of papers, EGme of tlem.
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being in size about two feet square, in addition to others, which, instead of being
sent by mail, as the law requires, were sent by expre s in large boxes, ail of which
before I could gazette the Members elected, required to be arranged and assorted,
and the letters, returns ard reports of proceedings contained in them examined and
read, many of the latter being lengthy and in very indifferent handwriting.

It frequently occurred also, that after opening and examining large piles of
papers, oaths, statements and certificates of the various cfficers employed at the
election, nomination paper and numerous other documents, that the return, or Form
S, required by the Dominion Elections Act, to enable me to gazette the Member
elected, was wanting, and which, in some instances, would arrive several days later,
and in others would not reach me till I had written to the Returning Officers to send
it, after waiting a considerable time, in the hope that they would do as others had
done, send it later, without being written to for it.

Again, many of the Returning Officers, instead of sending the Writ, Return and
Report of Proceedings in a separate envelope, put them in the large bundles of papers
together with the oaths, statements and certificates of ail the varions election officers,
reports of proceedings, nomination papers, accounts, ballot-papers, voters' and
revisers' lists, all mixed together in one confused heap, ail of which had to be cure-
fully assorted, examined and reac before I could gazette the Member returned.

Owing to the quantity of letters and large bundles of election papers which
reached me by every mail, and which I was consequently unable to assort and
examine before the arrival of an additional batch by the following mail, it necessarily
happened, from both want of time and space, that those which came last were put on
top of the others, and were in consequence, in many instances, gazetted before those
which were underneath, and which had previously arrived.

In the midst of all the above work it must not be forgotten that I had, in addi-
tion thereto, the ordinary duties of my office to perform.

I lost no time in gazetting the Members, as fast as the necessary returns and
papers from the Returning Officers roached me and enabled me to do so, In this
connection allusion may be made to the difference, in point of numbers, of the rarty
complexion of the Members elected.

as the goods contained therein, if such duty be ad valorem ; but, if such duty be
specific, or ad valorem and specific, or, if when ad valorem alone, such named duty
would be less than that to which such receptacles or packages would be liable under
the tariff in force at the date of importation, if they were imported empty, or, if the
goods therein be free of duty, then the duty ehall be that to which such receptacles
or packages would bu liable «if imported empty; but all other packages, being the
usual and ordinary once in which goode are packed for exportation only, according
to the general usage and customs of trade, shall be free of duty.

5. Besolved,-That it is expedient to provide that the foregoing Resolutions, and
the alterations thereby made in the Duties of Customs on the articles therein mon.
tioned, shall take effect on and after the l8th of May, instant

Resolutions to be reported.

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair; and Mr. Colby reported, That the Committee
had come to several Resolutione.

referred, your Oommittee recommend that they be deemed sufficient.

On the Petition of the Pictou Bank, for an Act authorizing them to wind up
their affairs, Notice has been publisbed for two weeks only, but as a Resolution,
authorizing the Directors to make application for the said Act, was adopted unani-
mously at the last annual general meeting of the Shareholders, and as it is claimed,
by the promoters that it is in the interests alike of the Shareholders, as well as of the
local ity in which the Bank is situated, that the proposed measure should become law,
your Com.mittee recommend that the 51st Rule of the House be suspended in reference
to this Petition.

On examining the Petition of the South Saskatchewan Valley Railway Company,
for an Act empowering them to construct their line from Begina in a north-westerly

Sir Hector L. Langevin, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways, CanalS
and Teleraph Lines, presented to the flouse the Fourth Report of the said Coù
mittee, waich was read, as followeth:-

Your Committee have had under consideration Bill to amend the Act incorp-
r.%ting the Alberta and Athabasca Railway Company, and have agreed to report the
kame amended. They have also deemei it advisable to qmend the preambIg thereof
to make it conform to the provisions coatained in the said Bill.
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With reference to Bill to incorporate the Chinook Belt and Peace River Railway
Company, which was referred back to your Committee, for further consideration, the
promoters thereof having expressed their intention of not proceeding further with
the proposed measure this Session, your Committee recommend that the said Bill be
withdrawn, and that the fee and charges paid thereon be refunded, less the cost of
printing and translation.

Mr. Small moved, seconded by Mr. Tyrwhitt, and the Question being proposed,
That at half-past Four o'Clock P.M. the Speaker do leave the Chair, and the House
take recess until Eight o'Clock P.M., in order to give Members the opportunity of
being present at, and joining in, the reception to His Excellency the Governor
General;

And objection having been taken to the Motion, on the ground that no Notice
thereof had been given, Mr. Speaker decided that the objection was well taken, and
that the Motion could not be put.

Mr. Bowell, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, presented,-Return to an
Order of this flouse, dated 25th April, 1887, for a Return giving:-

Ist. The total number of Chinese who have arrived at the different Ports in the
Dominion, from the lst of January, 1886, to the 31st March, 1887, specifying the
Ports.

2nd. The amount of duty or head money collected from Chinese during that
period.

3rd. The amount paid to the Provincial Governments under the Chinese Re-
striction Act during the same period.

4th. The number of Chinese who have entered the Dominion during the same
period under Return Certificates, and the Reports (if any) of any Customs Officer
with reference thereto.

5th. The number of Chinese who have entered the Dominion during the same
period, as students, men of science, or travellers.

