An Act to legalize certain investments made by the Corporation
of the Township of Malahide.

HEREAS the corporation of the Township of Malahide, have by Fresmble:
petition represented that'they. have heretofore made a' certain in-
vestment of moncys apportiongd to them from the Upper® Ganada Mu-
nicipalities Fund, and acertain investment with the Port. Bruce Harbor
§ Company, and have prayed thut the said investments-bedeclared valid,
and it is expedient to grant their prayer; Thercfore Her Majesty, by
and with the advice and cousent of the Legislative Couneil and Assem-
bly of Canada, enacts as follows :—

2. The corporation of the Township of Mulaltide gay enforce the Ef‘;" vy
payment of any mortgage madé to the municipality or earporation of the surer
said Township, as sccurity for any such investment as aforesaid in any
Court of law or cquity, by action, suit or foreclosure, as the corporation
may dcem expedient ; and in case of foreclosurcof any such mortgage,
may hold the property mortgaged, and may sell, lesse, or otherwise dis-
pose of the same, and may convey the same in one lot or in several lots
or portions to any person or persons willing to purchase the same, and
may apply the rents or moneys arising from any such lease or sale in like
manner as if the said property were srch as the corporation is now by
faw cmpowered to acquire, hold and dispose of.

3. All proceedings taken before the passinig of this Act by the said Proceedings
corporation to forcclose & certain mortgage bearing date the third day Foaee Hubor
of December, one thousand eight hundred and fifty-eight, and made be- Company de-
tween the aforesaid Port Bruce Harbor Company, of the one part, and clsred valid.
the said corporation or municipality of the other part, securing the sum
of two thousand pounds, and all proceedings hercafter to be taken to
foreclose the same shall be as valid and effectual as if the said corpora-
tion had been authorized by kiw to make the investment with the said
Harbor Company ; and after the foreclosure of the said mortgage from
the said Harbor Company, the corporation of the said Townsltip may
hold, use, occupy and enjoy the lands, harbor piers, premises, and ten-
ements, comprised in the said mortgage with the appurtenances thereto
belonging, and levy and collect the ducs and harbor tolls now author-

40 ized by law 0 be collected thercat, as fully and freely as the said Har-
bor Company could have done, with all the rights, powers and privileges
theretofore existing in the said Harbor Company.
