WHEREAs it hath been represented unto Us, that there has existed durmcr
the last two hundred years, and does now exist in that part of Our Province of
Canada called Lower Canada, a Seminary established for the education and
instruction of youth, and l\nown by and under the corporate style and title of
“ Le Seminaire de Quebee;” that the said Seminary comprises a school of
divinity, and classes of instruction in science and htera’cure, at present frequ(,nted
by more than 400 pupils; that the said Corporation is amply endowed, being -
provided with abundant means for ¢ carrying out its objects without assistance =
from the Provincial Legislature; that it possesses  extensive and valuable
libraries, rich and cos’dy collections of all kinds of philosophical and- other
- apparatus requisite for assisting in imparting a know ledge of the sciences: =

And whereas humble application hath been made unto Us by the very Reverend
Louis Jacques Casault, Superior of the said Seminary, and the Reverend Antoine
Parant, Joseph Aubrv, John Holmes, Léon bmgras, Louis Guigras, Michel
