An A& to alter the Conditions and Regulations under
which Blubber and Train Oil of Newfoundland are
admitted to Entry. [4th Fuly 1815.]

‘ A IHEREAS it is expedient that the Conditions and Regulations

contained in an A&, paffed in the Forty.ninth Year of the

Reign of His prefent Majefty, intituled 47 A& for repealing the 49 G.8 c.9%
feveral Duties of Cufioms chargeable in Great Britain, and for granting other
Duties in lieu thereof, under which Blubber and Train O1l, the Produce of
Fifh or Creatures living in the Sea, taken and caught on the Banks and
Shores of Newfoundiand, and Parts adjacent, by His Majefty’s Subjets
carrying on fuch Fifhery from that Ifland, were to be admirted to Entry as
fuch, fhould be altered ; be it therefore enaited by the King’s moft
Excellent Majefty, by and with the Advice and Confent of the Lords
Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this prefent Parliament affem.
bled, and by the Authority of the fame, That from and after the Tenth Conditions
Day of Ofober One thoufand eight hundred and fifteen, before any Blubber under which
and Train Oil imported into Great Britain, as being taken and caught on g'“?b"éu‘“‘z-
the Banks and Shores of Newfoundland, and Parts adjacent, wholly by Newfornd.

‘Reign of His prefent Majefty on fuch Articles of Foreign Fifhing.
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
