that the same economy and wisdom of manage-
ment can be obtained in their conduct as is ob-
tained in the conduct of private enterprises.—
Profits sre equandered upon unimportant ap-
pendages and dependencies. Now, it must be
admitted that worldly associations never bave
been and never can be favorable to the advance-
ment of piety. If they ever are so, it is ‘only
incidentally ; hence, they are to be entered into
very sparingly when they are unavoidably.—
What is wholesome for medicine may be dele-
terious for food. Fires on the earth warm, but
in the bosom, alas! they burn. No one can
flatter himself that he is an exception to this
rule: ‘Evil communication corrupt good man-
ners.” To bring ourselves to seek for pleasure
in this world, is to be enslaved by it, and to be
deprived of our power to lift it up. We must
have a position above and independent of the
world, if we would raise it higher. The theory
of saving the wicked by becoming like them,
conforming io temper and manner to their re.
quirements, is an old device of the devil. It is
the friction of iron upon iren which makes the
wheels of the locomotive drive ; shall we, there-
fore, notch the iron to make more friction ?—
Such is the reasoning of those who inculcate
and countenance worldly plessures as means of
morsl growth.

We are far from advising retirement from
the active world for the attainment of Christian
perfection. Oae of the worst forms of pride
is nourished by voluntary humility, by self-
imposed burdens. No man can crush or starve
the selfishness of Lis heart by any srtificial pro-
cesses. Far from leaving the world, the special
call of the Christian is to remain io it, aud to
subdue it. He is its salt. His pereoral influ.
ence is to work in it, until, as a whole lump, it
is leavered by piety. But evidently he is in
the world, so long, at least, as it is sinful, as an
opposing force; he habitually antagonizes it,
and through antsgonism conquers it, by assimi-
lating it to him, not by assimilating, himself to
it. The power of the salt is in retaining its
character as salt, and as such operating upon
the mass. Without its saltness, it is only as
other heaps.of refuse dirt, to be cast away and
trodden down as useless. Do good people un-
derstand this ? It is not a Christian’s talents,
or anythiog which he may bave inherited or
acquired, which renders him efficient in saving
the world ; but only as what he is, and has, is
Christian—possesses distinctively the spirit of
Christ, separating him from the wicked world,
is he useful. Precisely as a man is a medium
of the divine life, is he powerful to save a dead
world. Let bim lose this, and he merges him-
self at onoe into the wcrld, and is himself lost
in its moral inertia.

Religious people, in their falee zeal or want
of coursge, may devise very nice plans for
saving the world by popularising the cross ; but
all such contrivances will utterly fail, if they in-
volve a compromise of spiritual and moral dis-
cipline. Such efforts at hasty evangelization al-
ways complicate the work, and leave more evil
to be undone, because of the side questions
which arise, than if nothing had been attempt-
ed. We need have no fear of the issue “if the
Church will keep herself unspotted from the
world. God can bless goodness, and magnify
it indefinitely for the work of saving the race.—
He can lift a little devout life from the obscu-
rity of the domestic circle, where it shall shine
with perpetually widening brightness and useful-
ness. The trouble with us is, we are anxious
about God’s work, not enough about own. He
that striveth for the mastery—whether over
himself or over others—is temperate in the use
of all things in this world.—N. Y. Methodist.

Mr. Carlyle has found himself more and more
in direct antagonism with the practice of the
day. While he and his .followers have been
preaching transcendentalism, the world has been
acting more and more upon utilitarisn prineiples.
While he has been advocating Toryism, the
world bas been acoepting Liberalism. The more
he and his followers have preached idealism, the
faster has an exactly opposite school risen.

Much to soothe man’s
sorrow, much to increase his joys, has been
wrought even within Mr. Carlyle’s own memory.

“ Bince the first Reform bill passed, Eogland
may be almost said to be another and a better
land. We are no optimists. We know too weli,
by the very condition of things, that life must
bave its shadows as well as its sunshine.

