M ASSACHUSETTS INSURANCE DEPARTMENT.-
The Report of the Insurance Commissioners of
this State shows a very favorable result of the
operation of the fire msurance companiés for
zf: year 1867, by which it seems that in
that year the ratio of losses to preminms
were 43.6 per cent, whilst the average of
the previous ten years Was 63.1 per cent.,
or 20 per c¢ent. more, making the past year
the most flourishing of the last decade. The
report states that the rate of fire Josses in
the Massachusetts joint stock companies during
1867 was $4.03 on each $1,000 at risk against
£7.86 in 1866, and an average of $6.03 for the
last ten years. Only two out of the last ten
vears (1&6'8 and 1863) have shown a lower rate.
The ratio of Josses paid to premiums received
indicates the same f’n\'nrahk result, being 43.6
