No power in
Jdhe world would be able to assemble
such a fleet of first-class battleships,
Lord Tweedmouth declared, and he
could almost say that a combination
c! all the powers of the world would
not be able to put an equal squadron
<n the sea.

For the eleven months of the current

Imports tolalled $328,321,453, a gain_ of

DIFFICULTIES TO BE OVERCOME.

First and|foremost in the production
of a first-class cheese, js the raw ma-
lerial; we must have a Detter quality
of milk, as all depends upon the flavor
of the cheese for its true value. - The
milk producer must make lmpmvemenh
in the quality of our dairy products is
t« be of the finest. A poor flaver is
always to be traced back to the patrons
¢l factories. Although people often
send very inferior quality of milk to
the lactories, they expect the maker to
If the
maker is foolish enough "to accept such
milk’ he is blamed for everything.

Sccond to flavor comes the texture,
for which we can hold the producer
responsible 12 a grealer extent, especi-
ally if his milk is over ripe. This over-
ripening is due to the faulty methed of
caring and handling of the milk. We
cannot hold the patron responsible
alone, however. The maker comes into
the game. We cannot hope for any great
improvement until we have makers
who have the backbone to return bad
flavored, over ripe, or any milk -that
is not suitable to make the most and
the best article out of. Many makers
have not the courage to return bad
milk. Some will not for fear of vex-
ing their patrons so that they may lcave
lhem and go to a neighboring factory
that is wailing with open arms to re-
ceive them.

Fortunately, defects in milk are not
general, they are nearly always oon-
fined to 8 few patrons. The evil cffects

"tlx2 whole, however. “One or two. defec-

1live cans of milk in a vat of about 5,-
000 pounds will conlam:nat> the whole
Wt The quantity will be reduced to
the extent of from 5 to 15 pounds in
1,000 or about 25 to 65 pounds on the
whole vat. The resuitant infericr qua-
lily may amount lo from % to 2 cents
a pound. - (Allowing 11 cents to be the
price of cheese, the total reduction (tak-
ing 10 pounds cheese a 100 pounds
of milk) would Le $9.63, striking an av-
erage on both price and nunber of
pounds lost. In—taking in such milk,
therefore,” a loss of about 3 times a
maker’s salary is incurred. Despite th's
fact, the majority 'of offenders refuse
fo do any beller.

If the maker wishes to run the risk
of manufacturing th:s sort of raw ma-
terial; and the buyer will accept the
inferior product, it would be a step for-
ward if we could place a penalty up-
< the maker for accepting such milk
We should hold the patron responsible
fcr bad flavor and the maker for bad
texture. Many mek rs depend nrearly
altogethor upon the ins: ecxlors to keep
their patrons in line. This is all very
well, but it is just 35 much energy cx-
pended for nothing., If the makers will

" FARM NOTES.

The fast changing into winler and
all-the-year dairying must avoid all un-
nevessary shrinkage of the milk yield.
Abundant™ood, a go>d stable, and pro-
tection from chilly winds and beating
storms will: prevent shrinkage of milk,
and often show absolute gain in yield.
It is not luck that counts, but deliber-
ate, calculating judgment.

It is to be remembered that if nit-
rcgen be applied in the form of am-
manure, cottonseed meal or other or-
monia, dried blood, fish scraps, stabl
ganic form, it must first’ be converted
into nilrate before the plant can use
it and this is not done until the soil
becomes warm, and then this action
goes on all thmugh the séason il au-
tumn, and has the same effect as if
nitrate of soda were sowed every day,
the plants being kept ‘n vigirous growth
without giving the fruit any chance to
ripen or wood to mature.

DOCTOR'S LIFE SPAN.

Diseases to Which They are Especihlly
Liable—The Narcotic Habit.

Doctors as a class are more subject
to illness than their fellow men and
iheir expeclancy of life is less than
that of most, says the British Medical
Jecurnal. An explanation of this is
readily found in the anxieties caused
by responsibilities which must weigh
Leavy on every man of right feeling;
m the amount and trying nature of the
work the doctor has to do; in irregular-
ity of meals and broken sleep; in eox-

sure bo weather and to infeclion; and
ast bul not least, in thé scanty re-
munerat‘on which his labor too often
brings him.

The combined influence of all these
causes is suflicient to undermine the
‘strongest- consfitution long before a
man has reached the limit of three-

re and ten. A comparison of tables
compiled by statisticians in different
oountrles gives doctors an average of
57 years at death.

Doctors as a class are especially li-
atle fo certain diceases. Seiting aside
affections due to exposure and infection,
the practice of medicine levies a dispro-
porticnale tribute from its professors
in the form of discases of the cardio-
vescular and nervous systems. Angina
pectoris has been called the “doctor's
disease”; neurasthenia deserves to be
ranked in the same category, and se-
verer forms of neurosis are, as might
be expected, common among men whose
urofession compels them to live at the
‘highest tension both of brain and nerve
force,

It is scarcely to be wondered at,
therefore, that the narcotic habit is 0
common among doctors. Aller all,
what shoriens the doclor's life is over-
woerk, mental and bodily strain mani-
festing itself at the point of least re-
sistance. :
