CROSSING THE ATLANTIC
e
Daring Smail Boat Voyages
HEN it became known that the

German submarine Deuischland
had crossed the Atlantic and arrived iy

. America in safety, admiration was ex-

pressed on all sides at the daring of the
crew. We in Britain were sorry the sub-
marine had escaped our fleet, but we were

- gportsmen enough to praise the deed of

the Deutschland, and to hope that on the
return voyage, if it ever takes place, our
Navy will be lucky enough to catch'the
submarine. )

But, daring though this undertaking
certainly was, there have been other trips
across the Atlanticof a much more risky
nature, requiring greater nerve and skill

_These were the voyages taken by the

‘daring, if foolhardy, " loners,” as they
were called—men who crossed the Atlan-
tic in open cockle-shell boats.

One ‘of these was Alfred Johnston, a
fisherman, who crossed the Atlantic in a
17-foot boat. It took him sixty-five days

~ t0 do ‘the feat, and forty of these days

were burned into his very soul. ©° When a
thousand miles out at sea he encountered
a terrific gale, which capsized his boat.
He managed to keep himself afloat with a
life-preserver of his own .invention, and
then attempted the herculean task of
righting his boat.

For hours he striggled in the cold sea,
buffetted hither and thither by the green
waters. Now he was washed towards his
up-turned skiff, now he was torn away
from it. At last he was able to cling to
it. Then, fighting desperately for life, he
seemed to become possessed of a giant’s
strength. He accomplished the seemingly
impossible. In some way or other John-
ston righted the boat and crawled into
her.

On the same voyage he was knocked
overboard by the sudden swing of the
boom into waters filled with sharks,
Armed only with a clasp knife he warded
off two of these sea-leopards, while he
again clambered over the stern. When
he reached port he was suffering from
scurvy, starved, and in danger of being
a gibbering maniac.

One of the most daring to undertake
this voyage in an open boat was Captain
Wm. A. Andrews, of Boston. A dozen
times he endured sufferings which would
have sent an ordinary man mad. He
faced dangers where he had only one
chance in a thousand, but through them
all he bore a charmed life.

In the end, however, he went too far,
and he and his bride were claimed by the
sea. He advertised for a woman willing
to marry him and take a honeymoon trip
across the Atlantic in a 12-foot skiff. He
received many offers, and finally accepted
a girl scarcely out of her teens, -and mar-
ried her.

The craft was scarcely larger than a
row-boat. The cockpit was just large
enough for two to sit in it. .~There could
be no stretching of weary :limbs on this
excursion. He and his bride were warned
that this time he was going too far, that
even with the best of luck such a voyage
was an impossibility.

But the two were full of confidence.
“I have done it once,” declared Andrews.
“Icando it again.” The two sailed in
October. Crowds remained on the har-
bour straining their eyes to catch a last
glimpse of the newly-married couple off
on their remarkable honeymoon. At last
the little boat was lost from sight. It was
never again seen, and a year later Cap-
tain Andrews and his wife were declared
legally dead, How the end came nobody
ever knew. ; ; s

Captain Andrews has left behind him
records of his early voyages, and some

Three times I was driven off my course,
off the Georges Bank, to the vicinity of
Cape Cod, and once, by adverse circum-
stances, to Nantucket Shoals. Four times
I faced these reverses, apd now I find my-
self in the middle of the ocean.

Lhave spoken twenty-three ships of
different descriptions, Many of them
furnished me with water and lanterns. I
found them all generons. But many days
have passed without sight of sail, and
then it has been like being in the Slough
of Despond. Even now’ there is nothing
about me in this boundless deep but
misty sky and breaking waves splashing
over boat and me. I get up at daylight,
and am often underway before sunrise.
Then it is sail, steer, and watch the com-
pass till dark.”

Captain Howard Blackburn, of Glou-
cester, was another who undertook this
trip. He was known as the “finless
fisherman,” because of the fact that all
but the stumps of his hands were broken
off. One woilld have thought that this
accident would have prevented him sail-
ing again. Not so, however, for soon
after he built = small-boat called the
Great Western, and in it he sailed from
his native port to America, He took
sixty-four days to do thls, and he suffered
terribly.

