ed soul. Now, the celestial harmony cf
our sacred symbel inspiriting pure and
holy, thoughts of religion, exciting
within us a spirit.of faith and prayer
cannot be less but - definitely more
powerful than the music of David's
harp. Never, perhaps, was the spirit
of wickedness more powerful in high
places than it is found in the satanic
doctrines and socialistic temdencies of
the world today. Positive ‘banbarism
and brute materfalism is found inter—
mingled with our boastéd modern civil-
ization. Far and wide is found satis-
faction with the things of this world
only, and without God and the super-
natural, avarice, voluptuousness and
blood-thirstiness may grow apace until
hell yawns for a. Godless generation.
Is there mo wveice to .ery halt to men
on their way to perdition as one did to
Saul on the road to Damascus? Tt is
true none hut Jehovah can speak to
them with power, but is the bell not
the voice of God? It thunders forth
in tones that cannot be mistaken the
gospel message that rings from the
Christian pulpit throughout the world:
God, eternity, nothing. Pretend as we
will, like the fool in Holy Writ, that
there is no-God. the bell reminds the
world of His tremendous reality, that
He sees w<yand holds us acountable
for every detail of our lives.

CALL TO PREPARE.

This call of the church, sald he, was
8 call to prepare in behalf of the min-
isters and stewards of the mysteries.
The end in view was the preparation
of a people for Christ’'s second coming
by ‘turning the hearts of the disobedi-
ent to the wisdom of the just through
the ministry of men.
The importance of a right under-
starnding a8 to who are the ministers
and stewards was to be seen.
1st. In the fact that a narrow, un-
scriptural view of the ministry would
Timit the scope of prayer and so the
church would suffer loss, leawving rich
fields of labor untouched and unbless-
ed.

2nd. The Lolding of a wrong view
of the ministry was the great hind-
rance now beéing met with by the
churek, in its maiech towards unity.

For the sake, therefore, of widening
the sphere and influence of prayer; for
the manifestation of the unity of the
body of Christ, and still further, for
the fact that tlese both lead to a more
effective saning of souls, it was highly
imporiant that churchmen now strive
flor a true conception of the ministerial
offces. c

It was quite evidemt he felt that the
threefold ministry of the church had
beth scriptural and apostolic anithority
for its existence, but it was not so evi-
dent nor historic that there is another
valid ministry.

' A SPECIFIC PURPOSE.

Again an order of the ministry may
exist, he heald, for a specific purpose
and with specific powers, but the ideals
of its purpose may be so altered by
human additions and its powers be-
come so autocratic that though in
name it is alike in spirit it may he
very different to that appointed by
Christ. . :
After tracing wvarious changes in the
ideals held concernidg the three-fold
order of the ministry and the various
reactions .thereto, reference was made
to Bishop Lightfoot’s view of the epis=
copacy, which was in effect that while
episcopacy was necessary to the well
being of the church it was not 8o neces-
sary to its being.

The following guotations wera then
made: :

The movement in the dirécfion of or-

e

ganic church union has from its incep-
tlon excited a lively interest in the
minds of all Canadiane. The ‘man out-
side church eircles failed to .see wWhy
the churches should remain apart,
while the man aectively engaged ' .in
church work found many reasons why
the varijous denominations should come
together. ‘Phere has been for years a
very general desire for some readjust-
ment of existing ecclesiastical institu-
tions. But the ease and rapidity with
which the' joint committee have over-
come, to their own satisfaction, many
obstacles hitherto regarded as unsur-
mountable, is‘a matter of surprise to
all who have followed their work.

To some there will seem to have been
a suspicious lack of opposition. . The
work done by the joint committee is
of more than ordinary significance.
That recognized leaders in these three
denominations should be able to reach
substantial agreement in the statement
of doctrine and in the form of church
government is an indication that these
two matters need not divide these
chyrches.  These men have agreed
upon a crecd to which they could all
subgcribe. and have devised a church
organization under which they could
work. :

That perhaps marks the passing of
the difficult stage in the negotiations.

