A MINERAL WATER DEAL.

Sharp Yankees Get Around the Ding-
ley Tariff Act.

BurraLro, N. Y., Jan. 15.—The Wash-
ington correspondent of the Evening
News sends the following story to his
paper today. As an instance of the ease
with which sharp men can avoid the
high rates of duty imposed by the Dikg-
ley bill, when they desire so to do, it is
related that a number of wealthy gentle-
men in Boston some time ago purchased
a mineral spring in Canada. They in-

tended to ship the water to-this eountry,
under provisions of the then tariff law
which imposed a mere nominal tax on
mineral water. The Dingley law soon
after went into effect with a 24 cents per
gallon duty on all imported water, which
amounted almost or quite equal to a
probibitory tax.

The mineral water syndicate decided
that their investment was a losing one
and that the project must be abandoned,
but as a last resort consulted a lawyer
and asked him to get them out of their
scrape. He directed them to freeze a
qudntity of the water and see if its prop-
erties were changed by the process.
When it was ascertained that the freez-
ing had no bad effect on- the water, the
lawyer said: ‘“Then you need have no
farther trouble about the tariff. Simply
freeze the water in Oanada and import it
into this country as ice. There -is no
duty on ice.”

It is a fact the Dingley law retains
ice of the free list, and so the syndicate
ghips its mineral water across the bord-
er in solid chunks, at the lowest freight
rates, and at the same time avoiding the
use of casks that costs $4 each, and be-
sides they thus save 24 cents on every
gallon.

True Witness on Encyclical.
MoNTREAL, Jan. 15.—The True Wit-
ness, in referring to the papal encyclical,
says: ‘“What will be the effect of the

holy father’s encyclical we cannot
doubt; it will result in solidifying the
ranks of the Catholics in Canada so that
it will cause them to unite in demand-
ing and insisting upon their rights,

fire them to a determination that their
rights, which they themselves accord the
Protestant minority in Quebec, shall also
be accorded to the Catholic minority in
the other provinces. Some weak-kneed,
pusillanimous Catholics may object that
circumstances stand in the way, that we
ought to temporize, to compromise, to
tolerate and so forth. We have had
enough of that invertebrate sort of
licy. What has it done for us? It
as caused us to be driven back for
years. We demand our rights and we
must have them.”

the earth. It is only when countries
begin to manufacture and to reach out
for foreign trade, as Canada is now
doing, that they begin to assume im-"
portance in the eyes of mankind.

While looking at the importance of
foreign trade, sight must not be lost of
the inland trade or the business which
naturally takes place between the Prov-
inces. It has been estimated that this
trade in 1894 amounted to $113,000,000,
Since then the great mineral discoveries'
in Northern and Northwestern Ontario,
and in the Northwest Territories in the
new Eldorado about Dawson City, and
in British Columbia, which is the most
important of all, have added greatly. to
the domestic trade, until it has nearly
doubled since the estimate was made in
1894. It is certain, too, that the great
output from these mines, which will
find its way into all the channels of
trade, will play no small part in the
upbuilding of the foreign trade and
manufactories of Canada.

A GROWING TRADE.

Canada’s toreign trade is beginning to
assume large proportions, and the more
it is fostered and encouraged the greater
will be the wealth of the country. The
imports for the year 1896 aggregated
$110,587,480, while the exports tor the
game period were valued at $121,013,852.
From this it will be seen that the bal-
ance of trade was largely in -our favor.
That is to sav, the exports were $10,-
420,272 more than the imports. The
figures have not been compiled for the
year that has just closed, but it is safe
to say that the balance of trade in favor
of Canada was twice as great as it was in
any previous year, for the reason that
the crops were unusually large and the
prices of all sorts of products higher
than usual. This was particularly
the case with breadstuffs, of
which there  was a shortage in
Europe and of which we raised a large
quantity, so that the surplus for export
was greater than usual. There are sev-
eral great markets at present for the
products of Canada. These are Great
Britain, the Orient, the United States,
the West Indies and Australia. - The
two former are now coming into promi-

A year since, when
they invested, it was the opinion of thé
people there that there would be a stoek!
exchange here; thata stock exchange
was opened, but . unfortunately was:
closed, and this, he claimed, has had
the effect of killing the stock business int
Eastern Canada. He claimed that this
accounted for the decrease in the stock
transactions throughout Canada, and is/
why so many companies are out of funds
with which to carry on development
work. This letter was published in this
paper on Tuesday of this week.
The Quebec man is evidently illy-
informed as to the conditions which
prevail here or he would not write in
the way that he does. It istrue that
that there was a Rossland stock exs
change, and it is so that it was not a
profitable investment to those who car-
ried it on. The reason for the closing
of the exchange was because this 1s a
gelling and not a buying market.
When a stock was called in the ex-
change the brokers would in almost
every instance cry “geller,’”’ and in somé
cases nearly every one would have a
parcel of each stock to offer for sale.
The buyers were very scarce, and the
sales small and infrequent. After some
two months of this kind of business it
was decided to close the exchange.
This' was about the beginning of the
great share slump that occurred, when
such an immense number of companies
were floated and a prodigious gquantity
of shares put upon the market, which
made the supply larger than the des
'mand. It is certain that had this been
a buying instead of a selling market, the
stock exchange would still be in exist-
ence. As to the stock business being
ruined in Eastern Canada, this is an
error, for there is an excellent market
there at present for Rossland stocks.
The Quebec inquirer says that a stock
board should be maintained here, so the
right quotations can be had and so that
they should not be at the mercy of a
broker. The prices of commodities are
not made in the place where they are
produced. This is fixed in the localities
where they are sold to the consamer.
It is not Winnipeg, for instance, that
fixes the price of wheat, although a large
quantity of that commodity is raised in
the : Province of Manitoba. London,
which is the largest customer that the
world has for wheat, fixes the prices,
and the quotations for wheat all over
the world are governed by the
quotations from that largest of cities. It
is so with the price of shares. The
price is fixed in the larger cities where
