He 
told of the breaking of the alleged 
gambling combination between Ros­
enthal and Becker, who as head of 
the strong arm squad of the police 
department, had charge of the gamb­
ling raids. He charged that Becker

The jury that is to decide on the 
fate of Becker was filed late yesterday 
afternoon, but Justice Seobury ord­
ered that the twenty on the panel of 
talesmen at adjournment should re­
turn today.

FOR ROYAL VISITA TENSE PERIOD.
The situation between the United 

States and Mexico is becoming more 
and more acute. President Wilson 
and his colleagues naturally do not 
want war, and it maybe now regret 
that an apology was not deemed suffi­
cient for the arrest of some marines 
on the part of irresponsibles. The 
Mexicans, for the most part, have a 
mixture of Indian and Spanish blood 
in their veins, and the combination 
makes for vicious fighters of the guer­
illa sort. The New York Globe, dur­
ing the course of a well-thought-out 
article, reaches these sensible conclu­
sions:

“It is sufficiently clear that an ad­
vance on Mexico will net result in the 
elimination of Huerta ^r the pacifica­
tion of Mexico. It will strengthen 
Huerta’s hold on Mexico, and even 
though Mexico City should be occu­
pied by our troops, Mexico would not 
be pacifiçd. The war, the more des­
tructive because of its guerilla charac­
ter, might go on for years.

“It is thus clear that the only ra­
tional hope of an early pacification of 
Mexico is in the success of the Consti­
tutionalists, 
able to restore peace to Mexico. We 
can’t, because of the antipathy of all 
Mexicans to us. The Constitutional­
ists may also fail, but there is a chance 
that they will succeed. Order has 
been re-established in the territory 
they control.

Thus, unless Huerta is willing to 
quit, it is not to the interest of this 
country, or of Mexico, or of the world 
to have the Constitutionalists suspend 
their campaign against Huerta. By 
refusing to join in the armistice they 
have shown that their eye is still fas­
tened on the proper objective. Their 
acceptance of the principle of media­
tion was merely that it might open the 
way to. securing the recognition of 
their belligerency.

"If the belligerency of the Constitu­
tionalists were recognized by this 
country it would not be necessary to 
worry about the results of the media­
tion. The Mexicans themselves would 
attend to Huerta.”

It was an evidence of the fact also 
that even' in the realm of politics the 
will of the people, the known senti­
ment of the great public, will even­
tually prevail, and behind this ques­
tion of workmen’s compensation all 
the .moral forces of the province had 
arrayed themselves.

But, above all else, it was a demon­
stration of the growing power and 
solidity of the great labor fovement 
which had persistently forced the 
question to the point where it could 
no longer be ignored, but required 
that no uncertain action should be 
taken by the people’s representatives 
in the Ontario House

And the,province will be the better 
for the enactment of the measure. It 
was humanitarian legislation in the 
broadest sense of the word, and in the 
years to come it will bring happiness 
and comfort into thousands of humble 
homes and habitations that would oth­
erwise be hopeless and destitute.

It is a measure of justice to the 
workers and the wealth winners of the 
province that has already been too 
long delayed, and it is not unreason­
able to suppose that, even the better 
nature of those wno opposed the 
measure for financial reasons will, af­
ter due consideration, also be pleased 
that the step taken will indeed be in 
the interests of a common humanity 
and secure the greatest good to the 
greatest number.

That the enactment of the measure 
will' be far-reaching in its effects will 
be hardly open to question. The em­
ployers will find it to their own pe­
cuniary advantage to install safety de­
vices for the safeguarding of danger- 

machinery, thus preventing a 
large percentage of accidents and 
casualties that now only too fre­
quently occur.

The action of the trades unions in 
their advocacy of the measure has not 
been dictated by any feeling of hostil­
ity to the interests of the employers, 
but rather with the desire to protect 
their homes and their wives and de­
pendent little ones from the fear of 
future want and suffering, for back 
of all the agitation has been the one 
prevailing overruling sentiment in 
favor of provision for the mainten­
ance of the home and loved ones 
when the bread winner has been in- 
cajXicited by injury or death upon the 
industrial battlefield.

He dived into the Delaware River 
and made repeated but futile efforts 
to recover the body of a drowned 
man being cheered by a thousand 
spectators.

