If Bubscribevs order: a ‘discontinu-
ance the publisher may continue to
send until arrearages ate paid.

If subsoribers neglect to take their
periodicals from the office to which
they areé diregted they are responsible
till they have settled up their bill and
ordered the stoppage.

1f subscribers move to.other places
without informing thé publisher,. and
the papers are sent to the former dir-
eotion, they are held responsible.

The courts have decided that refus.
ing to take periodicals.from the office,
or removing and leaving them uncall-
ed for, is prima facie'evidence of inten-
tional fruud. ==

The latest postal laws are such that
newspaper publishers can prosecute
anyone for fraud who takes a paper
and refuses tg pay for it. The man
who allows his. subsoription to run
along for some time unpaid and then
orders it discontinued lays himelf lia-
able to arrest and fine, the sume as
for theft,
