At this season 6f the year particu­

lar attention should be paid to Die 
prevention of ravages by disease and 
insect pests. It is possible by. a. 
timely application of the proper 
sprays to control effectively many of 
our worst diseases and pests.

Spray materials may be divided 
into three classes. First, there are 
the fungicides, such as Bordeaux 
mixture of lime sulphur wash, 
which are used to control or prevent 
the development of fungous diseases 
such as apple scab and potato blight. 
Secondly, there are poison sprays, 
such as lead arsenate, for the control 
of biting insects, such as the potato 
beetle, tent caterpillars, etc., and, 
thirdly, the contact sprays, such as 
kerosene emulsion or nicotine sul­
phate, for the control of sucking in­
sects like plant lice.

By selecting the proper spravs 
under each of these three headings, 
a combined spray containing all three 
can be used and thus in a single a*>- 
plication one has a fungicide and a 
complete insecticide combined. A 
good combined spray is made up s 
follows: 4-4-40-Bordcaux, consisting
of 4 pounds unslacked lime, 4 pounds 
copper sulphate and 40 gallons of 
water, to which is added 3 pounds of 
arsenate of lead or 2 pounds of arsen­
ate of lime in paste form (if the dry 
form ia used, use one-half this quan­
tity) for controlling biting insects, ' 
and if’ aphids or plant lice are pres­
sent, one-tliird of pint of nicotine 
sulphate should be added or, as an 
alternative, the lime sulphur could 
replace the Bordeaux mixture.

Do n6t delay the application until 
the disease or pest has become evi­
dent by its ravages, but make the ap­
plication in time to prevent the dam­
age. An application of spray is not a 
CURE, it is a preventative. ..

Do not think that one application 
is sufficient. Remember that at this 
season of the year foliage grows 
rapidly nnd a large amount of new 
leaf surface is soon exposed after an 
application is made, and it is this 
new uncoated surface which is a 
source of infection. Three to four * 
sprays during the season will 1)5^^ 
necessary to keep the leaves covered 
and the plants free from disease and 
pests. *

Make the applications thoroughly, 
drenching all parts of the plant witii 
a fine, mist-like spray. A coarse 
spray is not as effective as a finely 
divided one.

If you have not already done so, 
make application at once to your 
nearest Experimental Farm or Dis­
trict Representative for a Spray 
Calendar, or apply direct to the Cen­
tral Experimental Farm, Ottawa. 
These Calendars will give you full in­
structions as to mixing and applying 
sprays for the control of all pest g 
and diseases. Don’t delay. DO IT

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The cultural treatment of the soil 
for a crop of peas and oats under re­
gular Cropping conditions is similar 
to that for ordinary grain cops. Fall 
ploughing, disced thoroughly in the 
spring until a deep, mellow seed-bed 
Is prepared, proves most satisfactory. 
Sown as a catch crop where new seed­
ing» of grasses and clovers fall, a 
fairly satisfactory seed-bed may be 
prepared by either shallow ploughing 
or by thorough discing depending on 
the compactness and nature of the 
soli. Older meadows or exhausted sod 
areas can only be prepared for crop 
by ploughing and discing. In sow­
ing, the ordinary seed-drill is used. 
The peas and oats should be mixed 
thoroughly before being placed In the 
seed-box of the drill and from time to 
time as sowing goes on the mixture 
should be stirred with the hand. 
Otherwise the peas will work down 
through the oats and be sown first 
leaving the last part of the seeding 
almost pure cats. The most suitable 
proportions of the mixture are equal 
parts by weight, sown at-the rate of 
at least 3 bushels per acre. Suitable 
varieties Include Golden Vine and 
Prussian Blue pea and Banner and 
O. A. C. No. 72 oats.

Cutting trim soiling may take place 
before pods form on the pea vines and 
the oats begin to head. Saved as hay, 
cutting begins as soon as pods a-e 
formed and the oats kernels are la 
the milk stage of growth. This Is also 
the most suitable stage at which to 
cut for silage. If the crop is not re­
quired for any of the foregoinfc pur­
poses it may be allowed to ripen to be 
harvested for grain. Both grain and 
straw make good feed.

APPLE BUD-MOTHS CONTROL IN 
NOVA SCOTIA.

