
F. W. HARCOURT, K. C.DAL. DEFEATED 
ACADIA 13 TO 11

Five Hundred Pereons Witnessed Ball 
Came Between College Teams

(From the Halifax Chronicle)
Dalhousie evened the baseball series 

with Acadia by defeating the Blue and 
Red at the Wanderers Grounds on Satur­
day by a score of 13 runs to 11. The 
"intown " Collegians, however, were push­
ed to the limit to win, and it was only 
their heavy hitting in the first inning, 
when they captured eight tallies, that 
gave them the gâme. About five hundred 
people turned out to see the first game 
of baseball to be played in Halifax in 
1922, and, while they were treated, to 
several thrills in the last two innings 
of the game, they witnessed what on the 
whole was by no means a brilliant ex­
hibition. Errors wete predominant, 
and the errors of the locals proved very 
costly, for, out of a-total of eleven runs 
for Acadia, only five were earned by the 
visiting Collegians, the remainder being 
scored on misplays by the locals.

After the sensational start of Dal­
houaie, where they made eight runs, 
both teams settled down, and for a 
time it looked as if the game was going 
to be woo by the scores made in the first 
and second innings. Acadia made three 
tallies in the second and Dalhouaie added 
two. The third and fourth innings went 

frcordesa far both teams, and in the fourth 
Richardson, hurling for the Yellow and 
Black, struck out three men in succession. 
In the fifth Acadia crept up a notch, 
scoring two runs to one for Dalhoueie. 
In the sixth the visitors added another 
tally and Dalhouaie went out in one, 
two, three order.

With the score 11 to 6 for Dalhouaie, 
the Acadian» went to bat in the “lucky 
seventh", and before the smoke cleared 
away they had netted four runs and were 
right on top of their-opponents, needing 
only one run to tie the game up. Two bad 
errors and a brace of hits, assisted by 
a safe play on the part of Moore in right 
field for the locals, when he failed to go 
for a line drive from Grimmer, allowed 
the Wolfvilleites to get their quartette 
of runs. From this point the game was 
exciting. Dalhousie were blanked in 
their half of the seventh, and the visit­
ors came to bet with all the confidence 
in the world. Anthony got a single, 
the next two batters went dotm at first, 
and then Barteaux, who had been playing 
a great game at second for the visitors, 
came to bat and doubled, scoring Anthony 
with the tieing run, making 11 all. Dal­
housie, however, went ahead again in 
the last of the eighth, Haslam starting 
the ball with a nice single to right field. 
Richardson got on, and both came home 
on Purcell's hit. Acadia tightened at 
this juncture and no more runs were 
scored. In the first of the ninth the Aca- 
dians started a batting rally that looked 
bad for the locals. Blanchard, however, 
made the best play of the game when he 
stopped a fast one by diving for it, threw 
to Bates, who sent the pill to Haslam for 
a double play. Acadia’s hopes were 
dashed, and the last man to bat was 
thrown out at first.

Together they dis­
cover fire and the use of the bow and 
arrow ; side by side they fight their enemies; 
sharing the responsibility they lead their 
tribe to a place of safety. There should 
be a quick and a wide demand for this 
charming romance. It was published re­
cently in Toronto by McClelland & 
Stewart.

