Florence Rockwell, the Charming 
Actress, a Football Fan.

Gave the Times a Bright Inter­
view Yesterday.

On the Stage Since She Was 14 
and Is Happy.

Dainty Florence Rockwell. leading lady 
in “The Barrier.'’ Khiw & Erlanger’», big 
production, playing at -the Grand to-day, 

fair football enthusiast who would 
thorough enjoy joining the waving sen 
of yellow and black that wiW oh-eer the 
Tigers to victory at the Cricket ground* 
this afternoon, did not « matinee demand 
her presence at the theatre. Miss Rock­
well is wildly enthusiastic about the 
gridiron. She made this confession to a 
Tiroes7 reporter who interviewed her at 
the Royal Hotel yesterday afternoon.

“It is too bad yon have a matinee. We 
have the biggest football game of the 
season here to-morrow,” suggested the 
newspaper man, taking it. for granted 
that everyone in Hamilton, theatrical 
stars and other visitors included, a.re 
stirred with enthusiasm over the out­
come of to-day*» great battle.

Miss Rockwell gave a lifcble cry of dis­
appointment and clasped her hands bc- 
oeahingly. “Oh, don’t tell me that.” 

she pleaded. “Are you quite sure there 
is a matinee? How I should love to see 
the game! I am the mowi enthusiastic 
kind of a football fan, and yet I seldom 
get an ojiportunity to see a match. When 
I watch the crowds flocking to the big 
Harvard. Yale and Princeton game* I 
feel so disappointed to think that I ca.ii- 
ih>t go. 1 am so sorry' I can’t see the 
Tigers play.”

Then a happy thought struck Her. “If 
ever I get t.o be a ma/n<a ger," she mused, 
"matinees will not interfere with foot­
ball games. 1 will pay the actors their 
salaries just the same* and Uil them to 
go to the football game. On second 
t hought, though. I suppose If I rea l I 
were a manager I would ne like them and 
look at the money side of it first.”

Miss Rockwell just as pretty, grace 
ful and clever to meet personally a» she 
appears behind the foot tight*.

HE WOULD SHOOT 
HIS SWEETHEART.

William C. Macklim Had Revolver and 
Poison—Is Believed to be Insane.

William C. Macklim, a, love sick youth, 
created a huge -stir last night. He was 
arranged this morning in Police Court 
on no less than three charges, namely, 
trespass, threatening to kill and carry­
ing a revolver.

He pleaded not guilty and was re­
manded for a week, to be medically ex­
amined in the meantime, as his sanity is 
greatly doubted. Hte is a youth appar­
ently about 24, bearing no signs of men­
tal deficiency in his face, but pronounced 
marks of dissipation arc visible.

Last night, about 11 o'clock, the police 
received a hurry-up call at 107 Aberdeen 
avenue. Acting Detectives Cameron and 
Barrett and V. C’a. Bran nan and Rey­
nolds were dispatched post haste in the 
growler. When they arrived there they 
found William Macklim, closely guarded 
by members of the household. They 
it learned that he had threatened to kill 
his lady love, Minnie O’Connor, -a maid 
employed there, by shooting her and 
then end his own life by taking strych­
nine. A bottle of that poison was found 
on his person by the police. Fortunate­
ly the family prevented the double trag­
edy. Neither the man nor the girl gave 
any reasons for the affair, as the girl in 
her evidence said they had not quarrel 
ed. When the police arrested Macklim 
he was upstairs in the house, outside 
the girl’s bedroom door and they say she 
was sympathizing with him woman 
like.

He had evidently prearranged his 
plans, for on his person were found 
four letters addressed to Miss Minnie 
O'Connor, Hamilton ; P. W. Bradshaw, 
Hamilton P. 0.; Miss Myrtle Rymal,

Hamilton P. 0., and Mrs.-Thomas Mack­
lim. his mother.

The letter to his mother was opened 
by the Magistrate, in court, and he read 
the following message :

“Do not blame me for this; it was all 
my own fault ; try and forget it.”

A packet of love letters was produced 
tied round with the customary ribbon. 
The letters were from young Macklim to 
Miss O’Connor. The revolver was a 32- 
calibre, five-chamber weapon; four 
chambers were loaded. There was 
enough strychnine in the bottle produc­
ed to kill a company of soldiers.

Miss Minnie O’Connor, a pale, slim 
girl, intelligent looking, was called. She 
seemed on the verge of hysteria,, and 
her eyes wore a look of dread ofMhc 
publicity of the affair. She said she 
was a native of Dundos. and had kept 
company with the prisoner for some 
time. Last night, they were out for a 
walk, and he asked her to go to the 
Mountain View Hotel. She refused, 
whereat he drew n revolver and threat­
ened to do awav with her. She said she 
was terribly frightened, and tried to 
hold his hand down. A man who was 
passing caught hold of the prisoner, and 
she ran to Aberdeen avenue. Soon after 
he followed and entered the house, and 
went upstairs after her. She screamed 
and members of the household came and 
took away the revolver.

After she had given her evidence, Miss 
O’Connor was in a highly nervous condi­
tion, and said she was afraid to pass 
tile dock where her former lover was. 
Chief Smith had her conducted out of 
the court room by a side door.

Mr. Macklint, father of the prisoner, 
said preparations had been going on for 
some time for his son’s commitment to 
the asylum.

ARE THREATENING 
SOME ALDERMEN.

Hydro Heelers Said to be Following Course 
That Might Land 7 hem Behind Bars.

Will the power question be settled on 
Monday night, after all?

No less than three aldermen prophe­
sied that it would and that the con­
tract with tne Hydro would be carried 
by a unanimous vote in the Council. 
The inference is that the commission has 
come off its high horse and is prepared 
to give Hamilton the square deal which 
Mayor McLaren and ten of the aldermen 
have demanded it shall get. A report 
reached the City Hall to day in a round­
about way that the commission at its 
session on Thursday was prepared to 
grant the terms the city demanded. 
Nothing official has been received, how-

A contract of any kind made with the 
commission now will likely settle the 
questioir-of a Mavorality fight in Janu­
ary. The Hydro supporters admit that 
it would take the edge off tbeir cam­
paign. and it is doubtful if they could 
induce a man to run against Mayor Mc­
Laren. Ex-Mayor Stewart has anounc- 
ed that, the only condition on which he 
would run is that the power question is 
the issue.

