The Disputed Seats.

At the declaration day proceed 
ings for Queen’s County, held in 
this city on Wednesday last 
Sheriff McDougall declared nine 
members elected ; but in the case 
of the Councillor candidates for 
the Fort Augustus district, he 
made no declaration, but adjourn 
ed his, court till Friday for 
evidence and argument. In this 
case Mr. McCourt had a majority 
of seven votes, independent of the 
specials. When the specials were 
all counted, however, it was found 
that Mr. Cummiskey had received 
nine more than Mr. McCourt. 
This gave him a majority of two 
votes. But Mr. McCourt protest­
ed against several votes on the 
ground that they were recorded 
in the wrong poll. Mr. Cummis­
key objected to several votes on 
the same ground and for evidence 
and argument regarding these 
votes the court was adjourned, as 
above stated. On Friday, Mr. 
Morson and Mr. Johnston argued 
strongly in favor of striking off, 
certain votes objected to by Mr. 
McCourt, because it seemed quite 
evident they had voted in wrong 
polls, and consequently voted 
illegelly, according to the Act. 
Mr. Haszard argued Contra, but 
the Sheriff overruled the objec­
tions, and declared Mr. Cummis­
key elected by a majority of two 
votes. In the case of the Second 
district of King’s, where the 
Sheriff found, when specials and 
all were counted, that Mr McEwen 
and Mr. Peters hrd an equal 
number of votes argument 
heard on Saturday regarding cer­
tain votes recorded in the wrong 
polls.

The St. John Sun furnishes 
editorially the following two 
interesting items regarding Daw 
son and the Yukon : The city of 
Dawson lost 3,437 of its popula­
tion during the season of navi­
gation in 1904. There were 4,130 
arrivals, and 7,567 departures. 
Of those who arrived 3,129 came 
down the river, and of those who 
departed 4,011 went farther down 
fEVYulcon, some three-fourths to 
Tanana, in the United States. 
But 3,556 left Dawson, moving 
up river, most of them departing 
from the north altogether.

Halifax, Dec. 23 —Drifting belpleealy 

about on tbe broad Atlantic tho mieeiiu 
British schooner Ivanboe, a waterlogged 
derelict, baa at1 last been sighted. A. 
cable yesterday afternoon brought the 
first news of the missing vessel which 
had not been heard froto since she left 
this port for Bahamas, 46 days ago. 
The cables were received by Mayor 
Crosby, agent of the Ivanhoe and by 
Geerge C. Cook, who chartered the ves­
sel. It stated that a steamer on arrive! 
at London bad reported passing on Nov, 
16th, a Halifax schooner supposed to be 
tbe Ivanhoe, waterlogged and abandon­
ed. Later another cablegram waa re­
ceived which gave more particulars. 
The vessel which sighted the derelict 
was the Norwegian ship Stambon, which 
arrived at Methil, Scotland. She re­
ported that on Nov. 16'h in la iinde 81, 
longitude 67, she passed an overtnrned 
vessel believed to be the echr. Ivanhoe 
from Halifax. While there is still hope 
for the captain and crew, the belief Is 
that the vessel h is capsiz'd, and that 
all on board may bave perishe:*. T e 
Ivanhoe sailed with a general cargo con­
sisting principally of lumber, hay, fl mr, 
hatter, cheese, etc;, the whole being 
valued at $5,000. The veisel was owned 
by Robert Mnlton of Burgee, Nfli., and 
was under a three months charter. She 
was a fpst sailor, and it was for this 
reason that Cook selected lier. Captain 
Hare, her master, had boasted that he 
woold make tbe rod la ten days.

Of the drying 
house all that remains is fine black, ashes 
scattered on the foundation. There was 
shout a ton of powder drying at the time 
and the cause of the explosion is a mystery 
as there was no fire about the place.

The Abbot Francis Aidan Gasque1, 
President of the English Benedic­
tines, who bag been studying Am­
erica for the last three months, said 
to a reporter just before sailing for 
home:

" My visit to this country has 
been most pleasant. I suppose the 
moat complimentary utterance I can 
make about it is that I tm coming 
back again next year.

“The one thing that srtuck me 
most forcibly about you Americans 
wag your insatiable desire for know­
ledge. Every where I went I saw 
young men pouring over books per­
taining to the various professions. 
When I asked them what they in­
tended doing they invariably an­
swered to this effect : * You don’t 
think I am going to stick to this job 
all my life, do yon ?'

“ Io travelling from Chicago to St. 
Paul one night I noticed the porter 
studying a book. When I approach­
ed him I found that it was a law 
book.. He told me that he already 
had completed bis first year in law 
study and hoped to finish and become 
a lawyer.

“ This is a phase of life yon never 
see in E-gland. A porter there 
tieve> hopes to be anything else all 
his life. No one seems to be satis­
fied with his present position here, 
but is ever aiming at something 
above him. At firet I was ami zed, 
but after I learned more about yon 
I began to see that snob a spirit of 
ambition made the life of the country 
and that no one was loitering.

“ I shall return in another year 
and make farther studies of the 
country and people, and manage to 
get oat to the Pacific Coast. I have 
been in nearly all your large cities 
us far west and north as St. Lonia 
and St. Paul. Everywhere the ac­
tivity of the people, as well as their 
knowledge of the affairs of the world, 
was meat surprising to me.”

The Abbot Garquet lives in Lon­
don. He is the son of a London 
physician, Dr. Raymond Gasquet, 
He has been the bead of the English 
Benedictines since 1900. There are 
four monasteries with 320 member?. 
The head boose is at D iwnside, but 
through a permission from Leo XIII. 
the Abbot lives in London, where he 
is engaged in hie historical research. 
He is the highest authority in the 
Catholic Church on historical matters 
in England today.—Exchange.
