Oldest Women’s College 
1b America

The 192nd commencement ex 
erdàes at the Ursuline College in 
New Orleans offered a unique 
contrast to what the first com­
mencement must have been in 
1728.

The college ie the eldest insti­
tution for the education of women 
in America. Originally th» quaint 
old building in Bainville Street, 
where the first commencement 
was held, was the private resi­
dence of Governor Bainville ; but 
when thejittle band of religious, 
summoned by him to educate the 
Catholics of tbe new world, ar­
rived at.New Orleans with their 
convent home still unfinished, the 
gallant executive moved out, bag 
and baggage, and turned the 
structure, into a convent school,

There were eight Nuns, one 
Novice and one Postulant in tbe 
little group, led by the Superior 
ess, Marie Tranchepain of St. 
Augustine.

A vivid description of their 
voyage from France is preserved 
in the memoirs of Madeline Ha 
chard. They suffered storms, 
thirst and an encounter with pi 
rates. When the Gironde reached 
New Orleans the people greeted 
it as a big ship returned from the 
dèàd, all hope of safety having 
been given up.

If you take- one of the daily 
trains which leaves Ottawa to go 
up the Gatineau Valley, you will 
travel for a hundred miles rarely

~rrac-tft- Q&ineau
River. As you go, will paes 
waterfall after waterfalof great 
force. The river is a\>ig one. 
with always a strong fiW, and 
along its upper reaches are many 
large lakes in which the high 
water of spring could easily be 
conserved so as "to increase the 
strength and steadiness of the 
river power all through the year 
The conditions seem ideal for a 
great development of electric en­
ergy. None is developed. Along­
side the river run the Gatineau 
Railway trains belehmg out 
smoke which is in large part a 
waste of coal. A great amount 
of coal brought from the United 
States at high cost is consumed 
while the water-powers of the 
big river remain unused. The 
loss is not merely the big money 
paid to another country for coal 
Bringing the coal into 
country means a large use 
freight cars and of locomotives 
which are sadly needed for other 
business.

If instead of taking the Gat­
ineau train you take the C. P. R 
east to Montreal, you will be 
often in sight of the Ottawa rivei 
or its tributaries where a vast 
deal more of water-power 
going to waste. You will 
opposite the mouth of the Lievre 
river which descends from the 
L-iurentians into the Ottawa in 
a succession of falls and rapids 
which so far have been little used 
to develop electricity. Çne of 
the falls, the High Fall, vi 
easy reach, is one of the finest 
water-powers in the world. As 
the C. P. R. train proceeds toward 
Montreal, it passes not far inland 
fçoiB the Grenville Carillon rapids 
where a tremendous electric 
power could be produced easily 
No such'use is being made of 
them. Meanwhile the big traffic 
on the C. P. R. proceeds with 
coal and smoke.

If instead of going north 
the Gatineau railway or east by 
fche_f!. F. R. you go west from 
Ottawa by train, you will soon be 
passing near Chats Falls on the 
Ottawa, one of the great potential 
water-powers of the world. 
Nothing comes from it. The 
train rolls by in expensive smoke,' 
tilling the landscape and the 
lungs with soot. Keep on, and 
you will soon steam past other 
fine water-powers, naarly all un­
harnessed.

Canada, like the United States, 
has-striven to reduce fuel con­
sumption. Yet this country is 
using 35,000,000 tons of coal a 
year, of which we are still depen­
dent on our American neighbors 
for 23,000,000 tr ns. We are 
paying more than two hundred 
million dollars a year to the 
United states for coal chiefly for 
power (wo buy only 5,000,000 
tons of anthracite) and glad to 
do it in order to be sure of the 
coal. Yet of the 23,000,000 tons 
of coal we import, we do not get 
more than Oûe-quarter of actual 
value. Experts tell ue that in­
dustry gets out of its steam 
engines only 15 per cent, of their 
possible power. The rest is 
wasted e^ier in smoke, which 
$s largely valuable carbon, or in 
practical drawbacks of various 
kinds. So, industry a#d the

Four weeks ago a cable des 
patch from Russia intimated that 
the Moscow Government was 
“open to sell valuable concessions

ia-eertam- ^ nir• rri
ritory, including the northern 
half qf the Island of Sakhalin,” 
the purchase to be liquidated by 
the supply of the machinery and 
foodstuffs so badly needed by the 
Bolshevist Government.

Today it is stated that the 
Washington Government has in­
formed Tokio that it is unable 
to recognize the occupation of 
this same northern half by Japan 
If former President Roosevelt 
were alive today it is probable 
that he would smile at the “ vig­
orous protest ” of Washington 
against the transfer of a strip ol 
country which but for the clever 
manoeuvring of M. de Witte foi 
Russia would have passed to 
Japan by the Treaty of Ports 
mouth, fifteen years ago.

Russia’s claim to the island 
would be hard to substantiate 
historically. The Japanese were 
probably the first discoverers of 
this island that is separated from 
the mainland of Asia by the 
Strait of Tartary, although the 
Dutch captain, Martin Vries, was 
the tirât European to visit it. In 
2700 the Chinese obtained do­
minion over the northern part of 
the island, and -it Was not until n 
century later that Lieut. Koster 
seized Sakhalin for Imperial Rus­
sia. Six years later his superior 
officer, Admiral Golovin, dis 
claimed Russia’s right and form­
ally renounced any pretence ti­
lts possession, obtaining as his 
share of the arrangement his re­
lease from captivity. There was 
not a single Russian settlement 
in the island until 1853, and foi 
the next twenty-five years there 
were constant Negotiations be­
tween the Russians and the Ja­
panese for the island.

