“T'he American idea is cheap engines.
Their locomotives have their parts very ac-
cessible, and they run them at fair but not
high speeds, The American engines have
special arrangements for clearing and
lighting the road, and for burning wood in
their * furnaces.  Notwithstanding the
superiority of English-made engines, not
one of them canrun over American lines
with anything like the s ,safety or en-
durance of theirown. Strange as this may
at first sight appear, it is easily accounted
for, and ;io explanation bears on the points
we shall presently bring forward, This
explanation is that the lending ends of the
American engines are supported on four
wheeled trucks or buggies, which,
