Is Twenty Miles Long.
When seen by a Bulletin repre­

sentative at tiie Cecil today, the men, 
all ol whom were quite excited over 
the alluring prospects ot gold, told ot 
the discovery and its location. Ac­
cording to tlieir story, it is a glacier 
deposit ot gold in the bed ot Willow 
Creek, about three miles west ot 
Sedgewick. Willow Creek empties 
into Iron Cieek, which is a tributary 
to the Battle River. The alleged 
gold-bearing area is believed to be 
twenty miles in length and varying 
in width from a tew hundred teet to 
three-quarters ot a mile.

The gold was first discovered by 
Mr. Peterson, on whose homestead it 
is located. He is an experienced 
miner, having spent six years placer 
mining in the Yukon and Alaska. 
While digging along the bed of Wil­
low Creek he discovered the color of 
gold in the surface soil. He investi­
gated further and discovered un­
doubted traces of gold.

Assayed $2 Per Yard.
He sent a sample to Montreal to be 

assayed and found it to yield about 
$2 per yard. „ Borne of his neighbors 
became interested in the find and 
secured a sample, which they sent to 
Spokane, Washington, to J. P. Fas- 
set. When assayed it was found to 
yield $29.41 per ton.
"'■®86v»*Peteraon. stated that he got the 
color of gold right at thé surface. 
It gets bétter farther down, and he 
estimated that at about 100 feet depth 
the good gold-bearing channel was 
located. The difficulties in the way 
of getting at it are many, however. 
There is considerable water in the 
creek and the soil is all muskeg. In 
order to carry on placer mining there 
it would be necessary to purchase a 
good sand pump to drain the water 
off. Expensive mining machinery 
would also be necessary to work the 
claims.

Made Error in Staking.
The men who are in the city today 

came here with the idea of filing on 
the claims they had already staked 
out. When they went to the Domin­
ion Land Office this morning they 
found that they had staked 100 feet 
square, whereas the size of the placer 
claims allowed by law are 100 feet long 
and from high water mark to high 
water mark, or from bank to bank.

They are going back as fast as pos­
sible this afternoon to re-stake their 
claims according to law, land will then 
come up and fiile on them. They 
state that many other residents of 
ihat district are also staking claims 
along the creek and will file on them 
at once. The men expect to form a 
company among themselves to de­
velop their claims. If they pan out 
as well as expected it will introduce 
a new era of prosperity into the 
Sedgewick district.

Berlin, Nov. 5.—“Germany has rea­
son to be satisfied with Taft's elec­
tion,’’ said Ludwig Goldberger, privy 
councillor and member of the German 
Economic Commission, to a corres­
pondent this morning.

THREE KILLED IN EXPLOSION.

Combines Are Invited.
There are in Canada something like 

GO lines of industry in each of which 
the business of manufacturing is corn- 
fined to five establishments or less.

In many of these lines the tarif! 
provides protection, against outside 
competition, of 22 1-2 to 35 per cent. 
What more natural, under the circum­
stances, than that the heads of the 
two, three, four, or five establishments 
should come together and arbitrarily 
fix prices at the limit which the pro­
tective tariff makes possible?

The temptation is equally strong ;n 
the case of some lines in which more 
than five establishments are engaged.

Offer Great Inducement.
Take sugar refining for example. 

There were, according to the manufac­
turing census of 1906. eight establish­
ments engaged in this industry in that 
year. But as the value of the output 
was over $18,000.000 the stake was 
big enough to offer a very great in­
ducement for the eight to get together.

The same statement applies even m 
the case of paiK-r, although there are 
31 mills engaged in the production of 
this commodity, and the output is 
valued at less than nine and one-hali 
millions ; or of cement, with 15 estab­
lishments, and an output of two and 
one-quarter millions. Indeed there are 
comparatively few lines of manufac­
turing in this market to which the 
existence of a protective tariff does 
not offer a reason for combination to 
fix prices.

The Expected Has Happened.
What way to be expected lias hap­

pened. Combines have been formed 
under the protection of a tariff wall.

It was some tiitie after the adoption 
of the National Policy before these be­
gan to flourish, because Canadinas are

steel corporation has agreed with the 
other steel rail making concerns of 
the country to reduce the standard 
price of steel rails, and that different 
railway systems of the country agreed 
to place heavy orders at once at a 
reduced price.

For a year the standard price of 
steel rails has been $28 per ton. The 
new price, it is estimated, will be 
$24. According to Pittsburg informa­
tion. this agreement was reached at a 
meeting held in New York last week, 
and was to have been placed in effect 
no matter what might be the result 
of Tuesday's election. A formal an­
nouncement will be made shortly. It 
is given out here tonight that the life 
of a steel rail is seven years. Thus 
one-seventh of the entire rail base of 
the whole railroad system of the Un­
ited States should be replaced yearly. 
This lias not been done for two years 
throughout the country, it is claimed, 
which leaves a demand tor two years’ 
rails to be filled now. Steel rails are 
the only thing in finished iron and 
steel on which prices have not been 
reduced during the past year.

