soon stamped out.

When the germ is swallowed, th 
disease always shows itself withi 
four days. The germs on infecte 
clothing lose all power after twelv 
days.

eves watching for the enemy.

Almost every day fishermen are 
coming into the city from different 
parts of Conception Bay seeking em­
ployment to cam enough, it possible, 
to tide themselves and families over 
the winter. All these men have failed 
at the Labrador fishery, and are in 
bad straits. One man in speaking to 
the Telegram, and who came from 
Spotted Islands, said that for his trap 
and five men of a crew, he only had 6 
quintals of fish for the season. It 
is a great hardship on these unfor­
tunate men to be without means for 
the winter; but they are coming to a 
poor place to look for work when they 
come to St. John's where there Is not 
employment enough for its own citi­
zens. This time last year enough 
men could not be had to handle fish 
at the different wharves, but now their 
is very little fish coming to afford 
employment. One large mercantile 
house last year took in from 500 to 
1,200 qtls of fish per day, but yester­
day there was not a craft discharging 
at their premises. Many fishermen 
would go to Sydney. Grand Falls and 
other places to seek employment but 
they have not the money to pay their 
passages.

Reciprocity Treaty.
In our Issue of Wednesday we made 

a few comments on the fishery pol­
icy of the Government, which was an­
nounced that morning in the senior 
organ of the Government, the Daily 
News, and pointed out two valuable 
concessions were to be continued to 
Americans gratuitously; although thç 
Hague Tribunal has definitely set­
tled the question of Newfoundland s 
competency to carry out her statute 
laws and thus become supreme in the 
matter of the West Coast herring fish­
ery. ,

We observed that this policy had 
Wn foreshadowed in the outside 
pi ess almost a fortnight ago by one 
who is in the confidence of the Gov­
ernment. But that is not the only 
Government policy that has been 
foreshadowed in the outside* press. 
The Standard of Empire of the 23rd 
ult. contains a cable from its St. 
John's correspondent to the effect .that 
the United States Government has 
opened up communications with New­
foundland “with a view to a recipro­
cal trade treaty,” and that Mr. Pep­
per and Premier Morris have dis­
cussed the matter. The cable then 
goes on tp say that it is anticipated 
that in -return for concessions In. the 

^United States, the authorities at 
'Washington will formulate proposals 
for the abrogation of the regulation 
in respect to the manufacture of wood 

.pulp.
What does this mean? Does it 

mean that the regulation respecting 
the non-export of pulp wood is tp be 
abrogated in the interest of the Unit­
ed States and of the members of the 
Newfoundland Government party and 
their political supporters, who have 
graphed pretty well all the tijnber 
areas on the Labrador within our 
jurisdifttlpp? As we asserted in De- 
cembbK lasf, £ movement was than on 
foot to abrogate the pfilp wood regu­
lation and allow the wood to be ex­
ported in. its raw state. It this is 
done under an arrangement with the 
United States, then certain.members 
of the Government party and their 
friends who hold possession of those 
timber areas will make a good thing 
out of the arrangement, but at the ex­
pense of the people of this country, 
whose interests will be sacrificed. 
We have had our eye on these Lab­
rador timber grants for some time 
and we know more about, them, the 

■ doings and the desires of those inter­
ested in them than they probably give 
us credit for. ,_______

.North Sydney, Oct. 5—The second 
bad fire in North gydtjey this year oc- 
cûttà early this, morning, when the 
buildings on the'pastern side of Com­
mercial Street, at the foot of Archi­
bald - Avenue, owned respectively by 
F. H: Rudderham and W. J. Christie, 
were completely destroyed, together 
with practically all their contents, 
involving a loss estimated at $30,000. 
The Vendôme Hotel, adjoining the 
Rudderham building, was also con­
siderably damaged by the fire and the 
water, but the excellent work of the 
firemen saved the hotel from destruc­
tion.

