Dust Carries It.’
Under the above headline the New 

fork Sun publishes an interesting ac­
count of a paper read by Dr. Marcus 
4eustaedter before the neurological 
livision of the Academy of Medicine 
n which he explains a series of ex- 
icriments conducted iri conjunction 
vith Dr. William Thro, of the Cornell 

Medical College for the purpose of de- 
terming the manner of the spread of 
nfantile paralysis.

As a basis for his experiments, 
which were made on six monkeys, Dr. 
Neustaedter adopted the hypothesis 
that infantile paralysis, like so many 
fiber dangerous affections, is a dust 
lisease, contracted by children com- 
ng in contact with or breathing in the 
dust of any room infected with paraly- 
ic germs. During March Dr. Neus- 

‘aedter and Dr. Thro collected the 
sweepings from rooms in which there 
,vere nineteen different cases of in- 
antile paralysis of from three to 
fix months standing. These collec­
tons of dust were taken front the 

walls, floors and wooden trimmings of 
he different rooms, and were then 

dried, sifted, macerated and dissolved 
in a normal salt solution. The result­
ing solution was injected into the 
brains of six monkeys reserved for 
the experiment.

Five of the monkeys showed prom­
inent symptoms of paresis, in some 
cases paralysis being complete. Stere- 
opticon slides showing sections from 
the animals and their photographs 
during various stages of the disease 
were thrown on the screen. The 
physicians present agreed that the 
monkeys were undoubtedly paralytic 
and that an important chapter hqd 
been added to the medical knowledge 
of the disease.

Probert: Do you seriously mean

you are thinking of purchasing the 
Sue Canal?

Disraeli : I have seldom meant
anything half so seriously.

Probert: But it's not for sale.
An Egyptian Ditch.

Disraeli: It is for sale. Ismail
is dying to sell.

Probert: How do you know?
Disraeli: How doesn't matter.
Probert: And you ask the Bank

of England to back you?.
Disraeli: Temporarily. Until

Parliament meets.
Probert: On this vague knowledge 

which you will not even explain.
Disraeli: I will explain when the 

time comes. All I want now is your 
assent on principle.

Probert: Then let me tell you at 
once, sir, you shall never have that 
assent.* Never, sir! (About to rise.)

Disraeli: (stopping him) : Wait a 
moment!

Probert (sitting again) : No, sir,
There is nothing to wait for. I am 
a serious man. I shall not allow the 
Rank to play at ducks and drakes 
with the money entrusted to its 
keeping. Ducks and drakes, sir, on 
an Egyptian ditch.

Disraeli: Egyptian ditch? That’s 
rather neat. Only it’s not ducks and 
drakeg^ because the Government will 
be at your back.

Probert: How do I know that?
Disraeli (with a flash) : I say so.

The Lady Spy. ■
(Mrs. Travers, the spy, appears out­

side on the lawn, close to the case­
ment.)

Probert: Why in such a htirry?
Disraeli: Because Russia-----
Probert (interrupting him with a

snort) : Oh! that ancient bugbear!
Disraeli: That ever-present peril! 

—knows of this opportunity to pur­
chase the high road to India.

Probert: Then why hasn’t she 
purchased it?

Disraeli: She’s not ready, she has 
no fleet; but she is watching us. She 
is watching me.

(Mrs. Travers opens the centre 
casement and listens.)

Probert: Ha! The spy mania!
Disraeli: And if she sees the 

slightest move on my part, she will 
snap up the canal, fleet or no fleet!

Probert (turning to him) : But my 
dear sir! (He sees Mrs. Travers. 
She is innocently plucking a flower 
from a bush outside window.) By 
Jove, what a pretty woman ! (She 
holds the flower in her hand, looks 
in at them, nods pleasantly, and 
passes on.)

Disraeli (turns as Probert speaks. 
Walts until she begins to move on, 
then turns to Probert.) Yes. 
(Watches her going, then turns to 
Probert again). Such pretty ears! 
(Closes the casement, stands there, 
thinking a moment; then dismisses 
the incident and comes down to Pro­
bert, who has resumed his seat.) Well, 
sir, after that delightful-----

“I Shall Go to Moses.”
Probert: No, sir, in my opinion 

your scheme is hare-brained. More­
over, it is (with great emphasis) un­
constitutional; and the Bank will 
be no party to your high-handed 
methods.

Probert: Ha! I rejoice to think
I have made this rash enterprise im­
possible.

