sugar has been reduced three cents a
a pound.  We hear a lot of talk.from
the manufacturers of biscuits and we

gec their prices go up when the cost
of ingredients increases. They are

very smart then and they lost no time

in getting out their new. prices, but
when the cost of ingredients go down,

1 as in the present case we hear nothing

ahout the price of biscuits going down.
Now, Mr. Editor, this game has worked
long enough and people are beginning
to open their eyes and what they want
is a square show. It is no use of the
duties being reduced if the manufac-
turers who are already protected by
big duties on imported goods, have all
the benefit. We want a reduction in
the price of biscuits, because flour is

| cheap to-day, currants are duty free

and sugar is duty free. Biscuits are
like the butter, once they go 1up in
price they never come down again.
I remember thc time in this town
when-1 used to buy a ten pound tub
of creamery at the store of the late
‘John W. Foran for one dollar and
seventy-five cents, but to-day I have
to- pay two dollars and twenty-five
cents for the same kind of butter. The
two big manufacturing concerns that
manufacture this butter have their
business protected by a three cent
duty on the imported butter  which
helps to keep the imported butter out.
And the two bakeries of this town
mind you, Mr. Editor, are protected by
a duty of three and a half cents on the
imported biscuits, and it is also gen-
erally belived that another bakery is
closed in this town and b¢ing paid for

stopping closed. The argument is

very often put up that these concerns
give a lot of labour, but my opinion is,
Mr. Editor, that it would be better for
the consumer if the Government took
ofi the protection in the way of duty
and let the imported article come in
duty free, for these concerns do not
give labour to a handful of people.
Yes, Mr. Editor, your widely read
paper has always championed the
cause of the poor man and shown up
suffer wunder
and I tell you, sir, that your kindness
is appreciated, for the People’s Paper
to-day enjoys three times the circula-
tion of any other paper in the coun-
try, and I tell you, sir, that the peo-
ple of this country are just waking
up and thosé who think we cannot see
as far through a stone wall as they
can are sadly mistaken. Let Morris
sce that the people get the benefits
from reduced duty, let him hustle and
keep his eye on the trusts that are
cropping up in this town to-day. Let
him make enjuiries and see if we
have not an oil’ trust in this town, a
crowd of importers that meet and
% a price on oil that is away be-
yond what it should be. Between the
biscuits, oil and butter and goodness
knows what else the people are being
fleeced, and it is high _time for a
change to come that will wake up the
crowd who have had things their own
way long enough.
