Newfoundland is in a difficult -posi­
tion at the present time which calls 
for calm, thoughtful and united ac­
tion. It arises largely from the fact 
that Newfoundland must sell abroad 
what, she produces and must buy 
abroad largely what clothes and feeds 
her. Her purchasing power arises in 
the main from the fish she sells to 
Mediterranean countries aqd to Bra­
zil. In spite of the shortage in the 
fishery, there is fish for both centres, 
but in ordfer to get it there, the ship­
pers have to take their chances of 
full toss by-capture of vessel and car­
go, or pay a heavy premium for war 
risks. We hear that the risks are 
high here, in spite of the comparative­
ly lewer risks quoted on the other 
side, and the intervention of the Brit­
ish Government to assume part of the 
risk themselves. It is not clear yet 
what that Intervention means or 
could mean to us. It is the clear duty 
of the Government and the trade to 
Investigate and to find out how New­
foundland shipping can take advan­
tage of the scheme which is being ar­
ranged by the British Government 
There are three German cruisers, 
comparatively small and of no great 
gun power, on the Atlantic. One of 
them Is the Karlsruhe, which was yes- 
tAdny reported coaling at Porto Ri­
co. This steamer is a direct menace 
to our fish Carries making for 
Brazil, and Increases the risk of the 
venture, and consequently the amount 
of the premium. The three German 
cruisers are said to be very fast, be­
ing given a speed of 27 knots, by. the 
Montreal Star. Then again there ap­
pears to be a lack of knowledge as to 
war conditions in the Mediterranean. 
The large, powerful - and fast German 
cruiser 'Goeben, and the Breslau were 
at large. The Austrian fleet is also 
intact. The last news we have is 
that the Germann cruisers are making 
for the Adriatic to join the Austrian 
fleet, and the Austrians are going 
south to meet them. Until these ships 
are sunk or captured or bottled up. 
the risk of capture for British mer­
chantmen in the Mediterranean .will

be great, and war, premiums will he 
high in those waters. All this em­
phasizes the importance of the fore­
going remarks of any effort being 
made to bring Newfoundland ship­
ping under the British Government 
scheme. Outside of these direct war 
risks, the indirect effect of the great 
war on finance is having its effect in 
Newfoundland trade. The main trou­
ble is not the risk of capture and the 
attendant war premiums, but the mis­
trust" about being paid for fish which 
reaches the market. That mistrust is 
having a disastrous effect on credit, 
and increases the difficulty of obtain­
ing advances on fish and the discount­
ing of time bills. For these reasons 
it appears to us highly desirable and 
indeed necessary, that the Legisla­
ture should meet to provide the Gov­
ernment with such legislation as may 
be needed to enable them the better 
to cope with a difficult situation, and 
to insure thé trade and commerce of 
Newfoundland, and to protect the 
public so far as possible, against un­
scrupulous speculators, if such there 
be, who might take advantage of the 
situation, to deal hardly with the buy­
ing public.

There is no causa for alarm, 
the population of Liege remain calm. 
The official view is that the situation 
is quite satisfactory.

HALIFAX AND ST. LAWRENCE

• OTTAW, To-day.

terday, pending further instructions. 
The stopping of sailing from Atlantic 
coast has been followed by a similar 
temporary cessation of departures- 
frem Pacific coast, pending the locat­
ion and either the sinking or capture 
of the four German cruisers, three 
on the Atlantic and one on the Pacific, 
known to be hovering on about, look­
ing for prizes of war.

LONDON, Aug. 10.

A despatch from Tokio says that a 
night conference of the Cabinet and 
activity in the Navy department has 
strengthened the popular belief that 
Japan is about to take an active part 
in the war. An announcement by the 
Government is hourly expected.

says that aerial fleets were used both 
by Belgians and Germans. The fight­
ing in mid-air was desultory, but 
deadly. A huge Zeppelin sailed over 
Liege early in the fighting, but was 
pursued by a Belgian aeroplanlst, 
who risked and lost his life in de­
stroying it. After the destruction of 
the Zeppelin, the Germans confined 
their activities to the use of scouting 
aeroplanes, several of which were 
fired on from the forts. Attempts to 
reach the aeroplanes with shells were 
often unsuccessful, however, owing 
to the inability to shoot high enough. 
Two Belgian aeroplanists, who were 
attacked by German Field Artillery, 
at a moderate height, were nearly 
rendered unconscious by a shell 
which burst just beneath them. They 
reached the ground safely, however, 
and as they alighted remarked coolly, 
that "these Germans shoot badly.”

