There is not much to report con­
cerning the herring fishery in Bay of 
Islands the past week. Nets have 
been set in the Arms, and fisehermen 
state there was a great scarcity of her­
ring. So Mue were the pTopects in 
North Arm, practically all the vessels 
came around from there to other parts 
of the bay. From three to six tubs of 
herring per fleet were taken in Middle 
Arm on Friday. Several boats fishing 
between Woods Island and Blomidon 
had fair catches, getting up to twenty 
tubs; but the majority of the boats 
had very few fish. A large body of 
herring was reported in the mouth of 
the. bay, and the nets that were set 
well out off Crabbs succeeded in get­
ting good hauls. The season is ad­
vancing, and it is questionable if to 
date four thousand barrels of herring 
have been taken in all of Bay of Is­
lands. The prospects for a successful 
voyage are none too bright at present, 
and only about forty more days can 
be figured on for the season’s work. 
However, should the fish strike good 
and plentiful, there is ample time yet 
to secure a hundred thousand barrels.

At Bonne Bay the prospects are 
brightening. Although the fish struck 
off after first coming to land, yet they 
have again come back, and on Sat­
urday something like a thousand bar­
rels were landed there. The fisher­
men are very hopeful of securing a 
good voyage.—Western Star.

iIn a state in which the suffrage 
amendment was defeated, an anti­
suffrage worker made that sports­
manlike statement.

Don't you honor her for the fine 
forbearance that kept her from crow­
ing over the vanquished (a forbear­
ance some of the leaders did not 
show), and don’t you join with her in 
the regret that :both sides couldn’t 
win—then and always?

She Won’t Give Prizes.
She made me think of a friend of 

mine who refuses to give prizes at 
her bridge parties.

—the inevitable, eternal contest that 
goes on day by day and hour by

Even suppose that Socialism, with 
its blessed promise of the elimina­
tion of industrial competition, should 
some day come true. Would there 
not always be Other competitions of 
one sort or another? Two men for 
instance, love the same woman. Both 
can’t win her.

Don’t Forget the Contest With Your­
self.

Contests and competitions are part 
of the warp and woof of life. Never­
theless it is possible to give them too 
great a power over one. We need to 
remember that the competition with 
ourselves is just as important as the 
competition with others.

In other words, if we thought more 
of the game and less of the prize, life 
would hold fewer disappointments for 
us. Both sides could not win the 
prize, but both could have the su­
preme satisfaction of having played 
the game squarely and to the best of 
their ability. And isn’t that satisfac­
tion one of the few real realities of 
life?

G. Higgins, B.A., who took as his 
subject : “Daniel O’Connell as a Law­
yer.”

It was announced that on 
next Thursday evening Mr. P. K. De- 
vine would lecture on “St. John’s 100 
Years Ago.”

Germany’s Punishment
Last month we reprinted Dr. Dil­

lon’s suggestions that the Allies 
should form a Customs Union design­
ed to suppress German commerce, 
and in the current issue oÇ The Engl­
ish Review Mr. Hyndman submits the 
proposed “Financial Boycotts and 
Policies” to a general criticism. It is 
pointed out that the success of such 
a scheme depends upon “the power of 
the Allies to dominate ocean traffic,” 
and this implies a threat to neutral 
countries. The critic continues:—■

“The object of the Union is to pre­
vent the Germanic Powers from using 
their wonderful powers of organisa­
tion and scientific efficiency to check 
the development and override the in­
terests of the combined nations dur­
ing the years which they devote to the 
improvement of their own industries. 
But to turn this temporary expedi­
ent into a policy of permanent ex­
clusion of the productions of a most 
important portion of the human race 
—itself, as we may hope, developing 
in the direction of complete democ­
racy and social progress—would be a 
most foolish and injurious form of re­
action. Bitter as we must all feel 
towards the enemy of to-day, who is 
preparing, even in war, for a furious 
trade conflict in peace, the time will 
assuredly come when the memory of 
the crimes committed by the Teutonic 
Empires will fade, and commercial 
relations will be renewed with the 
new generation of Germans, as they 
were with the French after the great 
Napoleonic wars which extended over 
twenty years. International comity 
cannot, be permanently suppressed, 
whatever national feeling, as well as 
national interest, may reasonably 

]'counsel for the time being.
| Mr. Hyndman concludes, that the 
j wiser course would be to learn the 
I lesson of German efficiency: —
1 Unless we at once set to work so 
to re-order our national life that 
huge slum areas with the physical 
deterioration they engender are final­
ly swept a way ; to establish a system 
of training, feeding, and clothing 
which shall ensure health and strength 
to all from childhood onwards; to 
put an end to the furious profiteering 
of competition which renders all so­
cial reform under capitalism illusory 
and futile in the long run; to regard 
all measures as beneficial only in so 
far as they increase the? • well-being 
of the whole community, and thus se­
cure the fullest development, physi­
cal, mental, and moral of each indi­
vidual ; to bring our political forms 
into direct democratic harmony with 
our economic collectivism—unless we 
do all these things, and do them 
quickly and thoroughly, all the tariff 
regulations and Customs Unions in 
the world will not save our nation 
from anarchial revolution or possible 
final ruin.

as a place of Christian burial. It was 
a prayer of thankfulness for the self- 
sacrifice and heroism that defy death 
on sea and land for country and kin­
dred, for God and the King; a prayer 
vibrant with the consciousness of-the 
great Communion of Saints that tran­
scends all churches hnd includes all 
churches, knitting the living and the 
dead for ever together in one.

“And down below us lay the 
mightly fleet on the sun-lit spa, and 
above the ' heather-flecked slopes. 
And there came the thought of all the 
men who would be borne hither, their 
warfare accomplished, to sleep in 
peace. The long procession for gen­
erations to come, until the war shall 
ceàse, passed before the closed eye,' 
and there came the sense of thank­
fulness that here, in this portion of 
the graveyard, catholicity would 
rdign in death. Inside the line, not 
yet obliterated, that marked the con­
secrated ground of the Anglican 
Church, only Anglicans would come. 
But here Presbyter and Baptist. Wes­
leyan and Quaker would lie down to­
gether in death’s great conciliatiori^ 
In Scotland, Heaven be praised, we 
have never allowed the éhalk lines 
inside the churchyards.

