ZEPPELINS’ WARM RECEPTION.
LONDON, “Aug. 3.

Zeppelin airships, which raided the
eastern and southern coasts of Eng-
land this morning, had a very warm
reception from anti-airship guns. Ac-
cording to observers in a.coast town
near Hawick, where the airships pass-
ed, one of them apparently was hit,
she being seen in a.badly ,damaged
condition and flying low _over the wa-
ter, One of the Zeppeling, which
crossed Dutch territory, also was fis-
ed on by Dutch gunners, but was not
hit. Four Zeppelins were observed.

Several hostile ' airships attacked
the eastern and southeastern counties
last night. The first reports were re-
ceived at midnight. From these it
seems that not less than six airships
attacked the counties of Norfolk, Suf-
folk and Esex, more or less simul-
taneously. The raid lasted about an
hour and a half. Except at one point,
the raiders did not penetrate very far
inland, but contented themselves with
dropping a few bombs at a time ou
widely distant locations; mainly near
the sea. Several bombs are reported
to have fallen into the sea. Anti-
aircraft. guns came into action ip one
locality, but the raider there attacked
made good his escape. In conjune-
tion with this attack one airship.was
seen making for the. coast of Kent.
Many observers report that a second
airship followed the first. From the
number of bombs dropped in these
attacks, it makes the statement ap-
pear quite possible that anti-aircraft

The latest reports received by the

Board of Trade are:—

July 29th. From A. J. Pearce,
(Twillingate to Trump Island)— The
catch is 1201 quintals with 237 for last
week. From 35 to 40 traps and 40
gkiffs are fishing. = The trap fishing on
the whole is quite improved.

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Newfoundland Joins Great Britain and Her
World-wide Dominions in Commem-
orating the Glorious Fourth.

Enthusiastic Meeting of St. John’s Citfi-
zens—*‘‘Our Inflexible Determination!”’

Long beicre the appointed hour of
noon Water Street and the spaces ad-
joining the Court House .Building
were thronged this morning by a mul-
titude of people. When the Mayor
addressed the meeting from the flag-
bedecked platform that had been er-
ected upon the steps of the Colonial
Office, the sight was a striking one in
the brilliant August sunshine. Shops
had been closed and all traffic ceased.
The crowd, numbering several thous-
ands, extended across Water Street
and filled the windows and even the
roofs of nearby buildings. " A guard
of honor from the Regiment was
drawn up and lent an appropriate
and military air to the scene.

At the head of the broad steps of
the building the Mayor and Council-
lors received their guests. These
were His Xxcellercy the Governor
and Lady Davidson, the Lord Bishop
of Newfoundland, the Judges of the
Supreme Court, members of the Leg-
islature, several of the clergy and
many other promihent citizens.

Shortly after noon the Secretary,
Mr. J. L. Slattery, called the meeting
to order. The Mayor, Mr. W. G. Gos-

ling," then delivered the following ad- |

dress in submitting the Resolution: --

Address of the Mayor.

Yeur Excellency, Your Grace, My Lord
Bishop, Citizens of St. John’s.

This is the second anniversary of
that fateful day when the British Na-
tion. found itself forced to take up
arms, and to join its Allies—France
and Russia—in the 'great struggle
which now convulses the World.

The question has been cointinually
asked—Why was this so? Why should
we have taken part? and many
answers have been given.

It has been said that we did so be-
cause of the violation by Germany of
treaties to which we were party—that
it was in order to give assistance to
our Allies—and again because of the
necessity of self-preservation — but
when all these reasons are examined,
it will be found that they have a com-
mon origin, and that the cause of our
participation in the struggle lies far
deeper.

It is now realised that two great
and diametrically opposed system of
government and of life had arisen in
the World. On the one side there
were British Freedom and Fresh Lib-
erte and Equalite, and on the other
there was German ‘Kultur’ The
former reverences, respects, and en-
courages individualism, while the es-
gence of the latter is the submersion
of the individual in the State.

