The War.

Lloyd George can dismiss

any qualms he feels about

the brutality of his very

frank statement—confes-
sion, it would be more just to call it.
He should lavish his regrets, as he
doubtless does, on the fact that he
was not thus brutal months, even
years, ago. It is a melancholy story,
this which he tells of the Allies de-
feated and. put off time after time
by their own stupidity. Who could
not tell in advance the dire conse-
quences of Serbia’s overwhelming?
Yet the Allies allowed her to be over-
whelmed, because it was nobody’s
business to go to her help! And so
with Roumania next year. And so, as
far as the Piave River, with Italy this.
The manner in which the Allies have
in each case followed Germany’s
moves, too late to foil them, reminds
us forcibly of a passage in a speech
of Demosthenes’, in which he endeav-
ours to lash the Athenians into action
against Philip and shows the conse-
quences of their irresolution. “You
fight,” he says, “as the barbarian
boxes. Hit him in one place, there
go his hands. Hit him in another
place, there go his hands again. He
follows your blows about and :«does
everything but the right thing, which
is to look you in the face.” The"Al-
lies’ strategy exactly. Lloyd George
is quite open ‘in his confession that
these disasters have all been directly
due to the absence of what is the very
first requirement in any war, cen-
trality and unity of direction and con-
trol. He does not go further and say
what that absence has been due to.
He does not say that the war might
have been won before this if it had not
been for the politicians. Yet he is cer-
tainly corfect in his one optimistic
judgment, that out of this last mis-
fortune in Italy has come a blessing
that will outweigh it tremendously.
There is unity of direction and of pur-
pose at last, prevented for so long by
stupidity and narrowness of - vision
and brought about by sheer force of
necessity alone.

However, when the Allies have
cried once more over their spilt milk,
they can gather every encouragement
from the situation that they face to-
day. As Lloyd George has suggested,
this unification of the great western
powers on a single front is probably
mere than a compensation for the
Italian set-back, while the position is
greatly improved in that theatre.
On the line of the Piave both sides
now draw together for the titanic
struggle that may outlast the winter.
We are convinced that its results will
far more than justify the great loss of
men, guns ahd territory that the Ital-
jans have lost. This war will end
when the enemy’s man-power is ex-
hausted and no sooner. On the plains
of Venetia it will be exhausted many
times more rapidly than in the Carso
mountaing and along the Isonzo.
‘What that means is already apparent
in several places. In Flanders Ger-
many no Jdonger dares to rely . upon
her wasted infantry. 'She is using her

The war has not “entered its gloom-
iest phase from the standpoint of the
United States and the nations oppos-
ing Germany.” Russia may be weary
and Italy weaker than was supposed,
but is not Germany much wearier,
and is not - Austria much weaker?
Austria could not defend itself against
the Servians. Italy has suffered a
very serious reverse, but has done
great things in the war. It will do
more great things. It has a large ar-
my in good spirits and supported by
the whole, nation, and reinforcements
are reaching it from its Allies, and
there will be a change of news from
the Italian front. 5

Cermany’s . allies  have been of
some territorial advantage to her, but
that is all. She has had to send
troops to save all of them from their
enemies, ;If she has used Bulgarians
and Turks against the Italiams,.it is

evidence of the serious impairment of |.

her man-power. She has been show-
ing signg'of distress for two ' years.
She has been constantly yielding -to
the hammer blows of ' France and
England 46r a year and a half. The
only article of winter food :that the
Governnient deems it safe to be defin-
ite about is potatoes. Dr. Adele,Phil-‘|
lips, an #merican physician, who liv-
ed in Beflin from 1906 to last June,
has givelin The Atlamtic Monthly
some in&'maﬂon about the extrémi-
ties of Berlin for food, and says that
the Govetnment has seen to it that

conditions were not so bad in Berlin
as in other cities, and she does not see
how Germany is goin_g to get through
the approaching winter.

Nor do Geramn papers. The econ-
omic situation is very serious, and it
has lasted until it is telling upon the
spirit of the people. The morale of
the army and navy is impaired. The
political situation is' very serious.
Two Chancellors have not dared to
avow or disavow the Imperial pro-
gramme of conquest, and a third will
succeed no better, because it is not
possible for him to satisfy the people
and his Imperial master. Economic,
political and military conditions were
until two weeks ago much worse in
Austria than they are in Germany, and
the victory over the Italians has not
improved the economic’situation, and
therefore it cannot long help the po-
litical situation. The military situa-
tion is likely to become less favour-
able in a few weeks.

