W.P.A. Financial Report

This Report Covers a Period From
September 1st, 1918, to date, Feb-
iu 25th, in all Practically Six

onths,

On September 1st, when our fifth
year began, we had on hand a Balance
of $15,289.04. Since that time our
total subscriptions have amounted to
$22,123.46, making in all $37,412.50,
Our expenditures have amounted to
$17,557.25, so that there is a balance
on hand of $19,855.35, with no out-
standing bills.

When we began operations in Sep-
tember we, in common with the rest
of the community, looked forward to
the continuance of hostilities for
many months. In view of this and of
the continued increase in prices, we
1aid in a stock of Red Cross and other
materials to last us for some months.
The sudden termination of the war
left us therefore with large stocks on
hand, and the problem of disposing
of them gave us considerable anxiety.
Our first thought was to sell them
back, even at a reduced figure, to the
people l‘rom whom they were bought,
but our! ecable to our purchasing
agents elicited the reply that there
were hundreds of organizations simi-
lar to our own in Canada and Ameri-
ca, who found themselves in exactly
the same position, and, that not only
could he not répurchase the goods,
but that he could not undertake to dis-
pose of them for us. We then took
the advice of a gentleman, whose busi-
j ness experience justified us in relying
ion his judgment, namely Sir Michael
! Cashin, and on that advice we tried to
dispose of them locally. We received
an offer for our Red Cross material
which we have accepted. To arrange
for a sale of the other goods we have
asked two gentlemen, Honorable John
Harvey and Mr. L. E. Emerson, to see
if some means could be devised.

After consultation they decided to
entrust the sale as a business propos-
ition to a broker in St. John’s and
so far he has been so successful that
we expect shortly to hear that every-
thing has been sold. When this has
been accomplished the proceeds will
be added to our funds. .

Since September 1st the books have
not been closed and consequently it
is not possible totake a detailed state-
ment of our position. If it should be
decided to bring an end to our activ-
tiies, a full detailed statement will be
given you. On the other hand, if we
decide to continue in some other
sphere of wusecfulness, the wusual
audit will take place on August 31st,
the result of which will be laid before
you in due course.

THE LIP BEAUTIFUL.

To cure the lip-biting habit it is

As long as the lips are smooth and

A good plan is to carry a stick of
ip salve with you and apply it as
soon as any inflammation is felt.

There is
also a camphor ice which comes in
stick form, which is excellent for the
lips and hands. It is a mixture of
gum camphor and vaseline and is
most healing. Apply this every night
before retiring and several times
during the day, particularly if you re-
main indoors.

If you desire to make a lip salve,
which I can strongly recommend, mix
the following ingredients. Spermaceti
ointment, one ounce; balsam of peru,
fifteen grains; alkanet root, fifteen |
grains; oil of cloves, five drops.

Heat the alkanet in the spermaceti |

ointment until the latter melts and |

Pass |
through a strainer, then slightly cool, |

Launching of Airplane
From an Airship.

By no means new is the idea of
launching an airplane from an air-
ship. For many years past artists
have shown large dirigibles carry-
ing one or more airplanes, for mili-
tary and peaceful purposes. But .t
is one thing merely to confine such
ideas to paper and quite another to
raalize such an achievement; and vet
it has been successfully accomplish-
ed.

Several weeks ago the experiment
of launching an airplane from a diri-
gible was successfully carried out at
the Rockaway Beach air station of
the Navy, near New York city. One
of the large Naval airships was
brought to the field and landed fol-
lowed by five airplanes from the
Mineola air school. When preparat-
ions for the test had been complcted,
the airship rose to a height of 100
feet, held by its anchor ropes, while
one of the airplanes was wheeled into
position below the large gas bag.
The airplane was fastened to the
dirigible by means of a 100-foot cable,
dropped from the car of the latter.

These preparations completed, bai-
last was dropped from the dirigible.
The airship rapidly rose to 3,000
feet, with the diminutive airplane
swinging below it at the end of the
100-foot cable. At the proper moment
the airplane pilot pulled the release
cord and freed his machine, which,
with ‘he engine ‘“dead,” went into a
steep nose dive.

The force of the air in the down-
ward rush was counted upon to
crank thc propellor and engine.
After dropping about 1,000 feet, the
engine started with a roar, and the
pilot then rejoined the four other
airplanes which had been circling
about, and in their company started
off for the Minelo field.

The airship was piloted by Lieul.
George Crompton of the Naval flying
Corps, with Chief Machinist Mates J.
L. Nichols and G. Copper as crew.
Lieut A. W. Redfield volunteered as
pilot for the airplane. As far as is
known, this is the first successful ex-
periment of its kind.—Scientific Am-

St. David’s Day.

