THE POULTRY SHOW.
Thursday, March 6. 

The visitors yesterday numbered be­
tween four and five hundred. Many of 
these were ladies, and the drill shed 
looked especially lively in the afternoon.

On looking over the number of entries, 
we find them distributed over the princi- 
cipal classes in the following proportion : 
Dorkings, 24, Cochins, 37, Brahmas, 39, 
Spanish, 14, Leghorns, 12, Polands, 27, 
Hamburgs, 34, Hondans, 7, Crevecceurs, 
7, Bantams, 12. The largest number of 
entries in any one variety was that of 
Light Brahma chickens, 16; and next 
was Partridge Cochin chickens, 12.

Taking the collections of individual ex- 
* hibitors, we find the giant of tho poultry 
fanciers, Mr. H. M. Thomas, Brooklin, at 
the head of all his fellow exhibitors in 
number and variety of fine- birds. He 
shows five pens of Dark Brahmas—two 
of fowls and three of chickens; four pairs 
of Partridge Cochins, two old and two 
young; three coops of White Cochins, 
two of Grey Dorkings, two of Buff Cock- 
ins, two of Black-red Game, two of Sil­
ver and two of Golden Spangled Ham­
burgs, three of Silver and two of Golden 
Spangled Polands, three of Hondans; and 
cingle pens of White Leghorns, Light 
Brahmas, White-crested Polands, White 
Polands, Silver-pencilled and Silver 
Spangled Hamburgs, Golden 8eabright 
Bantams, Black-red Bantams, geese, 
rabbits, and the only pen of Crevecœnr 
fowls in the show. He takes a very large 
number of prizes, particulars of which 
will be found in the prize list ; and shews 
some magnificent birds, amongst which 
we may notice a remarkably large and 
handsome Dark Brahma chicken, (1st 
prize) imported from Birmingham ; and 
a Partridge Cochin chicken from the 
celebrated English breeder, Mr. Tomlin­
son, for which Mr.'Thomas refused $75.

Mr. Wm. Sturdy, Guelph, is strong in 
Black Spanish, showing three coops, for 
all of which, he takes prizes. He has 
the same number of Partridge Cochins, 
and takes two prizes, one of which is a 
third for a pair of chickens, which were 
late consequently not tip to the mark in 
size. Of Dark Brahmas Mr. Sturdy 
shows three pens, and one pen of light, 
which takes a third prize. He haft also 
three pens of Golden Spangled Ham­
burgs, and takes prizes on all of them 
two first and one third. One of these 
premium. birds has taken the first prize 
at every show in Canada since 1872. He 
has two coops of Black-red game, one a 
prize ; and one coop of beautiful snowy 
White Cochins, second prize, the same 
pair that won first prize at the Buffalo 
show. In ducks, be has two pens each 
of Ronens and Aylcsburys. and takes 
prizes for all of them. A pail of fine 
Toulouse geese, gaming bito a first 
prize, conclude his collection.

A committee was then appointed to 
prepare a list of Directors for submission 
to a meeting to be held this (Thursday) 
afternoon at two o’clock, and the meet­
ing adjourned.

&c. Soon after 8 o'clock, John Chap­
man, Esq., postmaster of Hespeler, took 
the chair, and J. P. Phin,.Esq., the vice­
chair. To the right of the ohaiiman 
were Messrs. Farr & Bowlby, to the left 
Messrs. Long and Bisby. Geo. Randall, 
Esq., of Randall, Farr & Co., was unfor­
tunately absent from illness. Farther to 
the right and left were seated about 90 
gentlemen. At the end of the hall was 
Limpert's Quadrille Band—adding much 
to the evening’s enjoyment by their en­
trancing strains.

After the wants of the inner man were 
bountifully supplied, and the standard 
toasts usual upon such occasions had been 
duly honored, the chairman gave the

During the past ten years of your re­
sidence in this village, yon have shown 
yonself to be a good citizen and a useful 
member of society—willing to take your 
share of the labors and responsibilities 
appertaining to the management of onr 
local affairs. The frequent demands 
upon your liberality are well known here; 
and the cheerful manner in which these 
have, at all times, been responded to 
deserve the highest praise. We feel that 
in parting with yon this village will suffer 
a heavy loss indeed, and one not easily 
replaced.

The firm cf Randall, Farr & Co., and 
Farr, Long & Bisby, of which yon have 
been the resident manager and chief re­
presentative, are too favorably known 
throughout the length and breadth of 
Canada to require any mention here. 
Their projected removal to the United 
States is a national loss, and one deeply 
deplored by all, and we can only assure 
you, sir, we deeply regret that it has not 
been in the power of . this village to offer 
your companies sufficient inducements to 
prevent their removal. Allow us now to 
assure you that it was not a lack of 
the will, but of the means, which has re­
tarded any movement in that direction ; 
and, sir, we hope that this recognition, 
small though it be, will be acceptable by 
you, as showing the feeling entertained 
by the inhabitants of this place towards 
yourself.

Accept this oyster supper, presented to 
you and the other members of your firm 
by thosepresent, representing, as you will 
see, every branch of trade, and a very 
large portion of the respectable members 
of society in this village.

In conclusion, we wish you eveiy suc­
cess in your new undertaking, and health 
and happiness to yourself and your good 
lady, Mrs. Farr, in your new home.

Mr. Farr, upon rising to respond, was 
received with loud and enthusiastic 
cheers.

Mr. Chairman, vice-chairman, and gen­
tlemen, probably you nearly all know me 
so well that" you will not expect a speech 
from me. It is something I never at­
tempt to make. I can, however, in a 
plain way tell you that I thank you very 
heartily for this mark of your good will 
and kindly feelings towards the two firms 
of which I am a member, and I can as­
sure you that I feel deeply the honor you 
have done me by the presentation of such 
an address, couched as it is in terms so 
flattering. I am happy to learn that my 
conduct as a citizen has been such as 
to meet with your approbation. During 
my ten years’ residence here I?have be­
come attached to the place and its inhab­
itants, and it will he like the severing of 
old ties to leave it. The fates have so 
willed it,however, and I must follow their 
dictation. I am sorry that the necessity 
has arisen for onr removal, but in order 
to produce our goods to the best advan­
tage and at the lowest cost, they must be 
made on a large scale, and there is really 
no encouragement to extend or increase 
our business in Canada. Onr very low 
tariff offers but a slight barrier to the 
foreign manufacturer, whose object it is 
to crush out all new enterprises. How­
ever, it is not my purpose to say anything 
to-night in the cause of protection ; in 
fact, I must confess a complete change of 
sentiment on this subject recently. I am 
now, and shall be in future, a strong free­
trader—for Canada. I expect to buy
Canadian wool, take it to the States and 
manufacture it into dress goods, and 
then send the goods back to Canada and 
sell them ; consequently I want easy ac­
cess to' your markets, which the present 
low tariff offers. Canada seems to be 
drifting in this direction, that is, the 
growing and producing of raw materials, 
sending them abroad to be manufactured, 
and buying back the goods made from 
them. This policy may, and seems to, 
suit the Canadian free-traders, but we 
must be excused if our opinions differ 
from theirs on the question of Political 
Economy. "In bidding you farewell, I do 
so with many genuine regrets. The good 
wishes you so kindly extend to Mrs.
