OrrAwA, Ont., March 10.—The total
number of Chinese immigrants who ar-
rived in Canada from March 3lst; 1887,
to December 31st, 1889, was 1877.. Of
these 1487 were landed at Vancouver,
363 at Victoria, 12 at New, W estminster
and the remainder at other. ports. The
total amount of fees collected during
this period was $83,000. Four Chinese
were detected in attempting to land. on
fraudulent certificates last year. Three
thousand four hundred and eighty-seven
return  certificates have been issued
in the period named. Considerable cor-
respondence bearing on the conduct of
Interpreter Vrooman was embodied iu
the return brought down.  On the aboli-
tion of the olice of interpreter, Vroo-
man received a gratuity ot $364.
