Dr. Moor, of New-’;;}k, olaims to have
discovered an antidote for morphine, It is
permanganate of potash. The dootor, in the

presence of a number of friends; swallowed

three grains of- morphine, which isa fatal
dose, He immediately afterwards awal.
lowed a quantity of the antidote without feel-
ing or evincing any ill effects from the poi-
son. Ithas since been found by two stu-
dents, who made their experiments upon
dogs and other animals, that-the antidote is

equally efficacious when the merphine is in-
| Jooted hypodermically, A suffici | from _ Dus
jected and allowed to -do its work on the |’

system for some little time.  The perman-
ganate of potash ‘was then administered
in the sasme way, in the proportion
of one and a third grain - to. each
gqrain of morphine. The animal was ina
short time roused from the torpor induced
by the poison, and it quickly recovered. It
seems that there is no doubt about the effi-
cacy of the antidote. If the results of the
experiments can be relied upon, the disgovery
is & most valaable one. Deaths from over-
doses of morphing, taken accidentally or
with euicidal intent, are not uncommon,
when the lives of the viotims might have
been saved if there was an antidote at hand.
The permanganate of potash, it is said, acts
more quickly than the morphine,
