WITHOFF’S CHIEF
OF STAFF SPEAKS

Executive Officer of the Late
Admiral Gives His Vicws
on War’s Lessons,

Tsingtau, Sept. 2.—Captain Matouse-
vitch. the late Admiral W’.ithoﬁ’s chief
of staff, who arrived here wounded on
the Rnpssian battleship Czarevitch Au-
gust 12, in an interview today with a
correspondent of the Assoctated Press
on the naval lessons of the war, said:
“L do mot believe that the preparavions
of either navy have demonstrated any-
thing that will materiaiiy change war-
tare. -The greatest lesson has been the
usefulness of ‘wireless telegraphy.. In
the fight of August 10 we used the
wireless system in gignalling until the
apparatus was shot away. We found
it worked more reliably and gquicker
than the flags. T 'believe in the future |
every ship in all the navies, even gun-
beats, will be fitted with wireless ap-
paratus. ,

“Much has been learned about mines
and torpedoes. The only defence against
munes is good judgment, or imsight as
to where they are likely to be placed
by the enemy. I1f it is imperative that

sweepers in advance. The war has
demonstrated that the most powerful
searchlightS cannot pick up floating
mires, that the latter were unknown
before this war. The Japadé¥e made
as many -as 15 ineffectual torpedo - at-
tacks in one night.

1f a reduction of wages below the mini-
wmum ean be effected in Scotland, it will
inevitably be followed by a similar re-
duction of the minimum wage in the
other parts of Great Britain, and by a
complete demoralization of the indastry
throughout the kingdom.

In this crisis the miners of Scotland
have called upon their brethren in the
English and Welsh mines to meet them
in a conference to determine upon a
single policy of united action in resist-
ing the aggresions of the Scottish mine
owners and in defence of the minimum
wage. .It is, of course, impessible to
forsee what any conference will de-
termine upon, but from such informa-
tion as I have obtained, it seems proba-
ble that unless the Scottish mine own-
ers withdraw their demand for the abro-
gation of the minimum wage the result
will be a total cessation of mining in
Great Britain, as the English, Scotch
and Welsh miners will defend this priu-
ciple to the last pitch. It is the earnest
hope of the miners’ officials, as well as
of the leading men in the community, a
hope expressed everywhere, that the
Scottish mine owners may perceive the
folly of their present attitude and may
be persuaded to withdraw a demand
which assails the fundamental principle
upon which the peace movement has
been based and which threatens the dis-
continuance of harmony, in the coal in-
dustry of Great.

The hydraulic mines ‘about Barkerville
have the last few years beenfthgy steady
producers and it is with the utmost pleas-
ure .the Journal chronicles that the produc-
tion of this year is as good if not a little.

Valley Company Leaves
For Belton Today,

Will Visit Properties and Report
on Feasibility of Various
Routes,

Mr. D. B. Bogle, of the Flathead Val-
ley.-Compauy, leaves for a trip through
the oil country today. Mr. Bogle ex-
pects to be absent in Southeast Koote-
nay and the adjacent territory of Alber-
ta and Montana; for . & month and
will cover -about 2 miles on horseback,
He will enter the country by way of
Belton, Montana, on the Great North-
ern Railroad, and will follow up Sage
(or Oil) creek as far as the Big Spring
near which is sitnated some of the
ocompany’s property.. From there he will
o south and then along Kish-e-neh-nah
crees, and will cross the provincial
boundary  into" Alberta by way of the
South Kootenay pass. Mr. Bogle will
report on the feasibility of the pass as
a route for traunsportation to the com-
pany’s property, especially for the bring-
ing in of the boring outfit. There is
considerable doubt as to the’best route
for transportation to the ofl country. At
present Belton, Montang, is the princi-
pal outfitting point, but "other routes
may be more suitable for certain por-
tions of the country.

While in Alberta, Mr. Bogle will v.sit
the oil wells of the Rocky Mountain Oil
Company, located three miles on the
Alberta gide. Mr. Bogle’s company hags
property three miles on the British Co-
fumbia wide of the boundary and pros-
Dpecting operations .are  likely to com-
mence in this country which is so near
to the flowing wells off the other side.
From Alberta Mr. Bogle will turn back
to Montana to visit “the scene of the
boring operations on Kintla creek,
which flows from British Columbia into
Montana close to the Alberta boundary.
The commencement of active opera-
tions by the Flathead Valley Company
will depend upon the report of the ex-
pert who is to be sent in to investigate,
the most favorable ground to sink on.
There is not much news to hand from
the oil country of late. The Kintla
creekpeople are at work boring again,
after an accident which caused some de-
lay, the casing having broken at the
bottom of the shaft. On the east side
of the range in Montana, just south of
Alberta, four companies which are op-
erating have struck oil in small quanti-
ties. In Alberta the Rocky Mountain
people are still boring, but do not ex-
pect to bring in any more wells than
the two they already have for some
time.

