LONGFELLOW,
Chanecelior 8ims’ Lecture on the Poet of
the BWearthstone,

Last night Chancellor Sims delivered a lec-
ture on Longfellow in the Sherbourne street
Methodist church. The building was com-
fortably fliled, and the lecturer gave his
hearers a rare treat in the masterly and
poetical manner in which he presented the
poet of the hearthstone. Mr. Wm. Gooder-
ham introduced the chancellor, who said that

it is a strange fact that poets come in clusters |

and constellations. The group of American
Qoem were Bryant, 1794; Longfellow, 1807;
Whittier, 1807, and Dr. Holmes, 1809. Two of
these have p:ssed away. ‘The other two
linger and are idolized by English-speaking
people all over the world Of longfellow’s
character, Javes Russe!ll Lowell eaid: “It
was 8o beautiful that it was tenderer than
anything he ever wrote,” He was a university
student at 14 and was appointed a professor
in the third college of the United States at 19,
When he went abroad to study modern lan-
guages he visited the o'd castles and ruins of
ermepy and other countries, and gave to
their historic iegends abetter setting than they
received in theirown land. He was a poet at 16,
and his earliest works gave high promise of
what migh' be expected in ricer years. At
28 he was elected Professor of B:lles Lettres
at Harvard KEvangeline, which for metre,
story and beauty was unexcelled in the Eng-
lish language, was written at the age of 40,
and Hiawstha at 48. He continued to write
until death. He penned his name for the last
time in a scho lhoy'salbum. The reason why
he remained silent during the American war
was not indifference—his hkeart was so
touched he conld nct bear to speak of it.
longfellow had s2nt forth his productions for
50 years, and there was not a line that con-
tributed to sk«pticism or immorality of any
kind. The lectnrer gave many beautiful

At an Explanation—Ife Falls to Touch
the Vital Point—The Cempany Bbid
Reduce the Security of the Policy
Helders.

Editor World: In conpection with my
candidature for the mayoralty you have at-
tacked the action of a company of which I am
presideat.

MINISTERIAL EXEMPTIONS.

Judge MecPDougall’s Decision fu the Ap-
peal -Cases.

Judge McDougall handed down judgment
in the ministerial exemption appeals yester-
day morning. The judge sail he had arrived
at the conclusion that the appeals of profes-
sors of theological institutigns should be- al-
lowed. Was it not, he asked, clerical work to
train, educate, and Frepare athers to become
clergymen, especially if the position of pro-
fessor in a theological schoo! by the-rules of
the denomination could onkv be fliled by a
clergyman, and if the stipen g&id such pro-
fessor was solely from church furds, and
was not derived from fees payable by'the stn-
dents? He would allow the apveals of the
following gentlemen: Rev. Messrs. Caven,
J. H. Castle, William Gregg, Wm. McLaren
H. McVicar, E, H. Welton, A.H. Norman an
J. W, A. Stewart.

In the case of editors of religious news-
papers and periodicals he had more doubt.
The editorial charge of a religious weekly
newspaper or monthly magazine could
hardly be viewed as work that was strictly
clerical. He disallowed the appeals of Rev.
Drs. Withrow, Dewart and Stone.

As to the managers of business institutions,
such as book stewards, ete.. they fell within
the ratio decidendi applicable to editors of
religious newspapers, and he must therefore
disallow the appeal on income of Rev, Mr.
Briggs, book steward of the Methodist body.
It being admitted that they derived their in-
come eolely from their offices he could not, he
thought, upon principle, distinguish the posi-
tion of clerical treasurers of church funds from
that oocupied by the managers of the business
institutions conmeoted with the religious
bodies. The appealsof Rev. Wm. Reid and
Rev. James Grey were therefore dismissed.

