Death of a Well Known Mission
Worker.

The remains of the late Mr. Archibald
Blue, whose death occurred on Wednes-
day at Victoria Hospital, were interred
this afternoon in Mount Pleasant Ceme-
tery.

Mr. Blue was one of the best-known
mission workers in this part of the pro-
vince, especially in the pioneer days,
when he worked among the Gaelic sett-
lers, who were scattered throughout
Western Ontario.

He was 88 years of age and had lived
in London for a long term of years, and
will be most prominently remembered as
a mission worker who devoted much of
his time ministering to the sick bodv at
the hospital and to those with ailments
of the soul at the county jail. He was
indefatigable in his work for bettering
the cause of those who suffered, no matter
trom either ailment.

Born in the Highlands of Scotlaad, Mr,
Blue was for many years employed by
one of the big steamship lines. He cruis-
ed in many parts of the world. Coming
to Canada he found himself particularly
adapted to the work of ministering to the
Gaelic people in this conntry.

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Is Lightning Growing More Destruc-
tive ?

About as pressing and practical ques-
tion as there is before the scientists
of this country vo-day, is as to whether
any means exist or can be devised to
lessen the danger to farm buildings
from lightning. It seems to be ad-
amitted by general agreement of opinion
that ele rical storms are more numer
ous and wore violent in the older dis-
tricts of Ontario than they were
in the days of the pioneers ; and it
needs only a glance over the news-
paper despatches after any of these
great electrical storms to show the
wide spread and terrible destruction.
The great storm on Monday, 16th
ult for instance extended over the
counties of Lambton, Issex, Kent,
Elgin and Middlesex, and in these five
counties it caused a loss by the burn-
ing of barns and contents which ig
variously estimated at from fifty to
seventy-five thousand dollars. This
seems a large sum, but when it is
considered how large an amount the
cost of a first-class barn and its con-
tents may represent, and secondly,
when it is noted that from parts of
the district covered by the storm came
reports that during its continuance
the glare of three or four and in one
case of six sets of burning farm build-
ings could be seen from a single point
of view at the same time, or when, as
in the case of the travellers by rail-
way on that evening from Chatham
to Glencoe, the light of no less than
eighteen fires could be seen from the
car windows in a run of thirty flve
miles, the probability is that the loss
over the whole district is rather under
than over estimated. In fact, looking
at the destruction which has been
caused by electrical storms in western
Oantario during the past few  seasons,
it would seem that when a progress-
ive farmer builds one of the great up-
to date present day barns, with hay
and grain storage, stables, granary,
implement shelter and work-room all
inciuded under one roof, the reason-
able expectation is that some day or
other the whole huge structure will go
in a fire caused by lightning, with the
strong probability that when it does
go, the owner’s whole crop for the
season and mo3t of his implements
will go with it. One school of theo-
rists argus that the greater violence
of electrical storms in these days is
caused by the immense modern de-
velopement of electricity for industrial
uses, which it is claimed is turning
the whole country into one great mag-
net. Another theory is that the
storms are not more violent than they

they used to be, but that the trouble
is due to the too geneial clearing of
the country, whereby the lightning
bolts which formerly spent their force
harmlessly shattering trees in the
woods or on the road allowance, now
find the farmers’ barns the most cou-
spicuous and consequently the most
attractive objects in the landscape.
Still another explanation that is being
advanced is that when a big barn is
filled with crops, the drying out of the
contents that follows causes a column
of vapor to rise from the building that
forms a natural conductor and leads
down the lightning from the storm
cloud to the barn. Which of these
explanations or whether any of them
is the correct one may be an interest-
ing topic of discussion for the scient-
ists, but it is of very little practical
concern to the barn owner, unless
from some of them the scientific per-
sons can deduce for him some prac
tica! suggestions as to how he may
protect his property. Lightning rods
as a safegnard have ceased to com-
mand much respezt, and until some
effective device in the way of light-
ning protection is put forward, about
the only practical measure which the
farmer can take to lessen the fire
danger is to put a satisfactory insur-
ance on his property and see that he
keeps up the payments.

- Farmers’ Wives and Autos.

Superintendent Putnam of the Far-
mer’sInstitute stated this morning that
he had received numerous letters from
Women'’s Institute members, coplain-
ing that “‘a reckless disgard of the
speed law and other regulations,” on
the part of many automobilists had
thinned the attendance at women’s
meetings.

The Cement Age.

In 1901 the value of cement pro-
duced in Canada was less than $102,-
000, iu 1905, it was $2,000,000.
‘When production doubled between
1901 and 1904 it was feared that a
market could not possibly be found
for the output. Since then, howaver,
the material has been made to serve
purposes not dreamed of three or four
years ago. At first its use in Ontario
was confined almost wholly to- the
basement of farm buildings and drain
culverts. Now. the material is being
used for scores of other purposes.
os are being built of it and cement
houses are as common as
structures were a few years since. In
railway work it promises soon to com-
mand the field. Even on the main
line of the C. P. R. north of Lake Su-
perior, where the country is all rock,
cement bridges are being built to re-
place the wooden structures, In older
Ontario this same artificial granite
will soon take the place of cedar posts
in fencing, and one genius has already !
| gone so far as to make a stove of the
| material.

