Canada now has its own standard of 
manners, laid down by no less, an in­
stitution than the Ontario Government.

This is a 
point in connection with the rural mail 
delivery system that is not generally 
known, and we give it as a piece of infor­
mation.

It is necessary, however, 
that the courier obliterate or deface the 
stamp before placing it in the box to 
which it is addressed.

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NOTE AND COMMENT.
• A most important developement 

of the air brake was demonstrated in 
recent experiments on the Pennsyl­
vania Railroad when a twelve-car 
steel train, nearly 1000 tons in 
weight, running GO miles an hour, 
was stopped within its own length 
of about 1,000 feet. The new West­
inghouse brake may bo operated 
with pneumatic or electric control, 
and it embodies among other im­
provements two shoes for each 
wheel instead of one as at present.

The thirty-eighth annual report of 
the Provincial Liquor License De­
partment has just been issued. The 
total number of tavern and shop 
licenses for the license year ending 
April 30th, 1913, was reduced by 
70, as compared with the previous 
year. Of the revenue the total 
amount paid to the Municipalities 
for the license year 1912-13 was 
$339,459.18 ; while the provincial 
end of it was $414,816 09. The 
fipes collected during the year 
amounted to $37,433.05 and in local

option municipalities, $14,764. The 
number committed during the year 
for drunkenness was 4974, an in­
crease of over 1750 over 1912. 
There were 235 prosecutions under 
the Liquor License Act. 179$ con­
victions were obtained, 33 persons 
were discharged, 6 withdrawm and 
17 not dealt with. The fines im­
posed in addition to sentences of 
imprisonment were $18,949. During 
the year there were seized 4730 
bottles of whisky, 186 bottles of gin, 
2 barrels of wine, 50 gallons of high 
wine, 91 barrels and cases of ale, 
2108 bottles of beer.

A Louisana senator has introduced 
a bill for nation-wide refusal of 
marriage licenses to persons who 
have been divorced. If the bill 
should become a law the divorce 
mills would rust through lack of use. 
In fashionable circles many prospec­
tive marriages are arranged for be­
fore divorce proceedings are institut­
ed. All of which is very naughty.

It is unofficially stated that a 
scheme is in preparation by the gov­
ernment to take over rural tel­
ephones and to operate them upon 
much the same system that hydro is 
operated, namely, at cost to the pat­
ron of the telephone. There is said 
to be 4Q0 or 500 telephone compan­
ies in existence in the province. One 
set of poles could carry power and 
light as well as the telephone wires, 
and one group of linemen could 
superintend all wires.

Every year many are puzzled bv 
the obvious discrepancy between the 
daces for the beginning and ending 
of Lent and the forty day duration 
of that period. It is readily seen 
that more than forty days elapse 
from Ash Wednesday to Easter. 
Those who are in any way connect­
ed with the churches which formally 
observe Lent know that all Sundays 
are feast days instead of fast days. 
They are like islands in the sea or 
oases in the desert, from tne point 
of view of those who look upon 
Lenten curbs upon the appetite as 
hardship. Sundays are in Lent, not 
of Lent, and they have to be counted 
out to get the true length of that 
period, between its beginning and its 
end. This year there are six Sun­
days in Lent, and that fact explains 
fully the excess over forty days from 
Feb. 25th to April 22, both dates in­
cluded. It is a simple matter when 
once understood, but it has caused 
much argument and confusion among 
those who have had no personal 
familiarity with the usage of the 
churches which observe the long 
period of fasting as the days length­
en into spring.

Scores Extravagant Living
That the general mode of living of the 

people of today is too luxurious, was the 
substance of a topic on the high cost of 
living at a well-attended meeting of the 
Women’s Institute held at Simcoe.

The general opinion was that unneces­
sary expense was incurred in furnishing 
homes with articles more elegant than 
useful, and which could readily be dis­
pensed with.

Extravagance in dress also came in for 
criticism, as a factor in the problem of 
economical living. Plain modes of dress­
ing were recommended as being benefic­
ial from an economic standpoint, as well 
as appearance.

Delicacies in foods also came in for 
their share of probing, plain.and whole­
some articles for the table were recom­
mended to substitute the indigestive, 
pdlate-tickhng dainties that are costly 
and injurious to health.

Telephones were also placed in the 
luxury class.

Although wages have steadily increased 
during the last few years, it was pointed 
out that the expenditures for pastime, 
including theatres and picture shows, 
has grown more than proportionately 
larger.

