‘The Cataracts ot the Nile.

It is the cataraots on the Nile which
gonstitute one of the prineipal difficul-
ties of moving a body of troops up to
Dongola; and if the force is to continue
its route by the river to Berber or Khar-
toum, there are more cataracts on the
way to be passed. There are no less
than six cataracts on the Nile, between
Assouan and Kbartoum, but thereare a
number of places besides, not dignified
with a classification of numbers, wh.ch
travellers have described as calaraots.
These are of lesser importance, and
Some of these might be put down as
rapids. During the rise of the Nile
they are most probably of but little av
count, and otfer no obstacle to the pas-
sage of boats, The firet catarach is at
Assousn, the second isabout four miles
above the Wady Halfa; the third at

Hannek, about 40 miles below New{

Dongola; the fourth isnear an island
called Doulga, on that part of the Nile
which runs south-west, nearly hall way
between Abu Hammed and Debbah;
the fifth is 35 miles north ol Berber;
and the sixth oalaract is near a village
called Gerei, about 50 miles north of
Kbartoum. The smaller cataraols are
all between the Wadi Halfa and Dongo-
la; the first is at Akabet-el-Benat, near
Samneh, about 30 miles above the Wa-
di Halfa, where a deépot is now being
formed in connection with the propos-
ed campaign ; the next is at Ambigole,
about 20 miles higher up; & foew miles
above this there is a group of three cat-
aracts at Tangour, Lamulay snd Ukma ;
about 12 miles above these there is
another at Dabl ; the next is at Kouke,
about 20 miles north of the Third Cats
aract, at Hannek, 1t is only fiom the
beginning of August till the end of Oc-
tober, that boats of the largest size can
go through. It is stated by one author-
ity that a vessel 60 by 12 or 14 feet can
put over the Second Cataract when the
Nile bas risen. 7The rise of the Nile is
about 28 feet at Cairo, but owing to the
narrower width of the channel, it rises
as much as 40 feet at the cataracts.
The amount of water implied by this
measurement must make a most im-
portant difference in relation to the
navigation, The boats which the gov-
ernment ppopose for the expedition are
to be only 30 feet in length, each ca
pable of acoomodating 20 soldiers, with
their necessary haggage and stores. As
this is only the balf of the size which it
is said can pass, it is evidena that the
expedition 18 expected to remain for
some time after the Nile has reached
its highest.— Daily Sun.

On the first
Wednesdsy in December thereafter
these electors mee: in \here owp States
and vote for President and Vice Presi-
dent. On the second Wedneaday of
February foilowing, the certificate of
these votes are opened, in the pr

Of
oourse the result is known long before
the votes are thus finally counted.
Thus, the State elections determine the
political character of the vote for the
prosideBitial election long before that
vote taked place. Then again the vote
for the eleotors in November quite sets
tles, betorehund, she action of the elecs
toral collége in December..

In nire onses out
of ten, these girle are the remnants of
sacked Soudan villages, where the in«
vading Turk, and most generaliy the
trading Arab, destroy everything but
the rising generation, which they sell
at Timbuctoo or elsewhere, and then
ocossionally make little speculative
ventures down here in Mogador. In
the interior of this great empire the
trading is more vigorous, and some
European residents, both diplomatic
and civic, have bought Timbuctoo slaves
cheap and often.— Baltimore Sun.

Growth is also promoted by the
better circulation of air in the soil
smong the roots, During rains a small
amount of ammonia is brought to the
eart, and if the soil is porous the roots
get the benefit of this. The practioe is
increasing in Europe for farmers to sow
their wheat in drillls, with a direct view
of cultivation, and the course is found
to largely increasing the yield.
