Meerschaum and Amber.

The demand for meerschaum has increas-
ed of late years. Vienma is the head-
quarters of the meerschaum industry, and
until within ten years but comparatively
few pipes were made from that material in
this country. There are now a_number of
factories in New York city whilh tarn out
first class meerschaum work. Crude meer-
schaum comes from various places in Asia
Minor, where it is mined from serpentine
or ¢halky rock in which it is embedded by
nature. When first dug out it is very soft,
but it beeomes hard upon exposure to the
air.  The Amenians control almost entire-
ly the business of mining and marketing
this specimen of clay. The erude blocks
of meerschaum are slightly waxed and po-
lished before being put into the market, so
that some idea of the value of the raw pro-
duct ean he ascertained by sight. The cen
tral market for it is Vienna. When offer-
ed for sale meerschaum is assorted in four
sizes. Of the largest sizes there are about
forty-five pieces to the case, of the second
seventy-five, of the third one hundred and
seventy five, and of the fourth, three hun-
dred to five hundred pieces. Purchasers
who are experts prefer the blocks which
are neither very light nor very heavy. If
too light, the material is extremely por-
ous, and in pipe will too
An important gnality in
determining the value of meerschaum is
freedom from flaws. It is comparatively
easy to secure perfect blocks of small size,
but very difficult to get as perfect blocks
of large ones.

American workmen have not yet become
trained in the art. The first process in
making a pipe is to cut the clay hlock
roughly into the shape of the bowl. It is
then dipped in water, and while soft, turn-
ed on a lathe. From the lathe the bowl is
rubbed smooth, the article is dipped in hot
wax, loft there a short time, and then rub-
bed smooth with a eloth. The rich brown
hue so highly prized by smokers is produec.
ed by the nicotine driving the wax, which
it at the same time colors, to the surface
of the pipe. In buying a meerschaum
bowl, one with a yellow tinge should be se-
lected, as the yellow shade shows that the
meerschaum was porous enough to absorh
wax. A white meerschaum pipe indicates
too much density for proper coloring.
Closely connected with meerschaum is
the amber from which the best mouthpieces
are made. At present, so far as is known,
this wonderful resinous deposit is confined
to certain parts of the shore of the Baltie
Sea.
ments, which is washed ashore after a heavy
stormn, but the greater quantity is secured
by mining in the cliffs. Amber is sold by
weight, an average price being $4.50 per
pound. The smaller pieces sell as low as

The great waste in working amber makes
it expensive, and rubber, and celluloid and
other compositions have been found to be
good substitutes, though for first-class pipes
nothing can take its place.

Sleepy Tom, the blind pacer, was a horse
with a remarkable record. After being
raised from obseurity to a world-wide fame
in the speed ring he ‘ drops again to neglect
and wretched squalor, and dies a horrible
death in a mean stable somewhere in the
ague-stricken regions of Indiana, says the
Xewia Blade. He was foaled at the present
St. George's hotel stable in . Bellbrook, 0.,
in about 1866 or 1867 ; was a stoutly-bred
horse, sired by Tom Rolfe, dam sired by
Tom Hazard. Tom wasa very unpromising
horse in both gait and appearance, and led
a vagabond’s life in his early days, being
racked about the streets of his native vil-
lage as & common ‘ serub.’

His dam being o natural pacer, and’ as
he showed an inclination towards that gait,
which was more manifest as he grew a Jit-
tle older, his owner, Mr. lsaac Dingle, put
him in training, but with indifferent suc-
cess, when, seemingly to end poor Tom's
career forever, he lost his sight, hecoming
totally blind. He w=s then withdrawn
from the track as worthless, and sold and
traded from hand to hand, and at one time
changed owners for thirty dollars in money
and a bottle of very poor whiskey. Fin-

ally he fell into the hands of Steve Phillips,
Xena, 0,, who again pyt him in training,
with the results so well kunown, The
gightless horse seemed to understand and
obey perfectly every word spoken to him
by his trainer and driver, Phillips, as he
would lean over from his sulky in the race
and incite him to renewed efforts.  ‘ Go in,
Tom, were the words that
spurred the intelligent horse to his greatest
speed at the last quarter-stretch in a close
race, Though the old horse could not see,
his sense of hearing was perfect, and by the
roar of excited crowds at the finish he
seemed to recognize that much was expect-
ed of him. Coming home he was a faster
horse than at any other part of the mile.
and he always went by the stand at his
highest speed. He was the star in the
splendid pacing quartette of 1879 —Nleepy
Tom, Mattie Hunter, Lucy and Rowdy
Boy. The three latter he beat at Chicago,
July 24th, and 25th, 1879, Tom taking the
third, fourth, and fifth heats in 2,174, 2.16,
and 2.12}, for a_purse of $1,500. The last
heat Tom recorded the best time known
in the world, at any gate, and Sleepy Tom's
pame became a household word, and his

and win,’

fame spread throughout the world. Soon,
however, old age and terrific campaigning
began to tell on the old horse, and he be-
came unfit for the turf, appearing for the
last time at Red Oak, Io., in 1882, shortly
after being sold to Dr. Ollin, of Chicago.
At last Phillips thought he would hunt wp
Old Tom and take care of him in his old
age, and went to Chicago in search of him.
It was found that Tom had become worth-
less for any purpose, and had been traded
away for little or nothing to « man in In-
diana, and, saddest of all, shortly after
reaching the barn of the new owner the
structure took fire, and poor Tom, the
king of pacers in all the world for three
years, was burned to death.——51.

Needed Food.

A writer in the Practical Farmer says:
Five years ago I had a fine Bartlett pear-
tree, four inches in diameter, so badly
struck with blight that the leaves on every
limb at their extremities were dead. 1
thought I would try and save my beautiful
pear-tree. We dug the earth away for
about six feet all around the tree down to
the large root. We then took 100 pounds
of kainite (German potash salts), mixed it
with twice its bulk of soil and spread it
over the roots. We then took fifty pounds
of a good superphosphate, mixed the earth
with it in the same way and spread this
over the salts mixture, We then spread
one bushel of slacked lime over the phos-
phate ; it being in the heat of summer and
very dry, we drew twenty to thirty pails
of water from the well and made a mud-
puddle of the whole mass of mineral fer-
tilizers, and in one week I could see the
tree was reviviug and it bore a small crop
of good pears in the center of the top
where the blight had not extended that
season, and has borne a fine crop of pears
every fyear since, constantly increasing in
beauty, flavor and number. I have tried
the same treatment on some apple-trees
with good suecess.
