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The lobster catch of Maine during theAlfred J. Fleming, United States con­
sul at Yarmouth, writes:

“It has long been accepted here that 
the dogfish fed to a considerable extent 
upon the lobster, but an investigation 
made not long since by scientific men at 
the rendering works at Clark's Harbor 
showed conclusively that such is not the 
case. Of the millions of dogfish put 
through the crusher only one showed 
the presence of lobster, and that was a 
small piece. The dogfish swarm ordinari­
ly neat the surface, and eat nothing but 
■what they first snap in morsels; there­
fore it is difficult to imagine how they 
could do this with the lobster in full 
armor. Although the dogfish is a great 
peat and destroys thousands of dollars’ 
werth of fish, there were no indications 
that they feed to any extent on lobsters. 
On the other hand, the investigation 
showed that the skate, which is only a 
ground fish, was very destructive of this 
particular kind of shellfish.” *

.The figures indicate that the Maine 
supply is not falling off, a misstatement 
that has been made from time to time,

The International Fisheries company 
of America has the exclusive right to 
grow and gather lobsters along the 3,000 
miles of Mexican coast on the Pacific 
ocean. Lobsters are being sent to the 
United States, the value of the ship* 
ments at each month amounting to 
about $20,000. All of which arc used in 
supplying the demand of the west. The 
average market price for lobsters is 
twenty cents per pound on the Pacific 
coast, The International Fisheries com­
pany gathers its lobsters from one end 
of the year to the other. There is no 
closed season. During the summer 
months only the male lobsters are mar­
keted, while all the female lobsters 
caught are thrown into gigantic hatch- 

j cries, where they drop their spawn. Dur­
ing the winter months, after the spawn 
has been dropped, the female, is sent to 
the market, supplying the greater l'art 
of the winter demand, as during that 
season of the year the lobster fishing is 
sometimes interrupted by occasional 
storms.

The catch so far has not been so 
large as was exjiected, and prices of live 
lobsters have stiffened in the American 
market.

During the recent storm, which was 
the worst that has swept the New 
Brunswick coast in a number of years, 
thousands of lobsters of all sizes have 
been washed ashore on the North Beach 

■ at Itexton. For a distance of several 
hundred yards a reef was formed on the 
shore of all kinds of fish, including an

It used to 
be that the private bank sold out to the 
chartered bank. Now the chartered bank 
with only a local or provincial business 
retires before the powerful organization 
with its scores or even hundreds of 
branches stretching from sea to sea, says 
the Toronto News. Going back only 
four years we find that at the end of 
1906 no fewer than 36 chartered banks 
were reporting to the Government.

THE LOSS IS HEAVY 
The loss will lie very heavy and will 

be felt by the people of the community 
as well as by the Company. It was only 
last fall that over $15,000 worth of new 
machinery was installed. The total in­
surance on the buildings and plant was

for Consumptives tells of a mother who, 
with her two children, is now under treat­
ment in that institution. The husband had 
been a patient, but the case was an ad­
vanced one when the patient entered, and 
he has since passed away. There is little 
doubt but that the wife was infected as a i 
result of caring for her husband, and now 
she is in the Muskoka Hospital. Her little 
girl, about five years of ago, and a boy of 
ton are with her, both being afflicted with 
this dread disease.

The words of the mother are pathetic.
She writes : “ I went to a doctor and got 1 
him to examine my lungs to see whether 
there was anything wrong vyitli them, and 
he said that the right lung was affected.
A little rest, he hoped, would build mo up.
I have a little girl, about five years old, and 
the doctor says that if I could take her 
up with me it would do her ever so much 
good, as she is not very strong. I have 
three more children, and one of these, a 
boy of ten, seems also to be afflicted, and 
it is advisable that he should enter the hos- 
pital.”

These three are of the 104 patients who 
aro residents in this deserving institution 
and being cared for without money and 
without price. The sorry part of it is that 
the trustees are carrying a debt of some­
thing like $40,000, incurred largely through 
the additions that have been made within 
the past year, and that have more than 
doubled the accommodation of the institu­
tion, together with the heavy cost of main-