6tb. The cost to the Dominion of administering the Chinese Restriction Act for
the last fiscal year. (Sessional Papers, -No. 57.)

The Order of the Day being read, for the House in Committee to consider the
following proposed ]Resolutions:-

1. That under the Terms of Union each of the Provinces of the Dominion as
existing in 1881, at the time of the confirmation by Parliament of the Charter granted
to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, had full Legislative authority to provide
for the construction of Local Railways running from one point to another within the
limits of the Province.

2. That by Section 15 of the Charter it is provided as follows, viz. :-" For
"twenty years from the date hereof, no line of Railway shall be authorized by the

Dominion Parliament to be constructed south of the Canadian Pacific Railway from
any point at or near the Canadian Pacifie Railway, except such line as shall run

"south-west or to the westward of south-west, nor to within 15 miles of latitude 49',
and in the establishment of any new Province in the North-West Territories pro-

" vision shall be made for continuing such prohibition after such establishment until
the expiration of said period."

3. That during the debate in the House of Commons on the Act to confirm the
Charter, objection was taken to the monopoly and limitation proposed to be created
by the said clause.

4. That during the debate in explanation of its real meaning and effect, and of
the Policy of the Government on the subject, and with a view to obviate such objec-
tion, the Right Hon. Sir John A. Macdonald, then and now First Minister, used the
llowing language :-

" In order to give them a chance we have provided that the Dominion Parlia-
Inent-mind you, the Dominion Parliament, we cannot check any other Parliament,.
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I we cannot check Ontario, we cannot check Manitoba-shall for the first ten years
" after the construction of the road, give their own road, into which they are putting
"so much money and so much land, a fair chance of existence."

5. That thereafter, in the course of the debate, Thomas White, Esq., then a sup.
porter and now a Member of the Government, with the same object used the following
language:-

" But we are told now that because of the fifteen miles there never can be any
"other railway into this country. To what does that apply ?-simply to the Ter-
"ritories over which the Dominion Parliament has control. There is nothing to
"prevent jlfanitoba now, if it thinks proper, granting a charter from Winnipeg to the
" boundary line. At this very moment there is a company in course of organization
"to build a railroad from Winnipeg to West Lynn on the boundary, and after this
4agreement is ratified. This provision does not take away from Manitoba a single
"rigbt it possesses. In fart this Parliament could not take away those rights. It
"lhas the same rights as the other Provinces for the incorporation of railway com.
"panies within the boundary of the Province itself, and there is nothing to prevent
"the Province of Manitoba from chartering a railway from Winnipeg to the boundary
"to connect with any southern railway. The only guarantee which this company
"bas under the contract is that the traffie shall not be tapped far west on the
"prairie section, thus diverting tho traffic away fi-om their line to a foreign lino.
"But there is nothing to prevent a railway being built in Manitoba within the Prov-
"ince that would carry the traffic to any railway that moy tap it from the
" American side. That is the position with respect to this matter."

6. That on the explanations made Parliament confirmed the charter.
7. That three Provinces of the Do'r.inion, viz.: Manitoba, Ontario and British

Columbia, are or may be affected by the construction to be placed on the said p: Vvision
and the policy of the Government in regard thereto.

8. That since the confirmation of the said charter the Local Legislatire of
Manitoba bas passed several Acts creating companies for the construction of r Éiways
within the Province.

9. That some of these Acts have been disallowed on the advice of the Govern-
ment of the day, on the ground, as expressed in the report of the Minister of Justice,
of date 4th January, 1882, approved by Order in Counil 12Lh January 1832, that
the Acts conflict with the settled policy of the Dominion as evidenced by thi clause
in the contract with the Canadian Pacifie Railway Company which was raAfied and
adopted by Parliament.

10. That on the 5th February 1884, Sir Charles Tupper, then Minister of Riilways,
in proposing te this House resolutions authorizing a large loan to the Cinadian
Pacifie Railway Company, with a view to induce the House to agree to the said
loan, and with the object of expounding authoritatively the policy of the Government
on the subject, made the following statement:-

" I showed on a former occasion that the present Government had adopted the
"policy of their predecessors in regard to what is called the monopoly in the Pro.
"vince of Manitoba; that when the late Government undertook to carry on the con-
"struction of the Canadan Pacific Railway as a Government work, they felt bound
"to protect the traffic of the road from being drawn off to lines to the south of us,
"in the adjoining Republic, and had consequently refused to issue a proclamation
"which would charter lines within the Province of Manitoba to connect with
4 American lines to the south. I said that the present Gaverument, when we caime
"into power, adopted that policy; that we folt as our predecessors did, that

r appling with so gigantic a work as the construction of the Canadian Pacifio
Railway, we were bound to adopt every possible means of protecting our own