Museums, reading-rooms, mechanics’ institutes,
and hospitals have been built for the poor. Gar-
dens are thrown open to the public. New schools
are daily being opened, and lectures given. The
material requirements and pleasures of life are
cheaper and better than they ever have been.
The poor are better clothed and better fed than
at apny other period of our English history.
Science, t0o, hss wrought no less benefits than
trade.

“If Mr. Cariyle will see only the shadow, we
cannc: help it. We ourselves prefer to look at
the substance. As for Mr. Carlyle’s remedies,
they have already been tried. There was a day
when both black and white men were slaves.
The experiment, however, of feudalism is over.
No retarn to it is now possible, In vain Mr.
Carlyle may preach bis hemilies. It is neither
in his nor in any man’s power to reverse the pre-
sent order of things. He might have done much
good, but, instead, he has preferred to do what
little harm was possible. He bas made, as we
bave said, some mark on the litersture of the
day, but none on the real work of the age. He
bas sat still in his study and cursed progress,
while others have borne the heat and burden of
the day.”

Home Joys—Home Religion.
BY REV. THEO. L. CUYLER,

This is the season of the year for the cultiva-
tion of home religion. The evenings make up
nearly one-balf of our waking hours ; and the
question, Where do you spend your evenings ?
is one that has a most vital bearing on the moral
welfare of the young. The best counter attrac-
tion to vicious haunts of evening discipation is
s cheerful, happy home. If all wives practised
on this precept, there would be fewer husbands
driven off to the club-roem or the card-table for
evening entertainment. If all parents practised
on it, there would be less young men seen in the
bar-rooms, the billiard saloons, and the theatres.
‘Would that many sn orthodox church member,
who prays fervently and gives liberally for mis-
sions, would also remember that there is such a
thing as a religion of the fireside !

Every day there is a new meaning to me in
the simpie old line, “ There’s no place like home;”
and outside my paulpit there is no place on earth
quite so dear to me as the eight or ten feet that
encircle the blasing fire in my eitting-rocm. 1
am a firm believer in the moral and spiritual in-
fluence of an open fire. To make home attrac-
tive, there must be somewhere in the house a
common family rendesvous ; and that ought to
present some more radiant attraction than a
black hole in the floor, through which hot air
pours up from a subterraneous furnace. Men
will fight for their altars and their fireside ; but
what orator ever evoked a burst of patriotism in
behalf of steampipes and registers ? I never
cease to be thankful that I was brought up be-
side the hickory fire of & rural farm-housse. In
the words of  Whittier’s finest American idyl :

* We plied with care our mighty stack
Of wood against the chimne k,
And filled between with curious art
The ragged brush ; then hovering near
We watched the first red blaze appear,
Heard the sharp crackle, caught the glcam
Of white-washed wall and sagging beam,
Until the old rude-furnished room
Burst, flower-like, into a rosy bloom.”

I urge my congregation to devote a few extra
dollars every year to the maintenance of an open
fire. No investment pays better in domestic
epjoymemt. It may almost be accounted s
“ means of grace” to the young people. How
much more impressive and attractive is family
worship wheu the household all gatber in s cir-
cle around a glowing fire. Robert Burns thus
paints bis immortal picture of Scotch family
worship :
“ They round the ingle form a cirele wide.”

Burns also makes his pious cottagers “ chant
their artless notes ; ” and we confess to a great
partiality for singing at public worship. It aids
devotion, and makes the service more attractive
It also interests them more
deeply to that important service if they are-al-
lowed to join in reading the chapter from the
Bible. Suppose little Benny or Minnie do mis-
call the words sometiflies, or make ludicrous
bavoo with the proper Bames, that is far better
than to bave them fall asieep, or be gazing out
of the window, or watching pussy’s antics on the
rug. B!

These were, 1st. The brass
Rhodes, one hundred and twenty feet high, built
by Cares A.D. 288, ocoupying twelve years in
making. It stood across the harbor of Rhodes
sixty-six years, and was then thrown down by
an earthquake. It was bought by a'Jew, from
the Saracans, who loaded nine hundred camels
with the brass.