Two years later he crossed from Bos-
ton to Lisbon in thirty-nine days. When
over a thousand miles out at sea, he
wrote ;—

" While lying on the deck, with my
elbows on the rail, | was startled by the
noise of a shark, which came within a
foot or so of my face, It came out from
nuder the starboard quarter, turned on
its'side, and opened its mouth to swallow
the shadow of my head and shouldeu in
the water, but as it got nothing it swam
the entire length of the boat, its belly
rubbing against the side, crossed her
stern, and disappeared.

Saw a swordfish just astern coming
straight for the boat. Thinking he might
drive his sword through ‘heér, I threw a
coil of rope on top him, which made
him disappear. In 3 few minutes he re-
turnied with a dozen other swordfish fol-
fowing in the wake of the boat, Itis
getting so dark now I can’t see whether
any are following or not. How easily one
of them could send me to the bottom, as
they have only three-quarters of ‘an inch
plank to drive their powerful swords
through! :

Eleven p.m.—Very dark. Boat just
struck something. 1t made agreat splash,
sank, and I saw it no more.

SIMPLE PLEASURES

T is true that the visitor. to London,

looking at the mere surface of things,
still thinks ' that' there is'little outward
evidence that half the world is at war;
although'the true Londoner, who reads
his environment as a lover reads the face
of his mistress, is aware of many and pro-
found changés. ' But London, ‘being “the
headquarters of organizéd pleasure, is
necessarily also the centre of that feverish
unrest that is the inevitable accompani-
ment of a state of war; and being the
centre also to which the millions who are
on-service of various kinds return for their
brief snatch of concentrated holiday, the
actual business and machinery of pleasure
in some degree responds to the general
stimulus. But you must go to the coun-
try, and study the country life that really
-unhw‘ue lhln"

there is no change in ruraL England ex-
cept for the absence of young men from
the villages. And in the people’s working
lives the changes, although many, are not
obvious; here and there a munitions fac-
tory trembles and roars day and night in
what was a year ago some green and
peaceful solitude; here and there you
notice the unfamiliar figures of women at
a task that has been exclusively associated
with the work of men. But it is not in
their working hours so much as in their
spare hours that people feel and see the
change ; and most of all it is visible in the
character of their pleasures and recre-
atipns. _

Like so many other things, since the
dawn of machinery a century ago, pleas-
ure has been becoming ‘more and more
complicated. The people to whom motor-
cars were toys of 10 or 15 years ago have
long ceased to regard them as anything
but part of the machinery of their lives;
but within the last five years, with the ad-
vent of the cheap and efficient car, there
has been created an enormous middle-
class population to whom the possession
of a.car has been a kind of definite and
final goal which they have set themselves
to attain; and, having attained it, they
have surrendered themselves to it almost
to the exclusion of all other kinds off
amusement. __

Now the motor-car has perforce gone,
or is going, out of thousands of lives
which it for a period irradiated with its
somewhat baleful joys. Its surrender has
been in innumerable cases an act of very
real self-denial and patriotism ; but it has
left the bereaved ones face to face with
the problem how they are now to amuse
themselves—pleasure and amusement of
some kind being as essential to man as
his daily bread. And people are being

forced note by note back through the

scale of pleasure which they ascended
with chromatic rapidity ; and many of
them are not 3 little surprised to find in
the lower tones, now that they come to
dwell upon them, a pleasure which they
did not realize in the hasty flourish up-
wards to the high note of the motor-car.
Here the motor bicycle has been substitut-
ed for the motor-car ; there, at the aband-
onment of the motor bicycle, the push
bicycle has been taken out of its shed and
rubbed up and oiled ; everywhere the pony
trap is being raised from its low estate as
a parcel carrier to be a serious vehicle of
pleasure, Here and there people have
even digcovered that they have legs, and
can walk ; and that, primitive and clumsy
as the form of locomotion seems, thére
are satisfactions assocjated with it which
perhaps they had done less than justice to,
The whole process of outdoor pleasure
which had been so greatly accelerated is
being slowed down,