The report shows that nearly half of
the original American forests have
been swept clear, that the present rate
of consumption is 81-2 times the nat-
ural yearly growth, and indeed
methods of protection,  conservation
and reforestation are urgently neces-
sary if the remainder would be saved.
The total yearly growth of wood in
the American forests is estimated at
less than seven billion = cubic feet
while at least twenty-three billion
cublc feet are cut. In addition to this
cut forest fires destroy neach year not
less than fifty milMon acres of stand-
ing timber. And of the wood cut for
commercial punposés over two-thirds
is lost’ through waste. One-fourth of
the standing timber is left or other-
wise lost in logging. The loss in the
mill is from one-third to two-thirds of
the timber sawed. The losg in the min
product, through seasoning and fitting
for use, is from one-seventh to one~
fourth. Only 320 feet of lumber are
used for each 1,000 feet which stood in
the forest,

By reasonable thrift, the report
points out, the country can produce a
eonstant timber supply beyond the
Present need, and with it conserve the
usefulness of the streams for irriga-
tion, water Supply, navigation . and
Power. Under right management, it is
pointed out, the forests will yield over
four times as much a8 now. Waste
in the woods ‘and in the mill can be
reduced at least one-third, with pres-
ent as well as future profit. Preserva-
tive treatment = will reduce by ' one-
fifth the quantity of timber used in the
‘water or in the ground. Forest fires
can be practically stopped at a. total
‘vearly cost of one-fifth the value of the
standing timber burned eacn year, ﬁot
counting young growth.

Summamrizirg, the report declares:

We rmust stop forest fires, By carefu]
logging, we must both  reduce waste
and leve.  cut-over lands produactive,
Wie must make the timber logged go
funther, by preservative treatment ang
by avoiding needless loss in the mill,
the factory, and_ in use. ‘We must plant
up these lands now treeless, which wil
be most useful under forest. ‘Wi must
continue and perfect, by state and na-
tion, the breservation by use of forests
already publicly owned, and we must
extend it to other mounitiain . forests
more valuable for. the Permanent be-
nefit of the many than for the tempor-
ary profit of a few.

Add to this the need for more strin-
gent regulations—angd enforcement—re-
garding the size of lumber and the
clearing up of brush, and subtract the
recommendation for reforestation — we

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BRITISH TRADE WITH INDIA

Not the least disquieting feature of
the situation in the Indian Empire is
the gradual decline of trade with Bri-
tain. To this attention has been di-
rected of late, because of the comment
aroused by the disquieting attitude of
certaiin groups of . matives. Striking
facts regarding this trade decrease are
given in the most recent report issued
by the taiff commission which last
week was in' session in London. From
this report it is learned that twenty
vegrs ago Britain enoyed ninety per
eent of the import trade of India;- to-
day ther proportion has fallen to
seventy-four per cent. In this period
the share held by Belgium, Austria and | E
Germany has incroasedgj.m ten to
twenty-six per cent. This change has
not been very marked at any particular
period; it has been spread over the
whole term in question, but was most
nNoticeable in 1900-1901, in which year
Britain lost five per cent of the busi-
ness.

The consul read a
short address of welcome and the
president apparently was about to re-
ply when another train dashed in at
the - opposite platform with such a
deafening noise that his effort to speak
was’'in vain. ;

Further cheering broke out asg the
president’s wife and the fifteen other
members of his party descended the
saloon steps. They then left the sta-
tion and found drawn up outside sev-
eralymoter cars which were elaborate-
ly decorated with Venézuelan flags. In
these they drove to the Hotel Esplan-
ade. about fifteen minutes’  distance,
followed by amumber of private motor
cars and cabs containing ‘newspaper
men and others. ; ;

The corridor of the hotel was crowd-
ed when they arrived ‘aiid a band
struck cp the Venezuelan hymn as Pre-
sident Castro with his wife on his arm,
entered.’ The president dedlined to be
interviewed, saying that he was

DAYS OF PIRATES
' HAVE NOT PASSED

"

Bold Buccaneers SHll Very Much in
Evidence on Many Coasis of
the World,

Not a few persons have been sur-
prised to learn recently that, in spite
of our elaborate system of customs of-
ficers and coast guards, smuggling is
still carried on around our coasts, says
The Saturday Journal (London). The
bold smuggiler has long been relegated
to the good old days, and with him
the bloodthirsty pirate of the high
seas. But the buccaneer is still very
much in evidence, and all the greater
bowers are obliged to maintain gun-
‘boats in out of the way seas to put
down piracy,

It seems only the other day the huge
P. and O. liner China was in trouble
in the Red Sea. . Down swooped a
flight of Arab dhows upon the helpless
monster, like gulls on .a stranded
whale. Long before a gunboaf could
be summoned from Aden the rich prize
was stripped of her Indian silks, of
opium, tobaeco, tea; coffee and spices,
with gold and silver, and passengers’
baggage .worth thousands of pounds.
The -pirates were even stripping the
big Inc;iam&n of her copper fittings
and scudding under mat sails over to
the Arabign coast when the destroyer
Vixen came tearing along to open fire
with her primary battery, sinking and
crippling all the buccaneers.