Spectacular Life of The

prize borrower, practical joker, come­
dian, a sworn enemy of gloom, a joy­
ous wastrel, a boy that never grew up 
—as well as one of the greatest oi 
pitchers. *

As a pitcher, he either laid off en­
tirely or did double work. More than 
once, when billed to pitch, he failed 
to show up and was found with a 
white apron on, tending bar. Once 
for the Athletics he won a fourteen- 
inning game, and then kept right on 
pitching to win a nine-inning game, 
the way to the clubhou$e.

As the leading comedian of baseball 
he was on the job, day and night, 365 
days in the year. His merry pranks 
ranged all the way from calling in all 
the players but the catcher and first 
baseman and making the six stand 
around him while he struck out the 
side to insisting that his last contract 
with Connie Mack contain a clause 
piohibiting his catcher and room­
mate, Osse Schveckengost, from eat­
ing crackers in bed.

Wonderful Stunts.

The end of the spectacular life of 
George Edward Waddell calls the at­
tention of the vast army of baseball 
fans to one of those characters, at 
once the most enviable, and the sad- 
est and most pitiful in the world, who 

too giant-hearted for the civiliza­
tion in which they live. They are af­
fectionate, good-hearted giants, too 
big to see how little they serve their 
own interests, too impatient and too 
full of animal energy to stop and work 
out all the little tricks ond artifices 
that would bring them gain; giving al­
ways open-heartedly and with both 
hands; relying absolutely in an abound 
ing energy, even finding pleasure and 
exhilaration in wasting and destroy­
ing that energy; angered only as a 
child is angered, by the sting of little 
annoyances, and sobered only in the 
presence of the genuine distress of 
others. Most of these giants die 
young. In the open they might have 
the chance to pour out their energy 
prodigal and still draw deeper energy 
from nature herself; but in the city 
they are foredoomed. The careless-,, 
ness of their too-generous natures ren­
ders them unwilling to resist the 
clutch of the pitiless tentacles; and 
once they are caught, they are done 
for. Many of the articles that have 
honored “Rube” Waddell’s memory in 
the last few days have spoken of the 
moral to be drawn from this pitcher’s 

There is a moral to be sure,

are

' Waddell played with the Milwau­
kee team of the American League in 
1910, where he was purchased by 
Connie Mack for the Athletics when 
the Milwaukee franchise was taken up 
by St. Louis. The Milwaukee Free 
jl ress, in expatiating upon Waddell’s 
prowess on the mound, recounts .a 
characteristic incident of his second 
year as a professional pitcher.

Waddell was the owner of a phy­
sique that enabled him to go along, 
year after year, performing wonder­
ful stunts, During the sixteen years 
he pitched professional ball, he was a 
“wonder.”

Pitchers of Waddell’s type are born, 
not made. He was a natural ball­
player and could field and hat with 
any lof them. Volumes could be 
written concerning his escapades dur­
ing the playing season.

The following incident will serve to 
give the reader a true idea of he 
Rube’s more than impulsive self:

In 1898, while working for Van der 
Beck, then owner of the Detroit 
team in the Western League. Waddeil 
began to cut up capers that attracted 
wide-spread attention. One fine Sun­
day, Rube hied himself to the sand- 
lots to watch the future “greats” per­
form. He had no sooner arrived on 
the field than a request was made of 
him to serve as umpire. To this 
George E. readily consented, and so 
interested did he become that before 
the game was half over he ordered 
one of the kid pitchers from the game 
and was pitching his head off him­
self.

career.
and it is “Big-heartedness is a dan­
gerous thing in a civilized commun­
ity.

But big-heartedness—that sort of 
“giant” joy in giving and spending— 
is something upon which a moral, or 
morals, have little effect. Rube was 
Rube for thirty-seven short years; he 
could not have been anyone else even 
for a day. His rather meteoric career 
beginning with the Oil City, Pa., and 
later the Columbus team, reaching its 
height in his work with the Athletics, 
and ending with his few games with 
the Minneapolis club last fall, is fair­
ly well known. We quote only from 
the different accounts of his eccentric 
ities and “genius.” A writer in the 
Baltimore Sun describes him:

Waddell As Comedian.
Rube Waddell visited Baltimore 

when he was with the Newark (Eas­
tern League) team in 1910. 
Whenever he was sent to the mound

“Yeaa mighty bleacher chorus of 
Rube!” greeted him, and lie invariably 
turned and bowed a graceful acknow­
ledgment. A knowing smile was on 
the face of all who watched him pitch, 
for no one could tell what piece of 
comedy he would pull off next.

His walk, a typical country “long 
gait”, with an accompanying swaying 
of the shoulders, won for him the apr 
peilation whilch was popularly sub­
stituted for his right name, George 
Edward. He was stoop-shouldered, 
hyperbolas with every step. He had 
more the build of a stage comedian 
than a baseball player.