The apple is attacked by a number 
of different Insects- In Nova Scotia 
the caterpillars of the Bud-moths are 
probably the cause of more loss thag 
all the other insects combined. The 
Entomological Branch of the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture has Just is­
sued BijTetin No. 16, entitled “The 
Apple L*jd-moths and Their Control 
in Nova Scotia,” by G. E. Sanders and 
pages gives an account of the life-his­
tories of the four destructive bud- 
moths which occur in that province. 
The chapter on the control of these 
A. G. Dustan. This "bulletin of 24 
insects discusses results obtained from 
spraying experiments, following which 
definite control measures are recom­
mended. Useful information is also 
Included on parasitic insects and other 
natural enemies. Fourteen illustra­
tions appear In the bulletin. These 
show injured blossoms and fruit, vari­
ous stages of the insects, etc. This 
publication will be of much value to 
apple grocers in eastern Canada. It 
can be obtained free of charge on ap­
plication to the Publications Branch, 
Departmerft of Agriculture, Ottawa. 
A technical edition of the bulletin 
giving scientific descriptions etc., has 
also been published. This will be of 
special interest to eeonemjc workers.

Almost a Miracle 

But Very Simple
An exchange gives the following set 

of rules for tree planting that may be 
of use to amateurs, etc.:

1. (Do not allow roots to be expos­
ed to drying winds, «tin or frost.

2. Prune, with a sharp knift, any 
bruised or broken roots.

3. Have the holee large enough to 
admit all the roots without cramping.

4. Plant in good loam, enriching 
with thorougnly decomposed manure.

6 Do not allow any fresh manure 
to come in contact with the roots.

6. Spread the roots In their na­
tural position, and work fine loam 
among them, making it firm and com­
pact.

T. Do not plant deep. Let the upper 
roots be about an inch lower than they 
were before.

8. Remove all broken branches and 
cut back at least one-half the previous 
year’s growth of wood.

9. It the season is a dry one, water 
thoroughly twice a week.

10. Keep the soli in a good de­
gree of fertility. Mulching in the fall 
is beneficial.

The amateur ls recommended to fol­
low the above rules. Well-cared for 
trees add much to the beauty of a 
lawn and home, as any citizen of 
good tastes will admit. The tree-plant­
ing movement Inaugurated this spring 
la in line with the best designs for 
civic Improvement.

“Harvester Industrial Plans.”
(Chicago Daily News.)

Progressive corporations and 
lightened Individual employera of 
labor are evincing a gratifying dis­
position to meet reasonable demands 
of labor for a greater stake and a 
direct voice In Industry. The way to 
lessen and gradually remove the dan­
ger of serious unrest and strife In the 
economic sphere Is to “peopleize ’ or 
democratize Industry more and morq, 
and make the waap-worker feel that 
he Is actually a co-partner in indus­
try and that bis Interest is funda­
mentally identical with that of the 
employer and the directorate.

The Daily News has recorded with 
sincere satisfaction many signs of this 
growing sense among employers of the 
wisdom of taking labor into their full 
confidence and discussing at round­
table conferences the various common 
problems arising out of the Industry 
that pays (wages and dividends. The 
latest "sign of the times” is the 
“Harvester Industrial plan’’ of em­
ployee representation on works coun­
cils at the plants, these councils being 
charged with the Important duty of 
considering and recommending to the 
management suggestions relative to 
working hours, wage scales, recrea­
tion, safety, education, Americaniza­
tion, and so on.

"Details of the scheme show that It 
is as genuinely democratic and elastic 
as It was possible to make it at the 
start. The housands of employees 
have the opportunity freely to elect 
their own representatives, while the 
latter have the right to carry an 
appeal In any dispute over participa­
tion in the works councils to the pre­
sident of the company. The design is 
start. The thousands of employees 
to speak frankly and fearlessly at all 
limes on questions that are vital to 
them. The decision is reserved for 
the management, but even here there 
is, of course, unlimited possibility of 
development of the idea of friendly 
co-operation and representation on the 
directorate through stntik ownership 
and profit sharing.

How Infinitely more const motive 
and hopeful are such experiments than 
the destructive, hate-inspired attacks 
on the present social system and. the 
propaganda cf class warfare.