The other novel is by Rupert Hughes, 
and has the challenging title, "Souls for 
Sale”. It will be published May 24th by 
Harper and Brothers, but this advance 
copy was sent me by Hodder & Stoughton, 
who handle Harpers' publications in 
Canada. The author should need no in­
troduction to the reading public. He has 
served on the staffs of Godey 's Magazine 
of Current Literature, and of The Cri­
terion in London; he is a man whose in­
tellect was trained'by vigorous study in 
Western Reserve and Yale Universities; 
he has already written much fiction and 
several authoritative works on music. 
There is not a bad person in this new 
novel of his, but all the characters do 
wrong. There is a sardonic humour in the 
way Mr. Hughes refuses either to excuse 
or to condemn them. The story is always 
verging on tragedy, but nothing very 
dreadful happens, save the death of poor 
Elwood Famaby not far from the be­
ginning. This Elwood leaves the heroine 
in a distressing plight. She is the daughter 
of the narrow minded but sincerely good 
old village parson, the parson whose 
"sweet wrong headedness" keeps you 
loving him when he is declaiming against 
the moving picture evil and when he is 
succumbing to a belief that it is not an 
evil at all. The daughter. Remember 
Steddon, has sinned irrevocably against 
the standards of good conduct, and she 
worms herself out of one false situation 
into another and yet another in her 
effort to avoid disgrace for herself and 
sorrow for hei parents. She finally comes 
out on very good ground, a moving pic­
ture actress of unusual ability. Through 
all her slips, and they are grievous ones, 
her character rings true. The novel is 
intellectually conceived; the author shows 
a critical but sympathetic understanding 
of the various moral standards among a 
people moving in a complex web of social 
contradictions, and he has a man’s re­
pudiation of canting goody-goodyness. 
The book shou'd do much to bring before 
the peopte in its true light the moving 
picture art, or industry, for it is both.

The Jouraa' of the American Medica1 
Association has warned against drug 
drinks at different times. It says: “There 
is such a thing as the caffeine habit, and 
this hâtât is on the increase, and its 
seriousness shou’d be exp’ained to the 
public Chi’dren up to fifteen years 
shou’d not drink tea or coffee, and caf- 
feined soda fountain drinks shou’d be pro­
hibited. Caffeine is not a desirable stimu­
lant to serve indiscriminately to growing 
children and young adults. Caffeine has 
a definite tendency to the formation of a 
habit. Not a little of the restlessness of 
children during the summer is to be at­
tributed to the taking of caffeine in con­
siderable quantities in the form of soda 
fountain drinks/' Medical writers say 
that caffeine produces insomnia.

Caffeine is a diug used in headache 
remedies. It relieves sensations of fatigue, 
but at the same time injures the nerves 
and digestion.

The extract of coca leaves used now 
m soft drinks is made from the refuse of 
cocaine factories, that is, it is made after 
the cocaine is supposed to be all extracted. 
One man who has studied these d.inks 
«ays: “Cigarettes and Coca Cob are to­
day the two great dangers of our boys, 
dangerous in leading to worse things and 
in bringing nervous and bodily excesses.

Dr. H. H. Rusby, dean of the College of 
Pharmacy of Columbia University, New 
York City, says: “Caffeine is a genuine 
poison, both acute and chronic. Taken 
in the form of a beverage it tends to the 
formation of a drug habit quite as charac­
teristic, though not go effective as or­
dinary narcotics. Permanent disorders 
of cardiac {heart) function, and of 
the cerebral (brain) circulation result 
from its continued use. ”

r (From the Maritime Merchant.)

If one takes a walk these days in the 
suburbs or about the residential streets 
an hour or so before sundown, he will see 
the man with the rake busily engaged 
in tidying about this premises. Tidi­
ness Is a virtue which too many people 
in this country have been slow to culti­
vate , and it Is satisfactory to witness any 
breaking away from an indifference to 
the aspect of one's environment which we 
inherited from the country's pioneers.
Our forefathers were perhaps not to 
blame if they felt it was enough for them 
to hew down the forest and clear the land, 
with out bothering to clear up all the 
debris that 'surrounded 
care much about the beauty of their im­
mediate surroundings, particularly in 
view of the fact that very rarely did 
visitors from other parts penetrate to the 
solitary settlements. But to-day we no 
longer have the pioneers’ excuse, nor 
their lack of incentive to better things; 
for as a matter of fact the times call for 
a distinctly different attitude towards 
these matters than prevailed in the old 
days and has been retained in most lo­
calities down to the present da* In fact 
the whole point of view has changed.
Once upon a time tidiness was regarded 
merely from an aesthetic standpoint, but 
to-day it has very practical bearings, 
particularly in relation to sanitation and 
to the more utilitarian question of com­
mercial assets. Accordingly, whatever 
our pioneer forebears may have had to 
say for themselves in extenuation of their 
default in this respect, people who are 
careless now about keeping their prem­
ises tidy, cannot so readily be excused.