The bulldozing tactics of the Hydro 
clique become more obnoxious as they 
realize the hopelessness of carrying 
their point. Aldermen Ryan. Forth and 
Applegath seem to have been made the

targets for the attack. Threats have 
been made against these three aldermen 
to ruin their business if they do not 
line up with the Hydro crowd.

“I wish you would say nothing about 
it. I do not desire any publicity,” said 
Aid. Ryan, to-day, when asked to make 
ft statement. “I have been constantly 
persecuted by a crowd over this mat­
ter,’’ he said. “I am looking for noth­
ing, I want nothing. I am going to do 
my duty to the citizens. Why do these 
people make me the target if they are 
not after something, I can stand ‘then- 
persecutions, though, they do not both­
er me. 1 am not in love «with the job 
and I would not go through it again 
for anything. I am here in the best in­
terests of the city. I will protect those 
interests while I cau. The people had 
enough confidence iu me to elect me, 
and if they are not. satisfied they can 
turn me out.”

Some of the aldermen would like to 
know what is the matter with Colonel 
Hendrie on this power question. Colonel 
Hendrie was not at the meeting of the 
commission held in Toronto on Thurs­
day to discuss Hamilton's case. It is not 
the first session he is charged with 
dodging. It seems peculiar that Colonel 
Hendrie, as'' a representative of the 
people of Hamilton, should not be on 
hand to look after Hamilton's interest. 
As Alice Lloyd would say, ‘‘What are 
ye getting at, eh?”

IN WARD 3.
Fine Organization Meeting Held 

by Citizens’ Committee.

Temperance Candidates For Con- 
Irollerships the Speakers.

Good Hotels and Fewer Saloons 
Is the Battle Cry.

That the temperance worker* of ward 
3 will make a determined effort to elect 
aldermen favorable to license reduction 
was evinced last night when a large and 
enthusiastic gathering of the workers 
was held in the Sunday school room of 
Charlton Avenue Methodist Church for 
the purpose of organizing for the coming 
'municipal campaign. The consensus of 
opinion among all the speakers was that 
with n’proper organization throughout 
the city it Would be an easy matter to 
elect a majority of temperance aider- 
men, judging from the success that the 
temperance candidates met with last 
year. The drift of all the speeches was 
that a straight temperance fight should 
be made and to set aside polities, the 
power question and other issues.

Aid. Peregrine expressed the opinion 
that the question of the reduction of li­
censes was a live one. and one in which 
all citizen* were interested, directly or 
indirectly. He stated that good hotel* 
were necessary, but there was no good 
TfMon for a lot of saloons to lie in ex­
istence. The evil in connection with the 
liquor traffic was being manifested by 
the revelations in the Police Court every 
day. During the last week four mur­
ders and one suicide were committed by 
people under the influence of liquor. 
People connected with the traffic ad 
milled that it was a degenerating busi­
ness, but could not see why they should 
not engage in that business as well as 
any other. The trouble lay with the 
license system, which was wrong, and 
would continue so as long as good tem­
pérance workers were not elected. As 
Jlpon as the heads of the Government 

the consensus of public opinion in 
fàvor of the reduction of licenses, they 
"*ould rise up and declare the liquor 
traffic wrong. The speaker, in alluding 
to politics in municipal affairs, said a 
Noticeable feature of this year’s council 
was the absence of party politics. He 
also commented upon the good work 
done by the Finance Committee, this be­
ing the first year in the last five that 
there was no overdraft, and everything 
was in good shape.

Aid. north Mid that the members of 
the Council had served the <*ty well, and 
each member was a strong business man. 
all well able to conduct the city's affairs.

He had been chosen to represent Ward 
and if he was elected again he would 
work for the beiri. interest of Hamilton. 
He would also investigate the state of 
accommodation offered by the so-called 
hotels on tli* market. Some, he believed, 
were simply saloon*, offering no accom­
modation. and he would see that all ga»e 
proper hotel accommodation. He said 
Hamilton would be better if a liberal re­
duction of licenses took place.

Aid. Lees, also a Citizens’ Campaign 
Committee candidate tor a Contrdller- 
ship, said that the temperance cause 
had been making progress for the last 
thirty years, and the indications for the 
coming campaign were brighter then 
ever. The only way to reduce the num­
ber of license* was to elect men to the 
Council who nil had one specific object 
in view. The speaker thought, it could 
lie easily done, as last year the small 
efforts put forth by the committee al­
most met with success. He agreed with 
Aid. Peregrine that the power question 
and politic* should he cut out. Reliable 
and capable men should be chosen to the 
Council, and the isauce should be left 
with them to dispose of to the best of 
their ability. In conclusion lie said he 
had the same platform of principles as 
last year, ami he thought- ail the workers 
should advocate a straight te-mperanco 
issue st the election.

Aid. Cooper was the next speaker, and 
in referring to the scarcity of candidates 
aaid that one reason why a lot of men 
refused to enter the field was the unkind 
word* and criticism. The city of Ham­
ilton needed broad-minded business men. 
not men tied up by the power or tem­
perance question, but men who can carry 
on the business of the city in a business­
like way. The speaker pointed out that 
the liquor traffic was a detriment, to 
social and inora-l reform, and the time 
was at hand to curtail the saloons and 
to have good hotels.

I hid 
in the stable and watched the house for 
liny of*them coming out.

KILLED TW O WOMEN.

I 
left her body west of the house in the 
edge of the scrub, about 300 yards 
away. Mrs. McNiven came out of 
tire house and said. ‘Where are yon,

Los Angeles, Cal., Nov. 6. -AN ith an 
admission that he had committed a 
crime and was willing to take hi~ medi­
cine, but imploring the court to re­
lease him from prison before he lu­
carne an old man. J. W. Hatfield, one 
of the la«t survivors of the Hatfield 
McCoy feudist* inKentucky, and a 
Rough Rider who fought at Sail Juan, 
was sentenced to five years in Sun 
Quentin, the minimum under the law.