It was only iu 1875 that Japan, 
alarmed at Russia’s growing pow - 
er in the Far East, gave way and 
accepted the Kurile Islands in 
exchange for Sakhalin. This ex­
change caused considerable ex­
citement in Japan, and when war 
broke out between Russia and 
Japan it was only natural that 
Japan should seize the first op­
portunity to retake it. The op­
portunity arose after the defeat 
of the Baltic fleet on May 27, 
although by the Treaty oL Ports­
mouth Japan was robbed later of 
some of the fruits of victory. 
?et Japan bad gained something, 
for the Treaty specifically set 
forth that “ the Imperial Govern­
ment of Russia cedes to the Im­
perial Government of Japan in 
perpetuity and full sovereignty 
the southern portion of the island 
and all the islands adjacent 
thereto.” The Japanese proceeded 
to develop their regained possess 
ions with the grytest energy 
while Russia practically aban 
doned her sphere. In 1911 the 
population in the Russian part of 
the island was about 7,000, and 
of the Japanese part over 36,000. 
The figures of 1917 show that 
there were 62,207 Japanese,while, 
outside » radius of thirty rnilee 
from Alexandrovsk, there wae 
scarcely a Russian m the island, 
while Alexandrovsk could not 
boast of a population of ar thou­
sand souls.

Russia has little affection fbf 
the island, which-she occupied 
under military law for thirty

has a bud name, And the 
mines, which wevia the magnet 
that drew Russia there, have long 
since been proved to be far in­
ferior to those of the main land 
There is no agriculture, the timber 
has all been burned and out, and 
the climate is terrible.

The natives of the island are 
perhaps the most interesting fea­
ture of it. In the north are the 
Qilyaks, whose Medicine Man is 
constantly busy in exorcising evil 
spirits, while the picturesque 
Hairy Ainus of the south are 
purely Animists, worshipping the 
Bear as the Great Spirit. Per­
haps under the ideal principle of 
self-determination the Ainus and 
the Gilyaks could claim the coun­
try, but they could never rule it. 
Russia is anxious Jo sell her 
rights in the rich sable industry 
and the speculative coal mines, 
but she does not want the island. 
Washington protests against Ja­
pan’s dcêupancy.

Russia will make the terms 
as drastic as" she dare, and it will 
then be for France an<TBrj|aii to 
decide "whether they wtil «throw 
these parleyings and half-meas­
ures to the winds and enlist a 
strong force in Poland’s defence, 
or whether Poland will again be 
sacrificed to the selfish ambitions 
of her old-time enemies.

She prefers to do her 
lighting as much ns possible in 
the country of her enemies.

Soviet Russia was mobilizing to 
deal her a crushing blow. One 
of the first public statements of 
Kvassin on his arrival in J^indon 
was an interview in which he re­
ferred cynically to the successes 
which Poland was then winning

Poland has a mast wonderful 
national history. She anticipated 
Magna Charta with a document 
similar in sentiment and gave 
religious freedom to Europe at a 
time when that continent was 
engaged in the most cruel of 
sectarian wars. Poland has known 
the weakness of acquiescence. 
It cannot be surprising that she 
has lost faith in the usages of 
diplomacy. When the amiable 
Stanislas was playing at being 
lier king and the country was 
distracted with civil strife, those 
three master minds, Maria Theresa 
of Austria, Frederick the Great 
of Prussia and Catherine the 
Great of Russia got together and 
divided the territory of Poland 
among themselves as thieves 
divide the spoils of their infamy.

The ^jigbt of the Poles for 
freedom in 1792 and the undaunt­
edly courageous and splendid 
leadership t)f Kosciuahq, prince of 
patriots, are epics in the history 
of the fighting of freemen. Po­
land was again shorn, this time 
Prussia and Russia divided the 
-poils. Again the Poles rose in 
rebellion, but unfortunately, Kos­
ciusko was wounded and cap­
tured and the final act in the 
crime of the thieves’ compact 
was rung down.

Poland staggered under the 
blow, defeated hut still defiant. 
Alsace Lorraine did not wait for 
halt century with any more, 
impatience nor with 4 qlewi 
singleness of purpose Lor the 
repatriation which she knew must 
come one day. Poland fought 
gallantly in the Great War, 
for there are no more stqr'fiy 
warriors than the men of Poland, 
despite tlie vicious propaganda 
that her enemies have circulated.

Poland was disappointed with 
the results of the Versailles 
Treaty. IJer ehagrin was natural, 
for it looked as if the jirize of 
re-born Poland was to be snatched 
from her grasp. White Ruthenia, 
froiq whence capqe ]£osqiu$kq 
himself, as well as the greatest of 
Polish poets, Minkiewicz, and the 
present President, Pilsudski, was 
taken from her.

Solomen and Felix

Watermelon Day, her annual 
monstrous celebration, was being 
staged at Titonia. In that part 
of the state Watermelon Pay was 
a festival reserved exclusively to 
Titonia—a pagan’by her citizens

Solomon was an intelligent- 
appearing horse with a rangy, 
elongated, body, seemingly in an 
advanced stage of eattenuation 
and reminding the onlooker of a 
skinned rabbit.

He must pre­
side at the council meetings, ac­
celerate the departure of tramps 
from the town, and deliver the 
Watermelon Day speech of wel­
come and exhortation. Felix had 
never made a public speech, but 
to ask a release from his obliga­
tion was unthinkable.