MAY BUILD BIG BRIDGE.

Management of police force.
The chief o: police has resigned, al­

leging that he was prevented main­
taining the proper discipline in the 
force by interference Iront the com­
missioners. Such intvnerence the 
mayor emphatically denies, declaring 
that police officers were not allowed 
to discuss the troubles of the ‘‘footed'’ 
with the commissioners.

The case mu.-t rest with the city ex­
ecutive, the council being the final 
court of appeal. The city charter 
places the management and control 
of the police force explicitly in the 
hands of the commissioners, thereby 
making them absolutely responsible 
for its efficiency. It necessarily lies, 
therefore, with the commissioners to 
say how far they shall delegate this 
authority to the chief of police. Pre­
suming the conditions to exist which 
should exist—that the chief enjoys 
the full confide nee of the commission­
ers—they might then be expected to 
turn over the management practically 
into liis hands. If they do not do 
so the conclusion must be obvious that 
they do not care to assume complete 
responsibility for him. Under such 
conditions efficiency could scarcely be 
looked for.

Undoubtedly, from the logical view­
point, the chief should be entrusted 
practically with the control and direc­
tion of the force. But this is only an­
other way of saying that the chief 
should be a man in whom the execu­
tive have complete confidence and for 
whom they are prepared to become 
fully responsible. It must always rest' 
with the commissioners whether this 

" is the case or not. And when in their 
opinion it is not the case they may 
he presumed to have the alternative 

, of either trying to manage the force 
themselves with the existing chief, r i 
of getting a new chief for whose work 
they are ready to1 stand sponsors.

While this s.Vstem exists if must
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elected men must in any event be 
made responsible for the occupant of 
the position. If not the commission­
ers, then the council, or a committee 
-•f the council. That the occupant 
would be any surer of his job under 
such auspices or any freer from inter­
ference is by no means certain. At 
present, in any event, the duty ami 
the responsibility rest with the com­
missioners. Witli them must also rest 
authority commensurate with the duty 
and the obligations.

CALUMNY CONDEMNED.
Canada is to be congratulated on 

the failure 6f the campaign of slander. 
Had that campaign succeeded the re­
sults are neither far to seek nor are 
they of a character to be contemplated 
with indifference.

It its essential meaming and purpose
that campaign was an attempt to 
drive the Government out of power oy 
repeating against members and sup­
porters oi it assertions which no accuser 
dared couch in the prescribed form 
of a parliamentary charge.- Had that 
campaign prospered where would the 
habit have ended? Suppose the Gov­
ernment had berm driven from power 
by such propaganda what would 
have been the natural course it 
-hings?

Remembering that men are human 
whichever party they belong to it 
must be conceded that the Liberal 
Opposition would most likely have 
taken up the weapon which had been 
so successfully used by their oppon­
ent*. They would in all human likc- 
ihood have retaliated in kind. And 

it this we a; ion had been successful 
once why not again? And if twice 
«by not a third time? In short, if 
the principle had been established in 
Canadian polities that a Government 
could be upset by the persistent slan­
der of its members or supporters \Vhat 
«>u 1.1 we have had, or what could we 
expect to have had in future political 
controversy but slander and nothing 
but slander?

This is a condition to which no well- 
meaning man of whatever party would 
iesire to see our polities descend, yet 
-his was tiie end to which we were 
tending and to which we must have 
come speedily if the people of the 
country had expressed approval of it. 
In. a democratic .country the people 
get precisely what kind and quality 

politics they want. If theÿ had 
called for campaigns of personal 
abuse and insinuation they would have 
got them just as certainly as having 
leclared for campaigns fought out on 
public questions they will get these.

Had this condition been brought 
’.bout the results to the public are ap­
parent. Let the principle be est ah 
lishod in law that a men accused of 
an offence is legally guilty of it and 
who would feel himself safe? Where i.- 
tlie man -who has not enemies prepar 
ed to say he is guilty of what they 
have no evidence to prove? Or to 
whisper an insinuation that they have 
not courage to coin into an open 
charge? Similaly let it be established 
that men may be hounded from pub­
ic life by statements unsupported -by 
evidence or by whispered insinua- 
ions which none dare coin into 

charges and «ho that values his good 
name would remain ’ in public life? 
Or would be able to do so even if be 
wanted to? What public man has 
not enemies prepared to grasp the 
weapon of slander if convinced that 
t would be successful?