Where Fire Originated.
The fire is believed to have origin­

ated in the back of the western end 
of the Rudderham block which was 
occupied by McKenzie and Hickey as 
a tailoring and gents furnishing store, 
and had made a good headway be/ore 
being discovered j t by a policeman 
shortly before three o’clock. The fire 
men reached the scene quickly, but 
the fire had made Biich progress that 
all they could do was to confine it to 
the Rudderham and Christie blocks, 
the latter by this time having caught. 
"Weather conditions favoured the fire 
fighters. The light wind that had been 
blowing about the time the fire start­
ed having died out.

Family’s Narrow Escape.
Mr. Rudderham and his family, who 

occupied the two upper stories of the 
building as a dwelling, narrowly es­
caped with their lives, as they were 
sleeping peacefully until just before 
the firemen arrived. Their infant 
child’s cries aroused them at that 
time, and when they awoke their 
roon) was filled with smoke. Mr. and 
Mrs. Rudderham had barely time to 
seize their three children and escape 
fiom the building In their night 
clothes when the whole structure 
became a seething mass of flame. Up 
to the time of Mr. Rudderham’s escape, 
the fire had been confined to the rear 
of the building but as soon as the 
doors were opened the flames spread 
to the front with great rapidity. The 
smoke was so dense and the heat so 
great that it was impossible to save 
anything, and all his personal effects, 
household furniture and stock in the 
drug store on the ground floor were 
consumed. The entire stock of cloths 
clothing, gents’ furnishing, etc., in 
the western end of the building, oc­
cupied by McKenzie &. Hickey, were 
also destroyed.

The Christie Block.
The Christie block, the ground flooi 

of which was occupied by the Cana­
dian Express Co. and by Allen & De- 
Wolfe as a wholesale fruit store, and 
the upper storey, by Michael McKin­
non and Charles Hiliier as a tene 
ment, burned fiercely and quickly 
but most of the contents were saved 
Mrs. Hiliier and family saved practi 
caliy all their household effects, bu 
Mr: McKinnon saved nothing bat ! 
sewing machine and a trunk.

Mr. Christie saved all his paperr 
and express parcels, but a good dea 
of Mr. Allan’s stock of fruit and con 
fectionery was ruinéd.

Loss Estimated at $86,000.
The loss of doth buildings ant 

stock is estimated at about $30,000 
with insurance of about $20,000.

The Rudderham building was in­
sured for $7,500, the drug store stocl 
tor $4,000, and Mr. Rudderham’i 
household furniture for $1,000.

McKenzie & Hickey valued thei 
stock at $7.000, and carried $3,000.

Mr. Christie had $3,000 insurano 
on his building, while Mr. DeWolf1 
had $1,000 on his stock.

John Moore, who occupied a smal 
stable at the rear of the Rudderhan 
block, lost a quantity of hay am 
harness valued at $50.

Firemen's Splendid Work.
The splendid work of the firemei 

alone saved the Vendôme Hotel, whict 
caught repeatedly, but despite thei 
efforts the building was damaged tc 
the extent of $1,500.

The fire interrupted the car ser 
vice for a time, as the C. B. Electrii 
Co’s, wires were burned, but tempor 
ary repairs were quickly effected ant 
the service resumed.

Telephone Cables Burned.
The burning of the Eastern Tele­

phone Co.’s cable put eighty-five tele­
phones out of commission, but thr 
work of making, repairs is now going
on- „ -,

Mr. Rudderham had been confined
to his bed since Saturday last through 
illness.—Sydney Post.

“What is the present situation in 
Great Britain in regard to Home 
Rule?" Mr. O’Connor was asked.

“It is peculiar," said T. P. “There 
is a great pause during which every­
body is almost compelled to be silent. 
That pause came in the very agony of 
a fierce party battle over the House of 
Lords, and was due mainly to the 
death of the late King.

Compelled A Truce.
“The state of feeling in the country 

everywhere after the death of King 
Edward absolutely compelled a truce. 
There was, toç, an equally profound 
desire to spare the new sovereign the 

| terrible responsibility involved In that 
‘ struggle at the beginning of his reign. 

As a result there was a c/onference of

four representatives of each of the 
two great parties.