Disraeli (looking out at window- 
left) : Oh, but you haven’t.

Phobert: What! Where will you 
go for the money?

Disraeli (turning to him and com­
ing down slowly) : Where Pharaoh 
went. Where all Christians go. I 
shall go Jo Moses.

Disraeli Explains.
Disraeli, in another scene, ex­

plains:—
“Ishmail Pasha, Khedive of Egypt, 

is under the impression he is 
Rameses the Great; but the only 
Pyramid he has raised is a pyramid 
of debt. The last assets he has are 
the controlling shares in the Suez 
Canal, and these he is dying to sell 
to the highest bidder. France built 
the canal, but is too poor to buy it. 
Russia covets it as a means of 
snatching India; England, as a 
means of defending it. Both pre­
tend the purchase is the last thing 
they are thinking of; both are 
watching each other like cats; and 
Ismail sits and waits for the cat to 
jump. (With emphasis.) Those 
shares I mean to have! The Bank 
of England refused to back me; but 
to-day Meyers has given me a blank 
cheque. I thought the thing was 
done. But now Foljambe knows — 
Russia knows. In a week Foljambe 
will be in Cairo, and whatever sum 1 
offer he will double. Now do you see 
the importance of it?”

Clarissa (coming to him with joyous 
enthusiasm) : Oh, Mr. Disraeli, thank 
God you have such power!

Disraeli (whimsically) : I haven't, 
dear child; but he doesn’t know that.

Synod Called 
to Consider 
Home Rule Bill

DUBLIN, To-day.
In connection with- the resistance of 

Home Rule, the Primate of the Church 
of Ireland (Anglican), after consult­
ing with the Archbishop of Dublin 
and other biehope has resolved to call 
a special meeting of the General 
Synod of the Church of Ireland at 
Dublin on March 21st to consider the 
crisis.

The Passing of 
Dr. Chaplin.

The death of Dr. Herbert L. S. 
Chaplin which occurred at the resi­
dence of his father, Mark Chaplin, 
Esq., this morning, though not unex­
pected, has occasioned profound sad­
ness in the city amongst a large cir­
cle of acquaintances and friends with 
whom he was a deeerevedly popular 
figure. For the past four months he 
has been a severe sufferer from a ma- 
ligitent internal ailment, yet in spite of 
the knowledge that no cure could be 
effected, he has constantly exhibited 
a bravery under affliction and suffer­
ing, as well as a ' thoughtful unsel 
flshness that was as inspiring as it 
was marvellous to those who minister­
ed to him. Not until late in the past 
summer was there any marked physi­
cal ailment, but early during Septem­
ber he proceeded to Montreal where it 
was hoped the trip apd consultation 
with physicians there might restore 
him to health again. An operation 
followed bis entry to the Victoria Gen­
eral Hospital from which satisfactory 
results did not ensue. Later a second 
operation revealed the fact that a ma­
lignant growth of his liver was pres­
ent. and that death was only a ques­
tion of a short space. He returned 
soon After the last operation to die 
in his own home, and during all the 
Intervening weeks he has been a con­
stant sufferer, unable to partake of 
any nourishment worth while, yet 
cheerful and buoyant. He had the 
benefit of unceasing professional at­
tendances from his friends, Drs. Mit­
chell and Cowperthwaite, as well as 
the fond attention of parents and lov­
ed ones of the family. For two days 
preceding death he was practically un­
conscious. and passed away peacefully 
just after eight o'clock this morning.

Dr. Chaplin was born in this city in 
June 1880. He was educated at the 
Methodist College, afterwards serving 
some time with McMurdo & Co.. Sub­
sequently he attended McGill Univer­
sity, graduating in 1903. He was a 
year at the Weston College as 
House Surgeon, and then held the 
position of Physician on board the C. 
P. R. passenger ship Montford, until 
he commenced practice in his native 
city during 1906.

The cutting ‘down of one of the 
strongest and most stalwart medical 
practitioners by malignant disease, 
shows that the best of us are but as 
grass before the great reaper Death. 
Dr. Chaplin was not only a fine and 
vigorous figure a comparatively short 
time ago, but he was one of our most 
likeable men, who won esteem all 
round, and in his death the community 
has sustained the loss of one for whom 
there was much hope for the future. 
To his sorrowing parents and family 
generally the Evening Telegram ten­
ders sincere sympathy in their be­
reavement.