AUSTRIANS ADVANCING.
PARIS, Aug. 10.

The Austrian Ambassador is await­
ing the response of his Government 
to the complaint made by France that 
the Austrian fleet of thirteen battle­
ships and six torpedo boats were said 
to be going at full steam toward the 
Strait of Otranto, which connects the 
Adriatic with the Ionian Sea, the pro­
bable purpose of the fleet being to 
give succor to the German cruisers 
Goeben and Breslau which have been 
reported in that vicinity. Eight Aus­
trian regiments are reported to have 
crossed Lake Constance en route to 
Alsace.

BIG DIVIDENDS
Out German Airships VERY EXCITING.

HALIFAX, Aug, 10.
For twenve days the Russian Liner 

Dwina.k was in peril of being captur­
ed by German cruisers. The Dwlnsk 
arrived off the Harbor last night. She 
brought 700 passengers. Wild excite­
ment prevailed among the passen­
gers when it became known that Rus­
sia was at war with Austria-Hungary 
and Germany. When the Dwinsk 
sailed from Libau none of the passen­
gers. were aware that the situation 
was so acute, though there was a 
feeling among them that war might 
break out in the future. The reason 
for this was because the military 
authorities detained the ship and or­
dered some of the ship’s officers and 
passengers on board attached to the 
army, to remain at home. Not until 
they were four days from Halifax was 
the Commander aware of the peril in 
which his ship had been. The wire­
less operator picked up a message, 
but the captain was unable to say 
what ship sent it, saying that war had 
been declared.

the movements was wounded, The 
pilot of the machine, however, 
brought him safely to land, and he 
was able to return to the fort, whith­
er the aeroplane was also sent for 
repairs. German troops inundated 
the Valley of Settle hoping by that 
means to stop the French advance, 
but the quantity of water was In­
sufficient, and the French troops were 
able to continue their march.

A NEW SPIRIT IN FRANCE. army posted on the Lorraine frontier 
has also assumed the aggressive and 
is moving against the German army 
centred at Metz. French airmen are 
having more successes with their 
scouting than the Germans. De­
spatches to-day told the heroism of an 
unarmed army aviator who, with 
blood streaming from half a dozen 
wounds, piloted his monoplane safely 
to earth within the French lines at 
Belfort with valuable information re­
garding the location of the German 
troops. The monoplane was literally 
riddled with bullet holes. The avia­
tor may survive. An official War Of­
fice statement to-day announces that 
French corps hold the cities of Fenny 
Mulhausen and Altkirch, and that the 
whole line in front of those cities Is 
constantly in contact with the Ger­
man front. Warned by the French 
victory at Mulhausen and of the 
strength of the French forces, the 
Germans are hurrying up strong 
reinforcements. The War Office said 
that heavy reinforcements of French 
troops were in the provinces of the 
Vosges.

LONDON, Aug. 10.

England begins the second week of 
her fight 'for life with high courage. 
The first week closed with success 
beyond almost sanguine hopes. Ger­
many failed ignominiously to secure 
that swift and crushing opening tri­
umph upon which she counted. The 
Triple Alliance crumbled into frag­
ments at the first touch, and neither 
Austria nor Italy are yet at war jvith 
either England or France. Italy flat­
ly refuses to abandon her neutrality. 
Austria is now believed to have sent 
two army corps to replace the deci­
mated German army corps, but the 
rapid advance of French troops into 
Alsace is taken to indicate that the 
French army is much better prepared 
than was anticipated. The mere fact 
that France is able to strike a blow 
for the lost provinces has a most In­
spiring influence in France. To-day’s 
Paris telegrams say words fail to de­
scribe the depth of French emotion 
that French troops again possess a 
corner of Alsace, though this small 
victory does not blind Frenchmen -to 
the fact that great trials are yet to 
come. One Paris correspondent notes 
the uncanny restraint at this latest 
manifestation in the new spirit of 
France, so different to the boastful 
confident spirit of 1870. If Austrian 
troops are really being hroughbsup 
to the Rhine, it is fresh proof how 
gravely the German position is in­
volved by the failure to storm Liege. 
The British fleet continues to hold 
the North Sea firmly. Maritime ap­
proaches to Germany are cleeed, and 
there* haï been "fto fighting reported 
by the Admiralty, except the repulse 
of the German submarine attack on 
one of the cruiser squadrons. It is 
not. known exactly where the main 
British fleet is.