In Kirkwall Cathedral.
“On the Sunday night Kirkwal* 

Cathedral could only accommodate a 
portion of the great congregation that 
assembled. There the centuries look­
ed down on us—and the generations 
who knew how to build to the glory 
of God. And there, for the first time 
in its history, a message was given in 
Gaelic to the men from the Hebrides 
who man drifters and mine-sweepers. 
And the message -was this:—‘Ma tha 
Dia leinn, co’ dh’ fheulas a bhi’n ar 
n-aghaidh.’ And the assurance was 
given that far away at home unceas­
ing prayer ascends" for them.

“There were many other services 
along the cohstline from Darnoch to 
Aberdeen—services at which many 
thousands of soldiers and sailors sat 
hushed and thrilled as Dr. Wallace 
Williamson spoke of God and eternity. 
Until at last the pilgrimage ended at 
a service in the quadrangle of Maris- 
clial College, Aberdeen. There, while 
the light was fading, and the sky was 
glowing purple overhead, and pin­
nacle and tower stqod silhouetted 
against the radiancy, Dr. Williamson 
made his last appeal to a hushed 
throng that they should hot only 
dedicate their lives to their country, 
but to' their God.

Behind The Fleet.
“Those who took part in that mis­

sion will never forget the kindnes^ 
and courtesy which they received from 
thg. sailors and soldiers. Officers and 
tnen did everything possible to make 
their work easy. And the eagerness 
with which the men received the mes­
sage brought to them in the name of 
the Church is the assurance that be­
hind the Fleet and Army there is a 
power before which the might of em­
pires shrivels—even the power of the 
living God garrisoning the heart.

A Sailor’s Burial Ground.
“Among tlie memories of that pil­

grimage through lonely seas one 
memory stands out distinct. It is the 
memory of a service of dedication in 
a graveyard on the slope above the 
sea. Among the many thousands of 
men assempled now in the northern 
seas there must inevitably be casual­
ties, and death ever claims its toll. A 
burying-ground was set apart for the 
men of the Fleet. The central part 
of that ground Was consecrated by an 
archbishop for the burial of the mem­
bers -of the Anglican Church ; a por­
tion on one side was reserved for the 
Roman Catholics, and still awaits 
consecration; and the portion on the 
opposite side was reserved for the 
Church of Scotland and other 
Churches. A desire was expressed 
on the part of the local ministers that 
the portion assigned to the Scottish 
Church should be dedicated, and the 

! deputation from the General Assem­
bly’s Committee on Army and Navy 
Chaplains were requested to conduct 
a service. There is no record of such 
a service being conducted by the 
Church of Scotland since the Refor­
mation.

Meeting of 
Patriotic Associa!ion
w The adjourned meeting of 

the Patriotic Association 
for the reception and dis­
cussion of the Report of 
the Reserve Force Com­

After referring to the recent casu­
alties, details of which have already 
been published. His Excellency in­
formed the meeting that he had re­
ceived a cable announcing that Dr. A. 
C. Tait had obtained a Lieutenancy in 
the R. A. M. C., and that Dr. Bass, late 
of Hant’s Harbour, had also received 
a commission in the same branch of 
the service, and was attached to the 
Durham Light Infantry. Mr. Wisdotn, 
late of the Bank of Montreal staff, has 
obtained a commission in the Royal 
Field Artillery. Lieut. Wighton has 
been recommended for a Captain's 
commission, and Capt. Montgomerie 
who took over G Company will re­
main in charge of that Company until 
December 15th, at the request of Ma­
jor Whitaker now in command of our 
troops in Scotland. G "Company is 
stationed about 12 miles from Ayr. 
The four officers in charge of the 
draft of 100 men sent to the Dardan­
elles to fill the places made vacant by 
the casualties are Second Lieutenants 
Bartlett, Paterson, Strong, and Tav- 
lor.

Schooners Out
in the Storm

Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
Piccott received the following mes­
sage last night from Mr. J. R. Goodi- 
son of Carbonear:—

“Great anxiety prevails here in re­
gard to the following vessels which 
left Seldom Come By at 7 o'clock Mon­
day evening: Silver Cloud, Ambrose 
Cole, master; Morelia, John Burke, 
master; and the L. and S„ Rd. Taylor. 
Have you any tidings? All vessels 
had many passengers."

"One of the vessels, the Silver Cloud, 
is reported safe at Kiplen’s Cove. En­
quiries are also being made about the 
schr. Swallow, of Bay Roberts, bound 
here from Seldom, and the schooner 
Blanche M„ Rose, master, which has 
15 lives on board. The Blanche M. 
was bound to St. John’s from Cata­
lina. It is feared that both-crafts were 
caught out in Tuesday night's storm. 
It is said that a schooner owned by 
Mr. Clements, of York Street, this 
city, left Catalina on Monday last and 
whs caught out in the storm. This 
séhooner had 19 lives on board, includ­
ing men, women and children.

There is anxiety also felt for the 
schr. H. W. Wentzell, which left here 
for King’s Cove Monday evening, but 
had not reached her home port up to 
this morning. Aubrey Brown, brother 
of James Brown, is master of her. She 
may have harbored somewhere.

The schr. Annie, McCarthy, master, 
of Fermeuse, about which there was 
grave concern expressed, was sighted 
last evening by Lighthouse Keeper 
Costello, of Fermeuse. The Annie was 
about ten miles off there making for 
the land;

The steamer Senlac, which fared 
badly in the storm and returned to 
port yesterday, had the schr. Annie 
in tow, but the idea of towing had to 
be abandoned owing to the hawser 
parting three different times.

Storm-Tossed Craft
Reaches Port.