On the one hand there is the great-
hearted, generous, perhaps too easy

going self-Government which prevails
in the British Empire, on the other
there is State Despotism, under a
ruler who has been, for a generation,
fashioning a weapon, with which he
calculated to subordinate the whole of
Europe.

It was obvious, perhaps it was fore-
ordained, that a clash between two
such different systems of Government
should take place, and that in the
guest of truth it was necessary to pass
through the fiery furnace of War.

Citizens of Great Britain, seeing
how the Empire has spread over the
World without premeditation or set-
tled intent, how successful on the
whole has been the British system of
self-government, how blessed has
been the Pax Britannicus, which pre-
vails within its borders—can have no
hesitation in .deciding upon which
method of life they prefer.

Throughout the Empire to-day
metings such as this are being held.

We are called upon again to state
our unshaken faith in the justice of
bur cause, and to pledge ourselves to
support our faith by every means in
our power.

In this great Empire the citizens
of St. John’s have a peculiar and
proud position, and it behoves us to
play our part in a manner -befitting
that position.

For here the British Empire Over-
seas-had its beginning. By an ex-
traordinary coincidence it was ex-
actly 333 years ago to-day that in
this Harbor, near this spot, the Flag
of England was first unfurled over - a
Colonial possession, .and I greatly
misunderstand the temper and senti-
ment of my fellow-citizens if we do
not intend with all our might to de-
fend and uphold that Empire, and the
principles of Liberty and Justice
which are the very foundation of its
being.

I therefore beg to submit to you the
following resolution in the firm con-
viction that it will receive your deep-
est and most heartfelt approval:—

RESOLUTION:

“That on this the second Anni-
“versary of the Declaration' of a
“righteous War, this Meeting of the
“Citizens of St. John's, records its
“inflexible determination to contin-
“ue to a victorious end the strug-
“gle in maintenance of those ideals,
“of Liberty and Justice which are
“the common and sacred cause of
“the Allies.”

The address was punctuated by
bursts of applause and followed Dby
loud ' cheering. Mr. Gosling then in-
troduced ¥lis Excellency, whose ora-
tion held and electrified his_large au-
dience.

rarely the privilege to listen to.. Fol-
lowing is the text:—

Bis Excellency’s

Two years ago this day the German
Emperor perpetrated the most infam-
ous crime in the history of Mankind.
He plunged the world,—a peaceful

to the horrors of War, a War for
which he had secretly prepared and
of which the main—certarly the ulti-
mate—object was the disruption of
the British Empire and the subjuga-
tion of the British Races under the
heel of Germany. Britons never will
be Slaves. Everywhere, they sprang
t> arms in defence of their sacred
rights, their traditions of freedom and
of liberty and of self-government, to
strike a blow on behalf of their
hearths and homes. 3

Over the whole surface of the Globe
the response was
spontaneous. We were not trained to
arms. We had relied upon the pro-
tection of our Fleet which policed the
Oceans and maintained the equal
rights of all who journey in the Seas.
We had to learn the trade of Armis;
our little trained Army was thrown
into France to save that gallant race
from the extinction which was to be
the first step towards the conquest
of the British Empire and of civilisa-
tion as we had made it. A short
breathing space was obtained at the
cost of the gallant men who forn:ed
that ‘“contemptible” little army.
Meanwhile, men of our Race poured
in, to join the Forces who were to re~
sist and throw back the foul invader.
The time gained has enabled us, pnder
the protection of our ‘Mighty Fleet,
to assemble our chosen men, to train
them to arms, to give aid to our Al-
lies and to lay the foundation of ul-
timate Victory.

In our little sea-girt Isle of New-
foundland, were we backward in this
glorious response? Ten thousand
times ‘No’! Your leaders, of all class-
es, had but to realize the awful im-
minence of our danger, of the destruc-
tion of our independence, of the peril
of our subjugation by a Foreign Peo-
ple, to prove that the old spirit of
your sturdy ancestors was not dead.
On that never to be forgotten even-
ing in the Armoury, close on two
vears ago, men of all views rose be-
fore that. crowded assembly and de-
clared that in the defence of Greht
Britain lay the safety of our British
Race all over the world. Your elect-
ed Representatives gauged your will
aright. They gave a pledge to help
by Land and Sea; and you Citizens of
this dear old City of St. John’s re-
deemed that pledge forthwith, and
sent the flower of your gallant youth
to share in the chances and dangers
of our Fleet and, of our Army.