Bulgaria and Turkey are support-
ed by Germany; they could not keep
the field otherwise; and they are doing
almost nothing in return for German
money, which is not real money, but
only bills of exchange. Germany has
for more than a year been inferior to
the Allies on the Western Front, and
in spite -of robbing the cradle and the
grave has been unable to change this
situation, and its lines have glven
away on the Somme, east of Ypres,
and are now being withdrawn on the
Aisne. Shipbuilding is exceeding ship
sinking, and if food supplies require
special handling, they are unquestion-
ably vastly better than those of Ger-
many, Austria, Bulgaria and Turkey.

Ever since we got into the war a
lot of our eminent statesmen have
been worrying lest we should not take
a sufficiently sombre view of our un-
dertaking. It is unnecessary, and
may eagily”be injurious. It is a ser-
ious matter to quench hope. We do
not underestimate the fighting capa-
city of Germany, or its power of en-
durance. But in spirit and matrial
resources ' Germany is far worse off
than the Allies.—Philadelphia Record.

Fact Forefold in Fiction|]

When Authors’ Brains Have Anticipa-
ted Inventors’ Brains. '

It is curious what a lot of things|

told long since in the guise of fiction,
and adjudged wildly improbable, have
a knack of f“coming true,” so to
speak, as time rolls on.

Some years ago, for instance; there
appeared in Pearson'i Magazine a
story entitled “The - Derelict,” from
the pen of Mr. Cutcliffe Hyne.

1t told how the redoubtable Captain
Kettle, with five .men to help him,
salved a derelict ship in mid-Atlantic
and brought her safely into port,
though she was water-logged and the
weather all through was atrocious.

Landsmen liked that story. Only
some - sailormen  objected . that the
thing could not be done. And yet the
thing was done recently.

Mr. Robert Fergusson, a Scoteh-
American, with only two fien to help
him (in'the story Captain Kettle had
five, be it remembered), salved the
Vigilant, and brought her safe into
Cardiff after she had been abandoned
in a sinking condition by her captain
and crew. They staked their lives
against the salvage money, and they
won, sharing a matter of £5,000 be-
tween them.

The Submarine Blockade.

Zeppelins were forecasted by Jules
Verne in “The Clipper of the Clouds,”
and by H. G. Wells in “The War in
the Air.”

“In the Angel of the Revolution,”
again, which old readers of Pearson’s
Weekly will remember as having ap-
‘peared in our eolumns in serial form,
many of the uses to which Zeppelins
have been put during the present war
were anticipated by the late Mr.
George Griffith.

A score or more of mnovelists,
ginning with Jules  Verne in 1869,
have forecasted the submarine. In-
deed, this writer’s description of the
submersible boat in his story,
“Twenty Thousand Leagues Under
the Sea,” might very well pass—al-
lowing for certain exaggerations par-
donable in a novelist—for one of the
new German super-submarines.

Then there was Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle’s story, “Danger,” which told
how a fleet of submarines blockaded
Britain and torpedoed our food ships.
This, we all know, is precisely what
is happening at this present moment.

The Tanks were in Ilike manner
forecasted by H. G. Wells in “The
Land Ironclads,” first published some
ten years ago. Jules Verne also us-
ed the same idea in a story éntitled
“The Steam House”; and- in “The
Begum’s Fortune” this same talented
French writer anticipated the use in
warfare -against his own _country of
shells filled with poison gas, similar
to those being used by the Huns..

Rider Haggard’s “King Solomon’s
Mines” was admittedly a ‘work of fic-
tion. The novelist had never been
anywhere near the mysterious land
he wrote of—which, indeed, at that
time was practically unknown to Eu-
ropeans. .

Years afterwards the Government
of Rhodesia, exploring amongst: the
prehistoric ruined cities of Mashona-
land, came across an almost ' exact
duplicate of the “temple of gold” so
vividly poitrayed by the novelist. It
was a vast elliptical building, and
gold was everywhere. The precious
metal was mostly shaped " into orna-
ments such as beads, bangles, and so
forth, exactly as Mr. Haggard had
foretold, and in places these costly
trinkets were found “as thickly
strewn about the cement floors of the
various rooms as nails and shavings
in a carpenter's shop.”

Coincidence could hardly go fur-
ther than this.—Pearson’s Weekly.

" Blond hair, unless shampooded very
carefully, wi'll darken with age. Egg
shampoo is not good for light hair, for
it contains sulphur, which will darken
it rapidly. Oils also have a darken-
ing effect on the hair and should: not
be used unless absolutely necessary.