St. David is believed by some au-
thorities to be the most truly nation-
al of all our British saints. He was
born and died on the spot where he
founded his cathedral, and his life's
work was all centred in the same
place. He is said to have been nep-
hew to King Arthur, and was the
first Bishop of Menevia, which place
took the name of St. David after his
death and in honour of his memory.
Of his father nothing is recorded.
His mother was St. Non, and he was
born in a field near St. David’s Head,
v here the ruined chapel of St. Non
still marks the place, and visitors
may view the “miraculous” spring,
said te have issued from the earth to
refresh the exhausted mother. David
was born in 460, and was educated in
the old Celtic monastery on the
island of Caldey, near Tenby, and
had for companions the famous Bre-
tons, St. Malo and St. Briene. When
he became a man he founded
monastery in his native place, famed
for the severity of its rule. From
this retreat he was called by the
nrecessity for combating the Arian
heresy. His speech against this
“New Thelogy” at a Synod of the
Cel ic Church at Llandewi Brefi, in
Cardigenshire, confuted the heretics,
and the saint was unapimously . re-
guested to become Archbishop of
Caerleon. This appointment he only
accepted on condition of the See be-
ing moved to Menevia. Thus the

Mr. P. Bennett pointed out the value
of labor to capital and invention and
the evils of strikes as a means of at-
taining the ends of labor. In Eng-
‘land the Government had K decided
that working hours should not be
more than 8 hours a day, and the
same law should be enforced here.

Mr. W. A. O’D. Kelly referred to
employment, wages and food as the
questions for which solutions is be-
ing sought. A Department of Labor
would facilitate it.

Others speakers were Messrs. E. J.
Whitty, M. E. Malone, J. Cahill, W. J.
Willar, H. Taylor, Warwick Smith, S.
Merrils, G. Tucker and T. C. Noel.

The appointment of a committee to
interview the Government relative to
the enactment of legislation to create |
such a department was left in the
hands of the executive.

For Life-Saving.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—From the time the Ger-
man grand fleet was surrendered to
the Allies until ‘the present, there has
been great differences of opinion as'!
to the best thing to do with it. Great
Britain proposed sinking the entire
fleet, the Utited States agrees, but
France and Italy protests and wants
them proportionately divided amongst
the Allies. But I have never read nor
heard anyone suggest putting them to
the service and protection of human-
ity and toiling mariners.

Sometime ago I came from Port aux
Basques to St. John’s by s.s. Kyle,
and as I looked upon that rugged
coast, I thought how many precious
lives have been hurled into eternity
against its shores, that if necessary
protection were available, might have
been saved.

The thought came to me, if some of
those thirty-five and forty-knot de-
stroyers were placed along the coast
ready to be despatched at the sound
of the 8.0.8. calls, what, a splendid
service they would render to toiling
mariners and travelling public of the
world. ;

Some three weeks ago, while in
Sydney, N.S., I tosk up a paper and
saw where there was a movement on
foot to petition the Dominion Govern-
ment for something of this nature to
be placed at Sydney Harbor. What if
the Newfoundland Government, the
Canadian Government and any other
Government that has to depend large-
1y upon the ocean for its commercial
trade, unite in trying to secure some
‘| such protection for its mariners,.con-
ducted by an International Board of
Control,” and its support based on a
tonnage basis of all nations interest-
ed, or supported by a recompense
from Germany.

Royal Arms over the Judge’s seat in
the Court House at Harbor Grace, was
painted by him, drafted out with a
goose quill. His writing and- draw-
ings were the best I have ever seem,
and I firmly believe could not be ex-
celled by the hands of man. In his
conversation he could quote with
case, without any reference to a book,
from such writers and -orators as
Herodotus, Homer, Caesar, Tacitus,
Pliny, Diodorus, Strabo, Gildas, Bede,
Flaviys, Josephus, Cicero’s
pics, Euripides, Plutarch, Horace, Vir-
gil’'s Eneid, Muirchu Maccu Mactheni,
De Jubainville, Ovid’s Metamorphoses,
Revue des Questiones EKistoriques,
etc., etc. He lived to a very old age,
and always wore a silk, hat, dress
coat, large silver watch and carried
a blackthorn stick. In fact many of
the Irishmen lived to be centenari<
ans, and I know one named Cooney,
110, Curtin, 106, Mrs. O’Neil, 106, and
Mr. O'Neill, of Freshwater, St. John’s,
was, I understand, 110, Grendeil, 114,
and there were many others. There
must be comething in the soil and
atmosphere of Old Ireland conducive
to longevity, because it is recorded in
the Journal of the Archaeological So-
ciety of Ireland that the last survivor
of Cromwell’s Ironsides, Colonel Thos.
Winslow, of Tipperary, who died in
1766 at the extraordinary age of 146
years, held the rank of captain when
Oliver, the regicide, made his expedi-
tion to Ireland in 1649, It is worthy
of note that many of.Cromwell’s brood.
married in Ireland before and after
the Restoration of Charles I, and as
Barrington says, they became more
Irish than the Irish themselves. Some
one has said that knowledge is like
the mystic ladder in the Patriarch’s
dream. Its base rests on the primeval
earth—its crest is lost in the shadowy
splendour. of the empyrean; while
the great authors, who, for tradition-
ary ages, have held the chain of sci-
ence and philosophy, of poesy and
erudition, are the angéls ascending
and descending the sacred scale, and
maintaining, as it were; the communi-
cation between man and Heaven. Let
us hope that the learned, cultured and
refined old Irish immigrant Clance,
who passed such a mysterious life in
this world, has had his recompense in
Heaven, and that he has been allot-
ted a front seat in his eternal home
and rest amongst the harps and
chanters.

Upon ‘the whole I am well satisfied
with ‘what you have sent out this
Spring, and should the other vessels
be fortunate in arriving out with the
remainder of the Indent and salt it
will be capital. It was my own
fault for not asking for 60 youngsters
last Fall instead of 30. It is surpris-
ing to see what a call there is for
English boys.