A story comes from Spokane of a big
scheme that is on foot to float a com-
pany capitalized at $10,000,000 to build
a railway givilig  access to the Flathead
valley. Negotiations prosecuted by the
Kootenay ©oal Company have, it is
said, so far resulted in a third company
taking over 100 coal claims, selected
from the holdings of the cqmpany and
the Nelson syndicate. This will consti-
tute 64,000 acres of coal lands, and in
return the new company is to build a
railway through the district.

ANTIQUITY OF THE ROSE.
From Success.

Rose cultures’ beginning es “back
beyond records. - The Hower igomen'tlo'n-'
ed in the earliest Coptic manuseript.
India’s traditions take <the rose to the
times of the gods on earth. HEgypt had
roses, wild and tame, before the Roman
occupation made it, in a way, Rome’s
commercial rose garden; yet, curiously
enough, there is no reference to the
flower in painting, sculpture or hiero-
glyphics. Japan in our times parallels
Egypt. Roses flourish there, but do not |
serve as a motive for ‘artists. There is
this further likeness—neither Egypt nor
Japan has a rose song, or 4 love song
proper—so it may well be that madam
the rose is avenged for the slight.

The Jews, returnjag from the Baby-
lonish captivity, took with them a re-
compense of roses. Semiramis, with
the world at her feet, found her chief
joy in. a bower of roses. Mohammed
turning back from Damascus after
viewing it encircled with rose gardens.
“It is too delightful. A man can have
but one paradise,” said the prophet.
Damascus lies in . the heart of Syria,
whose name some geographers derive
from seri, meaning a wild rose, and
wild roses are abundant there. The
damask roses of our gardens go bac
to Damascus. They were brought fro:
it at the time of the Crusades—altho
exactly when, or by whom, nobody cam
certainly say.

SPLIT PIT PEACH.

Experts ,Begin Second Investigation
to Stop the Deadly Disease.

After slow, patient work for a year,

the University of California agricul-
tural department has again taken ap
thetask of investigating the split pit
peach in this state. Professor Arnold
' Stubenrauch of the horticultural
department, assisted, by Ij}rnest B.
Babeock, a senior adent in the col-
lege of agriculture, undett@hng the
work ‘of visiting the chief afflicted ls-
tricts and securing ‘specimens of the
puzzling disease, the solution of which
problem ' is causing ‘the farmers and
cauners so much trouble.
. Last year, the agricultural experts
were absolutely in the dark concern-
ing the cause of the strange malady,
which seemed to have fallen with spe-
cial rigor among the orchards of Cali-
fornia. By corresponding with a large
number -‘of fruit-growers - and cannecs
and carefully watching conditions in®
‘the orchards, they have come to ‘the con-
¢lusion that the reason for the splitting
of the pits is not traceable to any par-
ticular cultivation or irrigation methods
as the same orchards and even indiv'd-
ual trees produce both kinds of fruit,
those free from splits and those dam-
aged ‘by the disease. Whether adverse
climatic or soil conditions are the cause
must still be determined. It is believed
that these, agencies must at least con-
tribute to the general result.

The harm, whatever it is seems to
get its start just after the fruit buds,
and the difficulty seems to be located
in the interior of the fruit, where a
calous growth finalfy* intrudes on the
.pit and causes it tonbreak up. The
disease is not confined to any one par-
ticular variety, and the canners are
finding great difficulty in handling both
free and clingstones. Since the pits
have been so shatfered by the blights,
they are found impossible to move by
the ordinary mechanical methods, and
a vast amount of time ‘and hard work
has been needed to replace ‘the former
use of machinery.

Specimens of split pit peaches from
the Santa Clara valley have heen pro-
cured and brougnt to the herticultural
laboratory at Berkeley. This week
similar specimens will be secured from
Marysville. By getting together rep-

| resentative peaches from the afflicted

orchards throughout
material will be in the possession of
the college experts to undertake a
microscopical study of the ‘disease and
! discover the true causes of the blight.
‘/There is undoubtcdly some organism,
either fungus or 'bacterial, whieh ‘is at
_the  root of\the difficulty, but whether
such climatic influences  'ag unseason-
wable frosts or rains. dronght. cold or
the case remains to be settled.