Superannuated ministers were entirely un-
connected with any lay employment, and,
therefore, their salaries were exempted from
taxation. The question of their right to the
$2000 exemption for dwelling-house was less
free from doubt. The appeals for exemption
for residence of Rev. Messrs. C. Campbell,
‘Wm. Cleland, John Hunt and Samuel Rose
were allowed. The appeal of Rev. J. D.
Gilb rt, who has the charge of a poor congre-
gation in an outlying township. for exemption
for his residence was also allowed.

The aspect of affairs in Ireland was never
more menacing than at present. Protestant-
ism in three or four provinces is at the mercy
of avowed conspirators who are endeavoring
to overthrow t-e rule of the imperial govern-
ment, The duty of all true Irishmen is plain.
While unwaveringly upholding Orange prin-
cip'es and abating not one jot of our conscien
tious opinion we shall cordially welcome all
who are willing to assist in keeping intact the
bond of unity with the great empire of which
we are proud to form a not unimportant part.
Our little bond of loyalists finds itself
in a Posiuon of unequalled difficulty.
The small but firmly vnited band of loyalist
members of the hopse of commons by ennrgg
and determ’nation may convince their Englis!
brethren that the leyalists represent the in-
dustry and intelligence of Ireland. In the
event of the Parnellites’ demands being
granted the loyalists would be placed in a
worse position than that of their ancestors
under the rule of Tyrcoonel, The slightest
relaxation of the ties of union will eventuate
in separation and the ultimate ruin of the
country, 1t will establish a drill ground for
hostile armies and dockyards for foreign fleets
in the most vulnerable part of the empire.

Canadians have bad dangled before their
eyes of late something called imperial
federation; or, rather, the mame of it
merely, for nobody bas yes been able to
tell us what the thing itself is or is pro-
posed to be. We cannot really find ont
enough about it to ray which would be the
more correct of the two--to characterize it
o8 & shadow shrouded in miss, according
to one view of it, or as & mere tisene of
glittering generalities, according to another.
Probably each of the two gimilitudes has
its own certain fitness.

Nevertheless, it does appear 88 if
there were some solid reality that casts be-
fore it the shadow which ie called federsa-
gion—that is, with regard to the Brit-
ish empire. It is saie to say that in the
three kingdoms the events of the last few
months have given the problem of federa~
tion » greater impulse towards solution
than all that happened during the twenty-
five years preceding. Call it federstion,
home rule, or local goversment—the thing
signified is much the same at bottom. In
Canada we know more practically about
home rule than they do in the old country;
we have tried the thing, and understand
pretty well how it works, But the home
pule wpirit is rising there, and it is mot
eonfined to Ireland pither. A cable cor-
respondent says that a curious and rather
unexpected feature of the sitnation is the
hearty acceptance which the bumlk of the
libersl papers in Scotland give to the bome
rule program asoribed to Mr. Gladstone.
There are some exceptions to be sure, but
the rule has been expected to be the other
way. Almost every one, too, speaks of
the concession of a Dublin parliament as
» step in the direction of British federa-
tion, under which Scotland, too,
wonld bave a parlisment of her own.
There has been no particular desire for
this among the Scotoh heretofore, but it is
evident that this grant of autonomy to
Treland would awaken a strong sentiment
there which the liberals will generaliy
welcome and foster. In fact, the people
begin to see the gigantic proportions which
the change involves, and they discover
that whas is called the Irish guestion
really raises the subject of a grand re-
modeling of the whole British governing
machinery.

What if the
majority of English liberals should take it
jnto their heads that home rule in Ireland
would be no victory for true reform prin-
eiples, but really a triumph of local tory-
jem! Mr, Cowen of Newcastle approves,
but Mr. Chamberlain hangs back, as if he
feared something of the kind, Was Mr.,
Parnell wholly mistaken when he advised
Irish voters in England to vote against
all the liberal candidates, Cowen
excepted? Perhaps not. Is it the nation,
eor the province, that is the real stronghold
of liberal principles? Aa assertion of
extreme provincial rights by Quebec, for
instance, might cause some people here to
sge this question in a new light.- Suppose
thas the mesjority there should say, both
by word and deed, that the minority have
no rights which they are bound to respect ?