Those farmers who have grain, espec-
ially peas, oats and barley to sell,jwill no
doubt do well to gradually get their sale-
able surplus on the market this fall while
prices are high. Inthe case of wheat,
there is little danger of a drop below the
present figures, A great deal depends
upon the Argentine crop returns. If that
is a failure, no doubt wheat will soar.
But in the case of coarse grains, there is
danger of a slump before next spring. A
farmer cannot successfully gauge the
future by present big prices. In 1904
wheat at this time, as our last article re-
ported, was $1.07. It fell before spring
to 75 cents,

The continual mutterings of a scarcity
and the looking for big prices have per-
haps tended towards the present high
prices from short supplies. The after-
math may spell a different story to our
farmers.—World.

The time draws near when numer-
ous farmers over Ontario are thinking
of selling ont, to go into other business-
es, to retire or to make room for other
stock. KEach year has its own pe-
caliarities that sway the farmers in
their biddings, either to slowness or
livliness. As « rule of late years the
early sales have not drawn big erowds
owing to the scarcity of help on the
farm and October has, therefore, heen
shunned by many as a month in which
to sell. But there are many except-
ions to this. If the public want the
goods they will go at any time. If
they do not want them and then go,
it makes any sale dull. A big crowd
has not always proven a hidding
crowd.

_ This year is a peculiar one because
of the feed scarcity scare now on.
This scare many think is overdone,
and there will be many more tons of
available feed next spring, some
assert, than there is today. How-
ever that may be a present shortag
makes the farmer pay good prices for
any feed that he may be able to get
at the auction sale. Un the contrary
they are slow at bidding on animals
whose mouths require to be filled. A
chance lies here to "the speculative
farmer t~ get some cheap animals for
next ses~on’s work. provided he can
winter them on roughage from his
farm,

Au auctioneer. who handles many
sales in Ontario, informed The World
that animals in good order were sell-
ing just as well as ever. Milk cow
giving milk were in demand and s
good horse sells to-day as well as it
did last October. This shows that the
farmer is not in a panic nor does he
regard the ovtlook as very depressing.

To such men bidding at these sales
is done quickly and to their limit.
There is very little use of slow small
bidding. It takes the auctioneer’s
time and wearies the people. A good
judge of aun animal or implement
knows what it is worth to him. He
bids quickly until his limit is reached
and then he quits. A sale with such
men is 2 pleasure. A few hours does
the whole thing and - everyone is satis-
fied.

The farmets’ Bus_; Time.

The Ontario farmer is busier now
than he is at any other time of the
year. Instead of the harvest being
the time when all hands are rushed to
their himit, the burden of work has
shifted to the fa!l gatherings. Octob-
er is a busy month ; every day is fill-
ed with its overload of duties to be
performed. With this the days are
shorter, rough weather is more frequent
and chores are claiming the night and
morning attention,

Just now the mangles are being
housed, ensilage cutters are filling si-
los, apples are 10 be picked, fall plow-
ing is clemoring for more attention,
potatoes must be pitted, clover has to
be threshed and many other incidental
duties creep up that require immedi-
ate attention.

It is easily apparent that successful
management of the duties on the farm
requires a clear head *o plan, a ready
arm to do and a chesrful mind to ac-
cept the constant turn of events. The
farm is a many-featured place. Its
life is attractive to every one from
without. That it is not always so to
the one who waiks “her busy ways is
mainly due to the fact that farming
is considerded to be an occupation
that needs no executive ability or
careful arrangement of details. The
successful farmer makes his work,
The other man lets the work drive him
—Toronto World.

Examination Changes.

Toronto, Oct. 7.—The education de-
partment announce important changes in
regard to examinations, the most signifi-
cant being the absolute separation of the
departmental board of examiners from
the umiversity boards. Heretofore the
latter have set the examination papers for
the departmental examinations, and there
was the same board, consisting chiefly of

university men, for both university and |

departmental examinations. The de-
partmental examination board in future
will consist ot men selected from the
staffs of the Model and Normal schools.
As a natural sequence to the foregoing,
the examinations, instead of being known
as district and junior and senior teachers’
examinations, they will be respectively
known hereafter as the entrance examin-
atious into the normal and model schools
and into the taculties of education. This
change makes clear and definite the pur-
pose of the examinations.

The Temperature This Year Was Just

Weather Observer E. A. Brown fnr-
nishes the following summary of Septem-
ber weather : Mean temperature for the
mcnth 82 degrees, which was the mean
temperature for this month for the past
34 years. The highest temperature was
84 degrees on the 15th and the lowest 35
degrees on the 26th. The total precipit-
ation for the month was 4.53 inches,
which was 1.78 inches above the average
for 34 years.

The number of clear days was 6, partly
clondy days 7, and cloudy days, 17.
There was a light frost on the 26th,—