What is a Bag of Potatoes?
One of our townspeople bought three 

bags of potatoes from a farmer on Mon­
day, and gives his experience for the 
benefit of any who are in the habit of 
accepting a purchase without making in­
spection as to weight ,or measure. In 
order to assure himself that he was gett­
ing proper measure he had the three 
bags weighed separately. The result was 
one bag of 87 pounds, another of 77 
pounds and the third of 76 pounds. As 
a bag of potatoes is supposed to weigh 
90 pounds," he found that he was just 30 
pounds short of what he had paid for, 
which represented 30 cents, as the price 
of the tubers was 90 cents a bag. On hav, 
ing the discrepancy pointed out to him 
the farmer made good. We venture to 
say that in nearly all cases people who 
buy potatoes by the bag are satisfied to 
accept a bagful as a bag, regardless of 
size or weight. The custom has obtained 
for so long a tints that it is quite probable 
the farmer who was selling the potatoes 
did not intend1 to be dishonest in the 
transaction.—Glencoe Transcript.

A Briet Memoir
On the life and death of Mr. Edward 

Holbrook, of Petrolea, Ont.

We would say but few can look back 
over so aimiable a life. Those whom 
God dwells in possess superior aimiable- 
ness. Well might the Prophet exclaim, 

How aimiable are Thv tabernacles, O 
Lord God of Hosts.” Brother'Edward is 
the fifth one of his father's family who 
has crossed the river of death, and we 
have reason to believe they are all safe in 
the heavenly fold. Father and mother 
Holbrook predeceased their five children, 
leaving four, Thomas, of Michigan, John 
of Ontario, Mary, of Manitoba, and Sarah 
of Michigan, to mourn the long absence 
of friends so dear. We are glad to know 
these four are firm in the faith of God’s 
believing children, and bidding fair to 
enter the rest prepared for the people of 
God. May they, as heretofore and as 
Thomas and John, Mary and Sarah of 
old, be strong pillars in the house of the 
Lord, on earth, and enter with all their 
loved ones, the church triumphant in 
heaven, is the wish of a former pastors 
and writer of this memoir, who, in pio­
neer days, travelled Holbrook circuit, so 
named owing to their superior influence 
in church and state in those days. Fath­
er and mother Holbrook opened wide 
their doors to shelter from heat and cold, 
gospel missionaries of all denominations ; 
shared alike their board and kind hospi­
tality, chiefly the Episcopal Methodist of 
which they and their family were model 
members, fully- trusting in the reward of 
that promise, ‘‘In as much as ye did it 
unto the least of these My brethren, ye 
did it unto Me, come ye. blessed of My 
Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared 
for you from the foundation of the 
world.” Time and space won’t permit 
to write the many charitable acts of those 
people, feeding scores and hundreds at 
camp meetings and other meetings,' who 
flocked to hear the gospel in those never- 
to-be-forgotten days ; a great miracle 
how one family fed so many, another 
miracle, after all were so bountifully fed 
there yet was enough and to spare, a 
forcible reminder of the five loaves and 
two fishes which fed the multitude who 
flocked to hear Christ in the days of old. 
Some offered father Holbrook pay for 
such kind hospitality but he refused to 
take their money, and said the good 
Lord had blessed him and his wife and 
family, and gave them all they needed 
without money end without price, and 
all the pay he wanted was that all would 
become good Christian people, men and 
women for God,—and many were added 
to the church in those days.

5. (1) No person shall stand, travel 
fer f<or offer for use any stallion unless and 

until the name, description and pedigree 
of such stallion has been enroled and a 
certificate of such enrolment procured as 
hereinafter provided.

(2) For the purposes of enrolment 
the owner ot every stallion shall submit 
to the Board all evidence of the breeding 
and ownership of such stallion, and 
upon receipt of same and payment of 
the fee, the Board shall issue a certificate 
accordingly. Fee $2.00.

(3) All certificates of enrolment shall 
be renewed annually in accordance with

(4) When a stallion has reached the 
age of eight years the first inspection 
thereafter shall be the final inspection 
and the enrolment made on the report 
of such final inspection shall continue 
to form part ot the enrolment and 
certificate shall be granted in accordance 
therewith on each subsequent renewal 
of such enrolment. Inspection is good 
for two years for all horses less than 
eight years of age.

12. (1) The certificate of enrolment 
of any stallion shall form a prominent 
part of any newspaper or other printed 
advertisement issued to advertise such 
stallion.