"line against having its traffic drawn to lines to the south-and, mark you, this
"was at a time when we did not contemplate at an early day carrying the Canadiaa
"Pacific Railway further than Port Arthur. I said farther that when we made it

obligatory upon the Canadian Paoifio Railway to extend at once the lige porth Of
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"Lake Superior, giving us an all-rail route from Montreal to th< Pacifio OCean, or from
"Callender to the Pacifie Ocean, we felt obliged to give to tria t C >mpa&ny, upon which
"we imposed such onerous obligations, all the security that wo had considored noces-
" sary, and that our predocessors in the Government had considored necessary, for
"the protection of the Canadian Pacific Railway. But I am glad to be able to state
"to the House, that although true to that policy, the Governmont refused to give
"assent to the construction of lines within the Province of Manitoba to connect with
"'American railways to the south, such is the evidence presentod by the operation of
"the lino so far as it has gone, such is the conclusion arrived at by the Canadian
"Pacifie Railway Company itsolf in regard to the ability of a through lino of the
"Canadian Pacifie Railway to take cave of itself, and by the inherent power of ita
"own advantages to maintain its position notwithstanding any competition to which
"it may be subjected, we are now in a position toreview and to reconsider the policy
"of the late Government and the policy of the present Government, as to the contin-
"u ed necessity for any long period of protecting the Canadian Pacifie Railway against
"competition within the Province of Manitoba, and I am glad to be able to state to
"the louse that such is the confidence of the Canadian Pacifie .Railway Company
"in the power of the Canadian Pacifie Railway to protect itself that when the lino
"is constructed north of Lake Superior, the Governmeut feel it will not be incum-
"bent upon them to preserve the position they have hitherto felt bound to preserve,
"that of refusing to consent to the construction of linos within the Province of
" Manitoba, connecting it with American railways to the south. I can give no botter
"o vidence to the House and the country of the advanced position which we consider
" this great enterprise of the Canadian Pacifie Railway lias attained, than when I say
" that I feel it is consistent with what we owe to the people of this country and to that
" great national work, that the Governmoent should not deem it incumbent on them-
"selves to pursue the restrictive policy within the Province of Manitoba which we
" iave hitherto been obliged to maintain."

12. That the lino of the Canadian Pacifle Railway has been constructed north
of Lake Superior.

13. That by an Act passed by the Local Legislature of Manitoba on the 3rd
June, 1884, intituled " An Act to amend an Act to incorporate the Manitoba Central
"Railway Company and amending Acts," power was given to the Manitoba Central
Railway Company to construot a Railway as follows: "F rom the Town of Mrria
"southerly to the boundary lino of the said Province between the Red River and the
"first principal meridian within the said Province," and providing that no portion of
said Railway should be built in the portion of Territory added to the said Province
in the year 1881 in such a way as to contravene the terms in which said Territory
Was added to the said Province.

14. That the authentic copy of said Act did not reach the Secretary of State for
Canada until after the first day of April, A.D. 1885, about ton months after its passage.

15. That the said Act was, notwithstanding the premises, disallowed in or about
April, 1886.

16. 'Ihat discontent has been created by reason of the said policy of disallowance;
and that the rights of the Provinces, the inborest of Manitoba and the declared policy
Of the Governrent all point to the propriety of no longer persisting therein.

17. That a humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor Genoral,
setting forth the preceding Resolutions, and praying that lis Excellency will be
grciously pleased to effectuate the altered policy stated to the House of Comnions
on the 5th February, 1884, as in the 10th Resolition set forth; and, in pursuance
thereof, to leave to thoir operation any Acts of the Local Legislature, not otherwise
objectionable, which have been or may be passed fur the construction of Railway

nels within the original Province of Maaitoba.

Mr. Dunn was then called in, and at the Bar examined as follows

1. Were you the Returning Officer for the Eleotoral District of the County of
Queen's, New Brunswick, at the late election, and who was your Election Clerk ?-
Being a layman, I would like to have the assistance of Counsel, to protest against
these proceedings being taken against me by the House of Commons, and also, to
advise and assist me in whatever things may be necessary.

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Mr. Dunn was then called in ard informed that be had the permission of the
House to be asqisted by Counsel.

J. N. -.you at d A Ferguson. lEsquires, then appeared as Counsel for Mr. Dunn.
The question submitted by Mr. Weldon (St. John) was again asked, viz.:-
1. Were you the Returning Officer for the Electoral District of the County of

Queen's, .New Brunswick, at the late election, and who was your Election Clerk ?
Counsel objected to the examination proceeding further.
Objection overruled.
A. I was the Returning Officer for the Electoral District of Queen's, New Bruns-

wick, and my Election Clerk was C. T. Williams.
2. Look at No. 3, Votes and Proceedings of the House. Is the writ and letter

of Mr. Pope, on pages 13 and 14, true copies of the writ and instructions sent you,
and is the return yon made correctly set out on pages 15 and 16 ?-Not having the
original written instructions and my correspondence with the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery and my return, I am unable to say that these are, word for word, copies of
those returLs, etc., but, so far as I am able to recollect, I believe they are of the same
substance. I believe they are correct, so far as I can recollect.

3. Look at No. 9, Votes and Proceedings now shown to you. Is the report of
the proceedings set out therein on pages 73 to 78, inclusive, signed by your Election
Clerk, a correct statement of the proceedings of the election, and are the statements
on pages 79 and 80, correct copies of the stalements of the Returning Officers ?-I
would like to have the originals produced. My answer to the last question will
about reply to this question also-that so far as I know these are correct copies. I
believe themr to be correct.

4. When were yon first informed of the objection as to the deposit, or that it
would be taken ? By whom, and how long prior to the 5th March ?-The first infor-
mation 1 got that auy objection, as to the paying of the deposit was to be made, was
from the newpaper. The 5th March was on Saturday, and it was sometime in the
beginning of that week that I saw the editorial in the newspaper-the Sun, I think
-stating that the Agent of Mr. Baird was thinking of making objections to the nom-
ination paper on account of the deposit being wrongly made.