2d. The Pyramids of Egypt. The largest one
engaged three hundred and sixty thousand work-
men thirty years in building, and has stood at
least three thousand years.

3d. The Aqueducts of Rome, invented by
Appius Claudius, the censor.

4th. The Labyrinth of Psammeticus, on the
banks of the Nile, containing within in one
continued wall one thousand houses and twelve
royal palaces, sll-covered with marble, and hav-
ing only one entrance. The building was said
to contain three thousand chambers, and a hall
built of marble, adorned with the statues of the
gods.

5th. The Phares of Alexandria, a tower built
by order of Ptolemy Philadelphus, in the year
282 B. C. It was erected as a' lighthoute, and
contained magnificent galleries of marble—a
large lantern at the top, the light of which was
seen nearly a hundred miles off ; mirrors of enor-
mous size were fixed round the galleries, re-
flecting everything on the sea. A common tower
is now erected in its place.

6th. The walls of Babylon, built by order of
Semiramis, or Nebuchadnezzar, and finished in
one year, by two hundred thousend men. They
were of immense thickness.

7th. The Temple of Dians at Ephesus, com-
pleted in the reign of Bervius, 6th king of Rome.
It was four hundred and fifty feet long, and sup-
ported by one hundred and twenty-six marble
pillars, seventy feet high. The beams and doors
were of cedar, the rest of the timber of eyprus.
It was destroyed by fire, B. C. 365,

1. Commence your termon with a brief, point
ed statement. A long, involved, blind sentence
at the outset fails to take the attention, discou-
rages effort on the part of the hearers to follow
the speaker, leads them to prepare at once
for & prosy and sleepy discourse; whereas, if it
be introdaced by a plain but striking thought,
that can be easily eeized, the mind will be set
in motion and more easily kept in the track.
2. Begin with your ordinary tone—neither
below nor above it. If you pitch your voice on
a key too low, the people can not hear the first
sentence, and that will disturb them; if too
high, you will fiod yourself spesking to the
steeple throughout the discourse. You will be
painfully conscious of failure, exhausted at the
close, and chagrined on account of your folly;
whereas, if you begin to speak in_your ordi-
nary tone, you can rise of [all afterward ac-
cording to the varied sentiments of discourse,
and the size of the room and congregation. All
will be natural, easy, impressive.
3. Don’t address yourself to those who are
vacant, sluggish, indifferent. You may, some.
times, throw your voice into a deaf ear, and
awaken the slumbering soul within. You may
look keenly into a vacant eye and elicit a respon-
sive sparkle of intelligence ; but if you allow
your eye continually to fall upon a persistent
sleeper, or one who evidently does not think of
what you are saying, you will find yourself
either labouring violently to get your thoughts
into their dull heads, or else in despair conclude
that your dullness and want of adaptation occs-
sious the indiffsrence of your hearers. Belect a
few pews which you see turning toward you as
if already glowing with interest in the theme.
Speak to those responsive eyes, those open ears,
those thirsting souls. Forget all beside. Feel
the magnetism of emotion. Throw yourself
into the stream of sympathy, and you shall find
at the_elose that you have reached the hearts of
the people, done good, and preach¢d with real
satisfaction to yourself.

4. Don't preach in & tight coliar. It will make
you uneasy ; you will twist and pull at it, almost
unconsciously while speaking, thus distracting
your own mind, interfering with proper action
and diverting the thoughts of the audience.
Moreover when you kindle with the subject and
the blood flows more rapidly, you will experi-
ence pressure and headache, rendering the Sab-
batn anything but a delight:*

8. Don’t preach with your coat battoned.
Nothing that looks like preparation for oratory,
like assumed dignity, like being wrapped in self,
will be accepted. The preacher must have the
air of generous abandonment, of wacceszibility
He must bend to his hearers with open arms
and beart.  On this account * gown and bande’
are objectionable. Perhaps some men can preach
better in them. They may conceal the awkward
angles of a clerical Polyphemus, and give appa-
rent dignity to those who find not adequate dig-
nity in their office and the theme.