Of course it is strange at first and not
entirely agreeable. We have been
drowned in a kind of vortex of movement;
many senses and habitudes have become
numb through disuse; and their recovery,
like the return of blood through the veins
or-of breath to the lungs, is apt to be
painful. The motorist sees hills and
valleys, roads and rivers, crowds, herds of
cattle, villages, and houses; he cannot
really see much more. A pedestrian may
only see one valley or road, one house or
village in the course of his short walk:
yet if he uses his eyes, he can see far
more than the motorist. He can see men
and women and read their faces: he can

GERMANS LOSING EAST AFRICA
——‘_—

*During the last i  battle front
in German East Afrié changed more
radically than in any othér thedtre jof ‘the
world war. The British troops’have been
pushing the German colonial ‘and native
troops southward over an extent of terri-
tory which if carried forward in the same
degree eastward “from Verdun would
bring the Allies to within 100 miles of the
gates of Berlin. If the Italians were to
advance as far north from the Isonza front
as British troops have advanced south-
ward from Muanza on Lake Victoria Ny-
anza, Vienna would be in the hands of
Gen. Cadorna. If the Russians could have
effected such a westward drive during the
same period, they -would have been in
possession of Warsaw, Cracow, Danzig,
sndKOnigaberg to-day. By such ~com-

East Afria are ﬁgh\mg. according to the
war geography bulletin issued by the
National Geographic Society in Washing-
tom,

In the latter part of July, George Smuts,
commanding the British troops, was re-
ported to be attacking the German fronts
along a line extending from the port of
Tanga, opposite the island of Pemba, to
Korogwe, some fifty miles .inland on the
railroad line extending into the Usambara
province, Another British force was
operating around Muanza. By the middle
of August the British forces have reached
Kilimatinde, an important town on the
German Central Railway, running from
the seaport Dar-es-Salaam, capital of
German East Africa, to Ujiji, on the east-
ern shore of Lake Tanganyika, 700 miles
distant. Itis nearly 300 miles in an air-
line from Kilimatinde to Tanga and al-
most as far to Muanza. The advance
along the coast has been for a distance. of
eighty miles, from Tanga to Sadani, a
seaport of lesser importance situated
almost due west of Zanzibar, capital of
the island of that name,

In their advance toward Sadani from
from Tanga the British captured the im-
portant port of Pangani, at the mouth of
the Pangani River, Next in the line on
the southern advance along the coast is
the town of Bagamoyo, having a popula-

Indians. Bagamoyu occupies an honored
place in the annals of East Africa because
it was the starting point for the expedi-
tions of exploration headed by such fam-

Stanley, Speke, and Grant.
To the west of Kilimatinde, on the Ger-
man Central Rajlway, is the large native
town of Tabora, with a population of 40,-
000. . This place seems destined to be-
come the most important- commercial
centre of the interjor, for in addition to
its present railway connection with the
coast and the Tanganyika country, it is on
the caravan route and proposed railway
line to the Victoria Nyanza territory,
while another railroad is to tap the region
to the south, extending into Rhodesia and
Portuguese East Africa. Furthermore,
it is the chief town of the Wanyamwezi
natives, who as a whole are peaceful
agriculturists, inhabiting the rich plateau
lying between the two great rift-valleys
of East Africa. These people were men-
tioned by the Portuguese as far back as
the sixteenth century when the country
was known:.as " the Land of the Moon.”
The Wanyamwezi are Bantu-negroes,
whose distinctive features are long noses
and curly, not wooly hair. Among their
pecular method of personal adornment
are tattooing, the filing of the upper in-
cisor teeth, and the loading of arms and
legs with brass wire rings. The men
of the tribe watch the poultry and the
flocks, while the women do the hard manj
ual work. Instead of watch dogs, they
keep bee-hives in their huts, and the in-
sects prove a most effective defence
against intruders as well as a source of
food.

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PROGRESS OF THE WAR

—————

[August 24 to August 30]

HE week under review was marked
by one of the most important eveuts
of the war, namely, the entrance of Ru-
mania into the struggle, which she con-
summated by declaring war on Austria-
Hungary on August 27. Of less signifi-
was the declaration of Italy that on
August 28 she was in a state of
th Germany. That Rumania has
fin, embraced the cause of the Entente
Allfes is not surprising, in view of the
recent successes of the Russians in Buko-
wina and the Carpathians,®and it is
beyond doubt that her final decision was
inspired by the hope of territorial expan-
sion in the event of the ultimate success
of the cause she has now espoused. As
to the week’s hostilities, they have pre-
sented nothing sensational, but have
resulted in cousiderable further gains for

the Entente Powers on most fronts.