' True, the once dreaded’ Sallee rovers
no longer roam the-sea, and the mari-
time blackmail paid for immunity to
the Deys of Algiers and the Deys of
Tunis is a thing of the past; yet it is
not long since a heavily laden tramp
broke her propellor shaft between Gib-
raltar and Tangier and drifted help-
lessly ashore near the foot of the An-
jera hills, at a point barely twenty
miles from Britain’s stupendous for-
tress in Southern Spain., The Riff pir-
ates saw her coming. Boats were
manned and armed and put off, and
up the sides of the helpless steamer
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swarmed the yeling savages.

By the merest accident the lookout
on Gibraltdar saw the vessel's plight
and heard the crack of rifies, A sharp
alarm was gounded, and in a few min-
utes a thirty foot torpedo boat was
unleased from the dockyard. . Within
an hour the black low hulled racer was
wreck; yet by the time piratesthat S
wreck; yet by that time the pirates
had looted her from stem to stern, had
beaten and bound the master, with all
his officers and crew.

The capture of the British steamer
Fienam just below Wu-chau lends
point, indeed, to the doings of. these
buccaneers of today. A big junk, cone«
taining a horde of savage amd muscu-
lar pirates, drew/alongside the steamer
which they knew wags in need of hands
for unloading. Thinking the pirates
were laborers the captain took them
on board, whereupon they disposed
themselves strategically all over the
vessel, and, o a glven signal ' fromr
their leader, flashed revolvers. Within
a few minutes they had comtrol of the
vessel. ;

Not content with this, however, the :
pirates sighted another ang still larger
steamer, the Chanfook, and, with mar-
vellous skijl and audacity, they man-
osuvred their iatest capture alongwide
and then leaped on board to loot thelr
second prize. The Chanfook was & bigs
ger and faster ship than the Fienam,
so the marauders transferred all’ their
prisoners, wrecked the engines of the
smaller vessel and then tutned her
adrift. o

In the gathering dusk they sighted
a  third wvictim, ran the Chanfook
alongside and leaped on board. This
was a hornet’s nest, however, for the
rufflans were met by a terrible fusil-
ade. They had boarded the cutter of a
revenue ‘commissioner, and eight sol-
diers were on board armed with re-
peating rifies, for there was a’' vdluable
cargo to protect. A really fierce and
determined - battle ensued, and at
length, when quite dark, the pirates
were forced back upon the Chanfook,
leaving seventeen dead and wounded
behind them. The cutter,
follow them, was obliged to let them
g0 on their ,way. Y

At four in the morning the buccan-
eers came upon the . steamer Saiylk,
and boarded her as usual. “Naturally
the crew were unprepared, and fell
easy victims. They were beaten and
bound, all their property and cash
seized, and after that the Saiyik’s ma-
chinery was crippled and the vessel
turned loose. Finally ° the 'Chanfook
was run aground on’ a "beach near.
Fongchalen, and the pirates made
their escape in an ordinary, mat sailed
juik, which was waiting for them, as
if by prearrangement. aihns
. It was only in ‘1908 that the
Troughton came limping = into Hi
Kong from Singapore, a pitiful ‘wree
from enemies of many kinds. W%
she had been overtaken by a typhoon,
her masts wrenched out and bulwarks ..
torn off. Her exhausted crew would fﬁ
not forsake her, however; they kept i
her afloat with the pumps and rigged
a sail on a jury mast that they ; e
reach land. Yet, in spite of all their
previous sufferings, a new enemy
awaited them here in the form of .the
pirates of Southern China, who know

- 1o mercy where possible loot 18 con-

cerned.
Two piratical luggers came boldly
alongside and poured a swarm of Ce-
lestial cut throats on board the bat-
tered bark. Before the captain #nd
mate could fire a shot two hundred pi-
rates had overwhelmed the cre oé
lashed them to the splintered deeks.
Master and mate fought desperately
for their ship and even tried to’ blow
Fer up, for she earried nearly a ton of
gunpowder. But they in turn wera
overwhelmed, bound and thrown into
the water logged hold, exhausted from
loss of blood, and in grave danger ‘of
drowning inside their own ship. e

Answer to Prayer On a Grave

BALTIMORE, -Dec. 14 —Following