Ned Hanlon the manager of the old 
Orioles met Rube on the first day he 
applied for a position with the old 
Louisville Nationals.

Fractured the Rules.
For this little indulgence—this frac­

ture of the rules of a club operating 
under the national agreement—Wad­
dell was fined $50. It might as well 
have been a thousand dollars, for 
Rube never had more than 70 cents in 
his possession at one time.

However, Waddell pitched himself 
into Van’s good graces, for in the 
next game against Minneapolis he 
held the Millers to four singles and 
fanned eleven batters. The $50 fine 
was lifted and Van der Beck present­
ed the Rube with a dozen red neck­
ties in addition.

This tickled George Edward; so 
pleased was he that he insisted on 
pitching the very next day—against 
St. Paul. He did, and was reached 
for thirteen safeties, losing 12-5.

Van der Beck at once touched Rube 
for another fine—another $50. He al­
so demanded the return of the neck­
ties. G. E. had “soaked” the neck 
scenery, howdver, and fearing lest 
he would be arrested for doing so, he 
jumped the league and beat it over 
the line into Canada.

Waddell came to Oriloe Park to see 
the manager of the Louisville team, 
which we were then playing. He wore 
a “dinky” little cap, country-cut cloth- 
e- and carried a suitcase hardly 
larger than the ordinary yellow col­
lar-boxes. He said he was prepared to 
become a member of the team for 
the remainder of the season.

I believe his eccentricities were 
talked of more than those of any other 
man who has ever played on the dia­
mond. There was, and still is, an 
unlimited supply of curious stories 
and experiences the old fellow figured
in.

Enormously Popular.
On the editorial page of the Chicago 

Inter-Ocean we read an account of 
Rube’s enormous popularity;

Only one player—Kelly, the $1,- 
000 beauty”—ever vied with Rube in 
tnc popular furor lie created wherever 
he went. The crowds flocked to the 
hotels where he stopped as they did 
to grounds where he played. He lived 
for this adulation. He performed his 
best for the biggest ball crowds. He 
posed in the lobbies that the “fans” 
might worship.

Rube was many kinds of man— 
angler, trap-shot, football-player, ac. 
tor, fire fiend, amateur barkeeper,

Other evidences of his love of un­
usual “grand-stand” performances and 
stories of his Wanderings an,d eventful 
professional life have been given in 
many newspapers. We quote a few 
of these from the Columbus Dis­
patch:

Farmers Should Patronize Lo­
cal Trade Centers.

There are two ways of looking at the 
subjects of home markets, and the sub­
jects should be studied from both 
viewpoints if a reasonably correct un­
derstanding is to be arrived at

It should be understood in advance 

that each community, inclusive of ah 
the people who live in the market 
town and the farmers who surround 
it, is an industrial unit and that the 
prosperity of the individuals living in 
the community rises and falls, ebbs 
and flows, with the prosperity of the 
community as a whole.

•t H
One important aspect of the situa­

tion is that the farmer has a right to 
look for a good market for what he 
raises and has to dispose of. He is a 
producer, first of ail, and must pro­
duce before he can consume.

•t «8
The trading center, where he would 

naturally expect to dispose of his sur­
plus products, Is not performing its 
functions as a part of the community 
If it does not make preparation for 
buying everything the farmer wishes 
to sell, and the market should always 
oe a cash market

This much the farmer has a right to

Could Get Better Prices.
If the farmers have in their local 

town a market for their products or a 
great part of them they would obtain 
a much better price for everything 
they raise, and the consumer would 
pay cousiderably less than the people 
living in large congested centers.

To supply the needs and demands of 

the people living in the large cities 
great quantities of country produce 
are daily shipped to the commission 
merchants operating there.

•t It
The city consumer pays the price for 

living in the center of excitement, ns 
he joins with the producer in sharing 
the cost of moving the farm products 
to the large cities; also the expense 
entailed in handling, storing and dis­
posing of them.

Town Is Entitled to Support.
On the other hand, having provided 

for a good, adequate market the town 
Is entitled to the support of the farm­
ers.

•S It
Furthermore, the only manner in 

which the market can be maintained 
Is for the farmers to give all their 
trade to their local merchants—keep 
their money at home.

H It
The cow must be fed if she !s to con­

tinue giving milk. You cannot draw 
more out of a cask than has been put 
into that cask.