It was a cosmopolitan crowd which 
awaited the delegation, French, Eng­
lish, Italian, Japanese, and American 
Journalists and officers. Some of the 
Austrians gazed inquiringly from the 
windows as the train entered the sta­
tion, uncertain of their reception, but 
Chancellor Renner was sure of his 
ground, and welcomed the friendly 
spirit displayed with heartiness, which 
was reciprocated In a measure by 
those assembled.

Professor Lammasch was accom­
panied by, his wife and daughter, 
and there were several women sec­
retaries, who were shown the great­
est courtesy. The Austrian news­
paper men and subordinates were 
quartered in one of the requisitioned 
hotels.

After their arrival at the villas 
the Austrian delegates again thank­
ed the escorting officers for their 
courteous reception, and chatted for 
a time, contrasting the sunshine and 
warmth of France with the snows 
and bleakness of Austria and 
Switzerland on the Journey thither.

The Austrian Chancellor, in his 
speech on arrival, and later in con­
versation, spoke German, but ex­
cused himself, as being unable to 
speak French.

Ottawa Report — At what Dr. J. G. 
Rutherford called the most represen­
tative gathering ever held in Canada 
ot men who are engaged In and know 
the live stock Industry of £aqada, pro­
posals are being made and discussed 
for getting and holding European 
markets for Canadian live seock, and 
for developing the Industry in Canada.

The 
meeting was called by Mr. H. S. Ark- 
ell, head of the Live Stock Branch of 
the Department of Agriculture, at the 
desire of the Deputy Minister, In order 
that he might acquaint the livestock 
Industry generally with the market 
conditions in the British Isles, France 
and Belgium, from which he had Just 
returned, after a trip of Investigation.

At the morning meeting Mr. Arkell 
tssured his hearers that Canadian 
bacon, poultry and eggs have won an 
enviable reputation during the war. 
Commission houses or buyers in Lon­
don or other British cities had all 
their stocks of Canadian bacon taken 
during the war for the use of the 
army, while the American dry salt 
heavy fat bacon was sold to the public 
under a controlled price. People have 
grown tired of it, and never want to 
hear even the name of It nowadays. 
The tradesmen received so many com­
plaints about the American bacon and 
so few/rom the army that they will be 
sure to boost Canadian bacon In the 
days to come.

NO QUESTION AS TO DEMAND.
With respect to the demand for Can­

adian live stock generally from over­
seas, Mr. Arkell said: “I don’t think 
there need be any question as to the 
demand for all our products provided 
we can maintain the cuality and or-, 
ganlze the business in a thoroughly 
business-like, systematic way.”

In the afternoon discussions occur­
red as to ways tnd means to organize 
the live stock trade for the men over­
seas of horses and cattle. No con­
clusion was reached, but enough dif­
ference of opinion developedl to make 
it necessary to form committees to 
make up a report to submit to the 
meeting with regard to methods ot 
htndling business in Canada.

(Bugs in France.
In the reign of Louls-iPhillppe, a 

Monsieur Terrât had been charged 
with the duty of fighting bugs in the 
barracks of Paris. It must be believ­
ed that the result was satisfactory, 
since by virtue of an order of the gen­
eral inspector contracts were made in 
1848 with Monsieur Terrât for the 
destruction of these frightful Insects.

A note on reparation does not 

protest against the payment by Ger­
many for the devastation wrought In 
Belgium and northern France, which.

“Dlfect oral discussions between the 
commission and nearly all the bel­
ligerents concerning prisoners of war 
have been considered, even during 
hostilities, as the surest means of 
solving the difficulties. It ought to­
day to be all the easier to roconc*le 
the different viewpoints and clear up 
certain obscurities still existing on 

. certain details of the problem.
“For instance, as a result ot the 

diversity ot the viewpoint ot the law 
In the different countries interested, 
the German delegation considers it 
indispensable that prisoners of war 
and the civilians undergoing penalties 
tor other infranctions than those of 
discipline, should be in a group that 
ought to be repatriated uncondition­
ally. Germany has recognized this 
principle regarding prisoners of war 
and civilians of the allied and asso­
ciated powers in its custody.

“The German delegation deems It 
necessary for reasons of equity to 
accord certain improvements in the 
treatment of prisoners, military and 
civilian, pending the time when they 
may return to their own country." *