Tidiness nowadays is a real business 
asset, ip testimony whereof, we point to 
the remarks one hears 'quite frequently, 
about Wolfville, as a residential town.
You will hear them say that when they 
have money enough to retire they pro­
pose to buy a place in Wolfville, And 
why Wolfville? Well, largely because at 
Wolfville there is a community effort to 
keep the place in the best of order con­
tinually. Wolfville because of this fact 
is a pleasant place to live and it is worth 
a great deal to the storekeepers of Wolf­
ville that this should be so. Real estate ing. 
too it benefited as well as general busi­
ness; the same people who buy property 
there afterwards become buyers of other 
things.

In the Maritime Provinces most of 
people are agreed that we should like to 
have a large tourist trade, not that we 
bo specially love the tourist as because we 
are needing his money. And this being so, 
it must follow that the more attractive 
we make the places where our people live 
the more likely is there to be a response to 
our invitation to, strangers to come and 
sec us.

Hence the reason for greater interest in 
tidiness, and in view of the benefit he is 
likely to derive from It, the local merchant 
should take the lead in such a movement, 
and for that purpose, there is no time like 
the present. This is the season of the 
year when every merchant throughout the 
country should be trying to create a 
community spirit in lavor of tidiness.
Let them go to it.

But alas! we fear that too often mer­
chants are ' themselves offenders in this 
respect. One day last year while motoring 

I up counfry we stopped at the store of one 
of our ‘subscribers, a prominent and 
successful merchant, and as we gave it 
"thé once over” what "hit us in the eye" 
was the condition of the store’s back 
ÿgrd. It was absolutely littered with 
boxes, Crockeryware crates, and rubbish 
of one sort or another; an eyesore to 
the community. We said to ourselves: 
"Can it be that this man pays no atten­
tion to what he reads in the Merchant?
For have we not been preaching to him 
on this subject of tidiness for many, many 
years? ” Organizations should be started 
in etrery community throughout the 
province for the purpose of carrying on 
a sustained effort for more tidiness. Wt 
hope they will be, for though we may hever 
be very wealthy, we certainly can be 
tidy. We are far from being as tidy as we 
ought to be at present.

An inexperienced driver whose tire gets 
a heavy blow from a stone or a curb usually 
looks over the outside of the tire to see 
if any damage has been done.. But the 
old driver knows that if harm has been 
done the place to look for it is in the in­
side, and that any break in the fabric will 
be registered on the inside ply first.

Naturally the inside ply is shelter than 
thf rest and each ply is shorter than any 
of the others outside of it. This is because 
it is on-the inside of the curvature of the 
tire.. Now if the tire is suddenly compress­
ed at some point to a considerable ex­
tent, the relative position of the plies is 
reversed— that is, the ontside ply becomes, 
at this particular point, the inside ply as 
regards the curvature and the inside ply 
becomes the outside ply, as regards cur­
vature.

This has the elTeçt of stretching the 
inside ply more than any of the ethers 
and, of couise, if the amount of stretch 
is very great the fabric will be broken.

If it should happen—as it often does— 
that only one or two inner plies are bro­
ken, there will not be any signs of the 
injury on the outside until a considerable 
time afterward. This is because the other 
plies still unbroken will continue to hold 
against the air pressure, even though they 
will be under excessive strain. But con­
tinued flexing will eventually break them 
also, and the result may be a blowout 
wtiich may occur at any time, even on a 
p^jfectly smooth pavement. MM®

«serve and unnecessary carbonizing.

After making sure that the engine is 
operating at its best, take the car out on 
e good smooth road and see how it coasts. 
If the tires are not properly inflated, if 
the front wheels are out of alignment, or 
If the brakes drag, the car will be found 
to come to a stop much quicker than it 
Would after the power of the motor is cut

Thus onward, ever speeding surge.

CAR FOR HIRE-off
This indicates all too clearly that gaso­

line is being wasted, to say nothing of the 
unnecessary wear on the tires(if they are 
too soft or the wheel alignment is faulty), 
or on the brakes (if they are dragging), 
or both. For wastes go together, and one 
leads to and causes others, from the 
motorist's standpoint.