“If 1 have done wrong,” the prisoner 
said. "1 want to lie sentenced. Judge, 
and to serve a prison term; but I don t 
want to come out from prixon a white- 
haired man. 1 want a chance to be a 
good citizen and to help my mother 
when 1 come out.”
,Pointing to Pearl Eastman, a four- 

teen-yenr-ohl girl, lie said:
"1 want to marry this girl. She w.i- 

w ill ing. but her grandparents would 
not let us. I was a hired man on their 
place at Yemtura. When her grand 
father opposed our marriage \w ran 
away. Back in Kentucky that was no 
crime.

"My father was killed from ambush 
by one of the McCoys. My mother hy 
no one left, to support her. I served in 
tiie Spanish war at San Juan Hill. I 
have been a ranger in i>xa« and Ari­
zona and have been a deputy sheriff in 
Californie. I know I have violated a 
law, and want to pay the penalty.

Rake in a 
hi,if tin. in a moderate oven, for one-half 
hour. When - coo! enough ice the top 
thickly, either with boiled icing or any 
other kind desired.

BROWN CAKE.
For a delicious and inexpensive cake, 

especially when eggs and butter are 
high, the following recipe will be found 
most acceptable. No eggs are required: 
(YeH.ni together olio cupful brown sugar 
and one-half cupful butter, add one cup­
ful thick sour milk, one teaspoonful 
soda, one teaspoonful cinnamon, one-half 
teaspoonful cloves, one cupful or more 
or seeded raisins ar ony other fruit de­
sired. two cupfuls of flour.

A1TLE CAKE.
One cupful of sugar, one-half cupftil' 

of butter or lard, one cupful apple snuCe 
w'th one teaspoonful of soda stewed in 
it. one cupful of raisins, one teaspoonful 
cinnamon, one-half teaspoonful of cloves, 
pinch of salt. 1$4 cupfuls of flour. 

ECONOMY CAKE.
When a cake has been a failure on ac­

count of being too rich, do not throw 
out. but take A.e-half cupful of sugar, 
one small tablespoonïuI of butter, one 
egg, and two cupfuls of milk. Break 
cake up in small pieces ond stir ail thor­
oughly until smooth. To one cup of 
flour add one heaping teaspoonful of. 
baking powder and flavor to taste. This 
is especially good as nut cake.

kithoul a wrench. They will cling to the 
|dea that if our social economy were 
properly adjusted there would not be 
frivriads of men existing as parasites up- 
kn industry, while mothers, wives and 
tislers were forced to desert the homes 
In order to earn a livelihood. And. they 
kill not' readily find a solution of the 
problem in either free trade or protec-

That sort of remedy would have a good 
influence on athletic sports. The man 
who coolly p4ans suett assaults should 
be sent to peni tentiary ; the player who 
cannot keep his temper in control! in the 
heat of a ga.mh should never play.

As to the effect of strenuous athletic 
contests on the health of the young, it 
is to be feared that it is sometimes in­
jurious, as excesses always are. Long 
distance racing probably ruins for lif— 
many youths. Th-e strain imposed on i "-v 
vital organs ti unnatural. Some, of 
course, endure it better than others; but 
the exoees indulged in demands its toll 
of life. The abhkr-tic eports which may 
be indulged in with safety, perhaps with 
benefit, by one man. may cause the death 
or serious injury of another. Clement 
Dukes, physician to one of the largest 
school» in England. a,nd an advocate of 
athletics, is a strong opponent, of indis­
criminate athleticism and unregulated 
indulgence therein. He says the exercise 
should be suited to the individual. There 
should be, he says: (1) Thorough phys­
ical examination; (2) individual appor­
tionment of exercise leased on that, exam 
ination; (3) medical control over aM se­
vere exercise, so that even the physically 
fit shall submit to examination and pro­
per training. Sir Gifford AI butt aiul 
f^r .Tame» Barr favor duly regulated utb- 
letic games in the schools, but insist on 
the importance of medical supervision 
and moderation.

The evils of athleticism may or may 
not bave been exaggerated; but on one 
point aH are agreed: excesses are to be 
condemned. Excesses are evil from the 
physical point of view; they are doubly 
so from the moral point of view. Play 
Vite game, young man, but be clean, man­
ly and moderate.

| C This year the most'marked changes

While many plain skirts are 
still to be seen, there is a great increase 
in the flare and amount of material em­
ployed. and, on the whole, the plaited 
skirt is more in favor tha n one too severe 
in cut.

PARIS FASHIONS
VELVET AND CLOTH STREET COSTUMES

Wonderful Restaurant Dress in Marten-Cloth Velvet 
Made Over Satin--Amber Auyora Silk.

Cut Jet Trellis Work is Among the Fascinations for Fine Evening Dresses.

One distinctive feature of the new t 
street costumes ia the bodice of different : 
shade. It is practically impossible to . 
wear a waist of the same fabric as one j 
of the heavy serges or cheviots of which j 
the coat ami skirt ore formed, and in­
stead of a silk bodice of the exact tone 
of the rest of the dress a waits of quite 
different color is frequently sesen. With 
a skirt of black or very dark gray a 
brilliant blue, a bright pink or a dull 
gold bodice is curiously effective. Some 
hint of the color of the rest of the dress 
is suggested in the trimming of the bod­
ice, either in the figure, in the silk or in 
the embroidery or bands of silk or vel­
vet which trim the waist. Occasionally j 
straps of the cloth are used, but as a 
rule these prove too heavy, ribbed silk 
or panne velvet being more comfortable 
under a warm cloak.

Dark Silk Bodices.
Necessarily these rough materials are 

warmer than the smooth finished cloths, 
so that it is obligatory for the waist to 
be light in weight. Unless nccesssary to 
make it becoming the waist need not lie 
lined, and indeed the soft lines of an un­
boned waist are, if possible, for the fig­
ure, always prettier than anything else 
for a simple style of costume. India silk 
and foulard, as well as various other 
grades of light weight silk, are preferred 
now to the bodices of chiffon, chiffon 
cloth and net. The lines of the separate 
waist are not materially different from 
last year, for the narrow shoulder line 
and long tight sleeve still predominate. 
Just a touch of white at the throat, 
with perhaps a cuff of white lace of net 
apepnring from beneath the sleeve itself 
at the wrist, is all that is demanded to 
relieve even the darkest colored bodice.