And if men were driven irom public 
life by these jneas who would take 
their places? Certainly not men who 
valued their good niâmes. The result 
must be that the vilest wretch would 
hold the highest office in his power. He 
who could tell the blackest falsehood 
or coin the most villainous innuendo 
could empty the highest places in the 
land, places which none but his own 
moral kith and kin would consent to 
fill. Political power would be-relegat­
ed to the abandoned and the more 
abandoned the rascal the greater His 
power. Parliament would become the 
rendezvous of black-mailers and rogues 
led by the boldest character-assassins 
that the hope of gain could lure from 
the slime of the social sewers.

This is the* consequence, natural and 
necessary, oi substituting the calumny 
of public men for the discussion et 
public questions. To the credit of 
their patriotism and their common- 
sense the electors avoided the effect 
by removing the cause. If there re­
mains in the Opposition sufficient 
political onseioitsness to analyze the 
reasons of their discomfiture there will 
bo no attempt to revive the slander 
campaign. If not. then those who can­
not take a hint will 'be administered 
a kick at the first favorable oppor­
tunity.

the manufacturers have as much “pro­
tection” as they feel justified in giv­
ing them or required by the circum- 
Aanoes. In every line of pu/blic policy 
the verdict muet be accepted as a 
mandate to continue and complete 
what ha* already been undertaken.

But a government is not fulfilling 
its whole obligations in carrying out 
the measures included in its pre-elec­
tion promises, or in completing the 
projects definitely before the electors 
on polling day. Certainly n. Liberal 
government is hound to go farther, ft 
is obliged by the logic of events to 
Hollow what has been done and what 
is being done, with what this shows 
should be done or indicates as desir­
able to do. As a mill cannot grind, 
with the water that is past, neither 
can a government, especially a Liberal 
government, fulfil its functions by fin­
ishing what it has undertaken to 
do. There are also measures and pro­
jects involved in the line oi policy .it 
pursues to which it is equally obliged 
in give heed. Liberalism stands for 
improvement. That is its business in 
life. That is the meaning of the term. 
When a government ceases to work 
for betterments, then however well 
that government may have done in 
the past, and by -whatever name it

In 
essence and reality it has become le- 
actionary; for to make no progress is 
to recede, to strive for nothing more 
is to sacrifice in part the benefit .f 
what has already been accomplished.

Presidential it! eel ions «'ere 
held a iew days ago in the United 
States, where conditions are admitted­
ly more or les* similar to our own, 
and the Republicans won again in a 
“land-slide.” Reports from New­
foundland now indicate that the Bond 
government have, been commisioned 
to direct the colony’s a flairs for an­
other term.

The School Question.
In has been said that the Laurier 

government owed its rise to power- 
twelve years ago to the Manitoba 
school question. If that is so, Thomas 
Greenwuy’s name should live in the 
annals of Canadian Liberalism. It 
was his government’s legislation 
which gave rise, in the first place to 
the school question, and it was 
through him that the question was 
finally settled on the present happy 
basis.

After the Tupper government had 
been defeated at the polls on its 
policy of coercion, on the 21st of June. 
1896, Premier Laurier and Premier 
Greenway settled the Manitoba school 
question between them,- and no one 
now disputes the fairness of the ar­
rangement then made.

A Good Listener.
In his prime he was easily one ol

Je*. H. Cornwall Addresses Canadian 
Club in Calgary, Telling of the 

1 Ultimate Possibilities et .the Mac- 
kenzle and Peace River Countries. 
Address Is Heard by Interested 
Audience.

Calgary, Nov. 4—At the Canadian 
luncheon yesterday Mr. J. K. Corn­
wall, of Lesser Slave Lake, delivered 
a very interesting and instructive ad­
dress on the great north land, which 
was greatiy appreciated by the raem- 
oers presènt.

Mr. Cornwall has during the past 
few years made a special study of the 
resources and possibilities of the 
country along the Peace and Mac­
kenzie rivers and spoke from a thor­
ough knowledge of the country.

His address cannot fail to have the 
ettect of - directing attention to the 
great country that lies in the northern 
portion oi the province of Alberta and 
to The vast extent of territory that lies 
to, the north of the province.