“That conference has held several 
sittings and will meet again some­
where- in the second week In October, 
and the pause will continue until they 
have come to an agreement or a rup- 
tv re. I do Hot by any means consider 
an agreement impossible. I think that 
there will be an announcement one 
way or another by the time the House 
meets on Nov. 15th.

"I cannot imagine any agreement 
that would not enable the Liberal 
Ministry to be in a majority to carry 
Home Rule, with or without the con­
sent of the House of Lords, or to carry 
any other great measure of reform.

"I think the patriotic and states­
manlike view of Mr. Balfour to take 
would be. if Home Rule were ine­
vitable. to make it a national, instead 
of a party settlement, and, after an 
agreement on the House of Lords 
question, lo see if an agreement on 
the Home Rule question were not 
possible.

“I believe that a settlement on na­
tional lines would be acceptable to 
not gnly Liberals and Nationalsits but 
to Conservatives generally, excepting 
thq tirrt.concilables in the north-east 
corner of Ireland. If there is a rup­
ture there will be an early election— 
in January or February, and I think 
the present Government will get a 
majority in the country."

“What of the Land Bill?” asked Tire 
Telegram.

“Working well." was the answer. 
“Three hundred thousand out of five 
hundred thousand farmers own their 
lands and the rest will in the course 
oi ten or fifteen years. The land 
struggle In Ireland is over.”

Murder of Republican Maddens Mob 

Who Incite Artillery to Mutiny—In­
fantry Shoot Down Officers in Cold 
Blood and Join Revolt—Royalists 
Caught Napping—Rebel Ships Shell 
Palace—Courtiers Panicky—Young 
King Plucky, But Seeks Safely in 
Flight —King at Gibraltar—Oport 
Joins Republic—Danger of Long 
Civil War Not Over.

Special to Evening Telegram.
-v LONDON, Oot. 7.
A graphic, account of the rising at 

Lisbon by an eye-witness, who has 
just reached the border says, that 
the Republican newspaper, Seculo, .on 
Monday evening issued an inflamma­
tory placard which stigmatized the 
murder of Dr. Bombarada as political 
assassination, and called upon the 
people to rise and put an end to the 
monarchial regime which permitted 
such foul deeds. The placard was 
publicly denounced by .two priests. 
This aroused the anger of the crowd. 
The priests were jostled and stoned. 
This incident started a riot. The po­
lice in trying to quell it were attacked 
by Republicans, armed with revolvers. 
Shots were tired, and in the skirmish 
many were wounded. The rioters 
dispersed but marched to a body later 
to the barracks of the First Artlllqrfr, 
known to be ardent partisans of the
Republican Party response

And Later Left the Capital.
On land fierce artillery fighting pro­
ceeded all day alotfg in the Avenlda 
Da Liberadta, the handsomest 
thoroughfare in Lisbon, between the 
Royalists at the south end, and the 
Insurgents at the other end. The 
rebels - mounted guns which enabled 
them to sweep thé avenue and the tree 
lined promenade, to direct their fire 
to the right and left. For the most 
part the Royalists had two large ho­
tels. When the fire became too hot 
they got in these hotels, lowered 
themselves from the windows in the 
rear to the ground, and took refuge 
in stables, where they remained for 
two days subsisting on bread and 
fruit, and sleeping on straw. They. v 
included several Englishmen and one 
American. Night brought but a short 
truce. The Royalists took advantage 
of the darkness and drew still tight­
er their investing cordon, for in spite 
of the considerable losses. Tuesday's 
firing favoured the Monarchists. At 
nightfall, Tuesday, both sides were 
hopeful ancTconfldent of their success.