Germany Will Have to Climb in Order to Win
By seizing the railway lines of the 

Duchy of Luxemburg at the very 
outset of hostilities between herself 
and France, Germany is doing only 
what military experts have always 
predicted she would do should war 
break out. Press despatches empha­
size the fact that to so doing Ger­
many is violating the neutrality of 
the Duchy; Luxemburg was declared 
neutral territory In 1867, and Its in­
tegrity and Independence jointly 
guaranteed by the Great Powers at 
that time. No one has ever supposed, 
however, that Germany would be 
bound by any such guarantee in the 
event of war.

To understand the significance of 
Germany’s course of action it is ne­
cessary to know something about 
that vexed territory, the Franco- 
German border, running from the 
Swiss mountains en the south, to 
where the river Meuse enters Bel­
gian territory, and even beyond that, 
where the Belgian fortresses of Na­
mur and Liege guard the river, the 
real stragetic boundary between the 
two countries, although the political 
boundary, established by the Treaty 
of Frankfurt in 1871, runs some miles 
to the eastward.

It is to be noted at this point that 
Germany has no fortification on her 
side of the boundary. German mili­
tary startegy has staked everything 
upon the chance of an early and im­
mediate success after the outbreak 
of war. If they fall in that they have 
no defensive line upon which to fall 
back and the failure to achieve im­
mediate success under such a policy 
means defeat.

France, on the other hand, has 
adopted no such policy. Following 
the establishment of the new bound­
ary between the two "countries, after 
her defeat in 1870-1, France at once 
sc^ about the task of making the new 
boundary between herself and her 
conqueror “impregnoble,” or as 
nearly so as the science of fortifica­
tion could make it

Modern fortification is not intend­
ed to protect a weaker power from 
a stronger one permanently, it is 
meant only to delay an invading 
force until the nation which is act­
ing on the defensive can bring up her 
troops to compel the invader to em­
ploy three men for every man em­
ployed by the defender, in a word to 
give the defensive force time in 
which to act. Wars within recent 
years, notably the Russo-Japanese 
and Balkan wars, have demonstrated 
the soundness of this theory. Port 
Arthur and the Tchatalja lines show­
ed the effectiveness of the modern 
fortress against even the strongest 
besieging. forces.

With this object in mind France 
set about the creation of her great 
series of ring fortresses. A glance at 
map No. 1 will show their location.

Beginning just above ' the Swiss 
Alps France built tttfe first of this 
series of great forts at Belfort. 
North' of Belfort comes a stretch of 
mountainous country, the . Vosges so 
difficult of access and transit as to 
form a natural barricade needing 
little or no artificial strengthening. 
Just behind the Vosges country lies 
the second ring fortress, Epinal. 
Then comes Toûl, then Verdun in the 
Meuse river and just above Verdun 
the Meuse enters Belgian territory.

Were Germany in the habit of re­
specting treaties it would be un-

Fort No. 4 oc­
cupies a pinnacle whence even No. 
2 could be supported and sweeping 
the high ground to front of 3 and 5. 
Nos. 9 and 10 dominate the valleys 
on their respective sides. On the 
north the whole half circle of forts 
lie on crests overlooking gradually

To sum up: it seems inevitable that 
Liege and the lower Meuse will be 
the ojective point of the earlier Ger­
man stacks, that the idea of “rush­
ing” Liege must be abandoned and 
that the stronghold must be reduced 
by a regular siege before a general 
German advance into Belgium to safe 
and that to bring about this reduc­
tion of the city a large force will 
have to be employed for some time. 
Fcr Germany to attempt to invade 
France through the centre c|£ lier 
line of fortifications would mean a 
delay sufficient to enable France to 
concentrate her troops and, what Is 
more would give Russia the time 
needful to throw an enormous mass 
of soldiers across Germany’s western 
frontier.

has ever supposed that in the event 
of war, Germany would respect any 
declaration of neutrality made bv 
Belgium or for Belgium by any other 
power. Therefore the continued for­
tification of the Meuse in Belgium 
territory is of cardinal importance to 
France. This fortification to ensured 
by the existence of two great Bel­
gium strongholds, one at Namur and 
the other at Liege.

Now, this series of obstacles makes 
it altogether probable that Germany, 
instead of trying to pierce through 
the centre of the frontier as she did 
in 1870 will atempt to turn the flank, 
or get around the end, of the line of 
forts. Where1 will she do this?

To attempt to turn the French line 
to the south would mean the march­
ing of great bodies of troops through 
exceedingly difficult country. Sup­
posing even that Switzerland con­
sented to the violation of her terri­
tory by Germany, the country to the 
south of the French line is a mass 
of mountains, intersected by few 
roads where a small force of defend­
ers would have all the advantage and 
where the difficulties of debouching 
into open country after crossing the 
mountains would be very great in 
the face of an opposing army.