The schooner H. W. Wentzel, Aubrey 
Brown, master, which left here on, 
Monday night last,' laden with sup­
plies for King’s Cove, and was caught 
out in the terrific s|orm of the fol­
lowing night, was towed into this port 
this morning by the tug John Green, 
having failed to reach her destination. 
The Wentzel made a good run after 
leaving St. John’s and everything went, 
smoothly until the afternoon of Tues­
day when a heavy westerly gale came 
on with huge seas constantly sweep­
ing over the craft. She reached with­
in nine miles of the home port and 
then was forced to retreat by wind 
and sea. On Tuesday night a regular 
hurricane raged and almost every 
stitch of canvas that the craft had was 
blown away. Besides everything 
movable on deck was damaged or de­
stroyed. The forecastle was flooded 
by the waves and to make matters 
worse the schooner’s rudder was car­
ried away. Those on board spent an 
anxious time of it and thought their 
craft would never survive the storm. 
Skipper Brown, however, believed the 
staunch old packet would live it out 
and he was not disappointed, as after 
drifting about disabled and helpless 
for over two days the schooner was 
picked up this morning off Cape 
Spear and brought to port. The crew 
will not soon forget their hard ex­
perience. The H. W. Wentzel is a 30 
year old schooner and the wonder is 
that she ever survived.

Serious Assault.
A man named Wall, who was ar­

rested at Hr. Main where he lives, 
was brought to the city last night, un­
der escort of Constable Devine. He is 
charged with a serious assault on a 
young woman who was engaged with 
Wall on the Labrador the past sum­
mer. The accused is 48 years old and 
married, while the complainant Is a 
20 year old maid. A preliminary en­
quiry into the case was held before 
Judge Morris to-day. The accused 
was remanded for 8 days, ball being 
refused. In, the meantime other 
Crown witnesses will be examined. -,

BONAR LAW.

RESUMED THE OFFENSIVE.’
LONDON, Nov. 18.

The British army in the Dardan- 
cXlces has resumed the offensive and 
captured 280 yards of Turkish trench­
es. It is officially announced that the 
52nd division successfully attacked 
the Turks at Krithia Nullah, near the 
tip of the Peninsula and captured 
160 yards of trenches east of tlie de­
file, and 120 yards to the west.

EXECUTION OF HINDUS.
-WASHINGTON, Nov. IS.

Mail advices reaching Washington 
to-day from India told of the execu­
tion of twenty-four Hindus and the 
sentence of twenty-seven others to 
servitude for life by the governmental 
commission at Lahore. Activities 
against the British Government among 
certain elements of the Indian pop­
ulation were described as more ex­
tensive than had been officially ad­
mitted. According to reports from 
Lahore the affair was only one of 
several others that have been recent­
ly brought to issue in India with sim­
ilar results, all the prosecutions be­
ing based on charges of anarchy, mu­
tiny, and insubordination. The na­
tive press, while speaking of. the loy­
alty with which India responded to 
the call by the British Government 
upon the natives military service, al­
so referred in terms of condemnation 
loathe activities of disaffected ele­
ments in the population, which in 
some quarters are ascribed to German 
machinations^ The general tendency 
is to credit the munitions agitation to 
the work of a band of conspirators, 
alleged to lipve been located on the 
Pacific slope of America for several 
years, and actively engaged in a se­
cret propaganda. Those conspirators 
are declared to have despatched emis­
saries to India, who have been stir­
ring up antagonism to British rule 
there. The most disquieting feature 
of the situation, according to reports, 
is the uncertainty of the extent to

SERBIAN SITUATION, BECOMING 
WORSE.

PARIS, Nov. 18.
Telegraphing from Athens under 

date of Nov. 17, .a correspondent of 
the Havas News Agency says;. The 
situation for the Serbians is becom­
ing worse. The fall of Prilep is im­
minent and the Serbs have begun a 
retreat towards Ochrida. The danger 
of the Serbians, defending Babuna 
Pass, being enveloped by Bulgarians 
from the west, has caused the aban­
donment of the Pass. Desperate 
fighting is expected around Prilep, 
and south of that city. Bulgarians 
are advancing towards Krushevo with 
the object of cutting off the Serbian 
retreat towards Albania. The Serbi­
ans are fighting with the utmost ten­
acity along the northern front, dis­
puting the advance of the invaders 
foot by foot.

They said their vessel was sunk in 
the North Sea and four of the crew 
were missing. The survivors assert 
that a Greek steamer also met with 
disaster.

QUESTION OF WITHDRAWAL.
LONDON, Nov. 18.

Baron iRibblesdale said in the 
Lords to-day, when addressing a 
question to Lord Lansdowne that he 
understood Lieutenant General Mon­
ro, Commander of the British expedi­
tion at the Dardanelles had reported 
in favor of withdrawal of: the British 
army at the Dardanelles. Marquis 
Lansdowne announced that the Gov­
ernment1 had asked Earl Kitchener to 
visit the eastern Mediterranean, be­
cause, in its opinion the report of Sir 
Charles Monro and the evidence ac­
companying it did not seem sufficient 
to enable the Government to come to- 
a conclusion upon the great questions 
of policy involved. Speaking of the 
visit of the British cabinet members 
to Paris, Lord Lansdowne said that it 
was the most important step yet tak­
en in connection with the scheme of 
closer working contact between the 
Entente Allies. There had been oth­
er comings and goings, but they were 
not to be compared in importance 
with the'present visit. Lord Lans­
downe- added that the independence 
of Serbia was one of the most essen 
tial objects the Allies had in view in 
the near east, which already had be­
come a very important theatre of 
war. This was not the time to talk of 
peace. They had entered upon a great 
struggle, and intended to carry it to 
a successful issue.

THIRTY PER PENT. INSTALLMENT
NEW YORK, Nqv. 18.

GERMANY’S COPPER.
LONDON, Nov. 18.

A Copenhagen despatch to Reuter’s 
Telegram Company says that the cop­
per famine in Germany is so acute 
that requests, equivalent to demands, 
are now reaching the authorities of 
the churches to hand over all the cop­
per in their possession, as a good ex­
ample to others. Huge copper roofs 
of the great cathedral of Bremen are 
being dismantled, arid everything 
made of copper belonging to the ca­
thedral has been placed at the dis­
posal of the military.

UNITED STATES WILL WAIT FOR 
AUSTRIAN REPLY.