As the grave significance of the
danger spread throughout-our Bays
and Harbours, the manhood af our
Race in Newfoundland responded nob-
ly, as of old. Men poured in to per-
form their_duty, in the Navy and in
the Army.. And our hearts beat fast
with joy and pride to sée these gal-
lant lads. Strong men they were and
serious men of simple and sincere
faith, who came to discharge what
they knew to be their duty and their
danger. Men of the old stock from
distant hamlets and from flourishing
settlements, reared .in. a rigorous
clime, inheriting a spirit’ of self-reli-
ance and possessing a skill and deft-
ness in many trades, the like of whom
it would he hard to match elsewhere,
inured to dangers mid the surge and
thunder of the mighty ocean; men- fit
to fend .for themselves under all the
changes and cchances of life.

Already apt in the use of arms, all
that they needed was the military
training and discipline which should

‘give the fullest value to their inborn

steadfastness and courage. And right
gloriously have they proved their
Manhood in the sight of all the world.
By sea, they have played a gallant
part. No words of praise are too
splendid for the men who joined the
Navy. Handy and hardy, theéy have
made a name for themselves at Sea.
On mine sweepers they have dared
dedth, the hidden lurking death of
mines and submarines; aon battleships
and cruisers .they have won honours
and distinctions.+ No boat’s crew is
complete without a Newfoundlander.
And withal they remain—as God made
them—calm and modest, the gentlest,
the best mannered people in the world.

And by land, we know by heart the
very words of praise from the greatest
leaders of our fighting Race, for a
fighting race it is, though we are slow
to anger and are lovers of peace. But
Furove and Asia now know—and all
the Oceans of the World which are
the renowned battle ground of our
Listory—all these know that our silent
unoffending mén are the deadliest foes
to meet on the stricken fields.

You have made history. you brave
Scldiers and Sailors of the King. You
have raised the Ancient and Loyal
Colony to a lofty pinnacle of Glory, of
which two years ago we never dream-

ed. .

The date which will outshine all in
our history is the glorious First of
July. Picture the gallant scene, when
our brave lads. with all the conscious-
ness of their disciplined courage, rose

¢ one man over the - parapets and
:aced death, insa chatge as glorious
in the history of brave man as the far-
famed charge of the Light Brigade at
Balaclava. Was there a man dismay-
ed? All marched forward to carry
on their-part in the scheme of the gen-
eral advance. They met the veterans
of the Prussian Troops who' had been
chosen to face the -‘British attack.
Every product of devilish and per-
verted ingenuity was arrayed against
them. Their valor needs no proof,
but if proof were needed, then I say
that they inturred losses which ex-
ceeded the losses of any of the famed
‘Canadian Regiments which held the
broken line outside Ypres or of any
of the galant Anzacs who stormed
the defences at Gallipoli. But we at
home knew, all the time, that the men

world bent on the Arts of Peace—in-1

immediate and;

frightfulness., Thene are people who
have to bear it; it should not be too
hard for you to bear it. In Prussian
Poland, a Polish child may not lisp
its prayers at its mother’s kneg in the
language of their race. In Belgium
to-day, the workmen who refuse to
make munitions for the invaders are
bdriven to work at the point of the
bayonet. - Their daughters are car-
ried away as hostages, with brutal
threats as to how they will be used
if the fathers persist in refusal. The
most stubborn of the men are taken
away in gangs to ‘'starve slowly to
death in Germany. In Lithuania—an
occupied province of Russia—a boun-
ty is officially paid for every child of
a Lettisch mother, whose father is a
German soldier, $5 for a boy, $3 for a
girl. The Bishop of London vouch-
ed for a case at Lille—a prosperous
commercial city of France still in the
hands of the enemy (I hope not for
long now), where the wife and the
daughter of a prominent merchant
have bhorne children whose fathers
are German soldiers. The citizens of
Brussels were fined $1,000,000 be-
cause some of them dared to show
the Belgian colors on the National
Fete Day to celebrate their independ-
ence.