(2) Every poster issued shall contain 
a copy of the certificate of enrolment 
printed in bold face and conspicuous fype 
and shall not contain any illustrations, 
pedigree or other matter which is un 
truthful or misleading.

15. Every person who is guilty of a 
contravention of any of the provisions 
of this Act shall incur a penalty of not 
more than $100 nor less than $25, recov­
erable under the Ontario Summary Con­
victions Act.

Reg. 20. Each owner of a stallion 
shall transmit to the Secretary of the 
Board a copy of every poster or other 
advertisement issued or used for the 
purpose of advertising such stallion forth­
with after the issue thereof. In default

About Wool
Long & Bisby, wholesale wool dealers, 

Hamilton, have sent out the following 
circular “

“All classes of wool now have free 
entry to the U. S. This will enable the 
unwashed wool to go there this season. 
We think it would be just as well for the 
farmers to shear their sheep without 
washing. The flocks are now so small 
and in many cases this washing was poor­
ly done and caused trouble to both buyer 
and seller.

Formerly unwashed wool was bought 
all round and sold to the local manufac­
turer the same way. When shipping to 
the U. S. it will have to be graded same 
as the washed. That is cotted, black, 
burry aud seedy fleeces culled and bought 
as rejections.”

According to G. G. Bramhill of the 
local Department of Agriculture the past 
winter was not a severe one on the fruit 
trees in the county. On a recent trip to 
the northern part of the county Mr. 
Bramhill examined a number of the 
peach orchards in the fruit belt and 
found that the trees were uninjured. He 
states that unless some unforseen calam­
ity happens the fruit crop in Lambton 
county will this year be a bumper one.

Cancer Was the Cause of His Death 
Says Physician’s Grandson.

Some interesting additions to the 
last chapter In the life of Napoleon— 
the five and a half years he spent on 
the Island of St. Helena—are made 
by Mr. L. M. Shortt, the grandson of 
Dr. Thomas Shortt, who was principal 
medical officer on the island during 
the last months of Napoleon’s life.

Two months before the death of 
"the little Corsican,” which took 
place about ten minutes before six 
o'clock on the evening of May 6th, 
1821, Napoleon was told that a splen­
did mansion bad been completed for 
him on the Island, to which he could 
move at any time. Napoleon, how­
ever, regarded the building with hor­
ror, and would never go Into It. Dr. 
Shortt, and those obliged to be on the 
spot, bad beds In the mansion, being 
Its first Inhabitants.

Napoleon developed many eccentri­
cities before his death. It was with 
the greatest difficulty that he cou.l 
be persuaded to take either food or 
medicine. Indeed, Dr. Shortt had to 
Invent a plan to make Napoleon take 
medicine without his knowing It.

By this means the doctor managed 
to give him ten grains of calomel, and 
he derived advantage from the medi­
cine, but his strength declined rapid­
ly amd his existence soon terminated. 
Dr. Shortt mentions In The English 
Review, that Napoleon would allow 
no stranger to approach him, and, al­
though he continued In consultation 
until Napoleon died, he did not see 
him until after his death.

A post-mortem examination reveal­
ed the fact that Napoleon’s body was 
a perfect mass of disease from can­
cer. His father died when younger 
than himself of the same disease, so 
that ft was hereditary, and uncon­
nected with climate or the mode of 
life he led at St. Helena. There Is 
little doubt that he would have shar­
ed the same fate had he been seated 
on the throne of France. It Is said 
that Napoleon's sister, the Princess 
Borghese, suffered from the same dis­
ease, and Bonaparte was anxious that 
hie own symptoms should be fully 
ascertained for the purpose of being 
useful to his child, who might In­
herit from him the complaint.

An Oregon Hen Lays Three Hundred 
Egg» Within a Year.

The 300 egg hen has arrived! At 
least Oregon claims to have her. says 
the Country Gentleman. This appears 
to be the world’s record for fowls. 
The Oregon champion deserves the 
ribbon for America, and her record Is 
all the more convincing since she was 
one of a pen In which another hen laid 
291 eggs. The best five hens of the 
flock are said to have exceeded 280 

each, while the entire flock of 
forty hens averaged more than 210 
eggs each a year.