5. Dd you not state at the time of the declaration that you bad obtained law
books from Mr. Currey, and looked into the question ? When did you get the law
books and look into the question ?-I did not state at the day of declaration that I
had obtained law books from Mr. Currey and looked into the question.

6. Did you obtain law books from Mr. Currey, or any other person, and look into
the question prior to or on the 5th of March ? If from any other person, from whom ?
-Am I supposed to answer this question literally? I do not remember having ob-
tained any books from Mr. Currey. I remember of having bought books ever since
I was five or six years old from other people. I am unable to mention the different
parties. I did not obtain any books from Mr. Ourrey prior to 5th March-that is,
with respect to this question-or from any other person; aithough-nor on 5th
March. I was going to say that previous to that time I had obtained sorne; but it
was previous to the elections. I had obtained some law reports that he had, but it
was pievious to my being Returning Officer, previous to my being appointed; but I
had no books in relation to this question from him or any other person.

7. Did anyone assist or advise you as to this question of the validity of the
deposit, prior to or on the 5th of March, and show you any authorities on the subject ?
If so, who so assisted and advised you ?-Prior to 5th March no one assisted me or
advised me as to the question of the validity of the deposit, but on the 5th March,
deciaration day, the matter was argued before me by Mr. Curey, agent for Mr. Baird,
and by Mr. Gregory, agent for Mr. King.

8. What is ycur occupation ?-I am a teacher by occupation-a public school
teacher.

9. Were you, at the time of your appointment as Returning Offleer, or at any
time prior, a member of any political association ? If so, how long prior, and in
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what capacity were you therein ?-At the time of my appointment as Returning
Officer I was not a member of any political association, but I was the secretary of
the Liberal-Conservative Association of Queen's County prior to my appointnent.
How long betore I am not in a position to say, because I cannot remember. I may
have been within a month. I cannot tell exactly.

10. Did you apply for the position of Returning Officer personally or by letter,
and to whom ? Were you aware or informed anyone had applied on your behalf for
the position? If so, who were you informed had done so ?-I applied for the position
of Returning Officer. I asked a certain prominent political man of our county to use
his influence to get me the position. I applied to Hugh McLean first, and afterwards
I applied by letter to Mr. Baird for the position. I was informed that Mr. Baird
had applied for me.

11. For what reason when y >u made your roturn did you not return the ballot
papers and proccedings to the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery ? Did you consult
anyone as to your doing so, and who were your legal advisers ?-1 did not return the
ballot papers to the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery at the time I made my return,
because I had been served with a certificate from the Judge of the County Court for
a recount. I did consult a legal gentleman as to my act ; the legal gentleman whom
I consulted was Ezekiel McLeod, Q C., of St. John.

By Mr. Weldon (St John) :
12. Had you not refused to act upon the Judge's order for the recount ? Was

not that order served on you before you made any return ?-L had refused to act
upon the Judge's order for a recount. That order was served on me before I made
my returns.

By Mr. McCarthy:
13. Why diti you refuse to act on the order of the Judge for the recouit ?-I

refused to act on the order of the Judge for a recount, because a rule nisi for a writ of
prohibition was served upon me by order of Judge Tuck.

By Mr. Weldon (St John) :
14. Were you a party named in such rule nisi ? Was it not in consequence of

something said to you by Mr. Currey, the Counsel for Mr. Baird, as to statements
made by Judge Tuck that you refused to act on -the recount ? Did you not state to
Judge Steadman that it was in consequence of Judge Tuck's statement, as repeated
to you by Currey, that you refused to act on recount ?-I have the copy of a rule nisi
for a writ of prohibition which was served upon me, bore, and I place it in the hands
of one of my Counsel, and he may read it here for the information of the flouse, if
the House permits. It was not in consequence of something that Mr. Ourrey, the
Counsel for Mr. Baird, said-it was not in consequence of something said to me by
Mr. Currey as to statements made by Judge Tuck, that I refused to Act on the
recount. I did not state to Judge Steadman that it was in consequence of Judge
Tuck's statement, as repeated to me by Mr. Currey, that I refused to act on the
recount.

By Mr. Thompson:
15. Will you produce the copy of the rule nisi served on you ?-I produce the

copy of the ruie nisi that was served upon me.
The rule nisi was then read at the Table, and is as follows:-

IN THE SUPREME COURT.

Ex parte, George F. Baird.

Upon motion of Mr. L. A. Currey, and upon reading the affidavits of George F.
Baird and Lemuel A. Ourrey, I do order that James Steadman, Esquire, Judge of the
County Court for the County of Queen'a, in the Province of New Brunswick, T. Medley
JVetmore and George G. King, at the next Easter term of this lonourable Court, do
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show ca.use why a Writ of Prohibition should not isiue to prohibit James Steadman,
Esquire, the Judge of the County Court for the County of Queen's aforesaid, from in
any way further proceeding with or to make a recount or final addition of the votes
given for said George F. Baird and George G. King at the election held on the twenty-
second da.y of February last past of a Menber to represent the Electoral District of
the County of Queen's, in the Province of lNew Brunswick, in the House of Commons
of Cantada, and from certifying the result of any such recount or final addition of
said votes to the Returning Officer of said Electoral District of the County of Queen's,
and in the meantime and until further order of this Court. let all further proceedings
with, on or with reference to said recount or final addition of said votes, and such
certificate of the result of any such recount or final addition of votes, be stayed.