Rarely has the removal of one so youthful cast
such a gloom over an entire community ; for by
amiable and affectionate  disposition combined
with gentleness and unselfishness of spirit, Mise
Gibson hed won the esteem of all witbin the
cirele of her acquaintance.

The title is synonymous with * Methodist
Chivalry.” Individually the character is most
interesting, but Listorically it is of much wore
importance, for the historians of Methodism
vindicate its mission in America chiefly by the
fact of its * Itinerancy,” its ** Circuit System.”
The denomination, they tell ue, began in this
country when the Revolution was begioning ; it
fought its first battles contemporaneously with
the Revolutionary battles, and it was constitu-
tionally organized just before the organization
of the Republic by the Federal Constitution.
The Revolution opened the whole continent for
the iogress of populstion. No I>rotestant prelate
had hithertd lived upon the continent ; it now
presented not merely a chuich without abishop,
and a state without a king, but a state territo-
rially larger then any other in the civilized world
without an ecclesiastical establishment. The
State separated from the Church, enfranchising
it by divorcing it. Religiom was to expest no
more legel supsort, except tem porarily in a few
localities whers the old system might linger in
expiring. The novel example was contrary to
the traditional training of sll Christian states,
{and might well excite the aniety of Christian
thinkers for the moral fate of the New World.
How were Christian education, churchee, and
pastors to be provided for this boundless terri-
tory and its multiplying millions of souls ? If
the * voluntary principle” were as legitimate as

{ tions of the new country, were about to pour into
and overspread its immense regions; armies
far surpassing the northern hordes, whose surg-
|ing migretions swept awsy the Roman Empire,
and with which was to be transi‘erred to the
New World mueh of the worst barbarism of
the Old ?
Evidertly the usual provision of stated pas-
tors, with long preparatory training could not
meet the religious necessities of the country.
Methodism evtered the great arens at the emer-
gent moment. It was to be literally the founder
of the Church in several of the most important
new States, individually as large as some leading
kingdoms of the Old World. It was to become
at last the dominant popular faith of the coun-
try, with its standard planted in every city, iown,
and almost every villege of the land. Moving
in the van of emigration, it was to supply, with
tke ministrations of religion, the frontiers from
the Canadas to the Gulf of Mexico, from Puget's
Sound to the gulf of Californis. It was to do
this indispensable work by means peculiar to it-
self ; by districting the land into circuits whieh,
from one hundred to five hundred miles in ex-
tent, could each be statedly supplied with reli-
gious instruction by but one or two travelling
evangelists, who, preaching daily, could thus
have chiarge of parishes comprizing hundreds of
miles and tens of thousands of souls. It was to
raise up, without delay for preparatory tr:ining,
and thrust out upon these circuits thousands of
such itinerants, tens of thousands of lpcel or iay
preachers and exhartérs, as auxiliary and unpaid
labourers, with many thousands of class-leaders
who could maintain pastoral- supervision over
the icfant s cieties in the abserce of the itinerant
preachers, the lstter not having time to delsy in
any locality for much else than the public ser.
vices of the pulpit. Over all these circuits it was
to maintain the watchful jurisdiction of traveling
presiding elders, and over the whole system the
superintendence of traveling bishops, to whom
the entire nation waa to be a common diocese.
It was to govern the whole field by quarterly
Conferences for each cireuit, Annual Cooferences
for groups of Circuita, Quadrennial Conterences
for all the Anuual Conferencee. It was to preach
night and day, in churches where it could com-
mand them, in private houses, echool-houses,
court-houses, barns, in the fields, on the high-
wsys. It was to succeed, until one of the best
authorities in the statwstics of the country, him-
self of another denomination (Dr. Baird), was
at- last to * recognize in the Methodist economy,
as well as in the zeal, the devoted piety, and the
efficiency of its ministry, cne of the most pow-
erful elements in the religious brolparily of the
United States, as well as oue of the firmest pil-
lars of their civil and political institutions.” The
historian of the Republic (Bancroft) records
that it hes welcomed the Methodist itinerants
“as the pioneers of religion ;"' that ¢ the
breath of liberty bas wafted their messages to
the masses of the people ; encouraged them to
collect the white and negro, slave and master,
in the greenwood, for counsel on divine love
and the full zssurance of grace; and carried
their consolation, and songs and prayers to the
furthest cabins in the wilderness”