In the Western campaign steady pro-
gress involving desperate fighting was
made by the Bfitish and French in the
Sémme district, where they gained con-
siderable ground and held it. In the
Verdun sector the French firmly estab-
lished th Ives in Thi nt Works
and at Fleury, and they repelled all the
German attempts to dislodge them.
There was some activity near Arras, near
Tghure in the Champagne district and
near St. Mihiel, but at all these points the
attempted drives of the Germans were all
frustrated. At no point on the Western
front were the Germans able to make any
gains whatever.

Apparently only slight changes.were
effected in the Eastern campaign, the
Russians holding. all their positions from
Riga to Volhynia, but making some
further advances in the Carpathians

ds H y. TheR entry
into the conflict was signalized by an
aevance across the Transylvanian Alps,
the Austro-Hungarian forces retiring
without offering sustained resistance.
‘The cobperation of the Russians and Ru-
manians in the drive on Hungary and
Transylvania-is certain to change com-
pletely the Teutonic plans of campaign
on the Eastern front, dnd perhaps on the
Western front as well.

The news of the week of the Caucasian
campaign Was meagre, but. indicated that
the Russians, strongly reinforced, were
resuming successfuily the offensive south
and west of Lake Van, both Mush and
Bitlis being now. reoccupied; and they
were also making another advance from
Kermanshah, in Persia, behind which
they had retired.

No news was received during the week
of the operations in Mesopotamia; and
from the Egyptian campaign it was only
reported that a small detathment of
Turks was driven off by -British patrols
east of the Suez Canal.

The week was without information
concerning the campaign in German East
Africa, which must very soon cease to be
German.

The Balkan campaign was vigorously)

prosecuted throughout the week. The
Buigarians occupied Kavala, and took the
fortified town of Seres which was held by
Greek troops who made an ineffective
resistance. On the whole of the front
dominated by Salonika the forces of the
Entente Allies (which now include British.
French, Russians, Italians and Serbs)
were busily engaged with the Bulgarians
and Teutons, and were said to have made
some gains. The entrance of Rumania
into the war on the side of the Entente
Powers has caused a profound sensation
in Greece, and is certain to be followed
by the Greek natien taking the course

adopted by Rumania, notwithstanding the |-

Teutonic sympathies of their King.

The Austro-Italian campaign durifig the
week was marked by substantial gains
for the Italiaps in the Dolomites and in
the Trentino, and they also strengthened
their position on the Isonzo.

“made during the week, one on the night
of the 24th and another on the night of
the 25th. The first seems to have result-
ed in slight damage and no loss of life;

« but the seeond caused the death of eight

“people and-injuries to anumber of others,
and considerable material damage the
extent of which has not been announced.
- In " News of the Sea” will be found an
account of the week’s toll of marine dis-
asters through mines and submarines’
activities, a considerable number of such
disasters having occurred, and probably
not all were reported in the daily press.

The participation of Rumania-in the
war on the side of the Entente Powers,
and the probability of'Greece soon follow-

CONCERNING CANADIAN
FISHERIES
AL Tl
Ottawa, Aug. 28.—Sir Joseph Pope,
Under Secretary of State for External
Affairs, who was holidaying at an At-|
lantic resort, has proceeded to Washing-
ton, where he will meet W. A. Found,
superintendent of Canadian Fisheries.
Together they will confer with the United
States Government in regard to the
trouble which has developed on the Pa-
cific coast in connexion with the halibut

fisheries. .

The proposed amendment to the rev-
enue bill by which it is proposed to
prohibit the shipment of fish in bond
through Canada to the United States
except from Upited States ports will be
made the subject of representations by
Sir Joseph and his associates. It.is stated
here that American fishing interests back
of a proposal to establish a rival to Prince
Rupert on the strip of American territory
north of . Prince Rupert, are responsible
for the proposed amendment to the rev-
enue bill, which has not yet, however,
received the approval of the United
States Senate.