If the farmers of a community per­
sist in sending the money they receive 
for their products away from home to 
buy goods the time surely will come 
when there will be no money at home 
with which the town’s tradesmen can 
buy the farmers’ products.

This is the philosophy of the situa­
tion in a nutshell.

The resident of a town who does not 
exert his every effort in its interest, to 
build it up and make it strong and 
prosperous, is indeed retarding his own 
advancement. That’s the logical reply.

A SUNDAY SERMON BY PASTOR RUSSELL
Children Cry for Fletcher's ors, yet they will not be those "more 

than conquerors’’ to whom abundant 
entrance into the Kingdom will be 
granted.

These foolish virgins have been 
all their lifetime subject to bondage 
because of their fear of death of 
the flesh—the old nature. They are 
not courageous enough to follow 
the Lamb whithersoever He goeth, 
although they are loyal, faithful. 
These, the Pastor believes, will get 
the secondary prize. Instead of be­
ing on the Throne with our Lord, 
they will be before the Throne; in­
stead of wearing the crown, they 
will have only a palm branch.

When the foolish virgins shall 
have passed through the great tri­
bulation mentioned in Revelation 7, 
they will be a grand class. But they 
might be in the highest class if they 
were more zealous. It remains with 
themselves to make their calling and 
election sure. God nominated them, 
but theÿ fail of election because 
they fail to have sufficient zeal, love 
and earnestness to gain the great 
prize of joint-heirship with Christ in 
the Messianic Kingdom.

These different classes, the Pastor 
declared, are all one Body, at the 
present time; for all are called in 
the one hope of their calling, and 
there is no decision yet as to the 
two classes. All who receive the 
Holy Spirit are one company now. 
But at the end of this A#e the great 
Master will make the division ‘be­
tween the two classes of virgins—be­
tween the wise and the foolish, be­
tween the Great Company and the 
Little Flock. At the present time, 
however, all who are begotten of the 
Holy Spirit belong to the probation­
ary Body of Christ. But after the 
division shall have been made, only 
the Little Flock will be of the per­
manent Body of Christ—the Church 
in glory, clothed with glory, honor, 
and immortality.

Next the Pastor discussed various 
texts which declare that all the fol­
lowers of Christ must suffer in the 
flesh, even as Jesus suffered. He 
pointed out the nature of our Lord's 
sufferings, who was misunderstood, 
slandered, misrepresented, etc. While 
the followers of Jesus cannot possi­
bly expect to suffer in all the ways 
that the Master suffered, neverthe­
less they have similar experiences to 
His. It Is a mistaken idea, the 
speaker maintained, to believe that 
suffering is a sign of Divine dis­
pleasure. No Christian thinks that 
the Father was displeased with our 
Redeemer; on the contrary, as the 
Scriptures say, Jesus was holy, 
harmless and separate from sinners. 
And yet our Lord suffered much—it 
pleased God to bruise Him, to put 
Him to grief, to put Him to shame.

The thought is not that the Father 
took pleasure in the sufferings’ of 
His Son, but that in the great Di­
vine Plan it seemed wisest and best 
that He should subject the Son to 
severe tests in order that both an­
gels and men, looking back at Jesus’ 
experiences from Jordan to Calvary, 
could see that He was faithful unto 
death; and In order that the reward 
of Jesus’ obedience might be mani­
fest—that all might see the condi­
tion upon which God gives His 
choicest blessings. To all eternity 
this will be an incentive to any who 
may have the opportunity of serving 
God; such will know that whoever 
renders service to Him and endures 
sufferings for righteousness’ sake 
will have the spirit of glory rest 
upon him and will be amply reward­
ed.

The Pastor then dwelt at length 
upon the privilege of suffering with 
Christ.
demonstrate that only those who 
suffer with Christ shall reign with 
Him. Those who are dead with 
Christ shall live with Him on the 
spiritual plane, partakers of His Di­
vine nature, sharers of His glory. All 
these blessings ^are conditional upon 
their demonstrating that they are 
worthy to be members of His Body, 
and are actuated by His spirit. Some 
are privileged to suffer more than 

In presenting this 
thought, the Pastor used the dia­
mond as an illustration. A large 
diamond requires much more polish­
ing than does a small diamond; yet 
a large diamond is worthy of much 
polishing. Our Lord and St. Paul 
were large diamonds. Therefore they 
were subjected to much affliction, 
much difficulty, in order that they 
might show forth more fully the 
praises of Him who called them to 
His marvelous glory.