Another common way in which fuel 
is wasted is to permit the engine to idle 
when the car is standing still. Most 
engines, with throttles closed, will run 
idle at about the same r.p.m. as when 
driving the car at a speed of ten miles an 
hour. Hence, when the motor is idling, 
somewhat less than the same quantity 
of gasoline is being consumed as when the 
car is travelling ten miles an hour over 

, average roads. Thus the wastefulness of 
this practice becomes apparent.

It is ordinarily wise to let the engine 
idle a moment or two before starting up 
the car, out to let it idle for any long time 
When it is not necessary is economically 
wrong.

If the tube is chafed through or cut 
after a bruise, such as described, the air 
will pass directly through the carcass 
and force the rubber side covering, and 
sometimes the tread, loose from the fabric. 
When this happens the user generally 
terms it a blowout, and as a matter of 
fact it is, but, contrary to thejopinion 
often held, it is seldom the result of a de­
fect in manufacture.

CANADIAN N^VY TO RECEIVE CUT THE MOVIES POPULARITY CON-

OTTAWA, May 12.—The Canadian 
Navy is to receive a drastic cut. To a 
closely attentive House, Hon. G. P.
Graham, Minister of Defence, this after­
noon announced the naval policy of the 
present Government. In brief it provides 
that:

1. —Five ships are to be laid up. These 
are the cruiser Aurora and the destroyers 
Patriot and Patrician, presented to 
Canada by Great Britain after the 
armistice. The other two ships laid u*p 
are submarines.

2. —Canada's naval force will consist of 
three vessels on each coast, namely, a 
small ship and two trawlers as tenders at 
both Halifax and Esquimau.

3. —The three ships on either coast are 
to be used for training a volunteer force 
in protection of shores and harbors, mine 
sweeping and mine laying.

4. —Protection and care of wharves 
and docks at Halifax and Esquimalt to be 
continued with provsiion for a reserve 
force and men numbering 233. With the 
exception of four, officers from the Royal 
Navy to be returned to the Royal Navy.

In making his statement Mr. Graham 
emphasized that young men in the volun­
teer force would not be taken out of in­
dustrial employment. They would be 
trained on land and sea for two or three 
weeks each year, over a period of three 
years. There would also be the fisheries 
protection services containing a number 
of additional ships. Under the scheme 
some 1,500 young men could be trained 
during the year on land and sea.

ARE WE EXTRAVAGANT? W. GRANT, M.D., CM.
Ontario teachers have been ho'ding 

■their annua' meetings and it is not sur­
prising that the question of salaries was 
-considered.

At the meeting referred to the teachers 
•countered on what they c'aim to be lux­
uries and extravagances indu'ged in by 
many people who are unwilling to ad­
vance the stipends of the teachers. They 
point out for example, that $61,000,000 is 
expended in Canada every year for cigars, 
cigarettes and tobacco. It is a goodly 
sum, and would go towards providing in­
creases for the teachers. It all goes up in 
smoke. The teachers would not complain 
•of that if the smokers were willing to 
help pay them more generous salaries.

They say further that the gum chewers 
in Canada spend $3,680)000 for the pleas­
ure of wagging their jaws. This is quite 
a substantial sum for such an ephemeral 
pleasure. And they charge that face 
powders mean an expenditure every year 
in this country of $1,600,000, which is 
quite a large sum to be daily applying and 
washing off. And soft drinks cost yearly 
the huge sum of 28 million dollars. The 
teachers think that if less liquid were put 
into the stomachs and more learning put 
into the heads of the people of Canada the- ,2>t*va 
country would be better off. They think'vmce8 
that a good part of the 28 millions might 
well be applied to the encouragement of 
their profession.

We have contracted extravagant habits; 
and they are growing. They diminish the 
pocket-book; and too frequently people 
are more willing to starve the teaching pro- 
feseion than to reduce their supply of 
tobacco, chewing gum, face powder and 
soft drinks.