When severely plain coat, and skirt 
costumes are so much the vogue as is 
the case this season’s outfit demands as 
well a somewhat more elaborate street 
costume of smooth finish cloth that can 
serve occasionally for reception^ lunch­
eon--, etc., although not sufficiently elab­
orate for this sole purpose. In this style 
of dress the skirt is not really long and 
if especially preferred may just escape 
the ground. These skirts arc often full 
at the waist line, but cling in at the j 
feet rather than flare, and unless they 
exhibit the deep yoke at the “Moyen 
age" dress show no added plaits and

For this style of costume the coat 
may be either quite short and consider- j 
ably braided and trimmed or very long i 
Indeed, with perhaps a cape effect at the ] 
collar and a fanciful waistcoat bf bro­
cade or embroidered silk or cloth. The 
sleeves are still long and tight, with fre- j 
qucntlv a wide turned liack cuff. In the j 
thin cloths the waist is generally of the j 
same material, sometimes separable from j 
the skirt and again all in one, or some i 
smart princess model.

Those Known as Hydrosulphite Said 
to be Best on the Market.

The fastest colore on the market to­
day are what arc known among dyers 
as hydrosulphite, colors that are dyed in 
a caustic bath with hydrosulphite.

These colors are ns near absolutely 
fast as can be produced, says the Amer­
ican Wool and Cotton Reporter, ami 
have been adopted by the United States 
Government to be used in army uni­
forms after being submitted to very se­
vere tests.

The dyeing of these colors on cotton 
yarn is very simple, especially when 
you use the Scotch tub system of dye­
ing. The proper way to dye these col­
ors is to use the vacuum type of dye 
machine, as the dyestuff experts su y 
that all air ought to be got out of the 
cotton before the dyestuff is put on to 
it, and this type of machine is best 
suited for that purpose because in this 
system the cotton is stationary and the 
dye liquor is forced through ttr* cotton 
by means of pumps.

Earl Grey Hoiors Memory of Rev. 

June» Robertson.

He and Ralph Connor Visit the 
Dead Missionary’s Grave.

Winnipeg, Nov. 5.—That Earl Grey 
has a great man’s instinct for greatness 
was impressively and beautifully exem­
plified the other «hty in Winnipeg by an 
act. whose grace and appropriateness 
will appeal to all (’anadiau hearts.

On his recent return journey from 
Britain His Excellency found tjme to 
read “The Life of .lames Robertson, 
D. D.,” by Charles W. Gordon ( Ralph 
Connor). and was profoundly impressed 
by the magnitude of the man and of 
the service he rendered to the whole 
Dominion by his work in Western 
Canada. Meeting the author in Win­
nipeg during *Iiis recent visit to that 
city. His Excellency said : "I have just 
finished’ ‘The Life of -lames Robertson.’ 
1 read the book from cover to cover. 
He strike?, me as having been a very 
great man. 1 should like, as a tribute 
of my respect, to visit his grave.” There 
remained but a day of his stay in Win­
nipeg. but he found time to arrange a 
visit to the old historic Kildonan church­
yard. where repose the ashes of so many 
of those great Canadians. Black. Xe*bit, 
King, Robertson, who have left their 
mark upon the west.

The scene was one profoundly im­
pressive. Accompanied by Dr. Gordon 
and Rev. Hugh Hamilton, minister of 
Kildonan. His Excellency approached the 
grave, removed his hat. and while all 
stood with bared heads, read alond the 
inscription:

“Rev. James Robertson. D. D., 
1839—1002.

“Pastor of Norwich. I860—1874. 
“First Pastor of Knox Church, 

Winnipeg,
1874- 1881.

“Superintendent of Western Missions. 
1881—1902.

“Endowed by God with extraordinary 
talents, entrusted by his church with 
unique powers, he used all for the 
good of his country and for the glory 
of God. The story of his work is the 
history of the Presbyterian Church in 
Western Canada, and while Western 
Canada endures, his work will abide.” 

“To his memory and to the glory of 
God this stone is erected by a* few 
of those who loved him and counted 
it a joy to labor with him in his great

“That strikes me,” ho said, "as a 
singularly beautiful and a singularly 
appropriate inscription.” Then taking 
from his aide a wreath of ferns and 
roses, he laid it upon the grave, saying: 
“This wreath T deposit here as my tri­
bute of respect to a great man. the man 
who saved Western Canada from be­
coming the wild west.” He stood a few 
moments over the grave and then turn­
ed away in silence.

B cause She Interfered Between Him 
end His Girl.

Neilsen Tells Why He Attacked Nils 
Haze!!.

Toronto, Nov. 6.—“I warned her re 
peatedly to mind her own business, but 
she insisted on trying to poison the 
mind of my sweetheart against me,” 
vehemently said George A. Neilson, nine­
teen years old, after he had been ar­
raigned in the Police. Court yesterday 
morning on a charge of shooting Esther 
Hazell. of 15 Henderson street, with in­
tent to kill.

“Neilson pleads not guilty, but does 
not desire to elect how he will lie tried 
for a week,” said Mr. T. C. Robinette, 
K. C., who appeared on behalf of the 
prisoner.

“There is no election in this charge.” 
rejoined the court. “Shooting with in­
tent to kill is attempted murder.”

“1 should think a charge of attempt 
ing to do grievous bodily harm would 
cover the case,” said the defending 
counsel.

“The proper charge has been laid,” 
concluded the court.