Mr. Cornwall illustrated hie address 
by - a map of the country which he 
described and his description waf 
followed with interest by every one 
present.

the following is a ibrief outline of 
his speech:—

Boundaries of North Land.
The north lan.l prdper comprises all 

that portion of the country drained by 
the Mackenzie water shed, which 
flows cast* and north into the Arctic 
ocean. The Mackenzie water shed is 
made up as follows :—

Its most southern feeder is the Ath­
abasca river, which has its source in 
the Yellowhead Pass, and puts into 
Athabasca lake. In its 1100 miles of 
length many rivers drain an immense 
area of country and empty their wat­
ers into this lake. Lake Athabasca 
is a lake about tne same area as Lake 
Winnipeg: with but 2 feet difference 
i» the sea level. Out of Lake Atha­
basca the Rock river has its source. 
Forty miles on its way it is joined by 
the Peace river, a tremendous river 
which has its source in the Cassiar 
and' Omineca countries in the heart 
of the Rockies 1500 miles to the west. 
This river drains a country as large 
as the province of Manitoba. At the 
junction of the Rock and Peace rivers 
both lose their names, and are known 
as the Great Slave river, which river 
flows into the Great Slave lake after 
a northerly course of 300 miles.

As Large as Lake Superior.
Great Slave lake,an inland sea about 

same area as Lake Superior. Out cf 
this lake, at its western end, the Mac­
kenzie river has its source. This river 
is named after Alexander Mackenzie, 
a trader and explorer of the old north 
west country. He discovered it in 
1792. It is the eighth largest river in 
the known world. It puts into the 
Arçtic océan in latitude 70.

jtBis water shed drains 1,120,000 
square miles than is drained by the 
quere miles than is drained by the 
great lakes and the St. Lawrence.

As to thé physical features of the 
country drained.'bÿ this water shed 
and the natural resources of the coun­
try, T will endeavor to give, you some 
little information. The limited tijne. 
at my disposal makes it impossible 
for me to go into a thorough and ex­
tensive description.

Net Unlike Southern Alberta.
The North Land contains in part 

land similar to southern Alberta. It 
diflera only in having many natural 
resources that are unknown in the 
southern part of the province. It has 
timber, silver, gold and gypsum and 
eome of these resources' in great quan­
tities.

He timber wealth is of very greatest 
importance in view of the vgry limited 
amount of timber available in the 
prairie provinces. Timber, in all 
Countries, as a subject, is taking up 
more economical thought than any 
other subject pertaining to the world's 
natural resources. Dr. Judson Clark, 
leaking before the Canadian club in 
Guelph, Ont., on the 26th October, 
said that at the present moment the
linth of the consumption of timber 'or
commercial purposes had been reach­
ed in proportion to the demand and 
that the price must now advance, 
prohibiting its uae to a large extent. 
Dr. Clark in head of the forestry de­
partment in Brietiah Columbia, was 
formerly in a similar office in Ontario. 
He ie recognized as one of the best in­
formed authorities on standing timber 
in-Canada.
■ The president of the United States 
has appointed Mr. Gannett, the best 
authority on mending timber in the 
United States, to take an actual cen­
sus oi all the timber in the United 
States with a view to finding out how 
long It will last and the best means 
to-adopt to provide a continuous crop.

Valuable Timber Is Here.
Practically all the timber of any 

commercial value between the Great 
Lakes and the Rocky mountains, is ;n 
the northern water sheds. It is not 
donee in any particular portion of the 
country, but is scattered over a wide 
area. On accomit_of the mangnificent 
water-ways' nnd rivérs it makes it very 
get-atahle and of the highest com­
mercial: vab* to the prairie provinces. 
Whien we oofimder the scarcity of tim­
ber in the world today the timber 
stealth of the north country is ot the 
highest importance to file further de­
velopment of the prairie section of the 
province

Lake Winnipeg has produced roilli- 
ons of dollarsiForth of fish, of the fin­
est quality. We have in the North 
Ldnd lakes that are larger tnd teeming 
With fish of the same quality. Tar and 
tar-sand capable of producing enough 
asphalt to pave all the streets in west­
ern Canada is found in abundance.

What Country Can Do.
As a farther lluiitration of the abso­

lute certainty of what the northland is 
capable of doing, we will take the prov­
ince of Tobolsk in the Asiatic part ol 
Russia. This province is all north of the 
55th parallel of latitude. In .the year 
1900 tbis province had a population of 1,- 
433,484 people. This province- yielded that 
same year wheat to the amount of 6,480.- 
000 bushels; rye 3,130,358 busheta; barley 
972,916 bushels; oata 10,617.823 bushels, 
and exported butter to the value of $1.50, 
000. In the year 1891, which is the last 
year we have any cattle census of that 
province, they Had 2.647,000 head of lise 
stock. This is in a Russian province, in 
north Asia in the same latitude aa tliS 
North Land, our subject today. If the 
Russian ia capable of a development of the 
like of that we are now considering, what 
can we do under conditions that are,simi­
lar only in point of view of latitude ? dur 
climate ia milder, our sol richer, and na­
ture has n every way been kinder to the 
North Land than to any part of Russia- 
in-Asia of a similar latitude.