United States and the Ftilp Trade.
St. John's, Sept. 21.—The Govern­

ment of the United States has lest no 
time in opening up communication 
With Newfoundland, with a view to a 
recoprocal trade treaty. Almost h 
fore the text of the Hague award m 
the fishery dispute had arrived in the 
island, Mr. Pepper, the United Stctes 
tariff expert, paid a visit here to dis­
cuss the matter with Sir Edward Moi­
ns. He made himself acquainted with 
full details of the pulp-making re­
sources of Newfoundland before his 
departure. ,

It is anticipated that In return for 
concessions in the United States tar­
iff, the authorities at Washington 
will formulate proposals for the abro­
gation of the regulation compelling 
the pulp mills to manufacture their 
paper jn this country, and allow the 
pulp to be exported to the States on 
a low tariff basis.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I hope I have made it 

pretty clear that whatever pollution 
Windsor Lake may have suffered in 
the past could hardly arise from the 
leakage of any sewage matter into Its 
waters from any houses or farms up­
on the shore. But 1 am not satisfied 
tv rest my case upon the inherent im­
probability of the theories of my op­
ponents ; I propose to undertake the 
affirmative of the issue and to show 
not only how the pollution very likely 
might have occurred, but how It ac­
tually did occur. A variety of cir­
cumstances contributed to produce 
the condition of degeneration in which 
Professor Starkey found our water 
supply two years ago, and some of 
these circumstances have beeh in 
operation, with more or less activity, 
ever Since the waters of Windsor Lake 
were first conducted into the town 
Everyone who has ever been in Ihi 
habit of visiting the Pond must hav 
observed how very variable is th-. 
level ot its waters at different sea­
sons and in different years. This, 
variability is, of course, chiefly attri­
butable to the different degrees o, 
moisture or dryness occurring in dif­
ferent seasons, but not wholly so 
For some years previous to the dr; 
year of 1908 operations in connectloi 
v.ith the new system of water supply 
a ad been In progress, and one effeci 
of these operations was, now to raise 
and now to lower the normal level o 
the water in the I-ake. The couse 
quence of this continued change o 
level is most obvious, particularly 
when it is remembered that no palm 
have ever been taken to clear th' 
shore between low water and hlgl 
water mark of vegetation. When thi 
level of the Pond was raised, a con 
slderable quantity of growing vege 
tatlon would necessarily be drowned; 
when the level fell this lifeless vege­
table matter would naturally corrupt 
and decay. Some portion of it would 
have floated Into the Pond with the 
rise of the water, there to decompose, 
while the remainder would undergo 
its first process of decomposition on 
the bank and be washed into the Pond 
gradually by succeeding showers of 
rain or by successive rises in the 
level of the water. All this would 
on tribute organic matte# in a stite 

of complete -or partial decay to the 
waters we drink. Some of it would 
dissolve rapidly and pass through the 
pipes, while the more solid particles 
would become water-logged, sink to 
the bottom and, as time went on, form 
a body of sediment liable under fa­
vourable conditions to putrefy fur­
ther and found culture-beds for the 
piopagation of mischievous germs 
This is the more rapid stage of thi 
process of pollution, but we must not 
.ail to take account of the more 
gradual but not less Important stage 
which has been in uninterrupted ac­
tivity for fifty years and more. Leaves 
fall Into the Pond, and the drop­
pings of birds. These supplies of or­
ganic matter seem trival when com­
pared with the great volume ol 
water into which they fall, but their 
accumulation in the course of a long 
series of years is very considerable, 
and their gradual decay and corrup­
tion provide a source of infection 
which needs only the arrival of the 
favourable opportunity to make it 
breed disease. As the Lake has 
practically only the one outlet for Its 
waters, namely through the water- 
pipes, the drift or current of the 
Lake must be almost uniformly in the 
one direction, that is towards the in­
take of the water supply system. The 
consequence of this is that the ac­
cumulations of sediment gradually, iu 
the course of years, drift down the 
Lake towards the reservoir, and 
there, where the water is shallower, 
they form a bed of organic matter 
ready to putrefy and breed germs 
when the opportunity arises. This is 
no hypothesis or theory, it must be 
understood; it is demonstrable and 
demonstrated fact. Such an. accumu­
lation of vegetable and animal matter 
did occur, and it assumed such large 
dimensions that it began .to fill up the