With these great "difficulties to the 
way of a turning movement to the 
south, it is * safe to assume—an as­
sumption borne out furthermore by 
the seizure of the Luxemburg rail­
way—that Germany will turn her at­
tention to the north end of the French 
line.

As we have seen, France and Bel­
gium have not been under any illu­
sions as to the likelihood of Ger­
many’s respecting Belgium’s neutral­
ity, hence Namur and Liege. The 
German attack would have to be 
made along, the line of- the lower 
Meuse River. 'The Germans cannot 
cross the Meuse lower down than 
Liege and march through Belgium, 
neglecting Liege, because if they 
did so their line of communication 
tbo breaking of which means defeat 
to any army, would run between 
Liege and Antwerp with strong gar­
risons and with a third fortress, Na- 

on the line of

advance. Antwerp and Liege lie far 
apart but the former is indefinitely 
suppliable by sea and, so long as 
Germany does not control the sea, 
and can be made the base for an eve:1 
increasing force. Similarly a Ger­
man force Cannot cross between Na­
mur and Liege for the same reason, 
the necessity of protecting its line 
of communication. Nor is it likely 
that the Germans can attack Namur 
before Liege since Liege stands near- 
e1 the German frontier than does 
Namur. Between Namur andJ Ver­
dun there is a long gap, but the 
frontier here, the Ardennes,1 :as in the 
case of the Vosges, is mountainous, 
ill-provisioned, preciptoue and thick­
ly-wooded.

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British Cruisers Watch
For German Raiders.

(Montreal Star, Aug. 5.)
The adventures of the Kronprlnzessin Cecile, which saved its $10,000,000 

In gold and Its own skin by putting Into Bar Harbor on the Maine Coast, gives 
a clue to t^e whereabouts of the warships of the warring powers which are 
off the Atlantic Coast.

Captain Pollack, of the Cecile, says he just escaped capture by. the British 
cruiser Essex and the French cruiser Friant while dodging his way up the 
coast ifr a dense fog.

The Star published yesterday the details of the three third-class German 
cruisers Karlsruhe, Strasburg and Dresden, which were known to have left 
the -West Indies and were supposed to have been In the North Atlantic. It 
wjfl be remembered each had a speed of 27 knots and carried 12 four-inch guns.

Since Germany has no coaling station in the North Atlantic, the activity 
of these cruisers will be limited unless they can secure coal from such sources 
as the Kronprinz Wilhelm, which left New York Monday on a mysterious mis­
sion.

The British Squadron.
In North Atlantic waters great Britain has four first-class armoured cruis­

ers and one third-class cruiser.. The big warships are part of the cruiser 
squadron which was. stationed in the West Indies a year ago. According to 
Washington advices, the Lancaster was last heard of from off Tampico, in 
company with thé Essex, while the Berwick, the Suffolk and the Bristol had 
left for an unknown destination.

Three German Cruisers
Hovering OH New York.
(Montreal Star, Aug. 4.)

The German cruisers whose activity Sydney fears and whose movements 
are being watched by the Admiralty arte the three which the great German 
Lloyd liner Kronprinz Wilhelm is supposed to have gone to meet when it left 
New York suddenly and without warning early last night.

It will be seen that all three are of the ifastest type of modern light and 

unarmored cruisers; all are capable of making 27 knots, two are only two 
years old, and the third-has only been in commission six years.

The armament of each of them is twelve four-inch guns, with the addition 
of the necessary number of small quick-firers.

The Karlsruhe was last reported at Havana, the Strassburg at St. Thomas, 
and the Dresden at Port Mexico. For the last week Washington, which is the 
only uncensored source of information aé to the movements of warships, has 
had no trace of their whereabouts.

The Kronprinz Wilhelm, in cohmon with all the other North German 
Lloyd ships in United States ports, was ordered to remain in port until the 
possibility of capture was less than it is believed to be at present.

Two days ago, to the amazement of the port authorities, she hurriedly be­
gan to take on board large quantities of coal and provisions. Her dock was 
carefully guarded, even German and Austrian reservists being warned away 
and told that the Kronprinz “was to carry no passengers.”

Last night she slipped from her dock and sailed for some unknown point. 
It is believed that she has- a rendezvous with the three fast cruisers who have 
sailed to meet her, take on coal and provisions, and then proceed on their 
business, whatever that may be.