WASHINGTON, Nov. IS.
While the United States will wait 

for the Austrian reply to Ambassador 
Penfield’s inquiry concerning the cir­
cumstances under which the Italian 
liner was sunk, it was stated officially 
to-d&y that placing American citizens 
in small boats on the high seas was 
not regarded as according to them a 
place of safety within the meaning of 
the term as used in the international 
law. In its correspondence with Ger­
many over the Frye case, the Ameri­
can government expressed the view 
that open .boats did not constitute a 
place of safety. This was broadened 
to-day by official interpretation to apt 
ply to American citizens, w'hether 
travelling on belligerent or neutral 
ships. Officials qualified their asser­
tion somewhat by stating that if the 
vessel was destloyed within a few 
miles of the shore, lifeboats would be 
regarded as safe, but weather condi­
tions and opportunity given for pas­
sengers to be transferred, even then 
were pertinent circumstances. From 
those intimations it is generally be­
lieved to-night that the American 
government would develop the entire 
question of submarine warfare fur­
ther by correspondence with Austria, 
even though as the Austrian Admiral­
ty declared, forty-five minutes Were 
given to the passengers and crew of 
the Ancona to be transferred. This 
was not regarded as affording Ameri­
can citizens sufficient opportunity to 
be saved. The first official report al­
leging that the submarine continued 
shelling the Ancona after she had 
halted, reached the State Department 
to-day in a consular despatch, outlin­
ing an affidavit made by Doctor Greil 
of p'lew York, the only known native 
American survivor of the tragedy.

REPORT TO THE NEWFOUNDLAND 
PATRIOTIC ASSOCIATION,

NOV. 8, 1915.
Since the last meeting of the Pat­

riotic Association, the Reserve Force 
Committee have held four meetings, 
maintly in connection with ' the ar­
rangements for the transport of G. 
Company to England.

Time-Expired Men.
According to information received 

from the Pay Officer in England, 21 j 
men requested their discharge from I 
P’p Regiment on the completion of ; 
their first year of service. Of these. I 
4 were discharged on the other side. I 
end 13 had their passage paid back 
to Newfoundland. Three out of the 
13 are medically unfit for service at 
the front.

Official Information.
On the recommendation of the Com­

mittee, Captain Montgomerie has been 
authorized while at the Depot to try 
and arrange for the sending out from 
time to time fuller official informa­
tion as to the movements of the Regi­
ment. and its association with other 
units of the forces, and generally as 
to occurrences which may be of in­
i' rest to the relatives and friends of 
the men.

» The proposal of His Majesty’s Gov­
ernment that the Colonial authorities 
should assent to promotions and tem- 
nnrary commissions in the field be­
ing granted, on the recommendation 
'of the General Officer Commanding, 
without reference to the Newfound­
land Government, has received the 
entire approval of. the Committee.

Seniority of 'Officers.
So far as is consistent with the 

Army Regulations, necessary promo­
tions and appointments at the Depot 
at Ayr will be so made as not to in­
terfere with the seniority of officers 
now on service at the front.

Enrollment and Training.
The total number of m*n enrolled 

to date is 2,527.
The Musketry and Equipment Com­

mittees have continued to render their 
usual excellent service.

Transport.
Through the kind co-operation of 

the Canadian Government, it became 
possible to secure passage for G. Com­
pany on a Canadian Transport, and 
the Company was accordingly de­
spatched to Canada on the 27th Octo­
ber. under the command of Captain A. 
Montgomerie, with' 2nd Lieutenants i 
Norris, Keegan. Rowsell and Gane as | 
platoon commanders. Dr. J. St. Pierre 
Knight, who has joined the Royal 
Army Medical Corps, accompanied the 
Contingent as medical officer in 
transit. , l

Your Committee are pleased to be 
able to report that they were suc­
cessful in inducing Captain Mont­
gomerie to place his services at the 
déposai of the authorities as senior 
officer in charge of this contingent 
in transit to the Depot at Ayr. This 
'eticn of the Committee is strictly 
in accordance with the policy which 
hey have uniformly adopted with re­

gard to the forwarding of contingents, 
namely, that these should always be 
’ eder the command cf an officer sen- 

in rank to the others attached to 
t**o unit, so as to prevent any pos- 
riblc conflict ,of authority In an emer- 
r 'ucy. such as an accident to the shin 
--• sir'- during transport. The fact 
•'-at F. Company was despatched in 
T ne by the Calgirian. under Lieut. 
NT tins, is only an apparent exception, , 
p- the Calgarian was then a warship i 
- th no other troops on board, and 
v s commanded bv senior naval offi- 
r—-s; upon whom the Committee could 
r-if el y rely for the support of Lieut. 
Nunns in any difficulty.

Your Committee have to report that 
their action in recommendjpg Cap­
tain Montgomerie for duty on this 
occasion has given ' rise to a severe 
criticism of that officer and of the

action of the Committee in the Even­
ing Herald newspaper. As an officer 
is forbidden- by the King’s regulations 
to answer newspaper attacks upon 
him, it becomes necessary for the 
Committee, in Captain Montgomerie’s 
and their own defence, to state the 
facts. The criticism distinctly sug­
gests that the appointment was in­
trigued for by Captain Montgomerie. 
On the contrary, the idea of securing 
his services originated with the Com­
mittee. without application, intima­
tion or suggestion of any kind by 
Captain Montgomerie, directly or in­
directly, to the Committee or any 
member of it. The opinion is also 
expressed that the appointment was 
unnecessary, and involved a waste of 
public mcnev. The Committee is of a 
different opinion, and considers that 
economy, while always desirable in 
reason, may be carried too far when 
it is likely to endanger the lives of 
our men in transit to England. The 
matter of authorizing the payment of 
Captain Montgomerie’s expenses does 
ret. however, lie with the Reserve 
Force Committee, but wjth the' Finance 
Committee of this Association, which 
Committee paid the former bill of 
Captain Montgomerie’s, to which ex­
tended reference is made in the criti­
cism in question.

At the first meeting of the Reserve 
Force Committee held after the ap­
pearance of the criticism on Captain 
Mcntgomerie, the following resolu­
tion was unanimously adopted : —

"The Reserve Force Committee de­
sires to place on record its appreci­
ation of Captain Montgomerie's valu­
able services in connection with the 
Newfoundland Regiment, and the re­
gret of the Committee that he should 
have been subjected to personal attack 
in a section of the public press be­
cause at the request of the Committee 
he allowed his name to be submitted 
to His Excellency the Governor with 
a recommendation that he be given 
command of G. Company on the pas­
sage to England.”