Such tyranny recoils upon the head
of the Tyrant. It does not breathe
the spirit of a brave people. But it
makes the nanmie of the Kaiser loath-
ed and detested, and accursed for ever
more.’ .

1 have spoken proudly of our Sol-
diers and Sailors. I have dreamed
dreams which will record these bat-
tle honeurs on the Regiment and on
the arms and motto of the Old Col-
ony and of this City of St. John’s. The
King may be graciously pleased to
confer on you the privileges won by
prowess on the field of battle to style
thé Regiment The ‘Royal Regiment 0?
Nfld. ;

Surely our arms should show that,
on the day of test, the Colony and the
Regiment should receive the honors
they have won.

And what ¢an I add of those who
bade them go; those who loved them
best: their fathers and their moth-
ers? What can I say but that I too
am broken-hearted by their sorrows.
1 grudge every young life. I share
the grief of every saddened home.
Yet you too, the fathers and the mo-
thers, the wives and the sweethearts,
the brothers and-the sisters too, like
the brave soldiers themselves, have
risen to the occasion; you are show-
ing the same disciplined courage in
your darkened homes. You know that
the lads themselves gallantly and
cheerfully laid down their lives for
the noblest ideals.

I have prayed for those who have
fallen. I have listened to the stirring
words of comfort from the pulpits,
Yet, in my heart, I feel—and -1 think
most men will feel the same—there
is no end which man can pray for or
which man can desire more, than to
die bravely for our 'country and for
our homes. #

When the first anguish of heart is
passed, there will still remain a pride
in the memory of these brave men.
And the day will come when a beauti-
.ful Monument reared on the King's
Beach—in the living heart of thig now
ennobled City—shall keep before the
eyes of all its Citizens—in letters of
gold but truly graven in the hearts
of us all—the names of those who
laid down their lives that Britons
might live safe and undismayed, un-
der our Flag and under our King.

1 would add two more words—
which I trust may be permitted to us
—my wife and me—who are not of
vour blood but are of you only in
heart.

Although your losses have been ter-
rible, yet I will repeat—what I have
said before and what I still firmly be-
lieye—that nine of every ten who go
forth to fight will return home to live
in hale health to an honoured age.
And the other word is this: sorrow
brings us closer together. If it had
not been for this great calamity, the
People of Newfoundland might never
have risen. under this great test, to
be purified in their objects in life
and widened in their outlook. We—
my wife and I—would in the unevent-
fui routine of ordinary affairs never
have known S0 many among Yyou
elevated by their sorrow and ennobled
in their grief.

After the applause following His
Excellency’s last words had died
away, the miost solemnly impressive
part of tha proceedings followed,
when, the soldiers standing at atten-
tion and the crowd with heads bared,
the strains of the Dead March in Saul
swelled forth. In the bright summer
light and the animation of the scene,
‘the deep sadness of the opening notes
seemed almost to be mocked, until
they merged and rose into the noble
triumphant close which told of the

death to the life immortal. The few
short moments were alone a memorial
service to the lads whose graves are
in France. i g

might say that similar meetings are
being held to-day all over Great Bri-
tain and the Dominions beyond the
Seas. Likewise in all parts of New-
foundland, Britons are met together
to acclaim;, with one voice their full
determination to carry this War
through to a victorious and honour-
able termination.