While It Is true that high records, 
achieved by special breeding and feed­
ing. may have little significance to 
the commercial ponltryman. they do 
give more grounds for the hope the I 
the commercial hen with the ability 
of producing 200 eggs or thereabouts 
each year may some time not be rare. 
Of course the 200 egg hen Is no more 
the commercial standard today than 
Is the cow that can produce 1.000 
pounds of butter In a year, but do oue 
will deny that the 1,000 pound cow 
has had a lot to do with the formation 
of herds that average 700 pounds 
year. Likewise, with the 300 egg hen

>— Mending Without Sensing.
Here Is a simple and efficacious 

tray of mending a tear, threeeorner- 
ed or otherwise, In an article of 
clothing: Place the cloth flat on a 
table and smear a little white of a 
raw egg all around and over the 
tear on the reverse side. Now cut 
a piece of linen (a handkerchief wut 
do) a little larger than the tear and 
place It over the rent sd that It ad­
heres to the white of egg. Then get 
a hot Iron and simply press It, with­
out Ironing, over the linen. The 
linen will adhere firmly to the cloth 
and will not come off even if washed. 
The rent in the material will now 
be almost Invisible on the outside, 
and the mending will last as long as 
the dress or suit.—London Answers.

To make 
the ship invulnerable to this terrible 
buffeting the bottom Is made in dou­
ble thickness, with a few feet space In 
between. Before the commencement 
of a voyage this part Is pumped full 
of water and Is really a huge water 
cushion, which distributes the effects 
of shocks, which, If applied only to 
one portion of the ship’s bottom, 
would loosen the rivets and sink the 
chin.—Pearson’s Weekly.

FRUIT AND SHADE TREES.
Now M the time to attend to old 

fruit and shade trees that are over­
grown with moss and lichens, which 
harbor a horde‘of injurious Insects.

Make a compound of commercial 
caustic soda, one pound, and an equal 
quantity of crude potash. Mix each 
separately with water; then mix the 
two solutions together, stirring In a 
pound of soft soap and adding suffi­
cient water to make ten gallons of the 
complete mixture. Smaller quantities 
can be made In the same proportions.

Care must be exercised In using this 
mixture not to get it In the eyes or en 
the clothes, and gloves should be worn 
In preparing and using it 

Apply the compound with a ayrlnge. 
brush or sprayer to destroy the moss, 
lichens and hibernating Insects such 
as the woolly aphis, codling moth, 
caterpillars and scale, clearing out any 
other Insects that may be luridng In 
the trees.

Make Flats In Winter.
Make a lot of flats this winter for 

use in the garden. A flat Is a shallow 
box of convenient size used for start­
ing seedlings, for rooting cuttings or 
for carrying potted plants, pots, soD 
or other material. Many uses will be 
found for the flat and It Is advisable 
to have a good supply on hand. Soap 
or other boxes obtained from a grocer 
cut down to two and a half or three 
Inches in depth make good flats.

To produce pork profitably 
hogs must feed and graze con­
tinuously on pastures and crops 
particularly planted for them. Is 
the advice of experts of the 
farmers' co-operative branch of 
the bureau of plant industry, 
department of agriculture. Very 
seldom is the growing of bogs 
for slaughter a source of profit 
unless proper grazing and feed­
ing methods are followed.

In the spring, summer and fall 
there are many crops for pas­
turing hogs, but during the win­
ter the crops to select from are 
limited. On almost every farm 
the production and keeping of 
hogs in winter is expensive and 
generally It le not profitable, for 
the reason that large quantities 
of com are fed without products 
of green crops. More winter 
grazing Is needed, for which 
many crops are adapted. The 
most reliable are, however, rape, 

j rye, oats, wheat and barley.
For grazing purposes these 

pasturing crops for bogs should 
be sown on specially well drain­
ed and prepared land that Is 
either rich or has received a lib­
eral application of manure. Good 
winter pasturage Is not obtain­
ed except on the best drained 
lands.

The seeding should be heavy 
to Insure a thorough planting. 
The young plants will grow 
slowly In the winter and many 
plants will be needed to furnish 
plenty of pasture. Crimson clov­
er will do well with rape, rye, 
oats, wheat and barley and will 
mean an improvement on the 
land.

Winter Care of Peach Trees.
Peach trees are especially subject to 

the attacks of the San Jose scale. The 
bark of infested trees is covered with 
a crust of grayish scales, the insects 
multiplying rapidly and finally killing 
the tree.