The raio has been madea bsolute. Perhaps I am wrong. I say from report I saw in
the Lcw::paper that the rule had been made absolute.

By Mr. We'don (St. John) :
17. You refused to act upon Judge Steadman's order for the recount on acount

of Judge Tuck's order, yet did you not make a return to the Clerk ofthe Crown in
Chancery without the ballots and proceedings, although you were aware the proceed-
ings were going on in the Supreme Court ?-I retused to act upon Jddge Steadman's
order for the recount on account of Judge Tuck's order, yet, on the advice of Ezekiel
McLeod, Q.C., ex-Attorney General of the Province of New Brunswick, or one of the
ex.Attorney General's., I made my return to the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery
without the ballots and procecdings, although I was aware by report that the pro-
ceedings were going on in the Supreme Court.

1. If you believed Judge Tuck's order exterded to you as Roturning Officer, how
did yo, in the face of a peremptory stay of proceedings on it, make a return nover-
thelus of Mr. Baird, the minority candidate ?-I acted upon the advice of Mr. Mc-
Leod. I produced the rule nisi for a writ of prohibition when I consulted him, and
ho told me it was simply against the recount, not against any return.

19. Why, then, did you not forward the ballot papers and proceedings with the
return ?-I did not forward the ballot papers and proceedings with the return because
I was advised not to do so by Mr. McLeod.

20. Do you know Mr. L. A. Gurrey ? What is bis profession and where does ho
reside ? lad you any conversation or correspondence with him touching the objec-
tions to the candidature of Mr. Eing-state the substance of the conversation or cor-
respondence ?-I know L. A. Currey. I believe ho is a lawyer and ho resides in St.
John. On the night previous to the election he walked out to the road with me,
when I was taking my usual walk, and told me ho was going to object the next day,
or ho was talking about it ; but I had no correspondence with him tou3hing the
objection to the candidature of Mr. Bing.

By Mr. Davies :
21. Why did you return the minority candidate, Baird, instead of the majority

candidate, 1Gng ?-I returned the minority candidate, Baird, instead of the majority
candidate, King, because after«hearing the arguments that had been advanced before
me on declaration day, both pro and con, I considered that Mr. King had not been
properly nominated, and therefore could not ho returned by me as the man having
the majority of the legal votes; and, afterwards, before I made my return, I consulted
counsel, Mr. McLeod, and the counsel advised me to make the return that I did.
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By Mr. Weldon (,St. John):
22. Was it under the advice of Mr. E. McLeod that you returned Mr. George P.

Baird as member-elect by acclamation ? Was such advice in writing, and when
received by you ?-It was under the advice of Mr. B. McLeod that I returned Mr.
George F. Baird as member-elect by acclamation. The said advice was both verbal
and in writing. I am not in a position to say exactly when it was given. It was
received by me prior to the time that the return was sent and made.

By Air. Landry;
23. Did you, on nomination day, before two o'clock in the afternoon, advise Mr.

King, or anyone for him, to have a legally appointed agent? - On nomination day,
before three o'clock in the afternoon, I did advise Mr. Wetmore to adviso Mr. King to,
appoint an elkction agent, as I believcd that Mr. King was rendering himself at that
time liable to the penalty of a misdemeanor by not appointing him, by not appoint-
ing one. I say it was before two o'clock.

24. Did you know on nomination day that the law requircd candidates to appoint
agents and to notify you of the fact before two o'clock, and did you then know, or
had you considered the legal effect of the deposit being made by anyone on behalf
of the candidate outside of the regularly appointed agent ?-I knew on nomination
day that the law required candidates to appoint agents and to notify me of the fact
before two o'cleck; but 1 did not thon know that the non-appointment of such an
agent, or the payment of a deposit by a person not an agent, would have the effect
I afterwards judged it would have upon the nomination paper.

A very rich collection of materials for Canadian
history is at present deprived of much of its value by the imperfect condition of the
catalogue.

The thanks of the Committee were tendered to the Honourable Mr. Haythorne
for his timely and valuable donation of volumes of Prince Edward 1sland Statutes,
which makes the Library collection now very useful to Members.

The attention of the Committee having been again called to the mutilation of
books and newspaper files in the Library, it is deemed necessary to bring the matter
prominently before the House. The mutilations exhibited to the Committee
were of a scandalous and inexcusable character. A rare pamphlet on the Fisheries
question was torn from one of the pamphlet volumes, and the Librarians have no
present hope of being able to supply its place. Reports have been torn from
copies of the Sessional Papers, and the volumes replaced on the shelves. It is obvious
that the usefulness of the -Library will be greatly endangered if a practice so bar-
barous continues. The Librarians naturally express their unwillingness to establish
any system of espionage. In the meantime notice will be put up in the Library
giving warning against the mutilation of books.

A Committee was appointed to audit the accounts of the Library.

consider favourably the introduction of the electric light into the Library before
next Session.

The Sub-Commtittee carefally examined the annual statement of the Parlia-
mentary Printing acceentrd aig-verified the-eipenditure, item by item, with
the receipted accounts and vonchers produced, and finding it correct, have certified to
the same.