We have said that individually the cireuit
preacher is & most interesting character. He is
the impersonation of religious romance and min-
isterial chivalry in Methodist history—the most
apirit-stirring of ecclesiastical annals. Most of
the early Methodist bishops and itinerants re-
mained unmerried througb life, that they might
give themselves with entire devotion to their
travels and labours. ibey bad no homes but
the homes of their people, among whom they
were ever welcome, not only as pastors but as
the most companionable of mep, abcunding in
apecdotes o their own strange adventures, ir
news of the brethren and churches of their fac-,
resching cirenits, sid particularly, jn barmless |
humour ; for their acquaintance with the world,
their contact with all classes of men, gave them
s facility, a boahomie, en aptness for repartee
which became quite generally charactleristic of
them as & olees, not withstanding their religious
earnestness. They heve been pronounced the
best bumourists of our Revolationary period. | t
They were mighty workers ;

Fire-crackers were often
thrown upon him ic the pulpit, and while he
was upon his knees praying; but he would
shut his eyes, thet he might not be distracted
by menaces, and preach aad pray on with over-
whelming power, a habit «hich, it is said, last-
ed through his life. His voice was as a trumpet,
and no man of the Southwest proclaimed the
Gospel with greatest energy.
the newest settlements on the Tombigbee, Ala-
bama, where he was beset with Indian perils.
For three years he ranged there over a vast

for no obstructions of flood or weather. When
his horse could not go on he shouldered his
saddle-bags and pressed forward oo foot.

Nolley made his way at last quite into the in-
terior of Louisiana, and there, after wading one
day a flooded stream. he fell exbausted to the
eerth io the heart of a forest. He crept to'the
shelter of some favorable trees, got upof his
knees, prayed, and, lying down to die, composed
his limbs, closed his eyes, and was found the
néxt day by a traveller, who bors him away and
had him buried. His knees were maddy, and
their prints upon tfe ground showed that he had
been praying in thia last rcene of his heroic life;

The circuit preacher has disappeared, almost,
from our Atlantie regions, but he is still abroad
in the Vailey of the Mississippi and on the Paci-
fie coast, doing brave batie for his Church.

The Effects of Tobacco.

Dr. Dixon, editor of the Scalpel, has very

“ What, then,” he asks, ** is tobacco P Why,
simply, & narcotic—tirat, is (see the dictionary)
‘a stupifier—a deadener of mervous and muscu-
lar enmergy! If acy man disputes this, and
asserts that he finds himself more capable of jn-
tellectual or muscular effort when he bas a quid
in his mouth, we coogratulate him on his im-
proved astuteness. We wmay betray our own
want of the precious intellectual quickener, but
we will venturs the question: How much did
it sharpen your logic chopper when you took
the first quid ? And how majesticaily did you
stand on your legs when you first felt its full
effect? . . ,

* Our remarks apply in a much more forcible
manner to smoking than to chewing. Some
people are 0 silly as to suppose, becsnse they
do not spit while smoking, that no harm can
ensue ; but they should remember that the oil
of tobacco, which contains the deadly nicotine
(equally deadly and almost as rapid in its action
as sirychnine), is volatilized, and circulates with
the emoke through the delicate lining membrane
of the mouth at each whiff of the cigar, and is
absorbed by the extensive continuation of this
membrane Lbat lines the nostrils, and acts upon
the whole body. The smoke of tobacco is in-
deed much more rapid in its stupefying effect,
as every professed smoker knows. It is usually
called * goothing’ by its votaries ; but this is, of
courae, o.nly the first stage of stupefaction ; it

Many bridges, wharves, storeboutes, avd quanti-
ties of merchandize were swept away. A Suip
of about 8000 tons, laden with deals, is reported
ashore neasr Egmont Bay. The destruction of
vesgels and property was greatest on the North
ohore of the Island.—St. Jokn Telegraph.