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A GREAT PIONEER
g B s
David Thompson’s Narrative of his
Explorations in Western America.
Edited by J. B. Tyrrell. Toronto: Cham-
plain ‘Society.
T the man who first surveyed and
mapped the greater part of British
North America should remain unacclaim-
ed by the generations that have profited
by his life of unremitting toil and peril is
not inexplicable. The dash of the first
explorer, his return, and publication of
his adventures always captivate the public
and place him among the immortals.
David 'Thompson followed close upon
Mackenzie to the Pacific, but carrying his
instruments; and he remained in the
wilderness for near thirty years. When
he came out of it, that vast solitude from
Hudson’s Bay and Lake Superior to the
Pacific had ‘been reduced to scale and
given up its secrets to this. indomitable
map-maker. But it was many years be-
fore he wrote an account of his wander-
ings (from his notes), and only now it is’
printed, though it is said he offered the
manuscript to Washington Irving. The
Champlain Society are to be thanked for
resciiing from" oblivion' this enthrallling
narrative and presenting it to the world
in a handsomé volume of 500 well-printed
pages, with Thompson’s own maps: It is
fittingly edited by Mr. J. B. Tyrrell, him-
self a scientist and surveyor of distinction,
familiar with much of the country tra-
versed over a century ago by this capable,
brave, and unassuming Welshman.

- For Thompson was born of poor- Welsh

parents in London (1770). He was edu-

cated in the Grey Coat Charity School in

Westminster (now a girl’s school), and at
fourteen was apprenticed by the trustees

as a clerk to the Hudson’s Bay Company,

He was a fair mathematician, of an active

and inquiring mind, and Wrote a beautiftil
hand, as hismaps testify. Dispatched to

Fort Churchill, he was shortly forwarded

on, walking the 150 miles with two Indians,

to York factory, just rebuilt after the re-
cent French raids. Two years latter, with
many others, he proceeded to the forming
of a new depSt at the remote prairie
station at Battleford, on the Saskatchewan.

At eighteen he is at the very ultima Thule

of the Western world and living with an

Indian near the Rockies on the site of

modern Calgary. For this was a time of

fierce competition between the Company
and the “ North-Westers” of Montreal.

Young Thompson was in truth born for
the life. He quickly became a successful

and keen hunter, an indispensible accom-

plishment when existence itself so often
depended on the rifle, while in the long
dark or idle hours of winter he carried on
his education, reading every available
" book, learning practical surveying, ob-
serving every natural poenomenon, keep
ing meteorological records, and taking
astronomical observations. On complet-
ing his seven years’ service he joined the
North-Western Company of Montreal,
acquiring some shares in it, and travelling
constantly in its service, by canoe, horse,
or afoot, incredible distances under every
conceivable condition of hardship and
peril, for another twenty-one years. He
reckons the measure of his itinerary for
these periods at 50,000 miles. At the
western extremity of his sphere of action
he traversed the present State of Wash-
ington, on the Pacific, then unalotted
territory. -In its easterly section he went
twice completely round Lake Superior

(1,618 miles circumferencé), and six times
round the greater part of it, his later work
here being under the Foreign Office whep
determining the, in‘tern_etiontl boundary
line. The scope of his work and wander-
ings between these far-sundered points
and to the far north. makes the brain reel
as one follows his always absorbing nar-
rative, in which incidentally he denounces
fur ill-informed Boundary Commissioners
and the huge loss of territory they caused

the greatest practical land surveyor

[says Mr. Tyrrell] that the world has
produced. Very few men have had the
opportunity -of exploring the half of a
great new continent, and no one else has
ever seizéd the opportunity as’ did David
Thompson. .For many thousands of miles,
when engaged on the geographical survey
of Canada, it was my good fertune to
travel over the same routes that he had
travelled over a century ago and to take
observations on the sun and stars on the
very spots where he had observed. While
my instruments may have been. better
than his, his surveys and observations
were invariably found to have an accuracy
that left nothing to be desired.