The Pastor concluded his dis­
course by calling attention to the 
wonderful blessings and privileges 
that are coming to the world to-day 
and to the increased knowledge and 
light upon all subjects, but especial­
ly upon the Word of God. He de­
clared that God’s people see as never 
before the lengths, breadths, heights 
and depths of God's character and 
Plan; and that even the world are 

ing to see something of His 
goodness and His wonderful arrange­
ments. The eyes of the world are 
opening more and more widely, and 
thè delusions that have been upon 
the world are rapidly disappearing. 
This is the dawning of a New Day.

But with the increase of light 
comes increased responsibility. When 
God gives us a certain amount of the 
light of Truth, it is for us to demon­
strate whether or not we appreciate 
it, and whether or not we have been 
loyal to what we have received. If 
we take the steps of appreciation 
and obedience, we thus evidence our 
readiness for more light. And so 
we may go from grace to grace, from 
knowledge to knowledge, from creep­
ing like a child to walking like a 
man—until we all come to the full 
stature of a man in Christ Jesus.

and conditions upon vhlch any one 
is eligible to membership in the 
Body of Christ: The Father gives 
the invitation while tbe High Call­
ing of this Age is open. He nomin­
ates those who accept the call, but 
each must elect himself by compli­
ance with the terms and conditions. 
The speaker explained that the call 
is a drawing toward God—a desire 
to come near to Him. Some have 
it from birth, others get it at their 
mother’s knee, others through a 
hymn, a book, through hearing the 
Scriptures, etc. Whatever thus 
points to Christ as the Way to God 
constitutes a call, an invitation.

Those who have heard the call, 
continued the Pastor, must learn 
that the first step is to turn away 
from sin. Next they must learn that 
God has made provision through the 
death of His Son whereby sins may 
be forgiven. To those who take 
these two steps the Saviour says, “If 
any man will come after Me, let him 
deny himself, take up his cross and 
follow Me.” The speaker explained 
that to deny one’s self is to give 
over one's self-sufficiency, one's de­
sire to do his own will, and to ac­
cept instead the Divine will. It is 
just as if the person had died; he is 
no longer his own. 
all earthly ambitions, hopes, aims 
and desires, and receives in their 
stead new ambitions, hopes, aims 
and desires.

The Pastor next showed what it 
is to take up the cross. One just 
starting in the narrow way to life 
will not know what his cross is to 
be. But gradually he will perceive 
that it is the crossing of self-will 
with the Divine will. This will be 
manifest in various ways, which may 
not be fully understood at first; but 
if the consecration was genuine, 
every trial will sooner or later 
prove to be a blessing, and the child 
of God will learn to rejoice in what 
once seemed to be tribulation.

Then the Pastor explained what 
is meant by following Christ. This 
signifies patient continuance in bear­
ing the cross. The one walking in 
the narrow way must demonstrate 
to Divine satisfaction that the char­
acter is fixed for truth, loyalty to 
God, to His Word, to the principles 
of righteousness.

This does not mean that the flesh 
is to be perfected, the Pastor claim­
ed, but the New Creature—the new 
will. God well knows that in fallen 
human nature there dwells no per­
fection. Whatever is done in spite 
of one’s endeavors to do right re­
sults from fleshly weakness, and is 
not counted as sin. But whatever 
wrong is done willingly is sin. The 
weaknesses of the flesh, of the fallen 
nature, are covered with the robe of 
Christ’s righteousness. Therefore it 
is the New Creature’s privilege to go 
on from grace to grace, thus becom­
ing more and more a copy of God’s 
dear Son, our Lord and Saviour.

According to the Pastor, all who 
have taken these steps have come 
into the Body of Christ, the Church, 
which is composed of all begotten 
of tbe Holy Spirit. These were be­
gotten of the Spirit at the moment 
when they presented their bodies liv­
ing sacrifices in Jesus’ name. Then 
they were immediately accepted of 
God and became members in the 
Body of Christ, all of whom have 
the same anointing as that of the 
Head of the Church.

In the case of the Apostles there 
was a particular manifestation on 
the day of Pentecost. The Holy

SUNDAY SCHOOL
Lesson VI.—Second Quarter, For 

May 10, 1914.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Luke xvi, 1-13. 
Memory Verses, 8, 9—Golden Text, 
Luke xvi, 10—Commentary Prepared 
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

Our last lesson was concerning a 
young man who wasted his father's 
substance in riotous living (Luke xv, 13). 
Now we read of a steward who wasted 
his master’s goods.