Neilson was remanded till Monday. 
The youthful prisoner paid little heed 
to the proceedings, and did not seem to 
realize the seriousness of his position. 
When taken to the detective office, after 
ln-ing photographed and put through 
the Bertilion system of measurements, 
he voluntarily offered to tell the cir­
cumstances of the shooting. Hi* state­
ment, according to the officers, was as 
follows:

“This woman has been a constant 
source of annoyance to me for some 
time.” he repeated, emphatically, “and 
I could not stand the annoyance any 
longer. 1 was capable of looking after 
my own love affairs, and I seriously ob­
jected to any woman trxjng to step in 
la-tween us and dictate the course my 
sweetheart should pursue In her court­
ing days. 1 love my sweetheart with 
all my heart, and I saw no reason why 
the liazell girl should try to poison my 
girl's mind against me. Miss Hazell 
knew exactly my feelings towards her; 
in fact. I told her on more than one oc- 

, casion that she would have to leave my 
girl alone.

“I thought the matter over carefully, 
but I could not muster sufficient nerve 
to slap her on the face, so T went to a 
department store on Tuesday last and 
1«ought a revalver. I inserted four bul­
lets in the chambers and carried the 
weapon in my hip pocket. I did not 
have any appointment with Miss Tucker 
on Thursday night, but when I learned 
that she was going to the home of Miss 
Hazell. I thought I had a perfêct right 
to go up and see what transpired. When 
T saw her in the company of Miss Hazell 
afterwards I could stand the suspense 
no longer, with the result that I fired 
off my revolver."

Miss Hazell is progressing satisfactori­
ly at Grace Hospital, whither she was 
taken after the shooting.

For the Capture of the Express 
Office Robbers.

Police Make Arrests But Clue Is 
Not Strong.

Report That Important Infor­
mation Has Been Acquired.

Niagara Falls, Ont., Nov. 5.—An Ital­
ian, whose name the police refuse to di­
vulge. was arrested yesterday at Niag­
ara Falls Centre by Detective Pay, of 
the Ontario police. The Italian attempt­
ed to change a fifty-dollar Merchants 
Bank note and a twenty-dollar Bank of ' 
Montreal note at a store there. Notes 
of these banks and of the same denom­
ination the teller at the Imperial Bank 
remembers to have been in the package 
consigned to Toronto.

The Italian says he drew the money 
from the post office savings bank here 
three weeks ago, and while this fact has 
been verified, the police do not thinlc 
they have exhausted the probabilities of 
the arrest, and the matter will be prob­
ed deeper.

There is a strong feeling that the rob­
bery was committed by a gang of men 
who knew intimately the details of the 
shipment of money from local banks, 
and this theory carries with it the in- 
feernce that local men are concerned in 
the affair.

The police place confidence in the re­
port of Mrs. Turner, of Bridge street, 
who states that about 5 o’clock a man 
answering the description given of the 
thief, and who carried a package wrap­
ped in a dark cloth, rushed up Bridge 
street. Outside her house he collided 
with three ladies, who were walking in 
the opposite direction and ran on her 
lawn to pass them. This detail marked 
the occurrence in her mind.

ADDITIONS TO FREE ACT.

Minister of Customs Removes 
on Certain Raw Material.

Duty

Ottawa. Nov. 5.—The Minister of Cus­
toms has placed the following materials 
in Canadian manufactures upon the list 
of free imports: Steel imported for use 
in manufacturing unfinished parts of 
rifles made for the Dominion Govern­
ment. gun barrels, single tubes, metallic 
elements and tungstic acid intended for 
use in the making of filaments for elec­
tric lights, twine or yarn paper used in 
manufactured fabrics ; antimony salts 
for dye stuffs; hyposulphite of soda for 
tanning, and rolled iron and steel rods, 
not more than a half inch in diameter, 
for making horse shoe nail*.

Harman and Stewart Annis 
both testified that McLaughlin ( who 
escaped from the burning house with 
one of the chiklreu), lmd bold them of 
his intimacy with » young woman in 
this town, and abated that he would 
gladly elope with her if she would con­
sent. He also said that hw family rela­
tions were not pleasant, that he fexured 
his wife might commit suiokta or might 
poison him at any time, end, further, 
that his two lit tie boys, who were vic­
tims of the tragedy, were not his chil­
dren. Annis stated that McLaughlin 
had intimated to him that he would not 
be surprised to find himsch" a free man 
before the end of the year.

Bert HartseH swore that he had heard 
McLaughlin make the remark on Sunday 
night last in his room at the hotel that 
he did not know whether he would be 
behind the bars or in his grave in a 
week.

J. H. Chinn had asked McLaughlin 
if he could suggest any cause for the 
fire. The latter replied that possibly 
the lamp in his wife’s room, which she 
often set on the floor, might have been 
knocked over by the little boy, who 
sometimes walked about in hi* sleep. 
The lamp in question, however, was 
found in good condition with oil still in 
it. Witness stated that he had walked 
home with McLaughlin at noon on the 
day of the fire, and that they had 
tafked about the rumors that were going 
the rounds of the town regarding his 
flirtations. He stated that the whole 
story was a lie.

The (joroner called McLaughlin to the 
stand and questioned him regarding the 
statements made by the witnesses dur­
ing the afternoon. He denied the story 
of his little daughter, Monta, who has 
said that she had been carried down­
stairs by her father, though he had af­
firmed that he had not been out of the 
kitchen after lie came home.

Her testimony he denied in every par-

He positively affirmed that he never 
saw his wife after she left the kitchen. 
When questioned as to whether she was 
in the habit of using opiates, he said 
shti was not. and so id there was nothing 
of the kind in the house, except a small 
box of rat poison. Subsequently, how­
ever, he remembered buying a email 
quantity of strychnine, and also that 
there was a small bottle of morphine 
in the house, though he could not 
tell definitely where they were kept, 
as his wife had them in charge. His 
wife was ill with cramps when lie last 
saw her. but he did not see her take any 
medicine. When asked to explain his 
stories to ÎTarman and Annis regarding 
intimacy wkth a young woman, he claim- 
<xl if anything had been said it was In a 
joke.

McLaughlin swore that his wife was a 
verv strange- woman, subject to fits of 
mekmcholv. at which times she would 
not speak* to him. All the other mem. 
her* of her family were similarly con­
stituted. With the exception of these lit 
tie jarring circumstances, they lived hap­
pily together.