Immense Waterways.
There are 3.600 miles of water ways 

in the north of which steamers are ply- 
ing today engaged in forwarding goods 
and bringing out fur.

About one million 
dollars in value on an average is the an­
nual production. It is necessary to build 
a railway into the north country to tap 
these water ways, water ways that aie 
worth hundreds of millions of dollars to 
this country. It will furnish a system of 
transportation second ouly to the f.reat 
lakes and the Mississippi in Notrh Ameri­
ca. The American government has spent 
from two to three hundred million dollars 
to make the Mississippi water shed as 
navigable as the MaoKenzie water shed is 
today, upon which priktically no work 
ha» been performed only by the hand of 
nature.

FARMERS FIGHT BOTH

In Southern Alberta, at ths Largest 
Grain Shipping Peints in-the Do­
minion, the Farmers are Con­
fronted by a Combination Which 
Prevents Them Securing Adequate 
Supply of Gees

ANOTHER DISPLAY OF 
ROBLIN RUSSIANISM

Two WejI-known Farmers of St. Laur­
ent are Arrested and Hurried Off 
to Winnipeg for an Offence Al- 
leged to Have Been Committed 
Two Weeks Ago. Unprecedented 
Actioh.

Winnipeg, Nov. 4.—Another pyro- 
technical display of Russianism on 
the part of thp Roblin machine wae 
Si t off yesterday when William Car­
rière, a well-known and prosperous 
farmer of excellent reputation, and 
his brother, Alex, were arrested on 

a* warranta, sworn out before Magistrate 
MeMièken and brought from St. Laur­
ent to this city to stand trial on 
charges of obstructing a .police officer 
at the Roblin meeting. The offence 
is alleged to have taken pince on the 
night of October 24, when Mr. Roblin 
vfas. speaking at St. Laurent in the in­
terests of the Conservative party, but 
warrents were not served until the 
day before yesterday. - 

No explanation of the fact that the 
Messrs Carrière were allowed to roam 
free and unrestrained in the long in­
terim, only to be suddenly arrested 
and snatdhed off to Winnipeg yester­
day, i* offered. Nor is it explained 
why all custom is upset and the two 
men Brought to Winnipeg for their 
preliminary trial, while three magis­
trates, Messrs R. K. Wilson, J. M. 
Mulveyhill and C. DeSimoncourt, all 
of whom have jurisdiction in the dis­
trict in such cases, and who are try­
ing such cases right along, are dis­
regarded. The two men were taken to 
the provincial jail as common prison­
ers, with the intention that they 
should spend the night in the tombs 
as other Liberals have done, but Mr. 
Noble, with Justice of the Peace Bell, 
Dr. 8. J. Thompson and Robt. Kerr, 
of S*. Laurent, made the necessary 
arrangementa for bail and within an 
hour of their arrival the Messrs. Car­
rière were allowed out on bonds of 
$2,000 each. ,

who lias recently been appointed by 
the Alberta government to see that 
the farmers along the Calgary and 
Maclcod line get their cars in accord­
ance With the provisions of the Mani­
toba Grain Act, is in the city today 
and has acquainted the Department 
of Agriculture with the serious situa­
tion whieh confronts the farmers ol 
that locality.

.In placing the situation before a 
Bulletin representative, Mr. Hotch­
kiss dealt first with the magnitude of 
the grain shipments that are to be 
made this year. About 1,200,000 
bushels of grain are ready to be ship­
ped from Claresholm, 500,000, bushels 
from Staveley and 750.000 bushels 
from Granum. These are probably 
the largest grain shipping points in 
the Dominion. ' _

“To move ; this grain out,” said 
Mr. Hotchkiss, “not move than 100 
care have been supplied by the 
C.P.R. to Staveley and Granum and 
only about 300 cars to Claresholm. 
Two weeks ago cars were being sup­
plied to the farmers at Claresholm 
at the rate Of three per day and at 
Granum and Staveley at the rate of 
two per day.”

Farmers Asked to Relinquish.
“With this chronic condition of the 

traffic the elevator men at these sta­
tions- attempted to have “straw” men 
sign up for ears and thus deprive the 
farmers of this privilege under the 
Apt. Failing in this, they tried to 
induce the farmers to give up their 
rights until the elevators could be 
cleared, claiming that this arrange­
ment would be to the advantage ot 
the email farmer, who has not enough 
grain to make up a -carload. The 
farmers resisted the proposition at a 
meeting held at Claresholm, and 
were indignant at the idea that the 
C.P.R. would offer to eupply the ele­
vators with more cars than they 
could get. They denounced the pro­
position as an attempt to abrogate the 
Manitoba Grain Act, which they 
value- most highly. At the meeting 
it was Shown that individual tanners 
have made as high as $160 per ca- by 
loading the grain themselves. '