very Intake of the water system. 
And then, when everything was ready 
foi the development of germs on a 
huge scale, along comes a season of 
quite unprecedented drought. The 
water falls lower and lower in the 
Fond, the mud-bank grows nearer and 
nearer to the surface, until at last the 
incumbefit water becomes so shallow 
that every strong wind is able to stir 
ûp the mud, expose its particles to the­
se tion of the heat and the lifeless 
water, an< soon we have a hot-bed 
for the culture of all the germs which 
Professor Starkey subsequently found 
there. If this were all, we still 
would have a sufficient explanation ol 
the presence and activity of disease 
germs in our water, but there is much 
more than this. This accumulation ol 
mud at the intake became so evident 
and so manifestly dangerous that th< 
authorities determined, for the first 
time, so far as I can discover, in fifty 
.•ears, to diminish the evil. It was, 
it course, the worst of all possible 
imes to make a clearance of the fes- 
erlng mass of decaying and decayed 
natter, for any interference then 
jnly meant the scattering of the pol­
lution further and exposing a larger 
body of matter to the process of In­
fection. Still, it was decided that 
something must be done. And whal 
was done? Hundreds of tons of this 
Unking, polluted matter were re­

moved from the intake, removed in a 
ict, dry, stagnant season when every 
circumstance favourable to the pro­
motion and spread of bacteria was in 
ictlve operation. Is It any wondei 
hat bacteria were found in the watei 

‘aken from the Lake under such con- 
litions? It would be wonderful in- 
leed if none were found. It is 1 

nercy we cannot too gratefully ap- 
ireciate that more, and more danger- 
,us, bacteria did not breed and in­

fect our whole water supply. Such 
a wholesale disturbance of this bed 
of fetid mud of course succeeded in 
disseminating the germs throughout 
the whole extent of the Pond, and 
the stagnant condition of the water, 
with no new influx from rains 01 
springs to vivify the lifelessness pro­
duced from the drought, was wholly 
favourable to the spread of disease 
germs all over the Pond. And that is 
Just why happened. Buttas Profess­
or Starkey was not informed of the 
prevailing drought, so he was -not in­
formed of this extraordinary removal 
and disturbance of the accumulated 
filth of the Pond. Not knowing thr 
abnormal circumstances existing, he 
was wholly justified in assuming that 
the condition of the water submitted 
tc him was normal, and therefore it is 
tiiat he made the report which I have 
been endeavouring to analyse. No 
man can be blamed for coming to a 
wrong decision if the facts have been 
inaccurately reported to him, and 
this is Professor Starkey’s case. The 
true state of our affaira was withheld 
from him, and If his report does noi 
fit the facts as we know them, it ie 
no reproach to the man from whom 
the facts were concealed.

If, then, this pollution did not come 
from sewage flowing into the Pond 
and if it did come from contamination 
within the borders of the Pond itself 
how can any reserve around the 
Pond be any protection to the con 
Burners of Windsor Lake water? Un 
der such circumstances I think I air 
justified In declaring that the cron 
tlon of this reserve does not In thi 
least degree offer us any security fron 
future pollution, and that the expense 
which is about to be incurred is 
when considered In relation to the 
general pollution of the town, wholly 
indefensible. I may add one circum­
stance to what I said in my last let­
ter. I refrained from mentioning it 
at the time because I was not certain 
of its truth. I an; certified of it now. 
and I therefore state it. The land or 
which the house stands where the 
typhoid patient died, the h#use which 
nevertheless did not Infect the Pond 
with a single typhoid germ, is part of 
that property which the Council pro­
poses to purchase and throw into the 
Reserve. Having proved that no in­
fection can run into the Lake from 
that particular house, it is only to be 
expected of this Council that this is 
tbe house which should immediately 
be purchased in order to save the 
town from any danger of Infection. 
This is another “vindication of the 
Council.”

Having now stated the reasons 
which impelled me to the conviction 
that no pollution occurred to the 
waters of Windsor Lake at Ms source 
In th* Pond -which wars not due to ad­
ventitious circumstances and which 
the creation of a Reserve cannot cure,
I propose in my next letter to show 
how our Municipal authorities do 
their" best to pollute our drinking 
supply at the very moment when It 
Is furnished- to the consumer.