At the special request of Captain 
Montgomerie (who was not present 
at the meeting referred to), and in 
the interests of the discipline of G. 
Company, publication of this Resolu­
tion was deferred until after the de­
parture of Hie contingent, and it was 
then judged expedient, in view of the 
early meeting of this Association, to 
lay the whole matter before the As­
sociation in the first instance.

The suggestion contained in the 
Herald article of October 23rd, that 
this Committee recommended the 
employment of Captain Montgomerie 
in preference to 2nd Lieut. Norris, 
because the latter is a Catholic, your 
Committee prefers to lay before this 
Association without comment.
Commissioned and Non-Commissioned 

Officers.
Whether designedly or otherwise, 

the effect of a series of articles in the 
same newspaper, which followed the 
criticism on Captain Montgomerie’s 
appointment above referred to, has 
been to create an impression among 
casual refers of them that this Com­
mittee is m some way responsible for 
what the writer terms “discrimination 
against Catholics” in the matter of 
regimental appointments. The re­
cords of this Association so complete­
ly exonerate your Committee from 
this absurd charge, that your Com­
mittee would not refer to it at all, 
but for the damaging effect upon re­
cruiting and upon contributions to the 
Patriotic Fund, which a newspaper 
campaign of this kind must necessar­
ily have among those of our Catholic 
fellow-citizens who are out of touch 
with the sources of unprejudiced in­
formation on the subject of our Regi­
ment. We, therefore, feel it neces­
sary to review, as briefly ds is con­
sistent with clearness, the history of 
appointments in commissioned and 
non-commissioned rank in the Regi­
ment.

Technically, this Committee has no 
official connection with the First Con­
tingent, the Companies trained at 
Pleasantville Camp in 1914, but for 
clearness we include reference to 
those as well as to the Reserve Force 
strictly so called. For further clear­
ness we separate the question of the 
gra'nt of commissions to officers from 
that of the appointment of non-com­
missioned officers.

(a) Commissioned Officers Appointed
by the Governor.

(1) As to the First Contingent, 
trained at Pleasantville, and now 
composing Companies A. and B. of 
the Regiment : — Excluding Captain 
Alexander and Lieut. Wighton (the 
latter a Catholic), who were already 
officers in the British Army, there 
were two classes of applicants for I 
Commissions with the first contingent, | 
namely (a) officers then holding com- | 
missions in the Boys’ Brigades, and
(b) applicants not so commissioned. 
The immediate training of the re­
cruits in camp required ,the appoint­
ment of the most experienced officers 
available at the moment, and accord­
ingly the brigade officers, after a test 
of their competency by a Committee 
appointed by this Association, were 
given commissions. Apart from the 
immediate need for capable officers at 
the time, we feel sure that those who 
appreciate the splendid contributions 
made by all the brigades in the ef­
ficiency of the Regiment would in any 
case approve of brigade officers be­
ing given the first consideration.

Four officers of the Catholic Cadet 
Corps enlisted. All four were given 
commissions.

The remaining nine applicants for 
commissions, who were given to un­
derstand that they would in due 
course receive special training to 
qualify them, were Messrs. W. S. An­
derson, L. Bain, Rupert Bartlett, Cecil 
B. Clift, John Clift, William H. Grant, 
G. T. Gordon. H. Herder and Bruce 
Reid. All enlisted as privates. None 
of them were Catholics. Six of these, 
Messrs. Bain, Bartlett, Cecil Clift, 
Herder, Grant and Reid, have since 
received commissions in the New­
foundland Regiment on the recom­
mendation of the Officer Command­
ing at the Depot: two, Messrs. John 
Clift and Gilbert Gordon, in other 
Regiments ; and one, Mr. Anderson, 
has not been commissioned.

(2.) When C. Company, the first 
unit of the Reserve Force, was re­
cruited, six more brigade officers en­
listed and applied for commissions. 
They were examined by a sub-com­
mittee of this Committee consisting 
of Lt.-Col. Conroy, Captains Montgom­
erie and McKay, found qualified, re­
commended by this Committee for ap­
pointment, and given commissions. 
One of them was a Catholic,—Lieut. 
James Donnelly—, who, in the exam­
ination results, received seniority over 
the others.

(3.) After the despatch' of C Com­
pany your Committee, for the reasons 
set forth in their report to this As­
sociation, dated February 18th, 1915. 
decided that all recommendations for 
commissions in the future ought to 
be obtained, not from this Committee, 
but from the Officer Commanding at 
the Depot. The part of the Report 
which deals with the matter is as 
follows:—

“Officers’ Commissions.— By rea­
son of the Reserve Force being form­
ed in accordance with the platoon sys­
tem, the matter of Officers was in a 
somewhat different position from that 
of the First Contingent. In the Re­
serve Force, no Officer was appointed 
to a higher rank than' that of Lieuten­
ant, and one Officer to each platoon 
went forward from here. The remain­
ing officers will be granted commis­
sions upon recommendation of the 
Officer Commanding our Regiment at 
Fort George. On account of the lack 
of suitable applicants your Commit­
tee has recommended that the vacan­
cies in the Second and Third Compan­
ies of the Reserve Force will be filled 
by Officers secured from men of the 
First Contingent, on the recommen­
dation of their Commanding Officer.”

This report was adopted by the As­
sociation on February 18th, 1915. The 
course adopted and reported by this 
Committee was the only one which 
could, in fairness to those who first 
flocked to the colours and in justice 
to their Commanding Officer, be 
adopted. • The men at the Depot in 
Scotland, who were the first to en­
list, many of whom had considerable 
experience in the city brigades, and 
all of whom had undergone training 
in England and Scotland under a Brit­
ish Officer, were by long odds the 
most likely source of material for 
commissioned rank. The Officer 
charged with the training of these 
men, placed by the War Office in com­
mand of them, and who had un­
limited opportunities for observing 
their ability and fitness in the course 
of training, was obviously the proper 
person to recommend them for ad­
vancement, particularly as it was he. 
and not anyone in Newfoundland, who 
would have to depend on their effi­
ciency in actual warfare. Since the 
adoption of that policy by the Com­
mittee, it has only been departed from 
even in appearance, in three in­
stances. The first is that of Mr. How­
ard Reid, who applied for a commis­
sion in the Newfoundland Regiment as 
a formal step to procure his admis­
sion to the Flying Corps, which appli­
cation was endorsed by the Reserve 
Force Committee. The other two 
cases are those of Lieutenant O’Grady 
and 2nd Lieutenant Norris, both Cath­
olics, and both recommended by the 
Committee for commissions. Of the 
three cases, the recommendation of 
Lieut. Norris is the only real inter­
ference by the Committee with the 
rightful prerogative of Lieut.-Colonel 
Burton, the' appointment, of Liuet 
O’Grady being a Headquarters ap­
pointment for instruction purposes 
only.