One asks “What are we fighting
for?” is it for the further extension
of our Empire, or merely for the pur-
pose of conquering our foes and
bringing them into suhjection? No!
We are’ fighting for higher principles
—the principles of Truth, Righteous-
ness, Liberty and Justice. Germany’s
action two years ago, in tearing a
solemn and sacred treaty that she
held with Great Britain, France and
Belgium, was the cause of England’s
entry into this War._ The invasion of
Belgium by the German forces, where-
in the mighty army of Germany en-
deavoured to ride roughshod over the
territory , of the Belgiang, thereby
adopting the principle that “Might
was Right,” staggered the whole
World, and brought forth from Great
Britain such a strong and mighty pro-
‘test that started the flame that, for
the past two years, have been devas-
tating the greater portion of Europe.
Great Britain recognizesthe principles
that the right of smaller states and
their peoples should be at all times
respected, and treaties made with
them must be kept sacred. Germany’s
action in tearing up the “Scrap of
Paper,” as she termed it, was the
means of bringing Great Britain into
a War that she was in no wise pre-
pared for, but she was ready, as ever,
to risk everything to humble the peo-
ple of Germany, but we are fighting to
overthrow Prussian Militarism and
for the establishment of the principles
set forth, for all time to come.

The principles of Liberty and Jus-
tice must remain as the heritage of
the peopie, and unborn generations
will bless those who have kept their
heritage 30 sacred for them. Take the
case of §0u1h Africa, a country that a
few years ago was fighting against
Great Britain, is to-day fighting side
by side, having learnt from us what
it is to be associated with a nation and
a- people who are prepared to sacri-
fice their all in support of those high-
er ideals. Great Britain and her no-
ble allies are to-day pouring out
their life’s blood on the field of bat-
tle and are giving, without stint, of
their natural resources -in defence of
those principles. Is not this a wor-
thy cause” Can we hold back or hesi-
tate? As men, do we spurn Honor,
Truth and lLiberty? Can we afford to
do so? Can we dare do so? No! We
will spend our last dollar ‘and shed
our last drop of blood, rather than
deny - Britain’s ‘Watchword, “Death
before Dishonor.” Newfoundland’s
part in this great struggle is an hon-
orable and creditable one. Her noble
sons, in the Army and in the Navy, in
the North Sea, on the coasts of Eng-
land, Scotland and Ireland, at the
DardaneHes, in Gallipoli and France,
have died in the defence of these great
principles. Those that have made the
Supreme Sacrifice that we might live
and remain free under the protection
of the British Flag have passed be-
yond the Bar and wear the Victor’s
Crown of Glory, forr He who said,
“Greater love hath no man than le
who. lays down his life for his
friends” will surely reward those who
fall in defence of Truth, Righteous-
ness and Justice. Victory is ours!
We can see the dawn appearing.' A
continued mighty effort will bring
that triumph that we all so confident-
1y look forward to.

JUTLAND BATTLE FILM.

The cinematcgraph has played an
important part already in -bringing
home to the general public some of
the outstanding spectacular incidents
of the war, but its aid has seldom
been enlisted to better purpose than
in the production of a film represen-
tation of the story of the naval battle
off Jutland, a private view of which
is to be given shortly. The basis ot
the film will be the account of the
battle as given in Sir John Jellicoe’s
despatch, arranged under the direc-
tion of Edgar Wallace. The difficulty
of obtaining a realistic setting has
been ingeniously overcome, the Agd-
miralty having given their permission
for the construction of exact models
of the principal ships, - British and
German, which took part in the en-
gagement.

nearly as large a yield as usual.

THE SUPREME CALL TO LABOR.

British Labor Members of Parlia-
ment think that no real trouble will
arise over the suspension of the Au-
gust Bank Holiday, though they and
everyone else recognise that the re-
quest for continuouas work is a heavy
one to tired men. It cannot be pop-
ular, but at the same time no large
body of men are likely to resist it

The Third Year.