Hydro-Electric Radial Meeting

The second reading of Mr. R. J. Mc­
Cormick’s bill in the Legislature: for a 
change in assessment matters was before j 
the House on Monday. The Globe says :

“Mr. McCormick explained that his, 
bill amounted to local option in taxation. 
He maintained that the people in town­
ships, villages and cities had a right to 
raise their taxes whichever way they 
chose, and that improvements should 
not be taxed as much as they were at 
present. He pointed out that New Zea­
land and the Province of Alberta had 
already adopted the system which the 
bill proposed, and considered that On­
tario should not stand still and allow 
other communities to go ahead. With 
regard to the city of Toronto, he believed 
that if taxes were taken off improvements 
and put more on the land that building 
would go ahead and it would be a bene­
fit in more wavs than one. It was not 
right to keep “poor souls herded together

The mass meeting called for Friday 
evening was not so largely attended as 
was expected. At 8 o’clock about twen­
ty-five people sat chatting around the 
stove in the Lyceum, and when the meal­
ing was called to order some 15 minutes 
later, not more than 100 were present. 
Probably 75 or 100 more dropped in be­
fore the speeches were concluded.

Reeve Stapleford presided, and in his 
introductory remarks urged that the del­
egates appointed on the deputation to 
Ottawa should also join the delegation 
that will interview the Minister of Pub­
lic Works re free gravel from the St. 
Clair river.

The speakers were Mayor Stirrett, of 
Petrolea ; Mayor Graham, of London ; 
Mr. H. J. Fowler, of London ; and May­
or Pettypiece, of Forest. The speeches 
were all good and were attentively listen­
ed to.

Mayor Stirrett, as county representa­
tive, explained at some length the plans 
of the Hydro-Electric and Radial Com­
mission and urged the uniformity of the 
different municipalities of the county in 
helping to carry out the scheme. Sur­
veys of the county will be made shortly, 
and Lambton will likely be one of the 
first counties to be served. He could not 
conjecture where or in what direction 
the lines would run. The terminals, pop­
ulation served, products of the district, 
and points of least resistance in construc­
tion would be decided first. The report 
made after the survey would give the 
probable cost of construction including 
the right ol way ; and tell whether oper­
ating of the projected lines would pay a 
surplus or leave a deficit. Negotiations 
would then be made with the municipal­
ities through which the projected lines 
would run, estimates laid before the el­
ectors and a vote taken to authorize the 
construction. If the vote is favorable de­
bentures will be issued. The Commis­
sion takes the debentures, which will not 
be offered for sale. At the end of 30 
years it is expected that the profits of the 
roads will be sufficient to. wipe out the 
obligation, the debentures will then be 
handed back to the municipalities and 
the future profits of the roads belong to 
the peoole. Any surplus over expenses 
would be used to decrease rates. He ex­
plained how light and power could be 
utalized for 8 or 9 miles on either side of 
the radiais and thus enrich the users and 
the country generally. All that is neces­
sary is the backing up of the municipal­
ities.

Mr. H. J. Fowler thought the people 
should do something for themselves. 
Hydro-electric would reduce the cost of 
lighting and power, and radiais would 
work the same way. The building of 
radiais would bring practical results and 
would give cheap transportation on lines 
owned by the people and managed for 
the benefit of the people. He hoped a 
good representation would be sent from 
Watford to Ottawa to demand something 
tor the people.

Mayor Graham represented the Great 
Waterways Union, and said their aims 
were coupled with those of the Hydro- 
Electric and Radial Commission. He ex­
plained the difference between the pro­
posed Georgian Bay Canal and the Wel­
land Canal schemes and showed the su­
periority of the latter, not only with 
regard to shipping but as to the develop­
ment of power.

Mayor Pettypiece thought the Electric- 
Radial scheme was one of the brightest 
propositions ever placed before the 
people of Ontario. He quoted the loss 
of population in Lambton and thought 
scheme would be a great help in keeping 
the boys on the farm, would reduce the 
exorbitant freight charges and bring a 
better state of affâirs throughout the 
province. He urged sending a strong 
deputation to Ottawa.

The following resolution was carried:—
Moved by W. E. Fitzgerald, secondedi 

by B. D. Swift, that we, the electors of 
Watford, Warwick and Brooke, hereby 
express our approval of the principle of 
publicly owned hydro-radials and power

and approval of their coming into Laueht 
ton county under the terms of the Ctes» 
mission, and we note with satisfaction 
the assurance from the Commission that 
a survey and estimate will be made sooafe 

The Reeve then thanked the speakers 
for their excellent addresses and Ih* 
meeting closed.