The statement is also in accord with the books in the offle of the Auditor Gen-
eral, as certified by him, withthe exception of the sum of $380 being credited in the
one Department to the acoçunts of 1884-85, and in the other to those of 1885-86.

The accounts are so kopt and arranged as to be of easy and satisfactory audit.
The Sub-Committee personally visited and inspected the Distribution Office and

the store-rooms in connection therewith, and And that more extended accommodation
is immediately required for the proper and safe performance of the work.

They also inspected the vaults where the reserve stock of the Journals ýnd
Sessionals Papers are arranged and classified, ready for immediate reference, but all
the available space being taken up, further elassification must cease till more accom-
modation is furnished.

At a meeting of the Railway Committee, the members of the Su b-Gommittee
present availed themselves of the-opportunity to bring this matter under the notice
of the Minister of Public Works, and, as:the subject of further accommodation for the
Railway Committee waa also under diseussion, the Minister stated these matters
would be taken into consideration. The SuOommittee have, therefore, every hope
that the difficulties will now- be overeopne.

"Tribunals of the country are the proper forum for the investigation of this
"claim, and not Parliamentary Committee. Our principal witnesses are Bennet and
"others, resident here. NcNamee has not applied to this Government for a Petition
"of Right, and has neglected. to prosecute his Petition of Right against the Dominion
" Government. This Government cannot recognize the jurisdiction of Ottawa Com-
" mittee, so far as Provincial interests are concerned."

(Signed) " A. E. B. DAviE."
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From the examination of the facts presented to the Committee on behalf of the
Petitioners, and from the papers obtained from the Department of Public Works, it
appears:

lst. That the Petitioners entered into a contract with the Government of British
Columbia to construct a graving dook at Esquimalt, B.O.

2nd. That they commenced work under the contract, but in June, 1882, the
Provincial Government, under authority contained in the contract, took possession
of the works, and also of the plant and property of the Petitioners, on the alleged
ground of failure of satisfactory performance of the contract.

3rd. Subsequently, by an arrangement between the Dominion Government and
the Provincial Government, ratified by this Parliament, the Dominion Government
undertook the construction of the graving dock, and paid to the Provincial Govern-
ment a large sum of money for the work done, and also, the plant and other property
connected therewith, including the plant and property of the Petitioners.

4th. The Dominion Goverament entered into a contract with Messrs. Larkin,
fConnolly & Co., to finish the work, and transferred to them the plant, including that
of the Petitioners, at a valuation.

5th. The Petitioners claimed from the Government of British Columbia a return
of the sum deposited by them as security, when they entered on their contract, and
a balance due them on their contract, and also the value of their plant.

6th. It appears that the Petitioners gave notice to the Dominion Government of
their claim, before they assumed the construction.

7th. Ti e Petitioners applied for a fiat for a Petition of Right to the Government
of British C<lambia, but it was refused, as appears from Sessional Papers of British
Columbia, for 1>83.

8th. The Petitioners applied to the Legislature of the Province, and a Special
Committee appointed to examine into their claim, and who took evidence, reported
favourably to iIem, andi that they had just cause of complaint.

9th. The Potitioners trequently applied to the Dominion Government for com-
pensation, and preser.ted their case, and the Ilonourable Mr. Smith, Premier of British
Columbia, on 8th Matreb, 1884, stated, in a letter to the Minister of Public Works,
that he considered the Petitioners were entitled to compensation for the value of
their plant and proper,.y.

10th. The Doimon Government have aiso ad mitted that the Petitioners were
entitled to the value o tbir plant, but that they should look to the Provincial Gov-
ernment.

lth. The Petitioners commenced proceedings by a Petition of Right in the
Exchequer Court, against the Dominiou Government, but, owing to the legal objec-
tions pleaded to the maintenance of their suit, they have withdrawn their proceed-
ings.

From the ab-,v. statement of facts, and upon a careful examination of the evi--
dence and the whole case, the Committee beg to report:

That the fauts do not create a legal cause of action, and that as to the claim of
the Petitioners for the doposit made by them with the Government of Brilish Co,um-
bia, and the indebtedness of that Government to them, the Duminion Government is
under no oblig:nion therefor; but that, in regard to the value of the plant and
property of th, Potitiorners which came into the possession of the Dominion Govern-
ment, and hande I over to Mesirs. Larkn, Connolly and Co, the Committee are of
opinion that the Petitioners have an equitable claim upon the Government of the
Dominion, and should be paid therefor.

As to the value of their plant and property, there was some difficulty in ascer-
tainiog the cnrrect amount; but from the examination of the papers, and of the
report ot' Mr. Perley, Chief Engineer, that the sun of $15,000 was not an excessive
valuation, the Committee unanimouly recommend that amount as the value of the
plant and property of the Petitioners, and that they should be paid the said sum of
-15,000, with interest from the 8th day of November, A.D. 1884, the date of the
centract with Mesars. Larkin, Conmolly and Co.

The following Petition was brought up, and laid on the Table:-
By Mr. Cockburn,-The Petition of District Assembly No. 125, Knights of Labour,

Toronto, Ontario.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the following Petition was read and
received:-

Of Lewis W. Shannon, Publisher " Daily News," Kingston, Ontario; praying for
the assing of an Act to amend Chapter 163, Revised Statutes of Canada, respecting
the Law of Libel.