The Charlottetown, (P. E.I1.) Herald pro-
pounces the exhibition of sgriculture and locsl
industry, which was opened in that city on the
7th, one of the most impcrtant that bas ever

- taken place in the colony. In eddition to the
products of the soil, stock, dc, the display of
textile fabrics, manufactured cloth, furniture,
farming implements, &ec., are large beycdnd ex-
pectation.

The steamer Heather Belle does not seem to
give satisfaction to the mercantile and travelling
inteests of Prince Edward’s Island. The He-
rald protests sgsinst the employmerit of such.s
cockle-sh=1l on the Guilf at this season of the
year. The Editor says:—** 8he is altogether
too smal} snd too fragile for the services required
of her, and, as 8 consequence, commercial men
and others are put to great inconvenience and
‘oss from the non-receipt in time of their letters,
I' is only by crawling along shore, too, as ske
has been doing for the past two or three week
that she escapes the catastrophe of being engulf-
ed with a!l on board. This is a subject which
should receive the attention of the Government
and the Legislature st the earliest possible mo-
ment.”

The Ezprees correspondent at Ottowa gives
the fo lowing :—* There is evidently a disposi-
tien on the part of she Government to show no
hostility to §on Bcotia. A telegram from this
place to the Toronto Leader and Montreal Ga-
zetle, says Dr. Tupper left on the Tth inst. for
Quebec. Thnere is no truth whatever in the re-
port that he is iikely to take Archibald’s place
inthe Government. The resignation of the
jatter, I have reason to helieve, was sent in im-
mediately upon hs defeat at the polls, but hes
not yet been acoepted. So far es Dr. Tupper is
concerned, the most kindly feeling still subsists
between him aod the Government, but it would
pot be considered at all wise, or a politic thing
to place bim in office in direct oppusitior. tv the
expressed wishes of the people of bis own Pro-
vince. The Government has no dee’ « to take
any steps which could be regerded as e deolara-
tion of hostility to Nova Scotia.

The Times of yesterday, in an article on the
result of the elections in Nova Scotia, says it
does not follow that the Privy Council is to bend
to the requirements of one Province and disre-
gard the wishes of the others. The power of
the msjority must still be recognized, and if by
any possible means the sentiments of the here-
tofore minority can be made to harmonize, then

A Florencs despatch of the 6th says :—De-
putations sre erriving here and memon'nh are
pouring in from all the cities of the klngdom
demeanding that Rome be made the capital of
Italy. The press throughout the country are
urging eubscriptions and raising money for the
Garibaldi volunteers that have been wounded in
the fights that have cccurred in Viterbo.

It is reported that Nopoleon has informed the
Italian Government that they may occupy the
Roman territory with its troeps, but they must
not enter the city of Rome.

Volunteers are invading Roman territory on all
sides. Yesterday detachments of troops were
out from Rome to meet the invaders in Frasi-
none, a province lying south-east of the city ; a
fight took place between them and the Garibal-
dians near the frontier. The Papal trcops were
sgain defeated end compelled to fall back on
Rome. A report is current that Prussia received
with favor the appes! of the Italian Government
to Europesn Powers against the treaty of Sep-
tember, and will eupport the demands of lualy
in regard to Rome.

How to Burn Coal.

Nine out of ten who attempt to burn coal ina
stove, waste about as much cosl as is necessary
to be consumed for the obtaining of all the heat
desirable. Observe the following simple rules,
suggested by a contemporary, and few who adopt
the burning of coal will return to wood fires.
We will suppose the stove to be cleared out :

First, to make a coal fire—put in a double
bandful of shavirgs, or use kindling wood
instead. . Fill the earthen cavity, (if the stove
bas one) nearly full of ‘chunks of dry wood, say
four or five inches in length. On the top put
sbout a dosen lumps of egg coal. In ten mi-
nutes add sbout twenty umps more of coal. As
soon as the wood bas burned out, fill the cavity
balf or two-thirds full of coal. The fire will be
a good one. The coal will, by these directions,
become thoroughly ignited.