" Thompson, with his brave wife, and even
their children, passed constantly through
the formidable passes of the Rocky Moun-
tains in his company’s service, to the
chaotic, upheaved, torrent-riven country
of the Pacific slope, always in danger, too,
from the hostile Peeagan tribes, who in
the character of "Borderers”- held the
eastern foot of the Rockies against in-
‘cursions by the warlike natives of the
pregeiit British “Columibia "and suspected
all'trdde with them. Perhaps the most
‘interesting feature of ‘Thompson’s narra-
tive is his account of the various tribes of
Indians which he knew so intimately be-
tween Hudson's.Bay and the Rockies.
To most of us “The Five Nations” of
North-west New York, speaking broadly,
stand for the typical redskin, and for ob-
vious reasons—that able, deciplined fight-
ing confederacy, cruel and prisoner-
torturing, the conqueror of many, -the
dread of all the savage nations. But
tribe after tribe are revealed to us here,
not by a sentimentalist, but by a practical,
unemotional expert, as quite different sort
of people, some living precariously by
hunting alone, others in more fertile belts
supplementing the chase with primitive
agriculture. Space forbids allusion even
here to the various groups that Thompson
roughly classes as belonging to the great
Algonquin breed, Mandanes, Chippewas,
and others. But almost everywhere he

-finds a deep and sincere family attach-
ment, an over-indulgence of children, and
a strong regard for the marriage tie—
from motives of expediency, of course—
while polygamy, for the same ;reason, is
unpopular though not forbidden.  All this,
aswell as the unvarying kindness and|
hospitality towards the rare stranger, and
the general belief in a Supreme Being and
an after life, will not surprise the reader

* 80 much as the prevailing horror of mur-
der, ® making the earth red with blood,”

“the further fact that war was not a nor-

al'business with mostof these Northern
tribes, but regarded as n‘ occasional and
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unavoidable evil, whether in self-defence
or in aggression rendered necessary by
contracted territory or the like. Not that
the warrior was not held as the supreme
type of manhood ; but wars were rarely
made merely toexhibit his prowess and
pander to his vanity or lust for scalps.
Thompson ridicules writers and others.
who described the Northern wilderness as
abounding in game. Such statistics were
part of his trading business, and roughly
speaking it required 200 square miles td
feed and clothe a single Indian
family by the chase. Fish in a country
two-fifths lake and stream were of course
abundant. He girds at the mean subter-
fuge of the Hudson’s Bay Company “n
their endeaver to prevent all kngwledge
Gf the unknown world within their orbit,
an accusation freely levelled at them with-
in present memory when Manitoba
was virtually forced open for
settlement. Thompson’s deep sense of
religion is sparingly but unmistakably
displayed in his writings—a rara avis in-
deed among the rowdy throng that mostly
served the fur companies in the wilder:
ness. He was lled by co:
as a quiet, modest man, short but strongly
built, and in features singularly like the
Irish orator Curran. He set his face, too,
against spirits as an article of Indian trade.
His editor credits him with a " blameless
life.” His style, though simple and so
much more interesting, is quite
edticated QHis modesty is apparent In the
ungarnished language in which he relates
with little emphasis his most difficult and
dangerous -achievements. He spent the
latter part of his life near Montreal, doing
survey work within civilization or in the
nearer wilderness. Though he was com-
fortably off, social diffidence, common
enough among old Hudson’s Bay employ-
ees, seems to have militated against a
proper appreciation of his services and
qualities. It is pathetic that Thompson
died at eighty-seven, immediately followed
by his brave wife, in extreme but (mmer_it-
ed poverty. For some’of his children—
thirteen in number—whom he had estab-
lished in business failed, which with some
other unfortunate investments and loss of
sight reduced him to selling his instru-
ments and even his coat! In almost his
last notes he writes: " Borrowed 2s. 6d.
 from a friend. Thank God for therelief.”
He and his wife lie in an unrecorded grave
in the Montreal Cemetery. Canadaisnot
sparing in monuments to those of her
sons who have in any way contributed
to her greatness. - As Mr. Tyrrell says, it
is full time that she gave belated recog-
nition to this brave and blameless soul
to whom she owes so much.—The Times
Literary Supplement.