We are all stewards of Him who giv- 
eth us life and breath and all things; 
in whom we live and move and have 
our being; in whose hand our breath is 
and whose are all our ways; who giv- 
eth richly all things to enjoy. (Acts, 
xvii, 25, 28; Dan. v, 23; I Tim. vi, 171. 
We are either good stewards, using His 
gifts for others as well as ourselves, or 
we are selfish, using all things for our- 
selvesonly. Tbe rich man of uextweek’s 
lesson, we will find, vras unbelieving 
and selfish. The rich ma n of chapter xli, 
16-20, was thoroughly selfish and fool­
ish. The rich yotmg ruler of chapter 
xviii, 23, was also more interested in 
his riches than in a proper use of them, 
and in that connection our Lord said 
that riches sometimes hindered a man 
from entering the kingdom. It is not 
always so, for Zaccbeus was rich and 
Joseph of Arimathea (Luke xix, 2. 9; 
Matt, xxvii, 57), as also were Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacob, David and others.

Money is not necessarily evil, hut It 
is written, “Tbe love qf money is the 
root of all evil,” and it is better to fol­
low after rlghteousnness, godliness, 
faith, love, patience, meekness (1 Tim. 
vi, 10, 11). This present vrorld or age is 
evil, it lieth in the wicked one, the 
devil is its god, its friendship is en­
mity with God, we are not to be con­
formed to it. for we are not of it (Gat. 
i, 4; I John v, 19; 11 Cor. Iv, 4; Jas. iv, 
4; Rom. xii, 2; John xvii, 14, 16). There­
fore we cannot serve God and Mam­
mon, or riches, but we can make good 

of Mammon and use this worlduse
without abusing it (verses 9, 13».,

As to this unjust steward whom our 
Lord uses as an illustration, be was 
found guilty of defrauding liis em­
ployer and was told that he must lose 
his situation. He at once set about pro­
viding for himself when he would be 
no longer steward by cutting down the 
indebtedness of all bis lord's debtors, 
thus laying them under obligation to 
him to befriend him when he would 
have no employment. He was such a 
dishonest fellow that he did not care 
how much he fobbed his master if he 
could only provide for himself. His 
master commended his shrewdness in
thus providing for bis future, even 
though it was at further cost to him­
self. Our Lord did not speak well of 
him, for He would not justify a wrong 
transaction, but He did say that this 
bad man was wiser in his way than 
those who made no provision for their 
future in the world to come.

I have often been asked bow our 
Lord could commend this unjust man 
and his sin. Our Lord did not com­
mend him; it was his own lord, or mas­
ter, who told him, virtually, that he 
was a clever rascal in providing for bis 
future in this fraudulent way. Our 
Lord said to His disciples that it would 
be well to use all present opportunities 
in their reach with reference to the 
future that many might welcome them 
in the kingdom. All believers are put 
In trust with the' gospel and with the 
talents and pounds, and all are stew­
ards of the manifold grace of God, and 
some are stewards of the mysteries of 
God, all have received the spirit to 
profit withal (I Thess. ii, 4; Matt, xxv; 
Luke xix; I Pet iv, 10; 1 Cor. iv, 1;

We cannot remind you too often that 
there are no degrees in salvation, no 
one can be more saved than another or 
more safe at one time than another 
after Jesus Christ; is truly received. 
All who are in Christ are equally safe, 
and safe forever. But all saved ones 
are expected to serve the living and 
true God as He may direct, and every 
one shall receive his own reward ac­
cording to his own labor (1 Cor. iii, 8; 
Rev. xxii, 12; Luke xiv, 14). The Phar­
isees who were covetous or money lov­
ers derided Him and His teachings, 
desiring tbe approval of men rather 
than the approval of God, and they 
violently opposed the King and the 
kingdom until they finally killed Him, 
saying, “We have no king but Caesar.” 
Those who prefer the friendship of this 
world are called adulterers (Jas. iv, 41. 
The true disciple is married to the 
Lord to bring forth fruit unto God 
(Rom. vii, 4), but Israel was an empty 
vine bringing forth fruit unto himself, 
a degenerate plant of a strange vine 
bearing wild grapes (Hos. x, 1; Jer. 
ii, 21; Isa. v, 2).

That which men esteem and which 
God esteems are as far separate as hell 
and heaven, and yet the great crowd, 
many professing Christians included, 
prefer the ways of man and the praise 
of men because the god of this world 
hath blinded their minds. Let us con­
sider well if we are faithful to the 
trust committed to us, desiring in all 
things the approval of our Lord, whose 
stewards we are. and remembering 
that we must give an account to Him 
of our stewardship.