The Coroner adjourned the inquest 
until Monday, the 22ml inst., to await 
the result ‘of Prof. Ellis* analysis of 
the stomach.

New York, Nov. 5.—John Stewart 
Kennedy, one of America’s little known 
fich men, who died of whooping cough 
In his New York residence on Sunday 
last, left bequests of more than $25.000.- 
000 to religious, charitable and educa­
tional institutions in his will, filed for 
probate here to-day. The gift is the 
large:-! single contribution of its kind 
ever made, and the beneficiaries include 
educational ami church institutions, 
north, south, east and west in the coun­
try. and abroad, sixty in nil.

Glass Wall».
Some French fruit cultuiists have re­

cently essayed the use of fruit walls of 
class instead of masonry, frith interest­
ing results. With a glass wall the same 
kinds of fruit can be grown on both the 
north and south sides. The Count de 
Choiseul, a distinguished amateur hor­
ticulturist, finds the results for pear 
trees most excellent., the fruit grown on 
♦he north side of the wall being equapl 
to that grown on the south side, and 
^ven smoother. Other well-known nurs­
ery gardeners have made the experi­
ment with good results for pears, 
peaches and apples. The principal ob­
jection made to the glass wall is that 
it does not store up heat like a mason­
ry wall, to keep the plants warm at 
night : during the davtime the heat, 
is nearly equal on both sides of the 
wall.

AERIAL FANTASIES.

(By a Banker.)
The occasional vagaries of the atmo­

sphere are at times both startling and 
fantastic. Amongst 'the more infrequent 
of these strange phenomena perhaps the 
most remarkable is the unexplained con­
dition of the air by which objects far 
away below the horizon arc apparently 
elevated and brought into view, magni- 

j fied a-s though by a powerful telescope.
| As an instance of this remarkable phe- « 

onmenon, the coast of France was some 
I time ago distinctly visible from Hast­

ings, although more than fifty miles dis­
tant, and therefore far below the hori- . 
ron; houses, windmills, fishing boats at j 
anchor, and ot-lier objects being clearly * 
discernible, while with a telescope men I 
and animals walking about could be 
plainly .seen.

Another similar atmospheric effect I 
which has so frequently been described is 
the mirage of the desert, when the weary, 
traveller, or the footsore soldier on the 
march, is refreshed with the eight of a 
beautiful oasis, with a palm-bordered 
lake rippling with sparkling wavelets, 
but which, as with the torment of Tan­
talus, ns lie advances towards it, con­
tinues to recede.

An aerial phantasm not infrequently 
observed in the Straits of Messina is the 
fata morgana : on one occasion the doom- 
ed city of Reggio, ns viewed from its 
equally unfortunate opposite neighbor 
Messina, being apparently moved into 
the centre of the Straits, but every 
house, every clmreh tower, every vessel 
lying in the dock, distorted or dupli­
cated in fantastic form: here, the one 
tower of a church transformed into two 
slanting steeples; here, a vessel at an­
chor. with two counterpart, inverted 
effigies: or here <i large building appar­
ently rent in twain, each section resting 
unsupported upon air; while ships, 
houses, churches, cemeteries, gardens and 
streets arc all intermingled in a hopeless 
confusion.

Doubtless, the superstitious regarded 
this remarkable mirage as a presage of 
some such calamity as recently visited ‘ 
those two fated cities, when a crashing 
havoc far -more subversive than that 
gendered by phantasm wrecked and de­
vastated that foredoomed district.

And what a life of fantasy do some of 
us live! Instead of gripping hold of tin- 
solid and real pleasures of a life lived, 
in accordance with the behests of our 
Creator, we live in a distorted atm" 
sphere of fancied joys which nray vanish 
in a moment. But when we realize the 
vanity of such an existence, and humble 
ourselves before the Saviour of the 
world, how to save us from the conse­
quences of our guilt Himself bore the 
penalty due. we at once exchange fan­
tasy for reality, and in our after-life re­
ceive a noble reward which will endure 
throughout, nil eternity.

THE

LESSON VI.—NOV. 7, 1909.

Paul a Prisoner—The Shipwreck.— 
Acts 27 : 39-28: 10.

Commentary —1. The ship’s com­
pany in great danger (vs. 27-38). On 
the fourteenth night of the storm they 
discovered that they were drawing 
near some land. They had been 
driven about 480 miles westward to 
the little island of Malta. Some of 
the sailors were trying to escape and 
leave the others to their fate, but Paul 
said, “Except these abide in the ship 
ye cannot be saved,” whereupon the 
soldiers cut the ropes that held the 
small boat to me ship and allowed it 
to drift away, and the sailors were 
obliged to remain in the ship. -.1 
were weak from fasting and exposure 
and Paul persuaded them to eat. He 
repeated his assurances of safety. 
Paul’s hopeful and cheerful spirit 
had breathed hope and comfort into 
the whole company. His faith and 
courage not only caused him to pass 
through these dark days without be­
coming despondent, but actually en­
abled him to inspire courage in all 
the rest.

II. The wreck and the escape (vs. 
39-44).

39. knew not the land—-Even if some 
of the sailors were familiar with the 
island of Malta, yet coming so sud­
denly upon it they would at first fail 
to recognize it. took counsel (R. V.) 
—They saw a “bay with a beach” 
where they hoped to be able to land, 
and they discussed the best means of 
doing so. 40 casting off the anchors 
(R. V.)—They cast off all the anchors 
and left them in the sea. loosing the 
bands (R. V.)—Ancient ships were 
supplied with two rudders, like pad­
dles, one being placed on each side 
of the stern. When the ship was an­
chored by the stern it became neces­
sary to hoist these rudders out of the 
water and bind them to the ship, but 
now that they were trying to get the 
ship to land the rudders were united.
41. two seas met—The channel which 
separates the little island of Salmon- 
etta from the Maltese coast near St. 
Paul's bay unites the outer sea with 
the inner and forms just such a posi­
tion as is here described. “As the 
seaman sail in from the east they mis­
took the visible part of the mouth of 
the strait for a bay, and thrusting 
their prow into the clayey shore their 
stern took the force of the double sea, 
still agitated by the storm.”—Whedon.
42. soldiers’ counsel—According to the 
Roman custom each of the prisoners 
was chained to a particular soldier 
who was his keeper.—Hackett. The 
Roman law made the soldiers answer- 
able with their own lives for the 
prisoners placed under their charge, 
and now that there was a possibility 
of the prisoners escaping the soldiers 
wished them put to death.