Oars Going Wes*
“Since the Claresholm meeting,” 

continued Mr. Hotchkiss, "a new 
phase of the question has arisen. It 
has been discovered that the Mani­
toba Gfain Act applies only to cars 
going east, and not those going west. 
Consequently the -C.P.R. and the 
elevator men have evolved a, plan to 
fleece the farmer. They are now 
appropriating all the cars and osten­
sibly consigning them west, whereas 
there is a suspicion that they are 
turned east at Calgary/”

Tbis circumstance caused the far- 
mere to hold further meetings at 
Claresholm and .Granum, at which 
they framed resolutions to be for­
warded to the railway authorities alfd 
•he warehousemen, demanding an ex­
planation and assistance.

Cars Are Close By.
"/"Are tlie farmers taking any prac­
tical steps» to get over the situation?” 
asked the Bulletin.

“Yes, magy of the farmers lying 
o the east of the line ate drawing 

tueir grain to Lethbridge and Mac 
leod, where there seems to e no 
scarcity of cars. It seems that when* 
the C.P.R. ie not confronted by com­
petition they make no effort to f ip- 
ply the needs of traffic, such 3 '*
presented between High River >1 
Macleod.”

Mr. Hotchkiss explained what 11 e 
situation in the grain trade means to 
the farmers along the line affected. 
Many of them had to meet their ob­
ligations for machinery, etc., on 
November 1st, and they were unable 
to tlo so. This crampe the merchants 
and paralyses trade generally.

Provincial Government Aids. 
“The only rainbow in the sky,” 

said Mr. Hotchkiss, “is the apparent 
willingness of the provincial govern­
ment to come to the rescue. Al­
though no definite .promises have 
been made, the farmers feel that they 
have the sympathy and co-operation 
uf the local government to protect the 
interests which have been vouch­
safed to them by the Manitoba 
Grain Act."

In summing up the situation, Mr. 
Hotchkiss said that the G. P. R. and 
the elevator men have combined to 
defeat the farmer. The C.P.R. has 
shown no disposition to supply cars 
to the farmer, even when cars were 
available, but has signified its in­
clination to supply cars to the eleva­
tor men. Whatever is the outcome, 
the farmers will hold on to the privi­
leges extended by the Manitoba 
Grain Act.

LAWYER GOES TO CELL.

That railway directors and capital­
ists in the United States and Eng­
land are becoming deeply interested 
in the vast area of underveloped coun­
try north and north west of Edmon­
ton is evidenced by the large,numbers 
of prospecting parties who have been 
travelling through the country getting 
first hand knowledge of the existing 
conditions. The C. P. R., the C. N. 
R. and the G. T. P. all have their eyes 
on this northern country and before 
long active steps will be taken to 
build a line of railway into this coun­
try and thus help to develop the min­
eral and timber resources and agri­
cultural possibilities.

Latest reports from the north indi­
cate that the Grand Trunk Pacific 
railway company are regarding this 
north country with increased inter­
est and, it is possible, are already 
making plans to build a line from 
Edmonton through the Pine River 
Pass and out to the Pacific coast 
through northern British Columbia. 
The stage from Athabasca Landing 
last evening brought to the city two 
prospectors, who ate today staying at 
the Alberta Hotel. They are A. A. 
Parker, of Minneapolis, and James 
Rutherford, mining engineer, of Vic­
toria, B. C., who have spent the past 
five months in the north.

Prospecting foi* Q. T, P.
Interviewed by 'tf-' Bulletin repre- 

sentative at the Alberta this morning 
both Mr. Parker and Mr. Rutherford 
were very reticent regarding the pur­
pose of their, trip north. They stated 
that they were on a general prospect­
ing trip but did not care to state what 
the reason of the trip was. It is un­
derstood on good authority, however, 
tlrfft, Mr. Parker represents the G. T. 
P. Company and solfie Old Country 
and United States otijlltalistsv These 
ntonied interests hnVg’hea'rd consider­
able about the north 'country, the re­
ports being conflicting, and .some of 
them far from authentic. As a eon- 
sequence they sent out Mr. Parker to 
t.ike a trip through the country and 
size up conditions for them. .The idea 
is to pick up any valuable properties 
ill this country and ultimately to bliild 
a railroad through this country to de­
velop it.