The Committee may here remark 
that the promotion of Mr. O’Gradj 
from 2nd Lieut, to full rank was re­
commended by the Committee on Oct 
19th, and made on October 22nd, be­
fore the appearance of the Herald ar­
ticles on this subject.

To sum up the situation as regards 
commissioned officers appointed on 
the recommendation of the Committee 
every Catholic who has ever applied 
to the Committee for recommendation 
for commissioned rank as a combatant 
officer has received its recommenda­
tion and his commission.

While the Committee has no re 
sponsibility with regard to it, the cast 
of Lieut. M. F. Summers, Quarter­
master of the Regiment on actfve ser­
vice, may be here referred to. It hai 
been alleged that th* fact of this offi­
cer’s failure to receive promotion to t 
Captaincy, while others, alleged t< 
be junidr to him, have received sucl 
advancement, indicates a discrimina 
tion against Catholics on the part o 
somebody. In the light Of the above 
statement of the facts, it is clear tha' 
if such discrimination existed in thii 
particular case, the blame for it coule 
not be. laid at the door of the Reserve 1

1
Force Committee. But the facts are 
that the alleged discrimination must 
be ascribed to the King’s Regulations, 
and not to the# act of any individual 
or group of individuals. Mr. * Sum­
mers, who is physically not very ro­
bust, was gazetted to the Regiment 
as Quartermaster, with the honorary 
rank of Lieutenant. This appointment 
under the Regulations, prevents him 
from receiving promotion until after 
ten years’ service, in commissioned 
rank, except for distinguished service 
in the field or otherwise, whereas 
promotion among the company offi­
cers is more rapid.

As to connaissions granted on the 
recommendation of the Officer Com­
manding at the Depot, your Committee 
is given to understand by officers so 
nominated and who have come out 
here, that usually the practice has been 
for applications for commission to be 
made in the first instance to the Com­
pany Captain, and by him laid before 
the Officer Commanding, together with 
particulars as to age, birthplace, edu­
cation, occupation before enlisting, 
and experience in handling men in 
civil life. The applicant is then usu­
ally examined by the Officer Com­
manding and the Adjutant in Platoon 
drill.
(b) Warrant and Non-Commissioned

Officers; appointed by the Lieut. - 
Colonel commanding the 

Regiment.
At Pleasantville Camp the appoint­

ment of Warrant and Non-Commis­
sioned Officers was made upon the 
recommendation of Captain Alexan­
der, after a trial of the men, who 
were mostly from the brigades.

As to the Reserve Force, the con­
nection of the Committee with the 
appointment of warrant and non-com­
missioned officers is for the most part 
extremely indirect The stripes grant­
ed here are given upon the recom­
mendation of the regimental officers, 
after an examination conducted as co 
the written work by the regimental 
authorities, and as to the practical 
work by a sub-committee appointed 
by the Reserve Force Committee. This 
latter examining body reports the 
marks to the regimental authorities. 
Any private who wishes to secure 
non-commissioned rank is at liberty 
to put down his name for membership 
in the class of candidates, which is 
prepared for examination by Lieut. 
O’Grady. So far as the practical ex­
amination is concerned, with which 
alone this Committee is connected, 
the custom always is to consult Lieflt. 
O'Gradv as to the promise shown by 
a candidate in his daily work and 
training, if from nervousness or other 
cause he appears not to be doing him­
self full justice in the examination. 
Under such a system it is plain that 
no “discrimination against Catholics 
can occur; and as a matter of fact 
very few candftiates have failed to 
receive stripes, as their number has 
not been much greater than the va­
cancies.

As to appointments to Non-Commis­
sioned rank made in Scotland, we 
learn from the officers who have come 
out from the Depot that the method 
adopted is as follows: The Company 
Officer picks out a likely looking pri­
vate, gives him an acting appointment 
as Lance Corporal, tries him for a 
while, and, if he finds him competent, 
gets his rank confirmed. If the man 
does not turn out satisfactorily he re­
verts to the ranks, and another is 
given a trial. After the man’s rank 
as Lance Corporal is confirmed, his 
promotion depends on the regulations 
and on his own dohduct and efficien­
cy.

To sufn up, it will be clear from the 
above that so far from any active 
“discrimination against Catholics” be­
ing made by the Reserve Force Com­
mittee, the contrary might, with much 
greater plausibilityf though with equal 
untruth be suggested. As to officers, 
the only case in .which the Committee 
has really departed from its policy 
not to interfere with Lieut.-Gol. Bur­
ton’s discretion, was that of the ap­
pointment of Lieut. Norris. As to 
N.C.O.'s, their training has been en­
trusted, on the Committee’s advice, 
to Lieut. O’Grady, and the Commit­
tee's examiners simply test the prac­
tical knowledge of the candidates he 
sends to them.

Your Committee desire to state most 
emphatically that they have never 
permitted denominational considera­
tions to affect in any manner any re­
commendations which they have made 
for appointments in the Regiment.

With regard to promotions and ap­
pointments made by Lieut.-Col. Bur­
ton while at the Depot, or now by 
Major Whittaker, who assumes com­
mand at the Depot since the battalion 
went to the Front, the Committee have 
ro responsibility whatever. Our re­
sponsibility ceases when the men are 
lelivered at the Depot, though we are 
always glad to advise when consulted 
iy the regimental authorities here on 
any point on which we have any in- 
l’ormEition. Before we could dream of 
issuming responsibility for the acts 
->r omissions of the regimental au- 
.horities on the other side, we should 
lave to insist for our own protection 
upon our being clothed with statutory 
powers to enforce our decisions, in­
stead of being merely an advisory 
body, devoting our time and our best 
advancement of thé interests of the 
Regimént.