On Tuesday the 'war en-
tered upon its third year:
to-day we celebrate the
anniversary of England’s |
declaration of war upon
That is the superficial as-
}pect of it. What we really celebrate
is the salvatipn of Empire—many
will say of the whole civilized world.
For the Allied cause was won and
@ermany’s lost the moment Great
Britain entered the war on the side
of Russia, France and Belgium. There
is no need to imagine what would
have happened had she stayed aloof:
we can guess, and the picture is not
a nice one to look upon. We can see
now, tar more clearly than we could
see then, what Britain’s participation
really meant and we can faintly fore-
see what it will yet mean. After the
violation of Belgium, that participa-
tion was as natural and inevitable
to us as to Germany it was unexpect-
ed and inexplicabfe. Least of all her
antagonists in a military sense, “and
not counted primarily by her among
her antagenists at all, England op-
posed her will to Germany’s in a
quarrel which concerned less her in-
terests than her honour. By so .doing
she saved Icurope ffom a peril of
which only the bitter experiences of
these. two years of bloodshed have
suggested the magnitude. Let us re-
member that fact to-day, and at all
times when criticism of the great
mother country rises to our lips.

All will remember that August day
two years ago. Many will recall the
stirring werds which His Excellency
spoke to the multitude that thronged
the shores of Quidi Vidi Lake on our
last regatta day, “They have been ask-
ing for it, and now they are going to
get it!” 'The words sum up the situa-
tion in a sentence. It was great Bri-
tain that Germany aimed at. The way
to her was to lie over the prastrate
body of France, with Russia crushed
into harmless submission. But Great
Britain did not wait for Germany: she
went to meet her. That was Great
Britain’s way. And that was her per-
fidy in Gerinany’'s eyes. She “broke
faith, not with her own word and
honour, but with the expectations that
Germany iiad built upon her peaceful
spirit and unpreparedness. The fam-
ous hate is not without its reason.

Last year, the Empire celebrated
the day to record its unyielding de-
termination to fight on, but little more.
It was, in fact, our darkest hour. We:
were supreme, it is true, on sea.
But on land France and Britain were
held and seemed powerless. Neuve
Chapelle was a great failure and dis-

closed the terrible  weakness of our | ¢ Jitland. The First Lord referred

state.* Champagne was destined in
another month to be an equal failure.
The Dardanelles adventure had even
then, to these that knew, failed also.
Russia was being hurled back head-
long and it seemed.that nothing could
save her armies from destruction. It
was our midnight; we could await, but
could not see, the dawn. This year we
celebrate the same determination, but
there is not merely hope but exulta-
tion mingled with it. Our leaders,
military and civilian, tell us that per-
severance and time are alone neces-
sary - to consummate complete vic-
tory. Britain and France are bearing
back step by step the erstwhile invin-
¢ible enemy, overwhelming her with
an avalanche of artillery more huge
and more continuous than we could
have thought possible. Russia - has
come back, with a vengeance. Italy is
repelling a dispirited invader who
seems unable to offer resistahce, and
has wrested from him his last Italian
conquest of three months ago. Turkey
has been stripped of Armenia, and
Serbia has just begun her revenge up-
on Bulgaria. Germany is not yet de-
feated, far from it, bu# her defeat is
foreshadowed 'and made “inevitable in
the passing of the initiative. from her
to her eneniies on every side. She is
in the state of a besieged city, and a
besieged city is doomed from the mo-
ment it is apparent that no relief can
come from without.

While we may thus maintain our de-
termination with higher hope in our
hearts and higher prospects before
our eyes than we could feel or see
last vear, it has for us here at home
an added meaning, or one that we
then imperfectly understood. For we

had not yet known the bitter experi- |,

ences of war which more than any-
thing else has steeled the hearts and
fixed the resolve of the rest of the Em-
pire. We have had - it -now. The
glorious 1st of July united all New-
foundland in pride and sorrow; the
memory of it will unite us in the
steadfast resolutions which we have
to-day recorded.

We record them with reverence for
the ideals which are our cause, with
loyalty to the mother country, with
affectionate comradeship with the ot-
her deminions of the Empfre and with
a proud and grateful remembrance of
those who *were chosen to play our
part and gave their lives that they
might play it.

LOVDON To-Day.