Mr. White (Renfrew), from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture antd
Colonizatton, presented to the House, the Report of the said Committee, which was
read, as followeth:-

Your Committee examined Prof. Saunders, the Director of the Central Experi-
mental Farm Station, already established in the vicinity of Ottawa, and of the stations
to be established in the Maritime Provinces, Manitoba, the North- West Territories,
and British Columbia, under the provisions of the Act passed last Session; and from
his evidence (submitted herewith) it will be found that considerable progress has
already been made at the Central Farm, about 100 acres having been seeded this
season, principally with wheat, barley, and oats.

A quantity of wheat has been imported from Northern Russia (grown in a lati-
tude about 600 miles north of Ottawa), part of which has been sown on the Farm,
and the balance distributed in small quantities to persons who applied for it, through-
ont the different Provinces, with a view of testing its adaptability to our climate and
soil. A large number of fruit and forest trees has also been planted, and from the
evidence adduced, your Committee are of the opinion that good results are likely to
flow from the publication of the reports of the proposed agricultural and horticul-
tural experiments.

Your Committee next examined Mr. John Lowe, Secretary of the Department of
Agriculture, on the subject of the immigration operations carried out under the
direction of that Department. It was found from Mr. Lowe's evidence that there
was a decline in the number of immigrants, who reported their intention of becoming
settlers in Canada in 1886, as compared with those of 1885, the figures in the former
year being 69,152, and in the latter, 79,169 ; the total number of immigrant arrivals,
including the passengers, who used the Canadian route, to proceed to destinations in
the Western States, was 122,581 in 1886, as against 105,096 in the previous year.

The immigrants arriving were reported to be of a good clas, there having been
found very few unsuitable persons, and none, according to the evidence adduced,
were reported as being unable to obtain employment.

The whole number of mechanies registered at Quebec was only 1,100 out of a
total of 10,411 of all trades and occupations, of immigrants, as registered at that port,
and the number atllalifax was only 202, out of 3,801.

These are the only two ports at which such registration takes place, but they
may be held to be an index of the whole ; the policy of the Department has been not
to encourage immigration of that clas.

The so called assisted passage appears to have been given to comparatively few
persons during the year; the total number who profited by it being 3,480 aduits and
2,320 children. They consisted of agricultural labourera and their families, and
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female domestic servants ; the larger portion of the 3,40 adults were women, but the
figures supplied did not give the exact proportions of the sexes.

The Minister of Agriculture, at one of the meetings of your Committee, stated
that it was his intention, after the close of the present season, to limit the assisted
passages to persons going to Manitoba and the Yorth- West Territories, discontinuing
it so far as relates to the old Provinces of the Dominion.

Mr. Lowe stated that there was increased activity in the arrival of Scandinavians
and Germans, who had settled in colonies in Manitoba and the North.West; the
reports received from such colonies having been favourable.

The question as to whether the population reported by the census taken in 1885
and 1L86 iç the North-West and the Province of Manitoba, supported the figures of
immigration from 1881 to 1886, inclusive, was made a subject of enquiry by your
Committee, and it was ascertained that the population in 1886 in the Province of
Manitoba and the three districts of Assiniboia, Saskatchewan and Alberta, compared
with that of the same circumscriptions in 1881, showed an increase numerically of
16,491, or a ratio of 87-14 per cent. in five years. Taking the whole of the Territories
and the Province of Manitoba, the numerical increase in the same time would be
78,258. But the immigrants reported to have gone in, according to the figures fur-
nished by Mr. Lowe to your Committee, between the dates of the taking of the census
in the years named, were 146,547, which, if we take the figures of the whole territory,
would show an apparent loss to be accounted for of 67,999. It may be stated, how-
ever, that more than half of the immigrants to Manitoba and the North- West were, from,
year to year, given as migrants from the older Provinces, a fact which, taken in
relation to the whole Dominion, would not show a loss of immigration from abroad,
although a very great one in so far as Manitoba and the North- West are concerned.

Mr. Lowe accounts for this by the return of large numbers of persons who were
engaged in building the Canadian Pacifie Railway, and also, of many of them from the
older Provinces who were attracted by the excitement known as the " boom " in the
first three of the years in question.

The probability is that settlement in the North -West will proceed on a more
secure basis in the future.

The total expenses of the service of immigration during the calendar year 1886,
was stated to be 8301,704.97 as against $310,271 for the previous year.

The expenditure for all Canadian Agencies was $65,675.07. The whole expen-
diture for the London Office, including the cost of all establishments for immigration
in Europe, was $61,225.10, the remainder of the general expenditure being $173,-
804.71. The actual net amount expended for assisted passages during the year was
given at $19,355.91. To this should be added a sum of 89,666.46 for commissions
paid in connection with the item of assisted passageb, this figure really standing as a
payment to persons who were engaged in distributing the publications of the Depart.
ment, and booking passengers.

Mr. James Fletcher, the honourary Entcmologist of the Department of Agricul-
ture, was examined by your Committee with reference to the best modes of counter-
acting the ravages of insect pests.

Much valuable information was communicated by Mr. Fletche-, and your Com-
mittee are of opinion that his evidence should be circulated as widely as possible for
the use of farmers and horticulturists and others.

The whole of the evidence taken before your Committee is submitted herewith
as part of this Report. (Appendix Yo. 4.)