Second—Never fill a stove more than half or

two-thirds full of coal, even in the coldest wea-
ther.
Third— When the fire is low, never shake the
grate or disturb the ashes ; but sdd from ten to
fifteen smell lumps of coal, and set the draft
open. When these are heated through, snd
somewhat ignited, add the amount necessary
for new fire, but do not disiurb the erhes yet
Let the draft be open half an hour. Now shake
out the ashes. The coal will be thoroughly
ignited, and will keep the stove at a high heat
from six to twelve hours according to the cold-
pess of the weather.

Fourth—For very cold weather.  After the
fire is made, according to rules first and third,
add every hour twelve or twenty lumps of coal.
You will fiad that the ashes made each hour will
be in about that rate.—Albany Argus.

Stones on Land.

It is an error to suppose that stones should
be entirely removed from land which is under
cultivation. The stones, which would be in the
way of the scythe while mowing, of course
should be removed, but all the smaller ones
should remain ; and if wholly or partially em-
bedded in the soil, they preserve the moisture
during a drought, and thus serve materislly to
increase the crop. The following article, from
the Gentleman's Magazine, published in 1773,
is to that point:

“It has fbeen loug known to experienced
farmers, that taking away very small stones and
flints, is detrimental to ploughed lands in gene-
ral; but more particularly so to thin, light
lands, and all lands of & binding nature. It
was, however, never imagined that the damage
could be so great, as it is now found to be, since
unusua! quantities of flints and other stones
bave been repeatedly gathered for the use of
tusnpike and other roads. In the parish of
Stearsage, in Hertfordshire, there is s field
known by the name of Calkdell field, containing
about two hundred sores ; the land in this field
was formerly equal, if not saperior, to most
lands in that county, but lying convenient for
the surveyors of the roads, they have picked it
80 often, and stripped it of the flint and emall
stones to such a degree, that it is now inferior
to lands that were formerly reckoned not to be
much over half its value, acre for acre. Nor is it
Calkdell field alone that has materially suffer-
ed in that county by the above mentioned prac-
tice, several thousand acres bordering on the
turnpike roads from Wellwyn to Baldock, have
been so much impoverished, that the loss to the
inberitance forever must be computed at a great
msny thousand pounds.

What puts it beyond & doubt that the prodi-
gious impoverishment of the Jand is owing to no
other cause but picking and earryiog away the
stones, is, that those lands have generally been
most impoverished which have been most often
picked ; nay, I know a field, part of which was
picked, and the other part ploughed up before
they had time to pick it, where the parts that
was picked lost seven or eight parts io ten, of
two succeeding crops ; sud though the whole
field was mauured and managed in all respects
alike, yot the impoverishment was visible where
the stones had been picked off, and extended not
an inch farther ; an incontestible proof of the
benefit of the stones.”

Horses.

There are no animals, that with plenty to eat
will bear the cold so well as horses. * Weather-
ing ” stunts colts shockingly. We hsve no
doubt of the truth of the statement, that farmers
in Vermont frequently winter their horses in the
open meadows with barely a sbed to run under,
giving them a little Lay or straw only durirg
ice storms, when they cannot paw down through
a foot or two of snow and get at the grass end
clover aftermath, which was left for them. They
are said to ggow fat upon sach treatment. No-
thing is worse for horses than too much blan-
keting and tender care. Keep them clean, they
ean’t be too well groomed—but let them bave
fresh air, und cold air, plenty of it, but vot in
draughts through windows, fluor cracks, etc.
W hen they are sweaty, rub them and blanke:
them uotil dry, and for an hour or two after
they ,are cool. After grooming, a linen cover
may be put on to keep the coat down.

CoLTs ought to be accustomed tv being han
dled very young, and may be kept in stails 01
loose boxes. Never use the whip, but try the
efficacy of a little sugar instead. Ii will pay at
even 16¢c. per poand. Awnyyoung horse is much
easier coaxed than wuipped, a'.d punishment is
revely necessary.

BEEVES should be pushed forward in fatten-
ing as fast ss possible.