TODY HAMILTON IS DEAD

) OBERT F. Hamilton, better known
for mere than a generation as

* Tody,” greatest of all circus press agents,
died two weeks ago at his home in Balti-
more at the age of sixty-nine. He was
born in New York, June 23, 1847, his father
and grandfather being newspaper men,
and at the age of twelve began his news-
paper career addressing wrappers. Later
he was promoted. to the advertising de-
partment, where he won fame by his word-
ing of advertisements for “ Heélp Wanted.”
After that he served an apprenticeship on
the Sun at Police Headquarters, the place
to which cubs were sent in those days,
generally after -a year of languishing in
the police courts. Then he went into
business with a relative, who was a cotton
broker, but devoted considerable time to
writing on special subjects for the news-
papers. In 1876 he became connected
with W. A. Coup, who had an aguarium in
the building which afterwards became the
Herald Square Theatre, at 35th Street and
Broadway, where Johnson Building now
stands, In 1881 he became connected
with P. T. Barnum and remained with the
show under its various owners for twenty-
ffve years, retiring in 1906. . He went to
Baltimore soon affer his retirement and
built himself a home there, where he lived
until last spring, when he was induced to
return to his old profession, and during
the summer was press agent at Luna Park,
returning to Baltimore at the end of the
season, where he leaves a widow, Mrs.
Emma E. Hamilton. The funeral will
take place in that city on Saturday.
Probably no one in this country had a
larger circle of friends than Tody Hamil-
ton. -There are about 35,000 newspapers
in the United States, and there are at least
two men on every one he can call by name
and count as friends. There is not a
town of over 4,000 inhabitants in the
United States where he is not known, and
known well, and the same rule applies to
cities and towns in England, France, Ger-
many, Austria, Switzerland, Belgium, and
other countries, for he ‘made the same
friemds abroad with Barnum as he did at
home. “He had no rivals for the title of
the greatest press agent that ever lived.
He inyented the modern type of circus
poster, and founded a school of alliteration
which was all his own, and his circus pro-
grammes were a marvel ot high-sounding
adjectives piled up in reckless profusion
which were wonders of composition. By
the use of $100,000 worth. of language and
$1,000 worth of peroxide he produced a
white elephant from one of the Barnum
herd to show that the sacred white eleph-
ant of the Forepaugh circus was a sham,
He engineered the famous protest of the
“ Freaks” in England against that name,
and at the suggestion of a canon of the
English Church called them prodigies. He
was so fertile in producing genuine news
stories which no city editor dared keep
out of the paper even when under the
strictest rules regarding press agent
“yarns.” He was absolutely alone in his
field, and no one has ‘been found since to
measure up anywhere near him. °
When his retirement was announced in
1906, his friends got together to give him
a dinner that should be.a great send-off,
and on March 3, 1907, 400 were at the
Waldorf-Astoria togreet him. The Astor
Gallery was arranged like a sawdust-lit-
tered circus ring, which had been prepar-
ed by Frank Melville, who acted as ring-
master, and cracked his long whip as Gov.
Hughes éntered and Tody followed. -Men
well known in all walks of lité were there
to do honor to Tody and listen to his
reminiscences. Just after his retirémeut
was announced Tody submitted to an in-

terview, in which he declared that he did
not exaggerate, and was confronted with
the following excerpts from his pro-
grammes :

* First presentation in America of the
Jatest and most ingenious French mechan-
ical device for robbing the . fates of their
deserts ever conceived by . the brain of
man. An awful, awe-inspiring, appulsive,
somersaulting automobile act. The thrill-
ing; tumbling, tremendous tantalizing
triumph of all time. A staggering, stun-
ning, startling, stupendous, surprising
sensation, outvying every feat on record,
where, cheated of his prey, the King of
Terrors finally flees.”

* Among numberless daring deeds and
amazing achievements are the most mod-
ern, originally devised, and thrilling pass-
ing and return acts, in which the entire
troupe are actively engaged &nd each in-
dividual champion expert is seen in the
execution of some audacious act denoting
the possession of the greatest courage,
confidence, and power.’”