43. desiring to save (R.V.)—“The 
centurion could not fail to see that it 
was to paul that the safety of the 
whole party was due.” Swim—As 
Phul had already been thrice ship­
wrecked and had been in the deep a 
night and a day (2 Cor. 11:25) we 
may be sure that he was among those 
who were told to swim ashore.—Cam. 
Bib. 44. came to pass—“And so the 
three points of Paul’s prediction were 
accomplished—they were wrecked up­
on an island, the ship was lost, and 
their lives were saved.”

III. On the Island of Melita (vs. 1-10). 
I, when they were escaped—Significant 
words, in view of the perils from which 
they had been delivered, called Melita 
—It must be remembered they had lost 
their reckoning (chap. 27:20), and did 
not know whither the tempest had car­
ried them until they reached the island. 
That this island was the modern Malta, 
cannot well be doubted. Traditional 
evidence sustains it; Malta lies in the 
track of a vessel driven i>y a northeast 
wind; the reputed locality of the wreck 
agrees with Luke’s account; and the 
subsequent course of the voyage to Pu- 
teoli is that which a vessel would pur­
sue in going from Malta.—Hackett. 2. 
barbarous people—The native islanders 
were of Phoenician descent. Using 
neither the Greek nor Latin languages 
and customs, then dominant over the 
civilized world, they would be classed as 
barbarians. So Luke employs the term; 
and Paul also includes all mankind un­
der the distinction of “Greeks and bar­
barians” (Rom. 1:14). But this “bar­
barous people” showed the higher re­
finement of a genuine courtesy and hos­
pitality in their cordial reception and 
care of the shipwrecked passengers and 
crew.—Butler, no little kindness—The 
pitiable plight of the nearly three hun 
dred people cast on their shore excited 
the impulses of humanity. A large fire 
was kindled on the beach, which must 
have been truly acceptable, rain—The 
Levanters, as similar storms are now 
vailed in the Mediterranean, are always 
followed by excessive rain, cold—The 
exposure to the water in getting to 
shore, and the added misery of the rain, 
would render the shipwrecked mariners 
sensitive to the>October chill. 3. Paul 
had gathered—Paul is ever active and 
now we see him taking part in the neces­
sary work, a viper—The viper is very 
venomous, out of the heat—“A viper 
came out by reason of the heat.”—R. V. 
The viper was doubtless concealed in 
the bundle of sticks which Paul had 
gathered. It was suddenly driven out 
by the heat and fastened itself on Paul’s

4 when the barbarians • saw—The 
sharp-eyed natives saw the reptile hang­
ing from the apostles hand. They knew 
that the poisoned fangs, by which only 
it could hang, were bedded in the hand ; 
and they knew the virulence of the poi­
son now in contact with the life-blood. 
—Butler, said among themselves—Re­
ferring nothing else but Paul's instant 
death, with an instinctive feeling of nat­
ural retribution for crime, they count 
the viper an avenger of blood. “This 
man is doubtless a murderer,” they say 
Lo each other, “whom justice still is 
tracking, and has found, even after his 
deliverance from the sea.”—Ibid. 5. 
and he shook off—He calmly shook off 
the clingingTeptile into the fire, with no 
sign of fear. In this was fulfilled the 
words of our Savior in Mark 16:18

6. Should have swollen—They ex­
pected that he would have swollen from 
the bite of the viper. The poison of 
this serpent is rapid, and they looked 
for immediate results. They expected 
the poison would produce a violent in­
flammation. Fallen down dead sudden­
ly—When the poison of the viper strikes 
a vital part, immediate death results. 
Changed their mind»—Without question,

a miracle had been wrought here. It 
requires divine power to enact a miracle, 
and Paul was the only being these people 
knew to be concerned in this transac­
tion. The poison had entered his veins, 
and he had been unharmed. A god— 
A supernatural being. Compare the con­
duct of the Lystrans (chap. 14: 11-13).
7. Chief man—The Greek word is protos, 
which is known from inscriptions to 
have been the official title of the gov­
ernor of Melita.—Lumby. Lodged us 
three days—This governor continued the 
almost uniform kindness Paul had thus 
far received from Roman officials. He 
extended the hospitalities of his house.
8. Father of Publius lay sick—God or­
dained an opportunity for Paul ts 
repay the kindness of Publius, and to 
exalt Christ before these heathen. 
Bloody flux—Dysentery, combined with
fever. 9. Others......... were healed—
This was noised abroad, and all in the 
island who were sick «me and were 
healed 10—Many honors—The hearts 
of the people were moved and they nat­
urally wished to show their apprecia­
tion of the great good which had come 
to them.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.
The Escape to Land.

1. The landing. “And so it came to 
pass” (v. 44) “in accordance with the 
divine purpose and plan. 1. In provi­
dence. “He doeth according to his will,’ 
said Nebuchadnezzar (Dan. 4: 35). ‘He 
worketh all things after the counsel of 
his own will,’ says Paul (Eph. 1 11). 
‘My counsel shall stand, and I will do 
all my pleasure,’ adds Jehovah (Isa. 46: 
10). The divine purpose may be op­
posed by mighty forces. Take, for in­
stance, the determination to settle Ara- 
ham’s descendants in Canaan. Notwith­
standing their descent into Egypt and 
enslavement there, the turning away 
from them of the royal favor, the in­
human edict that their children should 
bo cast into the Nile, the failure of 
Moses’ first attempt at their liberation, 
the general breaking down of their 
national spirit, * their occupation of 
Canaan became, in God’s time, a fact.”