Mr. Parker went west to the pacific 
coast last summer and set out for 
the north with Mr. Rutherford on 
June 21st. They went up the coast 
to Port Essington, and from there 
went up the Skeena River to Hazel- 
ton. At Hazelton they secured pack 
horses and went through the Bulkley 
Valley and the Nechaco Valley to 
Stewart Lake and McLeod’s Lake. 
Tills latter place ia known as Fort 
McLeod and is only a Hudson’s Bay 
post. They went down the Parsnip 
River as far as the mouth of the 
Finlay River, and then returned to 
Fort McLeod. From McLeod they 
proceeded through the Rocky Moun­
tains by way of thé Piiie Pass and 
went down the Pine River as far as 
Fort St. John, on the Peace River. 
They took a trip through the Spirit 
River 'and Grand Prairie districts, 
where they sold their pack horses. 
They then proceeded down the Peace 
to Peace River Crossing and drove in 
from there to Athabasca Landing.

Impressed With Country.
Both men were greatly impressed 

with the wonderful possibilities of 
the country, through which they pass­
ed if it had transportation facilities. 
In British Columba the land was 
nearly all taken in the Bulkley and 
Nechaco Valleys, although it was not 
very thickly settled. There was a 
considerable amount of excellent tim­
ber m this country. There were also 
evidences of mineral deposits of 
various kinds, although they did not 
examine these very closely. They 
did not go up the Finlay River to the 
Ingenica, where the recent gold 
strike was made, but Mr. Rutherford 
stated that there were plenty of evi­
dences of gold along the Pine River,

Travelling through the Pine Pass 
they bad the good iortune to follow a 
mounted police party and were thus 
saved from cutting a trail. The 
police party consisted of Inspector 
McDonnell, a corporal, and two con­
stables, who were taking a number of 
horses through the mountains. These 
horses had been used in making a 
trail in Northern British Columbia. 
When, the work was completed they 
were left to winter there and were 
brought through to Alberta last sum­
mer. Both men were much impress-, 
ed with the agricultural possibilities 
of the Grand Prairie and Spirit-River 
districts, and believed it would de­
n-lop into one oi the greatest farming 
iistricts of the West when, it had pro­
per transportation facilities.

ThePine Pass impressed them both 
/ being eminently suitable for a 

railroad line. - It. was remarkably 
low and provided a comparatively 
easy approach from either side.

Mr. Parker leaves this afternoon 
for Minneapolis to prepare liis report 
on bis trip for hia principals, and Mr. 
Rutherford will return to the coast.

In Newfoundland Yesterday's Returns 
Favorable to Government—Final 
Result Will Probably be Govern­
ment 13, Opposition 12—Result 
Net Definitely Known till Saturday

Halifax, Nov. 4—Whether the Bond 
government has been sustained in 
Newfoundland is not yet known. From 
present indications the election has 
been very close, but not until to­
morrow night at the earliest will the 
result be known. Owing to eumber- 
omo methods of counting the returns 

it will likely be Friday or Saturday 
before the complete result of Mon­
day’s voting is arrived at.

\ better showing was made by the 
government today- Tuesday night the 
opposition were in possession of eight 
seats while, the government had but 
three. The returns today gave the. 
opposition three more while the gov­
ernment got five and if the polls of 
Trinity and Placentia go as partial 
returns indicate the government will 
finish the day with thirteen seats to 
the opposition’s twelve. Thirteen 
more seats remain to be decided.

The government wins today were St. 
John’s East, where Kent, Shea and 
Dwyer were returned by majorities of 
nine hundred to five "hundred, and 
Burin, where Mavey and Geargo are 
in by 130 and 98. St. John’s West hafe 
probably elected Sir Edward Morris, 
leader of the opposition, and his col­
leagues, Bennett and Kennedy, as 
they had a big lead at the last bulle­
tin.

PROTEST IN NORTH LANARK.

Sufficient Evidence Secured to Void 
the Election.

Ottawa, Nov. 4—Even if the result 
of the recount in North Lanark next 
Friday does not give the seat to Mr. 
T. B. Caldwell, ex-Liberal member, 
it is practically certain that a protest 
entered will disclose sufficient evid­
ence of corrupt practices to void the 
election. One glaring case of per­
sonation in the interests of Mr. Tho- 
burn, the Conservative candidate, 
whose majority is now placed at only 
six, lias already been disclosed.

At Carleton Place last week a man 
named Weir was arrested on a charge 
of impersonating a local voter. At 
the time of his arrest Weir stated that 

Conservative scrutineer had offered 
two dollars for impersonating a Voter 
who would be absent from the polls.