Although, however, we assume no 
responsibility for their conduct, we 
must place on record our unanimous 
opinion that the notion of the authori­
ties of a British Regiment exercising 
liscrimination against any section of 
their command on sectarian grounds, 
is too fantastic for imagination, and

it is particularly inconceivable that 
such discrimination should be exer­
cised against Catholics in a regiment 
which includes among its senior offi­
cers Captains Catty and O’Brien and 
Lieuts. Summers and Donnelly, who 
are not at all the kind of men to re­
main inactive if any injustice were 
being done to their co-religionists in 
the ranks.

The extremely high encomiums 
which have been passed by General 
officers on the efficiency of the Regi­
ment, are the best possible justifica­
tion of the policy adopted by the Com­
mittee here and by the authorities at 
the Depot.

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LONDON BULLETIN.
LONDON. To-day.

The British Dardanelles next fol­
lows: In the Dardanelles the 52nd 
Division carried out a very success- 
ful attack on the Turkish trenches oh 
the 15th instant, for which careful 
preparations had been in progress for 
a considerable time. Three mines ex­
ploded successfully under the enemy's 
trenches in the neighborhood of Kri- 
thia Lullah, ttiree platoons of infan­
try pushing forward immediately af­
terwards and captured one hundred 
and sixty yards of trenches east of 
Lullah, one hundred and twenty yards 
west. The captured trenches were 
at once consolidated and bombing 
parties pushed up to communication 
trenches and erected barricades, 
simultaneously with the assault our 
artillery opened on the enemy’s re­
serve support trenches, 2 fourteen 
inch monitors and the H.M.S. Edgar, 
cruiser, co-operating, maintained the 
fire until the position was reported 
consolidated; about 6 p.m. the enemy's 
batteries replied heavily, but very er­
ratically, did little damage. The Turks 
in the neighboring trenches who fired 
heavily were caught by machine gun, 
rifle fire and bomb* and suffered con­
siderably, their fire becoming very 
wild. No attempt at counter attacle 
was made until the night of Nov. 16tlr 
and 17th, when it was easily repulsed, 
our casualties were under fifty killed 
and wounded, over seventy dead were 
seen in the captured position; wound­
ed prisoner reports over thirty were 
buried by explosion in one mine, the

PANAMA, To-day.
Owing to the tying up of the Pana­

ma Canal by recent land slide, many 
employees mainly operating divisions 
have been furloughed or given vaca­
tions which is taken here to indicate 
the Canal will remain closed for 
much longer time than first expected.

POSITION IN NEAR EAST WILL BE 
MADE CLEAR THIS WEEK.

" LONDON, To-day.
The attitude of the Entente Allies 

towards Greece, from which country 
they are endeavoring to get a definite 
guarantee for the safety of French, 
British and Serbian troops, and the 
whole military policy in the Near East 
including the Dardanelles, which will 
it is expected, be made clear before 
the end of the present week, the 
Council at Paris, at which British and 
French Cabinet Ministers took part, 
came to important decisions. Earl 
Kitchener is looking over the ground 
both at Gallipoli and the Balkans and 
is to report on the best means of deal­
ing with the situation arising out of 
the Austro-German and Bulgarian 
successes in Serbia and Greece’s lean­
ing towards, the Central Powers. It 
transpired to-day, during the course 
of the debate in the Lords, that Gen­
eral Sir Charles Monro, recently ap­
pointed Commander-in-Chief in the 
Dardanelles, already had given his 
opinion as to what should be the fu­
ture policy with regard to the Galli­
poli campign. Lord Ribblesdale, who 
introduced the subject, said he un- ; 
derstood that the report of the Gen­
eral favored withdrawal. The Mar­
quis of Lansdowne replied that the 
report and evidence accompanying it 
was not considered sufficient to en­
able the Government to come to a 
conclusion. The statement had hard­
ly been made when the War Office re­
ceived an account of the successful 
British attack on the Turkish trench­
es on either side of Krithia-Nullah, 
which led to the belief that Lord 
Kitchener, who is on the Peninsula 
and who went out after General Mon­
ro’s report had been received, had de­
cided to persist in the operations. 
Andrew Bonar Law, Colonial Secre­
tary, assured the House of Commons 
that the decision would be left to 
military experts, and the question of 
loss of prestige would have no weight 
with regard to Greece. Reported de­
spatches from Rome state that imme­
diate action will be^ taken, no delay 
will be tolerated. It‘is said Italy will 
take an important part in the forth­
coming developments. Action will 
naturally depend upon the attitude 
which King Constantine and his Min­
istry may assume toward the Entente 
Powers. Meanwhile the situation in 
Serbia grows more serious. The Aus­
tro-German grmies ivith the Bulgari­
ans on their left wing are pushing 
southwards driving the inferior Ser­
bian forces before them, while south 
the Bulgars, reinforced by men and 
guns from Von Gallwitz’ army, are 
pressing on towards Monastir from 
which town they, are said to be only 
a few hours march. There is some 
uncertainty as to the Serbian line of 
retreat. Some despatches say they 
are falling back on Monastir where 
there are British reinforcements; 
others that they are retreating on 
Ochrida, on the southern Albanian 
frontier. The French have inflicted 
serious defeat on the Bulgarians on 
the, Vardar River, and it is unofficially 
reported the British have had success­
es on the Valandovo front Big guns 
are continuing their lively bombard­
ment w;est, while east there has been 
no change. v

SERBIAN SITUATION SERIOUS.

LONDON, To-day.
A Reuter despatch from Athens fil­

ed Thursday evening, sàys that ac­
cording to newspaper advices the sit­
uation of the Serbians continues ex­
tremely dangerous. It is feared the 
defence of Monastir is doomed to fail­
ure in view of the Bulgarians numer­
ical superiority. The main Serbian 
forces are to-day in old Serbia and 
principally at Katchanik defile, where, 
apart from a small Serbian retreat at 
the outset, stubborn resistance has 
been offered and is still underway. 
The situation of the French troops is 
reported favorable and it is hoped 
that the prompt arrival of strong re­
inforcements, which will make possi­
ble a general attack, may save the 
situation and compel Bulgaria to 
withdraw trdbps from other fronts.