First Lord of the Admiralty Bal-
[ four has isued a statement for pub-
licanon in -the course of which he
says: The second anniversary of the
British Declaration’ of War provides
a fitting opportunity for a brief sur-
vey of the present naval situation.
Consequences of: the material and
moral effect of the Jutland battle can-
not be easily overlooked. An Allfed
diplomatist® assured me that he con-
sidered the tdrning point of the war
tide, which had long ceased to help
our enemies, began from that mo-
ment and flows strongly in our favor.
This much at least is true, that every
week which has passed since the Ger-
man fleet was driven damaged .into
port has seen new successes for the
Allies in ome part or another of the
field operations. It would be an er-
ror, however, to suppose that the
naval victory changed the situation;
what it did was to confirm it. Before
the Jutland battle, as a matter of fact
the German fleet was imprisoned and
the battle was an attempt to break
the barrier and burst the confining
gates. It failed, and with its failure
the high seas fleet has sank again in-
to unimportance. The Germans claim
Jutland as a victory, but in essence
they admit the contrary, since the
object of the-naval battle was to ob-
tain command of the seas. It is cer-
tain that Germany has not obtained
that gommand, while Britain has not
lost it.” Tests by assertion are easy
to apply. Has the:grip of the British
blockade relaxed since May 31st? Has
it not, on the eontrary, tightened? The
Germans themsgelves will admit the
increasing difficulty of importing raw
materials and foodstuffs and exporting
manufactures. Hence the violence of
their invective against Great Britain.
Balfour argues that had they felt
themselves on the way to maritime
equality the Germans would not have
go loudly advertised the Deutschland
incident. The whole interest in Ger-
man eyes was to prove their ability to
elude  the barrier raised by the Brit-
ish fleet between them and the outer
world. As further proof of the im-
potence of the German fleet, Balfour
points to the -ever increasing flow of
men and munitions from England
across the Channel to France. It has
now reached colossal proportions and
its continued efforts on the war may

LONDON, To-Day. -
Thursday passed in all war theatres
without a noticeable «change in any
of the belligerents. In the Stokhod
region in Russia violent fighting con-
tinues between the Russians, Austri-
ams and Germans, while German coun-
ter attacks against the British in the
Delville Wood section = in- part of
France, all of which were repulsed,
and bombardments characterized the
operations in France. Battles took
place along the Sekéth and Dniyets
Rivers in Galicia between the Rus-
sians and Teutons, while in the Cau-
casus region the Russians near Diar-
bekr carried out a 'bayonet -attack
against the Turks which resulted in
the capture of some 300 Turkish pris-
oners and guns. In the Traveanaizes
Valley in the Austro-Italian theatre
the Italians have made fresh progress
against the Ausgtro-Hungarians. In
the Adage Valley and Upper - Pozina
region, and in the district of Gertina
Ampezzo, the Austrians are bombard-
ing the Italian positions.

CRUISERS STILL PATROL HAMP-
TON RCADS.

NORFOLK, To-Day.

The Allied cruisers patroiling the
entrance to Hampton Roads still were
in a position within sight of the shore
during to-day. There was nothing to
indicate that they were aware of the
passage of the Deutschland out
through the Capes.last night.

LONDON, To-day.

An official statement issued from
the Press- Bureau to-night- on the
Casement execution says the Govern-
ment carefully and repeatedly con-
sidered all the circumstances of the
Casement case before reaching a de-
cision not to interfere with the sen-
tence. It said he was convicted'and
punished for treachery of the. worst
kind against the Empire. He _ had
served as a willing agent of Germany.
After declaring that Casement organ-
ized German “assistance ' for a’ fresh
rebellion, the statement continues,
conclusive evidence has come into the
hands of the Government since the
trial that he had entered into an
agreement with the Gernfan Govern-
ment whieh explicitly provided a bri-
gade which Lhe was trying to ise
among the Irish soldiers held as pris-
oners, and might be employed in
Egypt against the British Crown.

Those among the Irish soldiers who
resisted Casement’s solicitations of
disloyalty were subjected to a treat-
ment of lexceptiopal cruelty by the
Germans. Some of them had since
been exchanged as invalids and have
died in this country, regarding Case-
ment as .their murderer. In conclu-

plea of insanity was not raised at the
trial.