Mr. Amyot, from the Joint Committee of both Houses on the Library of Parlia-
ment, presented to the louse the Second Report of the said Committee, which waa
read, as followeth :-

51b. No Bill for the incorporation of a Railway Company, or for ohanging the
route of the railway of any company already incorporated, shall be considered by the
Railway Committee until there has been filed with the Committee, -at least one week
before the consideration of the Bill:-

(a.) A Map or Plan drawn upon a scale of not less than half an inch to the mile,
showing the location upon which it is intended tooonstruct the proposed work, and
showing also the lines of existing or authorized works of a similar character within,
or in any way affecting the district, or any part thereof, which the proposed work is
intended to serve, and such map or plan shail be -signed by the Engineer or other
person making the same;

(b ) An exhibit showing the total amount of capital proposed to be raised for
the purposes of the undertaking, and the manner in which it is proposed to raise the
same, whether by ordinary shares, bonds, debentures, or other securities, and the
amount of each respectively.

59a. Before any Private Bill is considered by the Committee to which it may be
referred, a report shall first be submitted to the Committee by the Examiner, stating
that he bas examined the same, and bas noted, opposite each section, any variations
froma the provisions contained in the Model Bill; snd, to insure uniformity, the
Examiner shall revise and certify every Private Bill passed by the Committees, and
the reports thereon, before they are presented to the louse. (Model Bill, Appendix
]o. 5 )

"DEAR Sia,-The official reporters desire to use this means of strongly urging
upon the Committee the importance of improving the arrangements for reporting in
the Chamber. Our experience has for a long time shown us that the position assigned
tous in the Chamber is about the worst that could be selected on the floor, for securing
accuracy in the reports.

"I1. We are frequently unable to hear with sufficient distinctness most important
statements made by Members of the Government and other leading Members of the
House, because they either address their remarks to the Speaker or to one another
across the floor, and consequently turn their voices away from the official reporters.

" 2. The front seats on both sides of the Chamber in the neighbourhood of the
reporters' tables are constantly used by Members fron other parts of the House who
wish to engage in conversation while listening to the proceedings, and this greatly
interferes with the reporters in taking the speeches of those who are addressing the
House. The conversation of Members about us is the greatest obstacle we have to
contend with in our work.

"3. Members constantly cross the Chamber in front of the reporters' tables,
pages rush back and forth, papers are frequently thrown about us, intended for the
letter-box; and all these things interfere with the proper reporting of the Debates.

" 4. In all other legislative bodies in the world in which there are official report-
ers, their seats are between the President of the Chamber and the speakers who
address the House, and therefore the proper position for the official Reporters in this
House would be somewhere in the neighbourhood of the Speaker's Chair.

" The reporters would be glad if the Committee could arrange to bave an
improvement made for next Session. We make this representation not at ali in our
personal interest, but entirely in the interest of the House, in order to secure the
greater accuracy of the reports.

MAY IT PLEAsE YOUR EXCELLENCY:-

The Commons of Canada have voted the Supplies required to enable the Gov-
ernment to defray the expenses of the Public Service.

In the name of the Commons, I present to Your Excellency a Bill intituled:-
"An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money required for defray-

ing certain expenses of the Public Service for the fmancial years ending, respectively,
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the 30th June, 1887, and the 30th June, 1888, and for other purpoees relating to the
Public Service," to which I humbly request Your Excellency's assent.

To this Bill the Royal Assent was signified in the following words
" In fier Majesty's name, Ris Excellency the Governor General, thanks Her

Loyal subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill."
After which Bis Excehency was pleased to deliver the following Speech to both

Houses:-
Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
In relieving you from further attendance in Parliament, I desire to convey to you

my appreciation of the diligence and earnestness which you have shown in the per-
formance of your important duties.

I thank you in the Queen's name for the cordial and affectionate congratulations
you have offered to Her Majesty on the completion -of the Fiftieth annivereary of
Her happy reign.

I have taken care to transmit your loyal Address to be laid at the foot of the
Throne.

The readjustment of the Tariff, for the purpose of further developing our home
industries, upon principles which have been received with such marked acceptance
by the people of Canada, will, it is confidently expected, in an especial manner
encourage the working of our vast mines of iron and coal, and promote the production
within our own country of all the more important iron manufactures.

The establishment of a Department of Trade and Commerce under the super-
vision of a responsible Minister, and the measures you have passed for the better
organization of other Departments of Government, will, I trust, tend to aid in the
extension of our home and foreign trade, as well as to impi ove the efficiency of the
Public 'ervice.

The numerous Acts, relating to railway and other industrial enterprises, to which
I have given Her Majesty's assent, indicate a steady growth in the national progress
of the Dominion, and your liberal appropriation for the construction of the Sault Ste.
Marie Canal ensures the completion of our great system of inland navigation at an
early period.

Our agricultural population will, I am sure, learu with much pleasure of the
provision you have made for the maintenance of the Experimental Farm in this
vicinity, and the establishment of auxiliary stations in the several Provinces.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :
In Ber Majesty's name I thank you for the provision you have made for the re-

quirements of the Public Service. I shal see that it is applied with all due regard to
economy.

Jionourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the Rouse of Commons:

I trust that under the blessing of Almigbty God the present promise of an abun-
dant harvest may be fully realized, and that when we meet again I shall be able to
cougratulate you on a still further increase in the general prosperity of the country.
Meanwhile, I bid you farewell.

Then the Ilonourable the Speaker of the Senate said:-

Bonourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