To this he replied: "I certainly have
not said anything there but what was per-
fectly-true,  If you call that exaggeration,
surely you will find it in other businesses
besides this. The American likes a little
enthusiasm. - Suppose, for instance, there
are two fish dealers on the opposite sides
of the street, and one puts out the sign
‘Fresh Codfish, ten cents a pound,’ and
the other something like this: v

" ‘Superfine selected codfish.

* ¢ Just arrived on the swift American
schooner Ne Plus Ultra.

" ¢ Flesh white as the driven snow, scales
large as quarters.

*  Perfect piscine paragons, taken alive
on the high seas; choicest product of
ocean depths, abounding in nitrogen, rich
in nutriment, plenteous in phosphorus: a
feast for man; palatable,’ nutritious, and
satisfying.

* *On sale here by special arrangement
at the unprecedentedly low price of ten
cents a pound this day only. Ten cents
—ten!’

“Now, then, which of the dealersdo
you think is likely to sell the more fish?
Won't the public be attracted into the
shop of the one who is the more enthusi-
astic? That is the way it ig in the circus
business.” .

" Yet I think when you come to exam-
ine the remarks of the more enthusiastic
dealer in codfish, that it will be found that
he has said nothing but what is absolute-
ly true. He has taken the trouble to be
entertaining, that is all. It is the function
of the press agent to prepare matter
which will instruct and amuse.

“What a change there has been in the
duties of the press agent since I first en-
tered the profession! The title, which is
a peculiarly circus term, was applied not
to a man who got things into the news-
papers about the show, but who kept them
out. Iregret to say that forty or fifty
years ago disreputable hangers-on follow-
ed the circuses and often brought them
into disrepute. The press agent, among
other duties, made it his object to see
that nothing which might hurt the busi-
ness of the show got into the public print.
Nowadays the situation is quite different.
He tries to get things into the paper; the
editor to keep them out.

* The press agent in order to have his
story printed must tell a good one, and it
must be a true one, too, if he expects to
remain in the business.”

And those were Tody Hamilton’s meth-
ods, and they rarely miscarried.—New
York Evening Post.

CANADIANS IN DEVONSHIRE

e
T is probably known but to a compara.
tively limited number of people in
South Devon that there is encamped
within a few miles Newton Abbot a de-
tachment of experienced Canadian lumb-
ermen engaged in the work of felling
trees, slicing up the timber, and prepar-
ing it for various useful purposes, in con-
nexion with the war. For several weeks
past, that part of Stover, the extensive
demesne of Major Harold St. Maur, which
lies between Heathfield railway station
and Liverton village, has been the busy
scene of the daily operations of the 224th
Canadian Foresters, who, under the com-
mand of Capt. Racey, are employed in
clearing some 700 acrces of the thickly
wooded ground. A few days since .two
lovers of Dartmoor, whilst on their way
to the delightful heights of- Haytor and
the region round-about, broke their short
journey on the Moreton branch line by
alighting at Heathfield station, their ob-
ject being, if allowable, to satisfy their
curiosity by paying a visit to the Canadi-
ans’ camp. .

The travellers were most fortunate in
being put at once in communication with
one of the Canadian foresters who hap-
pened to be in charge of a large petrol-
driven trolley which was being worked by
four or five other men, and which, after a
quantity of very heavy iron chain had
been put aboard, proceeded down the
main road, past the rather imposing en-
trance to Stover Park, to the steam saw
mill, where powerful up-to-date machinery
was being worked in the swift cutting up
ot the fairly big trunks of trees which had
been felled in the adjacent woods and
brought to this spor for treatment. The
Canadian who had offered himself as an
escort—a big, burly young fellow of about
30 years of age—was most pleasant and
communicative. Of those under his

charge there were one or two who spoke
in French only, and, upnn being remark-
ed upon, the.Canadian in question men-
tioned that he, too, was a French-Canadian
and that he had acquired the English
language within the last four months.
He spoke such a very good English, albeit
tinged with a certaid amount of unmts-
takable American accent, that it was
surprising how well he had learned his
lesson insuch a comparatively short time.

It was very interesting to watch the
operations at the saw mill. With the aid
of ingenious appliances, the big round
pieces of fir tree trunks were deftly placed
in position and moved smartly towards