2. Tn grace. Tho salvation of believers 
occurs in accordance with the same di­
vine purpose and plan. They are called, 
justified and sanctified by sovereign 
grace (2. These. 2; 3.) “It *is not sup- 
posable that God does not know be­
forehand what the issues will be of his 
own scheme of redeeming grace. Nothing 
can prevent the ultimate salvation of 
Christ’s people—neither the ills nor cal­
amities of time, nor the falling away of 
professsed disciples, nor the breaking up 
of ecclesiastical institutions.”

II. Paul an example. It was Paul who 
wrote. “Be ye followers together with 
me” (Phil. 3; 17. “Those things which 
ye have both learned, and received, and 
hoard, and seen in me, do” (Phil. 4: 9.) 
Paul was an example of industry, humil­
ity (v. 3), faith (v. 5), intercession, pow­
er (v. 8), thanksgiving and courage (v. 
15.) We change others unconsciously 
when we live truly. A man of emin­
ent piety, unjustly imprisoned, was put 
in a cell with a man of ferocious disposi­
tion, who used blasphemous and vile lan­
guage, and violently attacked those who 
approached him. For days he reviled, 
tormented and injured ‘the Christian 
who occupied his cell, but received only 
kind words, gentleness, patience and 
prayers. One day the monster stood a 
moment silently regarding the man 
whom ho had never seen other than gen­
tle and patient. Then he fell at his feet, 
and with tears begged him to forgive 
him.

III. Paul an overcomer. “He shook off 
the beast into the fire, and felt no 
harm" (v. 0.) For did not the Lord say 
to the seventy: "Behold, I give you 
power to tread on serpents and scor­
pions, and over all the power of the ene­
my; and nothing shall by any means 
hurt you” (Luke 10; 19.) Not high 
winds, nor violent waves, for Jesus will 
say to these, “Peace, be still,” and there 
will be “a great calm” (Mark 4; 39) or 
he will bring you through them all “safe 
to land” (Acta 27 ; 44.) Not the devices 
of men, for God will make their plots 
agvinst you “come to naught” (Isa. 8: 
1Ô; vs. 30-32.) “And who is he that will 
harm you, if ye be followers of that 
which is good?" (1 et. 3: 13.) A mission­
ary in a foreign country, surrounded by 
the worst of desperadoes, had an op­
portunity to prove this. He was 
preaching from the Sermon on the 
Mount. He prepared the sermon care­
fully. as he had done all the others, and 
explained its full meaning. At the close 
of the sermon the heathen gathered 
about him and demanded, one after an­
other. his watch, chain, and other dif­
ferent articles of dress. He let them 
take what they would. But presently 
one of the number was conscience-smit­
ten and rebuked the others; and the 
missionary was permitted to retain his 
belongings, and was never afterward in 
the slightest degree molested.—A. C. M.

“Advantage, good heavens, air—look 
at the grand drainage the place has."’
. “My opinion w that the playing of any 
part, or line of ports, ia likely 1o influ­
ence the character and disposition of an 
actor in about the same ratio as the 
wearing of a red wig will influence the 
color of his hair,” said George Arlias the 
other night to an anxious inquirer aa 
to whether the playing of villains was 
beginning to affect his morals, and 
whether “Septimus,” his new' comedy, 
did not come as a nccesasry moral tonic 
to his soul. “I did not aak to lie a vil­
lain. 1 drifted into villainy. Mr. Belas- 
co is. perhaps, mainly reaponsible for 
my depraved condition, because ho start­
ed me on the downward path when he 
placed me hand in hand with ‘The Darl­
ing of the Gods.’ My experience is that 
an actor never chooses his line of busi­
ness. Some men are very obviously 
suited for straight juvenile parts and 
nothing else: others are equally marked 
down by nature for the kind of charac­
ter popularly known as the ‘silly ass.’ 
These actors are likely, to settle down 
into their line of business early in their 
careers, but the character actor becomes 
a villain by force of circumstances. He 
may remain a villain for years, then 
suddenly he will blossom forth into a 
perfectly sweet old gentleman with 
white hair, and a granddaughter of 
whom he is equally proud. For years 
the character will play all kinds of parts 
and sooner or later, assuming that, he 
is n good actor, he will l>e intrusted with 
a good pari. By chance the part is a 
villain By the time the character actor 
lias attained a position that enables him 
to more or less choose his parts he, as 
a rule, is a fairly good judge of the kind 
of tiling he can do beat. Then he sel­
dom chooses villains, because they are 
villains, but because they give him a 
better scope for acting than any other 
part. The villain, after all, is often the 
most interesting person in the play. He 
is always bent on getting something 
that every right-minded individual 
thinks he has no business to have, and 
it is interesting to see how near he 
comes to getting it: and it’s getting 
more interesting as time goes on, be­
cause you can never tell with authors 
nowadays—lie may actually get it after 
all.”

boisterous m its fun. The voung law 
officers act under the eyes 'and orders 
of the regular police department of the 
city, «nd have authority to make arrests 
when necessary to preserve order.

The .-ize of the force fluctuates, at 
limes decreasing until not a single 
member i- on the roll, and at other 
times increasing until it reaches a 
strength of two hundred and fifty. This 
is ihe maximum number allowed to eerve 
ill the "Boy Police” force. The boys 
receive no nay for their work, but arc 
re.-v lnpensed solely by the prestige 
which aerfues to them as guardians of 
the peace.

So greatly is the honor esteemed at. 
holiday times, when the mind of 
Young America naturally turns to mis- 
chief, that anything from five hundred 
to fifteen hundred boys besiege the po­
lice headquarters, seeking appoint­
ment* as "policemen.” It is the great 
est honor that can come to a Council 
Bluffs boy—to be made » policeman. 
Every grade of society is found among 
the applicants, from the stret t a tab to 
the son of a banker and railroad mag­
nate, for practically every lad in Coun­
cil Bluff- is a standing candidate for 
the “job" of a boy policeman.

This “Kid Police.” as the force is 
popularly known, originated in the 
mind of Chief of Police Richmond, of 
Council Bluffs, and was more tihe re­
sult of an accident than of mature 
thought. It was an inspiration, how­
ever, that has worked wonders among 
the boys of Council Bluffs, and ha- 
beeu so successful in it* object that it is 
being seriously considered by a number 
of other American cities.--Thomas P.