Think of it—250.- 
GOG men. women and children could l.vo 
on the income that these twelve men 
would receive during the worst days of 
trade depression, and receive without over 
earning it. I am not one of those who 
advocate confiscation, and at any rate as 
far as I am concerned, honest capital- 
capital put in honest industries for the 
development of tho industry, the trade, 
and the commerce of this country will 
have nothing to fear from any proposal

The State and Poverty.
Poverty is the result of a man’s 

own misconduct or misfortune. .11 
so far as he brings it on himself, the
state cannot accomplish much. It 
can do something, however, to protect 
him. (Cheers.) In so.far as poverty 
is due to circumstances over which 
the man has no control, then the 
state should step in to the very ut­
most limit ot its resources and save 
the man IrOm the physical and men­
tal torture, inseparable torture, in­
volved in extreme penury. (Luc.! 
cheers.) Let us take the case of a 
man who has brought it on himself 
—say by drinking, gambling, idle­
ness, or other evil habit. The state 
can do something by removing ex­
cessive opjportunities and brightening 
life in other,directions to save p- >p v 
from bringing themselves to poverty 
through some of these faults. (He.sr. 
hear.) That is the meaning of such 
legislation as the street betting bill 
and the licensing bill. (Cheers.) 
Idleness is a more difficulty problem 
perhaps than drinking, but much of 
this is also due to the lassitude and 
luck of vitality which comes iront in­
sufficient nourishment and bad condi­
tions. (Hear,- hear.) Owing to these 
circumstances men are not equipped 
with tlie necessary strength and 
energy for consistent and continuous 
toil. (Cheers.) Better conditions of 
life for the people will produce an 
appreciable diminution in the num- 
b-TS of the idle classes at both ends 
of the scale, for the state cannot well 
support both, and it must adopt the 
most effective method for getting rid 
of them. They are a burden and a 
source of danger. (Loud cheers.) Bu: 
there is another and .a larger section 
of the poverty stricken than these, and 
it is with that section I am mainly 
concerned—those who through no 
fault of their own are unable to earn 
their daily bread; the aged and in­
firm, the broken in health, thex un­
employed. and those dependent upon 
them. (Hear, hear.) The aged wc 
have dealt with during the present 
session. (Loud cheers.) We arc still 
confronted with the more gigantic 
task of dealing with the rest—the 
sick, the infirm, the unemployed, the 
widows and orphans. (Cheers.) No 
country can lay any real claim to 
civilization that allows them to 
starve. (Loud «been.) Starvation is 
a punishment that society has ceased 
to inflict for centuries on its worst 
criminals, and at its most barbarous 
stage humanity never starved the 
children of ihc criminal. (Hear, 
hear.) But what happens today -in 
the working ot the great economic 
machine? A workman breaks down 
in his prime and permanently lows 
his power of earning a livelihood. He 
has done his beet to contribute to Vie 
common stock, and he can do no 
more. Why should he be allowed to 
•starve aid hi.s children vo c1' < f
hunger in the land of super-abundant 
plenty? (Loud and prolonged cheers.) 
A workman dies, having done l is 
duty as faithfully to his country as 
the soldier who falls on the stricken 
field. He has contributed the whole 
of his strength and skill towards 
building, up its might and riches. 
Has the country no obligation to 
see that those left behind receive their 
daily bread? (Applause.) Here is 
the richest country in, the world. 
What a shabby country it must be 
that it does not we that the widows 
and orphans of those who have served 
it faithfully are not suffering from

While 
millions of bushels of wheat are being 
shipp-d out, the province is importing 
from three to four hundred thousand- 
dollars worth of poultry and eggs an­
nually from Ontario and the Western 
provinces. This simply means that 
the Ontario farmers are thousands 
of dollars richer and the Alberta form­
er thousands' of dollars poorer, on ac­
count of this delay in getting into the 
pdultry business.

Reports from V. Burns & Co., and 
the Dominion Meat Co., -of Calgary, 
and from local poultry dealers are to 
the effect that at this season of .the 
year when the demand is strong and 
prices for poultry and eggs are except­
ionally good, they have ceased to 
regard the local supply and are im­
porting car load after car load from 
Ontario. Inquire of any dealer <-n 
Jasper avenue where he gets his poul­
try and eggs and he will say that they 
come from Ontario, through the medi­
um of the local wholesalers.

The province of Alberta is in itself 
a market for from $400,000 to $500,000 
worth of poultry and eggs per year 
more than it is at present producing 
and as year after year passes the de­
mand will be all the greater. Prices 
today are as good if not better than i t 
any previous time and if the farmer 
does not secure tlie highest prices it 
is because his product is not of suf- 
ficent quality and finish to com­
mand it. In addition to the local de­
mand there is the great market, in 
British Columbia where prices are 
even higher than in this province.

A little reflection will serve to show 
where the farmer can direct his en­
ergies to good advantage. The aver­
age number of eggs laid per farm ill 
the Dominion last year was 157 dozen. 
Ontario was producing 251 dozen and 
Alberta 00 dozen. It is the duty of 
the Alberta fanner to raise this stand­
ard and to see to it that tile eggs com­
ing in from Ontario to supply Edmon­
ton arid tlur surrounding district are 
produced within à radius of 50 miles 
cf Edmonton.