BRITISH CRUISERS THERE TOO.
LONDON, To-day.

As a sequel to the report that a flo­
tilla of German torpedo boats and a 
cruiser had passed Helsingborg, Swe­
den, proceeding into Cattegat, a de­
spatch from Copenhagen says that a 
British squqadron of cruisers and de­
stroyers has been seen entering Catte­
gat.

BONAR LAW ON FINANCE.
LONDON, To-day.

Bonar Law, passing to a question of 
finances in the Commons, said that 
the country had to risk bankruptcy 
to bring the war to a successful con­
clusion. Some means would have to 
be found whereby persons who wish­
ed to sell to the Government and 
trust its credit, would be able to do so. 
He was not afraid of exchange taken 
by itself, the reql thing was the 
country’s financial stability as a 
whole, and he declared that the sit­
uation was extremely dangerous, for 
so long as money was borrowed freely 
for expenditure required, there was 
fictitious prosperity, and instead of
making sacrifices, people were spend- • 
ing more than ever. The moment the 
time came when the country would j 
not raise indefinite loans, and if wal- j 
lasted long enough it would come, the 
country would have to find other 
means for carrying on the war. He 
had been looking into the cost of mu­
nitions which, were costing three or 
four times more thyi they would 
iiavc cost under old conditions, and 
that would not go on indefinitely. It 
the financial position was to be kept 
right, workmen and commercial men 
must set their . faces against any in­
crease in payment for anything need­
ed’ for the conduct of the war. The 
financial bill was passed.

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A Grotesqae Bird.
The Tufted Puffin' Is Hie Joke of the

Arctic Seas—To Look at Him Is to
Laugh—This Curious Creature Is
Silent, Tranquil and Droll, With an
Air of Profound Gravity and Speeds
His Winters Roaming Over the
Ocean.

It is a curious fact that the far 
north and the far south each has a 
sea bird peculiar to itself, and in both 
cases these birds, although unlike 
one another in general appearance, 
are among the oddest looking mem­
bers of the bird family that the world 
contains.

The characteristic bird of the ant­
arctic regions in the penguin, whose 
strutting companies, gathered on an 
icy shore, look like assemblages of 
little men, in long tailed black coats 
and spotless white waistcoats wait­
ing to sit down at ceremonious din­
ner. ,

The characteristic bird of the arctic 
regions is the auk, a thick' set, awTt- 
ward creature, fond of fishing, like the 
penguin. The largest member of the 
family, the “great auk," or “gare fowl” 
has been driven into extinction with­
in historic times. Another member, 
which the Audubon societies are try­
ing to protect, is the queer looking, 
laughter exciting, and yet very grave 
and earnest native citizen of the north 
Pacific shores and islands, called the 
tufted puffin.

When the tufted puffin is looking his 
best (which is, of course, during the 
courting season) -he wears a big red 
beak and a white mask, through which 
his green, red rimmed eyes gleam 
strangely, and shows a pair of bright 
Vermillion legs and feet. From the top 
of his mask, on one side over the ear, 
curls a long golden white “feather 
horn.” It seems that no description 
is able to convey the ludicrous im­
pression which these birds make upon 
the beholder. Sailors seeing them for 
the first tim^ break into guffaws of 
laughter. They call them “sea par- 
rotts” and on account of their drolly 
grave manners they have also been 
nicknamed “Quakers.”

Says William Leon Dawson : “It is 
difficult to exaggerate the gravity of 
these tranquil birds, always absolute­
ly silent save that when caught and 
harrassed, they may emit a low, 
hoarse groan. They spend much •■time 
standing demurely at the entrances of 
their burrows, their little plumes nod­
ding like tassels on so many caps.”

Like all the auks, the puffins are 
especially remarkable for the great 
size of their beaks and the changes 
which .their heads undergo at the 
breeding season. Some of the horny 
plates of the big beak fall away at 
the end of the season, the white mask 
on the face together with its noddling 
plumes, disappears, the red eyelids 
fade and the whole head becomes 
blackish.

Naturalists are a little puzzled to 
account for the size and stoutness of 
the puffin’s beak. If the bird were 
fond of clams its beak might be of use 
as a shell breaker, but it seems not to 
be employed in that way. Neither is 
it used to dig the tunnels or burrows 
that the bird forms for its nest in the 
hard soil of sea fronting cliffs. These 
are excavated to a depth of three or 
four feet and apparently the only 
tools used are the sharp nailed claws.

In some places it is estimated that 
several thousand burrows exist on a 
single acre of sloping shore. The rab­
bits and puffins engage in a lively 
competition for the possession of bur­
rows on the Farallones islands, but 
the big pyramid pointed beak gives 
easy victory in these contests. Mr. 
Dawson says a frightened rabbit will 
some times plunge hastily into a bur­
row without stopping to consider to 
whom it belongs, and. when fie comes 
out again with more haste than ever, 
he is a subject for laughter.

The natives of the north Pacific is­
lands depend largely upon puffins for 
both food and clothing. The Aleutian 
“parkas,” or feather coats, are made 
of the skins of puffins, with the feath­
er side turned inward. Forty-five or 
fifty skins sewed firmly together make 
a garments which is said to be near­
ly impervious to cold. The birds are 
often caught in flight by means of nets 
at the ends of poles handled like but­
terfly nets. Unlike birds that are 
more skillful and agile on the wing, 
the puffins fly straight ahead and are 
unable' to dodge quickly.

Strange as the statement may ap­
pear the puffins, like the auks gen­
erally spend the winter at sea. At 
that season they are to be seen on 
land only when driven ashore by 
some resistless tempest, which strews 
the beaches with their battered forms, 
many dead and many hopelessly lam­
ed. With the advance of spring and 
summer they approach the shores 
where they are accustomed to breed, 
and then the remarkable changes of 
their colors, form and plumage that 
have been already described begin to 
take place.—Garrett P. Serviss in 
Spokane Spokesman Review.
